Christiania, June 21. — Captain 
Amundsen, who recently abandoned 
his proposed flight across the North 
Pole by airplane, is returning to the U. 
S. on the schooner Holmes, according 
to a despatch from Nome. Thp de­
spatch says" Amundsen’s airplane was 
damaged in a trial flight.

The town has approximately 20,000 
residents living in tents, several thou­
sand more in tiny one and two 
shacks, and a few hundred in the sub­
stantial residences built before Shelby 
experienced its boom.

The fact that pigeons always do re­
turn to the pigeonry is self-evident, 
and no explanation for it is sought. In­
vestigations are centered on trying to 
determine just how they find their way , 
back over great distances, 
only find their way back with ease, 
but invariably when flying over land; 
they return in a direct line to the place 
from which they came. Even when they 
have been taken from the pigeonry at 
night, or have been carried on a rail­
way train, they return in a straight 
course when set free. Nor is it neces­
sary that they be taken in a direct line 
In the first place.

It is difficult for pigeons to fly 
against the wind, especially an east 
wind, but they never find it impos­
sible. Storms often cause pigeons to 
lose their way, and fogs prescrit difficul­
ties. Even pigeons trained to fly at 
night are inconvenienced by fog. All 
carrier pigeons can be trained • to flj 
by night, and when once they have 
learned this they fly with greater ease 
on the darkest nights. It is believed 
that they make use of some mysterious 
sense which is not aided but rather 
hindered by moonlight.

Pigeons set free over the water re­
turn to the columbarium by the nearest 
land route. They seem to have a hor­
ror of the sea, for they put for the 
nearest shore Immediately and fly the 
rest of the way over land, although this 
may be a much longer dlst»»o«

: “If the performance in flight is satis­
factory,” the department’s announce­
ment said, “the air service engineering 
division at Dayton wrill have achieved 
the credit of putting in the air the 
largest successful airplane In the 
world."

The plane was designed for the air 
««vice by Walter H. Barling. It was 

.Constructed by the Wittemann Air 
Craft Corporation of Hasbrouck 
Heights, N. J. While It is generally 
rated as a triplane, the “mid plane” is 
so narrow as to prompt the expression 
“two-and-a-half-planer." The gaso­
line capacity is 2,000 gallons and oil 181 
gallons, and a minimum operating crew 
of four will be required.'

“Specifications require that not more 
"than 5,000 pounds of bombs shall be

New York, June 20.—At the request 
of the Ministry of Health, London, 
England, Dr. George A. Soper, Manag­
ing Director of the American Society 
for the Control of Cancer, has for­
warded to the Ministry data concern-. 
,ing the Society’s cancer control work 
here, to be used in the English drive 
against the disease.

Recently a number of British phy­
sicians, surgeons and others prominent 
in the civic life of the Empire, alarm­
ed by the rapid increase in the mor­
tality from cancer, organised with the 
aid of the Ministry of Health what 
is to be known aa the British Empire 
Cancer Campaign. They were spurred 
to this by the realization that in 1921 
-one in every seven deaths of persons 
over 80 .years of age in England and 
Wales was caused by cancer.

As long ago as September 1888, Dr. 
James E. Adams, of London, writing 
in the Lancet called attention to the 
campaign against cancer in America,

• Saying “There they have a powerful 
society for the control of cancer and 
much work is being done by it to en­
lighten the public as to its early signs 
of dangers of delay. The power of 

press and the pulpit are both be- 
utilized in this good cause, and I - 

believe I am right in saying that this 
society organizes ‘cancer weeks’ from 
time to time. I believe with our pre- 

, sent lack of precise knowledge It is 
the most satisfactory road to success 
and treatment.”

in writing on behalf of the Ministry 
of Health, Dr. A. B. Smatlman, Secre­
tary, told of the inception of the Eng­
lish campaign, and said he wrote'-to 
the Society as an organization repre­
senting one of the earliest established, 
most extensive and best known of its 
kind.

(Toronto Globe.)
Dr. Hermann M. Biggs, Health 

Commissioner of New York State, tells 
the National Conference of Social 
Workers that-six years have been add­
ed to the life of the average American 
since 1900, thanks to sanitation and 
public health education. He believes 
another five years can be added to the 
national life expectancy during the 
next 20 years by similar measures. In 
1900 the average death rate in all the 
states registering vital statistics was 
17.6 to the thousand of population. It 
fell steadily to 14.4 in 1909; fluctuated 
betweep 13.6 and 15 for eight years; 
rose to 18.1 in the year of the influ- 

epidemic, and dropped to 18.1 in 
1920. In 1900 the age group of. persons 
over 65 years of age constituted 18.7 
of the total population of the United 
SUtes. In 1920 It had risen to 16.1 per 
cent. At present more than 5,000,000 
people In the United States have pass­
ed the 66th milestone.

These reassuring figures answer the 
lament that the stamina of people on 
this continent is being sapped by the 
hurry and strain of .modern life. Ex­
istence in a large city may be a con­
stant assault on the nerves, but the 
human constitution has probably the 

faculty of adaptation to its en­
vironment that has preserved the race 
—or some races—through the ages. In 
no part of the world so much as ln 
North America has science come to 
man's aid so freely in prolonging life 
6y fighting the causes of disease and 
creating conditions conducive to health.

While taking 
cognizance of this situation, many 
bankers and economists are not pre­
pared to state at the moment just what 
this tendency portends.

It means, of course, that in spite of 
our exceptionally high tariff, foreign 
manufacturers can sell goods in the 
United States in competition with 
American manufacturers of these same 
goods. There is no question that the 
United States is the most 'expensive 
country in which to do business in the 
world today. If it were not for the 
tariff there would inevitably be a per­
pendicular drop in the selling price of 
many commodities. If American man­
ufacturers of these goods were to con­
tinue to compete with foreign makers 
there would have to be a sharp corre­
sponding decline in manufacturing costs 
in the United States, which would mean 
a drop in raw materials and wages.

A Democratic success at the polls in 
1924, which is by no means beyond the 
realms of possibility, would presumably 
lie followed by a marked reduction in 
the tariff. It is easily possible that this 
might be followed by a serious indus­
trial recession in the United States, at 
least while the necessary readqustments 
were being made.

The labor shortage is still with us, 
although, perhaps, not as seriously felt 
as a few weeks ago. A rather ingeni­
ous yet perhaps correct explanation of 
the insufficient supplies of labor which 
prevail today is contained in a letter 
issued by the First National Bank of! 
Philadelphia, which says:

“A labor shortage is very costly for 
a nation so actively employed, but it 
is explainable in part, no doubt, by the 
extraordinary growth of the newer in­
dustries within the last few years. The 
automobile, the radio, the gasoline, the 
telephone, road improvement and mov­
ing pictures represent some of the lines 
which employ an enormous multitude j 
of workers. The automobile has come 
to be our second greatest industry and 
it is easy to see that it has not reach­
ed nearly the ‘saturation point’ yet. 
Many hundred thousand people are em­
ployed in these new activities and re­
lated industries and, with immigration 
restricted and organized labor limiting 
their membership, it is easy1 to see that 
the labor shortage is difficult to pro­
vide for at a time when virtually full 

con- employment is assured by the other in­
dustries. It is an interesting situation 
which calls, for broad visioned, men of 
high integrity and real business abil­
ity.”

Caution is still the keynote 

business situation in the .United States. 
Buyers continue their 'policy of making 
commitments for goods to cover only 
their immediate needs. Most bankers 
think that the general situation has 
been greatly strengthened by the check 
applied to rising prices and the efforts 
to bring buyers and sellers to a rea­
lization of what is necessary to put 
business on an even keel and keep it 
healthy and strong. The refusal of 
the public to follow prices up shows 
that the lessons of 1920 have not been 
forgotten. '

The disposition in banking circles is 
to look at the long distance future 
with considerable confidence. There is 
no sound reason why business should 
not be good. Money and credits are 
pilentiful enough. There is practically 
no unemployment. Prices and wages 
seem to be fairly well stabilized again. 
The line of demarcation between cur­
rent volume of trade and buying for 
future requirements continues sharply 
defined. Although the present produc­
tive output of the country is perhaps 
on the whole slightly below the levels 
prevailing two months ago, it is still 
large. Most branches of industry are 
still producing fairly near capacity.

The steel trade reviews this week 
speak of some falling off in output 
but this was due to the warmer weath­
er and the loss of workmen rather than 
to insufficient orders to keep produc­
tion at the former level. It is not con­
sidered likely that the records for steel 
production set up in April and May 
will be seen again for a long time.

London, May 18.—(By Mail).—The 
Joint Expedition sent out to Ur of the 
Chaldees by the British Muséum and 
the University Museum, Philadelphia, 
has now concluded its first season’s 
work in the field, says C. Leonarfi 
Wooffèy, director of the expedition, in 
“The Westminster Gazette.” The site 
has proved unexpectedly rich in ob­
jects. These include very many in­
scribed clay tablets, mostly business 
documents covering the period of the 
Third Dynasty (2300 B.C.—2000 B.C.) 
and a series of bricks bearing royal 
stamps which covers the whole life of 
the city from the latter half of the 
third millennium to the sixth century 
before Christ.

These objects throw not a little light 
upon the history of the town which 
was the birthplace of Abraham, but 
of not less scientific interest are the 
actual buildings discovered, many of 
which go back before Abrahan\ 
time, while others can be brought into 
relation with other characters of Old 
Testament history.

“We have concentrated our efforts 
on the excavation of the temenos, oi 
sacred precinct, built by Ur-Engur to 
inclose the already ancient temples of 
the Sumerian capital,” says Mr. Wool-

“We have thoroughly cleared the 

smaller temple of the Moon-God and 
his consort which lies at the foot of 
the zigurat or brick-storied tower built 
hy the Ur-Engur and his son Dungi.

“This smaller temple proved to be 
of the greatest interest. Founded at 
some very early date, probably in the 
fourth millennium B. C., it was re­
built or repaired by a whole series of 
kings, who have left their records eith­
er stamped upon its bricks or inscrib­
ed on the stone hinge-blocks in which 
its doors turned.

“The earliest of these is Ur-Engur 
(though the temple had been rebuilt 
twice before his days by rulers still 
nameless), and the last was Çyrus, 
King of Persia (535 B. C.) Up to the 
late Babylonian period the old build­
ing preserved constantly its original 
form.

“Nebuchadnezzar (600 B. C.) re­
modeled it, apparently, Jo suit a change 
of ritual whereby public services took 
the place of, or were added to, the 
private rites of former days ; such a 
change would be consistent with the 
story of the King’s proclamation re­
corded in the Bible.”

The excavations will’ be resumed 
next ^autumn, and it Is proposed to 
continue for a term of years the work 
which has begun so fruitfully. But the
