Policeman Leaps Aboard.

New York, Nov. 6—Police whistles
were sounded and revolver shots fired
in Broadway last night as hundreds of
persons in the Times Square theatrical
district pursued a careening uncontrolled
automobile which plunged through the
jam of traffic while a policeman pattled
to subdue the driver, i

The chase started when the car, ap-
parently running wild, crashed into an-
other machine and failed to stop. It
shot down Broadway at high speed, fol-
lowed by a repidly swelling crowd. As
it dashed through the traffic it hit one
derestrian and sent him flying cut and
bruised. Pistol bullets failed to stop it
and at 42nd street a policemman made a
flying leap to the running board, smash-
edn&edassofthelocked door and
crawled to the front seat.

The driver released the steering wheel
and the fight followed.

shutting off the gasoline and the car
rolled up on the curb and stopped. The
driver, who gave his name as Patrick
McCabe, was locked up, charged with
felonious assault and intoxication.

FRENCH TREATY
WITH THE CZECHS

Commercial Pact One of Bar-
ter and Trade.

Similar Ones Now Being
Negotiated With Belgium
and Italy—Restoring Pre-
War Commerce.

Paris, Nov. 6—The preliminary com-
mercial treaty between France and
Czecho-Slovakia, which was signed on
Thursday in Paris, is the first of several
of similar pacts which France will ne-
gotiate with many nations of the world
within the next few years.

Having denounced all existing com-
mercial treaties, the French government
is planning to arrange new ones. Mean-
time the old treaties are being extended
every three months until, they are re-
placed by new agreements.

The Franco-Czecho-Slovakia treaty Is a
barter and trade agreement, with virtu~
ally no financial clauses. In it France
and Czecho-Slovakia have made mutual
tariff concessions.

Barter and trade probably will be the
chief features of all the French commer-
cial treaties. Through such: means France
hopes to obtain material needed by her
and at the same time develop markets
for domestic produycts. The treaties are
to form part of the plan to re-establish
the pre-war commerce of France. It is
understood that similar pacts are now'
being negotiated with Belgium and Italy.

SPRACKLIN IS
HELD IN JAIL

(Continued from page 1.)

Rev. Mr. Spracklin and five of his as-
sistants had broken their way into the
road house through a rear window, af-
ter their way had been barred, they
said, by locked doors. The shooting oc-
curred as Spracklin encountered Trum-
ble in a hallway on the first floor. Ac-
cording to members of the raiding partys
Trumble levelled a revolver at Spracklin
and the latter fired in self-defense.

Less than half an hour after he had
fired the fatal shot, Mr. Spracklin ap-
peared at Windsor police headquarters,
where he voluntarily surrendered. An
inquest is being "held. s\

“According to information secured from
the Windsor police, who declared that
the facts were told by Mr. Spracklin, li-
cense officers, while proceeding past the
Chappell house early this morning saw
a wounded man lying on the steps and
Mr. Spracklin found a man said to be
Ernest Deslippe in a semi-conscious con-
ditions

Deslippe declared, the police say, that
he had been in the hotel a short time
before and was attacked and thrown
out, and then beaten over the head.

Spracklin, with his officers, demanded
admittance. Trumble appeared and de-
manded their business. He disappeared
momentarily into the hotel, the police
were told, and was followed by Sprack-
lin. Trumble, it is said, resented the in-
trusion of the license inspector and,
threatening him with the revolver, de-
clared: “I'm going to get you.”

According to the story told by the po-
lice, Trumble had approached Spracklin
and, as he concluded his threat, pushed
his revorver against the latter’s abdomen.
Spracklin, it is said, drew his revolver
and fired, striking FTrumble low down in-
the ‘left abdomen. Trumble collapsed.
Trumble died less than twenty-five min-
utes after receiving the wound.

(Toronto Globe, Thursday.)

‘She is survived by‘

k one son, David, and one daughter, Kate,

CERTIFICATE OF
ELECTION WAS
ISSUED TODAY

Matters in Connection With
Case of Recount of the St.
John County Vote.

Judge J. R. Armstrong this morning
issued a certificate of election on the
stxjength of the result of the recent re-
count of the votes cast in St. John
county, announcing the totals to be as
,follows: Dr. L. M. Curren, 1,918; A. F.
Bentley, 1,894; Dr. Baxter, 1,912, and
T\ B. Carson, 1,777. Dr. Curren and Dr.
Baxter are therefore declared elected.
Before giving judgment, Judge Arm-
strong asked the counsel pyesent if they
had . anything! to say. J. MacMillan
Frueman said that W. M. Ryan had had
a: telephone conversation with A. F.\
Bentley and that Mr. Bentley had said

[that he thought the certificate should
wnot be withheld. Dr. Baxter had asked

iafter Wednesday, when the question of
|the order granted by Judge Barry for
Judge Armstrong to go on with the re-
count would be heard. He (Mr. Bent-
ley) said he did not see why proceed-
ings should;be held up in order that a
point might be settled for the benefit of
lawyers. The act says that the judge
shall issue a certificate “forthwith” and
he thought this should be done.

W. M. Ryan for Dr. L. M. Curren said
that it was immaterial to his interests
and he would abide by the decision of
the court.

Hon. Mr, Baxter said that the word
“forthwith” was there, but he entertain-
ed very strong views on this matter. He
said that one of the points which he
raised previously was a pure technical-
ity, but he had yet to learn that tech-
nicalities were not good law. In his own
opinion Judge Armstrong was right /in
refusing to go on with the recount in
the face of the objections raised and he
would like to see this important ques-
tion settled as to whether an alien, a
stranger, a minor or any disinterested
party could file an affidavit and obtain
a recount. If this was the interpreta-
tion put on the statute then it was un-
fair. He wanted an opportunity to pre-
sent the facts of the case to'the supreme
court and obtdin a ruling on it. ‘He
thought that Mr. Bentley was looking at
the matter from the layman’s standpoint
but in reality there was a very import-
ant principle involved. If Mr. Bentley
did not wish to go to the expense of
being represented when the matter comes
before the supreme court next week he
did not have to do so and the fact that
he was not represented would not mili-
tate against him nor jeopardize his in-
terests.

In giving judgment, Judge Armstrong
said he regretted the stand taken by Mr.
Bentley in refusing to consent to the cer-
tificate being withheld, but attached no
blame to any of the counsel in the case
for influencing Mr. Bentley in the mat-
ter. He dealt with attacks that had
been made in the press upon Dr. Baxter
and himself. He thought much of the
comment most unjust- It had been said
ithat he and Dr. Baxter were on very in-
| timate terms and that he was a great
ladmirer of Dr. Baxter. This he admit-
ted. With reference to a charge made
in the press that this had affected his
decision in favor of Dr. Baxter he char-
| acterized it as baseless and said it should
{never have been made. He was a be-
{liever in the freedom of the press but
he did ‘not favor the publication of such
unbridled statements as this. Respect
should be paid to those who hold judi-
cial positions, and if these statements
were true he would not now be a judge.

South Africa and Wild

New York is entertaining several uni-
que guests, who have traveled thousands
of miles to get there. These visitors are
now living under Dr. W. T. Hornaday’s
care out at the New York - Zoological
Gardens .in Bronx Park.

Probably the most interesting among
them, says the New York Times, is the
thountain zebra, who came all the way
from Cape Colony, South Africa. He is
Ahe rarest animal in the whole park and
his trip to America required years,

Before the war this brown-faced,
brown-striped creature started on his
journey from the wilds of Cape Colony
to his present peaceful resting place. Af-
ter being captured in the mountains of
his native country he remained for
months at the Zoo in Pretoria, the cap-

In the coiection of wild
horses there i3 the Kiang, the wild ass
from Lake Baikal, north of the Himalay-
as, irom the highest tobleland in  the
world, Tibet. The Kiang dashes around |
his corral with all the freedcm of the
wild creature that he is. Chptivity hasl
lnot brokea his free spirit. When the
snow falls the Kiang chooses the deepest
drifits in his corral .in which to sleep
though he léas a perfectly good barn.
The snow drifts carry him back to
Tibet and its lofty mountains covered
with eternal snow.

Then there are the shaggzy wild horses
from the great Gobi Desert in Mongolia,
beyond the Wall of China. These wild
hovses have stiff, upstanding manes and
tails like mules, and even the amateur
can see faint streakings on tie legs of
these creatures that .may connect them
up with the zebra family, though some
scientists now contend that there wcre
several species of equine animals rather
than one stock from which variations
sprang.

Mr. McBride is very proud of his
Grant zebras from the plains of Uganda,
in British East Africa. These animals
are so gentle that even strangers can go
into. the corral. The second Grant
zebra born in captivity is on view there
now. The first one that Mr. McBride
succeeded in raising was sent last year
with two shiploads of animals from the
Zoo to help restock the Belgian Zoo

Another new
animal in the zebra house is the orang-
er, which has just come from the north-
west corner of Northwest JIndia—
Beluchistan on the Arabian Sea’ This
little apimal first went to London, where
the curator of birds of the museum, who
was in England at the time, heard about
him and was able to get him for the
New York Zoo.

Two other new arrivals that are ex-
citing a good deal of discussion are the
Burchell-Chapman zebras from Northern
Rhodesia, the part of the world that
Cecil “John Rhodes made famous, The
stripings of these zebras are peculiarly
their own. Their legs ‘are the whitest
in the collection.

‘Thée two Grevy zebras come from
Northern Somaliland. The male is one
of the most vicious' animals in the park.
When any one approaches he commences
to snort and rage, Recently a “movie”
was taken of this Grevy zebra. A
dummy dressed as a keeper was put in
the corral. The wild creature made
short work of him. Kicking and biting,
the zebra leaped on the prestrate figure,
crunching him with his knees and tear-
ing the face out with one angry toss of
the head. Curiously enough, the female
of the species is not “more deadly than
the male.” She welcomes visitors and is
quite willing to be friendly.

British Statesman's View on International Situa-
tion—More London Gossip About Wedding of
Prince of Wales—News Topics in Empire

Metropolis.

(From our Own Consp;'mdent.)

London, October 21.—“If the Peace
Conference sat again now in the same
circumstances as before, but with the
experience of today, the result would
be vastly different.” :

These words were used in my hear-
ing today by a distinguished statesman,
and they convey a tragedy of histori-
cal fiasco. At Versailles we stood loy-
ally beside our French Allies, even
against our own inclinations often
enough, and the result was a peace so
hopelessly at- variance with American
idealism that President Wilson, it is
said, carried back with him to America
the receipted bill for Europe’s war debts
to the United States, which he took in
his pocket to Paris. Since the British
premier’s prestige was lowered by the
superior sagacity which French diplo-
macy claims to have exercised over the
Russo-Polish affair, the French press
has been nagging incessantly at the En-
tente. Most people, unless they see the
Paris newspapers, can have no idea of
the extent and acidity of the attack. It
is a sad commentary on intefnational
relationship and the League of Nations.
But the only result must be to\strength-
en the influence of those who held that
our only policy is to freeze on to an
Anglo-Saxon concordat. Who would
have suspected that less than two years
after the last shot in the great war our
relations with France would be almost
worse than just after Fashoda? 4

An Oxford Manner.

Mixed sentiments will be aroused by
an influentially-signed “letter of recon-
ciliation” addressed from Oxford Uni-
versity to the professors of the German
universities. This missive expresses
“heartfelt sorrow and regret” for the
breach in friendly intercourse, attributes
“the embitterment of animosities” to
“the impulse of loyal patriotism,” and
pleads for “that amicable reunion which
civilization demands.” Of course this
appeal will be regarded by many as the
triumph of intelligent forbearance over
ignorant projudice.  Stil¥ many more
will look upon it as anéther proof of
Oxford’s severe academic detachment
from the realities of life.

Everybody knows how formidable
was the role played by the German uni-
versity professors in scheming for the
war and in the evil features of the war.

' They were the laudest apostles of Bern-

bardism in its worst forms, and they

‘preached the devilish gospel of ruthless
kultur. They have never pretended to
be sorry for anything except Germany’s
defeat. That Oxford should have has-
tened to extend to these kulturists of
Krupp philosophy the right hand of aca-
demic fellowship is at all events cour-
ageous. One can imagine it having dis-
astrous effects on Oxford. The com-
mon people will not admire this “Ox-
ford manner.”

Sibelius to Visit London,

The Queen’s Hall Symphony concerts
on Saturday afternoons during the com-
ing season will provide an opportunity
for some of the modern composers to
produce their larger works under their
own direction and an interesting .name
one notices in the programmes is that
of Jean Sibelius, a famous Finnish com-
poser. He is to conduct a new symp-
hony which he has written and which
it is said has never yet been heard. Si-
belius is better known in this country

as the composer of the popular “Valse

Triste,” and from the incidental music
he wrote to the opera “Kulomea” and his
patriotic tone poem “Finlandia,” is fre-
quently heard at orchestral concerts.
During the war Sibelius suffered like so
many more of the bourgeoisie and was
even condemned by ‘the Finnish Red
Guards to be shot. He was imprisoned
in his beautiful home at Helsingfors but
was allowed to leave owing to the clem~
ency of a “Red” minister, who, as an
amateur cornet player, reprieved the
great compbser as a “brother artist.,”
Last season an earlier symphony by
Sibelius was produced at the Queen’s
Hall and all were struck with the som-
bre tones employed by the composer. It
will be interesting therefore to sce
whether the new work will typify Fin-
land’s release at long last from oppres-
sion or whether Sibelius, writing under
the strain of the war, continues with his
somewhat melancholy harmonies,
