Rome, April 15—The Pope’s condition is 
unchanged. After leaving his bedside Pro­
fessor Marchiafava said:

“Ï now reatiy trust* that the Pope’s ill­
ness will -have a favorable solution if it is 
possible to induce the patient to take prop­
er care of himself.”

The morning bulletin issued by the papal 
physicians, Professor Marchafava and Dr. 
Amici was as follows:

“The Holy Father was again without 
fever this morning. His temperature is 
97. The cough has diminished and expec­
toration has become easy and copious.The 
Pontiff’s general condition has always been 
satisfactory.

The superstitious seem to think they 
find corroboration in the fact that the 
tombstone of Pius Sylvester II., in the 
Basilica of St. John’s of Lateran, is still 
dry. The marble slab on the tomb, which 
bears his epitaph is reputed to be always 
bedewed when a Pope is dying. It is 
declared that this has never failed for teif 
centuries to give a premonition of the death 
of the pontiffs, who have passed, away in 
that period. The phenomenon occurred 
as usual on the day that Pope Leo XIII. 
died. From that day to this it has been 
dry.

Agents of the Illinois vice committee 
late _on Friday night and early Saturday 
brought consternation to the fashionable 
guests of two down town restaurants in 
Chicago—Rectors and The States—against 
whose reputations there rested no question 
except the nature of their cabaret enter-

From these cafes only the managers and 
members of the cabaret shows were sum­
moned. They were questioned by the vice 
commission as to “smut” songs which are 
alleged features of cabarets.

From the tenderloin men and women 
sightseers out “slumming” were gathered 
and brought before the commission. One 
woman in hysterical fear of disgrace tried 
to jump from a window. Another fell on 
her knees and wept. A man jammed a 
roll of bills into the hands of a policeman. 
“Take this for God s sake,” he said “and 
let my party go. You don’t know whàt 
this means.” Policemen kept the rushing 
mob, some weeping, some laughing hyster­
ically, from the, doors, and soon restored 
order. Then they were bundled into auto­
mobiles and taken down town.

From some of them the senators drew 
reluctant admissions that a few of the 
songs and dances “might be” suggestive 
and “perhaps” had a bad effect on the 
diners.

A girl singer, asserted she never would 
sing Tn My Harem,’ a song about which 
Lieut. Gov. O’Hara was particularly in­
quisitive. The manager of a well known 
restaurant said the restaurant business had 
degenerated into a vaudeville show and he 
did not know when it would stop.

After investigators- and members of a 
“slumming” party said they had heard an 
improper song in a place on 21st street the 
commission voted to recommend to Mayor 
Harrison that the cafe’s license be revoked 
and will call the attention of the state’s 
attorney to the testimony of the manager, 
who said nothing indecent went on.

have power to deal with and compulsorily 
detain lunatics, idiots, and imbeciles; but 
the charge of the feeble-minded is not 
taken over by any authority. That ia 
to say, although education and poor law 
authorities are permitted to care for the 
feeble-minded, and indeed are extremely 
anxious to do so, yet they have no power 
to do so except by the consent of the 
feeble-minded persons themselves, 
defective and epileptic children’s act 
(1899) was a step in the direction of great­
er control, but did not go far enough. It 
enables educable feeble-minded to be sent 
to special schools, and, when they leave 
at the age of 16, to be handed over to 
the local authority, so that the education 
they have received may not, as hither­
to, be wastèd. But this act is only per­
missive, not obligatory, and it is in oper­
ation, generally speaking, only in urban 
areas, and not in all of those. The need 
for the extension of this act is apparent.

their numbers are kept down by famine, 
sickness, and incapacity for self-defence. 
We plaee no restriction upon the mar­
riage of such people, and as they are ex­
ceptionally prolific, and their offspring 
inherit their weakness, each generation 
sees an ever-increasing number of degen. 
crates. The “vast army of incompetents’ 
has been described as a serious drain up­
on the resources of the nation.” They 
cannot work; and therefore they crowd 
the work-houses; they are deficient in 
self-control, and therefore lapse into crim­
inal conduct which sends them to goal; 
they cannot protect themselves against 
disease, and accordingly they fill up the 
beds in the hospitals. Immorality and 
illegitimacy are the results of their free­
dom.

Such is the state of affairs which Mr. 
McKenna’s bill seeks to remedy. This 
bill proposes firstly, the establishment of 
a central board of control consisting of 
thirteen members, eight of them to be 
the already existing lunacy 
ers. This board is to control all classes 
of mental defect (in accordance with the 
recommendations of the commission. This 
general authority will be set over a local 
authority, that is, a committee appointed 
by the county council and county bor­
oughs, for the care of the mentally defec­
tive. The general duties of these 
mittees will be to ascertain what persons 
within the area are defective subjects to 
be dealt with under this act; to keep a 
register of them; to supervise defectives, 
placing them in institutions or under 
guardianship when necessary; to provide 
institutions for defectives and to arrange 
for their inspection, etc.

True, such 
persons must be subject to certain other 
conditions before they come under the act. 
They must be found wandering, neglect­
ed, cruelly treated, or charged with the 
commission of offences, or be habitual in­
ebriates, or be a danger to the 
ity in some form or another. These stipu- 

! lations are very vague; and it has been 
observed with truth that, with these de­
finitions, the act might be made to in­
clude a man simply because he had no 
settled abode and had always been at the 
bottom of his class in school.” It is to 
be hoped—indeed, it seems most likely— 
that the bill will be amended in thie re­
spect. It will be sufficient for its pur­
pose if it segregates those who are de­
fective criminals and drunkards; in the 
interests of the community it is right that 
they should be deprived of the opportuni­
ties of parenthood. But to segregate those 
who are likely to be merely undesirable 
parents is a eugenic measure for which 
the time is not ripe. Mr. McKenna will 
be well advised if lie drops his present 
definition of persons coming under the 
act, and adopts instead such a Ipne as' 
is proposed by a private member’s bill.

Madrid, April 15—The movement of re­
volt against the government’s proposal to 
change the education law \ by suppressing 
compulsory religious teaching in the ele­
mentary schools is spreading throughout 
the country, and ie being supported by the 
bishops. The government attributes the 

' movement to political animus on the part 
of the right against the, left, but it is, as

matter of fact, largely sincere and spon­
taneous, being due to the fear that the 
new scheme may only be the first step in 
a campaign against the church similar to 
that recently conducted in France.

It ie urged that the children of non- 
Catholic Spaniards and foreigners can at­
tend the elementary schools, because to re­
ceive instruction in a religion is not the 
same thing as to profess it, and that chil­
ien can attend private schools, where re­
ligious instruction is not given; so that the 
object of the scheme can only be to offend | 
the religious feeling of the country in or­
der to satisfy the demands of an insigni­
ficant minority.

A great meeting of protest had been or­
ganized to be held in Madrid, and a large 
number of ladies prominent in society had 
promised to attend, »but the Bishop of 
Madrid, after receiving the premier in his 
palace, postponed thte meeting—it is under­
stood, in accordance with instructions re­
ceived from Rome. It is said that the 
premier gave an undertaking that the Pope 
and the Spanish Bishops would be consult­
ed before the change was carried into ef­
fect.

Mrs. Navratil, who has been unable to 
obtain any of the relief1 fund disbursed in 
this country ' or of' the $2,500,000 raised 
abroad, has been trying to support; her 
regained children by working as a servant 
in Nice, France.

Investigation made by F. K. Hays, of 
Tate & Hays, stockbrokers, shows that 
the mother and her children arc living in 
poverty, that the children are left alone 
all day to play in a squalid room with 
the broken fragments. of toys provided 
almost a year ago by Miss Hays, wmle 
their mother works, and that Louie, the 
elder child, is ill from lack of nourish­
ment.

The St. John Street Railway Company 
is to be notified that, unleae the work on 
the street railway extension to Kane’s 
Comer is started within thirty days and 

| work done that will indicate that the line 
will be completed immediately, the order 
of the common council of February 13, 
1913, granting the company the right to 
build a single line road to Kane’s Comer 
will be cancelled. This action was decid­
ed upon at the meeting of the city com­
missioners yesterday afternoon.

In introducing the resolution, Commis­
sioner Agar said: “It is now two years 
since the right to build the line was given 

! the railway company. It was thought 
then that the work would be done in a 
few months, but the matter has been 
hanging off and nothing done. When 
corporations ask for these privileges it is 

| hardly to be expected that that approval 
is to extend over a century. On February 

i 18, this year, I received a letter from the 
8t. Railway Company, which said, that on 
account of the conditions imposed by the 
council it had been decided not to double 
track the line but a single track would 
be put down.” On February 21, Mr. Agar 
sent a letter to the company in regard to 
the matter and said that the road engineer 
Would be ready at any time to give the 
proper street lines. Since that time noth­
ing had been heard from the railway 
company.

The council decided to grant the peti­
tion of property owners in Union street, 
between Charlotte and Waterloo, and lay 
a permanent pavement in that block.

Mayor Frink drew attention to the need 
of an incinerator. Legislation authoriz­
ing its construction at a cost of about 
$50,000 had been secured years ago, and 
he hoped some action would be taken this 
year.

The amendments to the traffic by-law, 
embodying some suggestions made by the 
automobile association, the street railway 
company, teamsters and others, was adopt­
ed.

The action of the commissioner of pub­
lic works in engaging À. F. fielding* Dris­
coll and Robert G. Tapley, W. G. Good­
win and three laborers to carry on the 
survey of the city streets in the North 
End, was approved.

Instructions were given for the sale of 
two city lots in Brooks ward and the 
sales of Lancaster property which, took 
place on Saturday were confirmed.

The award of contracts for supplies for 
the water and sewerage department, as 
already announced, was confirmed.

The request of the Carpenters’ Union 
that a fair wage provision should be in­
serted in all city contracts and that the 
city should pay carpenters $3 a day, was 
left. to a committee.

The council approved of the movement 
for the construction of a national high­
way from the Atlantic to the Pacific.

“Parliament is the clearing house for 
the thought of the people of Canada,” 
he declared. “The government would 
make it a place where the will of the 
government is to be registered with or 
without discussion, as it suits the head 
of that government.”

The question at issue was the rights of 
the people to make their will known 
through their representatives in parlia­
ment. “You can’t have a gag parliament 
and a free people.”

The matter of police “protection” in 
the House of Commons was dealt with 
yesterday.. The opposition enquired as to 
who authorized the police to be brought 
into the chamber when the Liberal chief, 
Sir Wilfrid, was howled down l)y the Tor­
ies on Wednesday last. Premier Borden 
shifted the responsibility from himself, and 
Spekker Sproule «aid he had given no 
order to have the police brought in. Hon. 
Mr. Hazen said that he had not found it 
necesshary to ask protection, as he was 
able to defend himself if necessary. 
“Surely,” said Sir Wilfrid, “the honor­
able gentleman did. not seek protection 
from the outside when they are fifty 
stronger than we are.”

1909One of the most important things in.connection with the holding of a boxing 
contest—the proper padding of the ring—is given practically no attention by pro­
moters or boxers, outside of some of the big clubs in the principal cities, and most 

of the accidents which have occurred can be traced to this 
defect.

The gréât trouble is that some of the would-be promot­
ers want to shine a la Jim Coffffroth or Tom McCarey 
from the jump a°d they go ahead with their plans, but 
never pay the slightest attention to the ring end of it; 
all they can figure out is in regard to the drawing power 
of the match. They leave the ring part of the programme 
to some carpenters who have probably never seen a box­
ing match and don’t care whether the ring has any padding 
or not. They stretch the canvas oVer it and sometimes 
put some sawdust underneath. Then comes a couple of 
husky boxers and one of them hits the canvas. Instead of 
the soft padding he strikes the hardwood flooring and un­
less he has an extra hard skull an injury is liable to result.

To begin with every ring should be padded with at 
least an inch to one and a half inches of felting, with a 

quilting over that and then the canvas. This would .give 
nearly two inches of matting beneath the canvas and a 
boxer who might be knocked down would not be subject 

to injury from hitting a hard substance. If the ring is properly padded and the 
canvas stretched tight it need not be slow, as some boxers say the padding makes 
it. -However, much better to have four inches Of padding on it than to have one 
injury, no matter whether the boxers kick or not. Then, too, the ropes should 
be covered with cioth, so as to prevent boxers from having their sides or backs 
“burned” in striking against them. The posts and hooks which hold the 
should also be covered with plush or some soft substance.
