Peters, Mr. Willett was appointed to
the staff'of the chamberlain’s office and
has been there for forty-seven years,
being promoted from clerk to account-
ant and finally to cashier,

Since immediately after the fire in
1877, Mr. Willett has been a great en-
thusiast in the curling game and is re-
nowned even at the present time as
one of the most doughty skips in the
local clubs. In fact during the visit
here of the Scottish curlers last winter,
one of the most thrilling contests of
the bonspeil was a match between a
rink skip,&ed by the civic veteran and
one of the strongest of the visitors
aggregations.

_ Of the Hector Settlers

Pictou, July 17.—British, American
and French warships are here and dis-
tinguished visitors from Canada and
U. S. points are here for the opening
of Pictou’s celebration of the landing
of the Scotian settlers from the Hector
150 years ago.

This morning Lord Byng and Lady
Byng and the viqe-regal party arrived
by special Canadian National Railway
train. Governor Cox and a gubernatorial
party from Massachusetts also arrived
by special train.

Address Unveiling

The following address was delivered
by Col. Thomas Cantley, president of
St. Andrew’s Society of New Glas-
gow, N. S, at the unveiling of the
“Hector” monument at 2.30 p. m. this
afternoon. The monument was erect-
ed by the society and given to the
town of Pictou, which was represented
on. this occasion by Hon. E. M. Mac-
Donald, M.P., acting minister of na-
tional defence:

«St. Andrew’s Society of New Glas-
gow asks you to accept on behalf of
the town of Pictou this memorial,
erected, as the inscription thereon
states, ¢ in proud commemoration of the
courage, faith and endurance of these
gallant pioneers, passengers on the
ship Hector, who landed on these
shores on September 15th, seventeen
hundred and seventy-three.

“Every great people of whom history
has left a record have erected endur-
ing monuments to their national heroes
and those who laid the foundations of
their country’s® greatness — and our
greatest Nova Scotian has said: ‘That
a wise people fosters national pride
and love of country by perpetual re-
ference to the sacrifices and glories of
the past’

«Like thought prompted Saint An-
drew’s Society to provide and here
erect at the nearest suitable point ad-
jacent to the actual landing place of
the Hector immigrants, an enduring
monument as a perpetual witness for
and a silent reminder for all time, of
those who, greatly daring, patiently
suffering and heroically achieving,
wrested from the wooded hills and
heavily timbered straths 'of this county
of Pictou, homesteads with houses dif-
fering greatly as to material, situation
and outlook from those they had occu-
pied in their far off Scotland. But
the farms, houses and homes there
were their own and all men knew they
owned no overlord.

claim direct descent from the. Hector
heroes, we, whose forefathers came out
from Old Scotland in other ships, in
the following years, today join with
the Hector descendants, their friends
and our friends, their honored guests
and ours, in commemorating the land-
ing on these shores 150 years ago of
the Pictou pioneers, a people whose
native worth, high ideals and hardy
won achievements in this new- land

'the sweat of their brow, and women
who ate net the bread of idleness;
couples whose combined labors won
from the forest a home; whe, despite
a hard climate, literally by the labor
of their hands, changed the face of
nature and left ¢o their children com-
fortable homesteads on the hillsides

Canada.

This monument, he said, was paid for
by private subscriptions. The de-
signer was John Wilson, himself a son
of the soil, who had won a reputation
as a sculptor in, the neighboring repub-
lic. All were pleased to have him at
the celebration. The speaker said that
Mr. Floyd, Mayor of Pictou, gave very
valuable assistance to the committee.
His Excellency the Governor-General
and Lady Byng were welcomed.

“The first item on the programme,”
the speaker said, “is the invocation.
Pictou has long been regarded as the
cradle of Presbyterianism in Canada. 1
suppose there is no spot in Canada
where the blue flag of the covenant and
the burning bish and the shorter
catechism are held in greater reverence
than right here in Pictou. It would
therefore seem to be a fitting thing
that we should open this ceremony by
calling on the Rev. Christopher Munro,

TWO NATIONS IN TRIBUTE
TO GARIBALDI IN FRANCE

Ceremonies Held at Trocadero on An-
niversary of Death of Patriot.

Paris, July 17—A stirring manifesta-
tion of Franco-Italian friendship took
place last month at Trocadero, on the
anniversary of the death of Giuseppe
Garibaldi, June 2, 1882. The ceremon-
jes were held to aid in raising funds
for a monument to Italian heroes in the
Argonne and for the support of their
widows and orphans.

SHOOTS SISTER-IN-LAW
WHEN SHE REFUSES RIDE

Husband, With Woman and Daughter
in Park, Says Brother Annoyed
Wife.

New York, July 17—Because she re-
fised to go for a ride with him in his
automobile, Vincent Mastile, twenty-
eight years old, shot his sister-in-law,
Mrs. Goldie Mastile, of 2274 Grand
Concourse, the Bronx, as she sat on a
bench in Poe Park with her husband
and her six-year-old daughter. A week
ago, the police said, a complaint was
made against Vincent by his brother,
Harry, who said that Vincent had
been annoying his wife.

While Mr. and Mrs. Mastile were
seated in the park, Vincent drove up
to the curb and asked Mrs. Mastile to
go for a ride. When she refused he
drew a revolver and shot her. His
brother seized Vincent’s wrist and mis-
directed the second and third shots,
saving Mrs. Mastile’s life. Vincent
then ran south on the Concourse and
was caught by Patrolman John Riley
and locked up in the Bronx Park sta-

tion. Mrs. Mastile was taken to a hos-

England and France are not getting
together in the matter of German re-

- parations, and while the official refer-

ences of one to the other are thus far
in guarded terms, showing that each
recognises the 'desirability of harmoni-
ous action, the pres; comments are
showing some temper. The situation
is most unfortunate. Britain was op-
posed to the military occupation of
the Ruhr. France and Belgium never-
theless took military action to enforce
reparations, They have been met by a
pussive resistance which has prevented
the results they hoped to achieve, while
it has cost and is costing France enor-
mous sams of money for military pur-
poses. As time has passed and it has
become more obvious that Germany can

#6 on with her policy of passive re-|

sistance for some time longer, but that
the conditions existing are driving her
toward chaos without meeting French
demands, pressuve has been brought to
bear upon the British Government for
a new declaration of policy. Premier

Buldwin last week made an announce-,

ment. - He said the Government would
meake® certain propésals in reply to the
lust Germen note, and if and when the
Frefich and Belgian assent theréto had
been obtained the reply would be sent
to Germany. Premier Baldwin did not
indicate the terms of the proposels,
but a.London cable says of it:—

“The pronouncement was a warning,
couched in the most friendly language,
but plainly telling France that the
British Government could pot much
Isnger remain a passive spectator to a
policy . which threatened the economic
gotlapse of Germany and with it dis-
aster to the whole of Kurope. Taken
as a whole, the pronouncement scemed
to be.a new appeal to France to re-
trace her steps and come into line with
all the allies in a new effort to settle
the reparations problem by negotiation
instead of by military penalties. The
Premier was most careful to avoid any
shutting of the door on renewed me-
gotiations.” .

The Prime Minister was émphatic in
declaring that Germany must be made
to pay to the extent of her capacity,
but he regarded the Ruhr occupation
1s unfortunate.

- “From the beginning,” he said, “we
have made it clear that, in our opinion,
the occupation of the Ruhr was not
calculated to produce the maximum
amount of reparations payment for the
allies. In January we made, in Paris,
an offer which we regarded as a very
generous settlement in order to avold
what seemed to us an economic dis-
aster. That offer was rejected by our
allies, and since then we have stood
aside, animated by a spirit of sincere
loyalty to the alliance which has been
ahd continues to be, in our opinion,
the main security for European peace,
Many of the consequences which were
then anticipated are in course of ful-
ilment. ‘The allies are obtaining less
rdparations than they did before the
ocupation, and what reparations' they
ave \receiving are being exacted at the
pric&of the growing dislocation of the
German economic system, and, as seems
probable, of the future total collapse
of the system itself. The French and
Belgian Governments assure us that
their whdle object in occupying the
Ruhr is to secure the payment of re-
parations. If that be so, the difference
between us is one of method rather
than of aim, but we are convinced that
the indefinite continuation of this state
of affairs is fraught with grﬁve peril.”

In pursuance of the pledge of Pre-
mier Baldwin the British Government
is framing a reparations policy, which
will be submitted to the Allies and to
the United States. When the report
of his speech in| the Commons reached
Paris there was a feeling of satisfae-
tion that he did not forecast a definite
break between the two countries, but
the French press was not wholly com-
plimentary. There was a suggestion
that Britain sought to prevent France
from getting the credit for a great
victory over Germany, and that Bri-

tainn was seeking to be the arbiter be.|

tween France and Germany and pre-
vent France from gaining too great an
influence in Europe. Le Temps said:—

“Mr. Baldwin says the conflict in the
Ruhr should end as soon as possible.
‘That is what France thinks. But what
has England done for six months to
hasten Germany’s payments, which is
the only way the Ruhr conflict can
end ?” g

More significant of French official
opinfon was the speech of Premier
Poincare on Monday, He chose as the
place for the pronouncement the town
which marks the farthest advance of
the Germans into France, and there,

according to a press despatgh, he “pro-,

slaimed the French Government’s un-
alterable decision resolutely to stand
for the complete execution of the Ver-
sailles peace treaty with the German
debt at 182,000,000,000 gold marks, as
agreed upon by the Allies at the Lon-
don conference and against any inter-
national financial committee to replace
the reparations ¢ommission.”

Engineers Seek
New Alphabet
For Use In Radio

New York, July 17. — (Associated
Press.)—The establishment of a uni-
versal telegraphic lﬂ)habet is urged in
a statement issued by the Engineering
Foundation. Radio engineering is lead-
ing the peoples of the earth toward a

common languagé, the foundation as-
serts.

Methods to simplify and expedite the
electrical trafismission of messages
should be evolved through national
legislation dnd international’ confer-
ences. Science and commerce will not
hesitate: is statécraft ready to per-
form its funetion? the foundation asks.

“There are ship lanes in the northern
Atlantic,” the statement continues.
“Crowding automobiles in city streets
have necessitated traffic lanes. Avia-
tion is establishing lanes in the air.
Allotting of lanes in the ether has be-
come urgent.”

General Squier in 1918 commenced
investigations. for improving transmis-
sion of the telégraph alphabet, accord-
ing to the foundation, as the old Morse
system failed to meet the needs of pres-
ent-day transmission. In the Morse
code the current is interrupted between
signals; with the tedesigned system
the current flows uninterruptedly.

“The hew continuéus wave system
designed by General Squir,” the foun-
dation states, “can be applied' to radio
telegraphy. Vatiations for dots, dashes
and spaces are reduced to the minimum
on the theory that the least practicable
change of the futdamental wave should
be made. For easier reading the waves
have been made square-topped.

“The modulating frequencies em-
ployed in the new method being of low
order, it should be simple to devise in-
strumentalities to differentiate between
them and the higher frequencies of
‘static’ or other natural disturbances.
This new plan proposes to enter the
unused infra-audio range, not only add-
ing a useful band of frequencies, but
one below thé range of the human ear.
If emplored for telegraphy this band
could not interfere with radio tele-
phony receiving.

“National legislation and interna-
tional conferences are now in order,”
the foundation declarés in conclusiom
“to put into use these methods of re-
lief to establish this simple universal
alphabet. Radio engineéting is leading
the peoples of the earth toward a com-
mon language, a mutual understand-

ing. -

WILL VIEW SUN'S ECLIPSE.

Philadelphia Scientists Leave for Mex-
ico—Will Study Corona Energy.

Philadelphia, July 17—Dr. John A.
Miller, vice-president of Swarthmore
College, and head of the Sproul Ob-
servatory at that institution, has left
with several other scientists to observe
a total eclipse of the sun on Sept. 10
from a little mountain station in Yer-
baniz, Mexico, to study the corona of
the sun and to try to ‘verify the Ein-
stein theory concerning the bending of
light rays about the sun.

Other members of the expedition are
Professor R. W. Merriott and Profes-
sor W. R. Wright, Swathmore; Profes-
sor H. D. Curtis, director of the Al-
legheny Observatory, Pittsburgh, and
Professor Dinsmore Alter, University
of Kansas. '

Dr. Miller took with him a sixty-five
foot focal length telescope camera, the
largest that has ever been used in this
work.

The observers will seek to discover
how the gases of the sun’s corona are
distributed and what relation they hold
to other elements. Dr. Miller says the
study may help toward learning the
secret of the atom and the releasing of
its immense storehouses of energy.
“Any new spectroscopic fact we can
find out about those gases may lead to
the discovering of the release of en-
ergy. After that we may apply know-
Jedge so that the same energy can be
had on earth,” he said.

Ten groups of scientists will watch
the eclipse from sfations all along its
diogonal path, and later will compare
photographic plates.

A very satisfactory test of the new

A Burned In Flood
Of Blazing Varnish

Kettles Overflow in Brooklyn
Plant and Liquid is Ignited—
Employes Fight Flames—
Clothing of One Ablaze.

New York,‘ July 17.—Burning varn-
ish, a foot  deep, in the mixing room
of the Masury Paint and Varnish
Company, Plymouth and John street,
Brooklyn, gave firemen a busy hour
one night last week, Four employes
were sent to hospitals suffering from
burns, two being injured seriously,

Overheated gas kettles caused the
varnish to boil over, firemen believe,
sending a flood over the floor of a
one-story building in the rear of the
main plant, Smoke billowing out the
windows caused excitement in the
neighborhood and resulted in the turn-
ing in of a second alarm, which, how-
ever, proved unnecessary. The damage
was placed at $5,000.

‘The injured were burned by the
thick, splashing liquid when they made
vain attempts to beat through ‘the
smoke and flames to turn off the gas
burners under the caldrons, They were:

I'he last three were taken to the
Cumberland street hospital. Williams
and Crowley were pronounced in a
serious condition.

When the varnish boiled over it dow-
ed over the burning gas jots, and in-
stantly was transformed o & spread-
ing lava sheet, alive with flame, Schel-
ling was in the main office wher his
windows were suddenly darkened by
the smoke, The violent bubbling of
the varnish was plainly audible, ne caid
afterward, and caused him to mistake
it at first for explosions. rle crganiz-
ed a volunteer fire force among em-
ployes and led an attack upomn the fire
with chemical extinguishers and water
rails.

: Failing this, Schelling, with Williams
and Crowley, masking their faces with
their arms, tried several times to “n-
ter the mixing room and turn off the
gas. The varnish itself splashed over
them from the kettles and surged over
their Shoetops, popping into their faces.
They were later joined by Wannock.

Williams’s clothing was afire vhen
he was rescued, and he was found to
have been burned from head to foot.
Crowley was in almost equally bad cun-
dition.  Wannock’s face and .rms were
seared.

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DEATH CUTS SHORT
BRILLIANT CAREER

Britton B. Cooke, Newspaperman and
Author, Dies.

Gravenhurst, July 17. — Britton B.
Cooke, well-known newspaperman and

an author and playwright ¢ unusually
. brilliant promise, died last week at the
Calydor Sanitarium near here. Al-
though only thirty-five years of age, he
was widely known. Last March one of
his plays, “The Translation of John
Snaith,” was presented in Toronto at
the Harthouse Theatre and was gener-
ally pronounced the most important
contribution a Canadian dramatic
staged at that playhouse. .

Mr. Cooke was educated in Toronto
and began his career as a write on the
staff of the Toronto Globe. He next
served on the Star and later was ap-
pointed editor of the Canadian edition
of “Collier’s Weekly.” Shortly before
the war he was editor of “Maclean’s
Magazine.” Tll-health interfered from
time to time with his writing activities,
but in spite of this he managed to go
to England and France as a war corre-
spondent.

About five years ago Mr. Cooke
moved to Montreal, and he had since
lived at St. Lambert. It is only a few

weeks since he was removed to the

Muskoka snitarium, where he died.

Mr. Cooke is survived by his wife,
formerly Miss -Jean Dewar of Vancou-
ver, and two little sons and a daughter.

Radio To Be Tried
As'_él_laethetizer

Hypnotist Will Broadcast ‘Pow-
ers’ at Ridgewood to Patient
in Park Place—A ‘Wireless

Chloroform.’

New York, July 17—The possibility
of anesthetizing a person by radio will
be demonstrated by Joseph Dunninger,
hypnotist and mind reader, who will
broadcast his “supernatural powers”
through the microphone at WHN sta-
tion at Ridgewood, L. I, in the hope
that catalepsy will overcome his sub-
ject in the redio laboratory of Science
and Invention, a magazine, at 53 Park
Place.

Dunninger predicts a medical use of
the radio within a decade, asserting
that painless and bloodless operations
will be made possible, with wireless
taking the place of chloroform. At a
demonstration he hypnotized Leslie
B. Duncan of 1,696 Broadway, a sub-
ject he has been using for a week, and.
as he says, caused his blood to leave
one of his arms and stopping the
pulse. After the air carries Dunnin-
ger’s spell to the young man—if it
does—some one in the room will pass
a long needle through his bloodless
arm. .

Dunninger said he has administered
hypnotic chloroform to five persons,
who underwent minor operations while
in that condition. All were bloodless
and successful, he said. He would not
“take a chance” with major operations,
he declared, but insisted that he had
cured ‘several persons of epilepsy
through thought transfusion.

Asked whether others who “listen
in” might be hypnotized, Dunninger
replied in the negative. Only those
who have served as his subjects and
whose eyes he has looked into will be
affected, he said.

When Duncan, pale, haggard and
nervous, was “asleep” at the demon-
strations he called out the name of a
playing card on which a reporter was

Ammunition Truck
Afire; The Bursting
Shells Spread Terror

North Acton, Mass., July 17—
Shrapnel exploded and cases of am-
munition were discharged when ' a
large army truck, heavily loaded with
ammunition and proceeding from Bos-
ton to Camp Devens, caught fire one
evening last week on the state high-
way leading into Ayer. Terror and ex-
citement prevailed in the district as
detonations followed each -other in
quick succession, but no person was
injured and comparatively small dam-
age was; done.

The truck was in charge of, Sergt.
W. H. Dwyer of Boston and four men,
and was part of the ammunition: train
of the 101st field artillery. It was
loaded with 600 shrapnel shells and
600 cases of powder ammunition. Fire,
caused by a leak in the gasoline lead,
which became ignited by the hot ex-
haust pipe, spread from the engine and
set the forward part of the truck on
fire.

The soldiers on the truck, after call-
ing the West Acton fire department,
began the hazardous task of -removing
the load of explosives before the flames
could reach it, but when the shells
were fired they ran along the highway
in both directions to warn motorists
and others of the danger. Police were
rushed from Concord and kept back
the string of automobiles which lined
up on each side of the road. One mot-
orist abandoned his machine and dis-
appeared along the highway on foot.

Almost miraculously, only the pro-
pelling charges of the shells exploded,
the fuses not having been attached,
otherwise the damage might have been
great with a probable loss of life.
Twelve cases of powder also caught
fire, but not being confined/there was
no explosion. Under the direction of
C. D. Cram, district fire chief of West
‘Acton, the firemen fought the blaze
with ‘chemical streams.

The cases of ammunition and shells
that escaped the fire were transferred
to another truck, and, with the dam-
aged ammunition truck in tow, were
taken to the camp without further mis-
hap. Trafic was delayed more than
an hour.

. Delinquent Groups

In Colleges Found
To Favor Easy Life

Evanston, I, July 17.—(Associated
Press)—Too little sleep, too much play,
not enough study, too- much leisure;
fast eating and diversified thinking are
factors that devitalize students and are
responsible for the “delinquent groups”
found 'in every university, according.to
a report made public by Professor Del-
ton Thomas Howard, of Northwestern
University,

In Northwestern alone, out of 1,635
students in the college of liberal arts,
Professor Howard has found a “delin-
quent group” of 265 composed of 166
men and 99 women, In other words,
he points out, 16 out of every 100 stu-
dents do not “pass.” But delinqyency

does not necessarily imiply lack of in-
telligence, the professor found.

“No result of our study,” the North-
western professor writes, “is more sig-
nificant and interesting than the dis-
covery that the average intelligence of
the so-called delinquent group is quite
as high as that of the general student-
body.”

Students found to be delinquent are
put on probation at Northwestern and
héve to make good or be dropped from
the roster.

“The probationers,” the investigator |

reports, “devote more time, as a whole,
by their own confessions, to athletics,
social activities, outside work, leisure,
than do the freshmen; less time to
sleep, campus activities, meals, classes
and studies” v

Among the total group of men in-
terview, 15 were thought to be handi-
capped by “mental immaturity.” Com-
menting on this Professor Howard re-
marks:

“These are boys who have, for the
most part, been reared under easy cir-

cumstances and who have never beer
required to view lite seriously. Suc
students have a distinctly childish at-
titude towards their class-room work
have no intellectual interests, no defin-
itc ambitions, no sense of responsibil-
ily. In most of these cases, as might
be expected, high-school preparation
has been superficial and inadequate.”

The passing of this resolu-
tion followed closely upon a discussion
of the pasteurized milk situation in
the course of which it was said that
some dealers were seiling unpasteurized
milk on receiving a note from a doctor
or at a doctor’s request. Steps will be
taken to stop this. Fifty-four permits
for the sale of unpasteurized milk had
been issued on the certicates of twenty-
one doctors. It was noted that the

She knew the facts from a
letter written by the archduke just be-
fore he died. Here is her story as
quoted by “The London Daily Ex-
press”: |

On January 29, 1889, the Emperor
Franz Josef had a violent discussion
with his son about Miss Vetsera. He
threatened to disinherit him if he did
not break off the scandalous liaison.
The Emperor was so violent that the
archduke, terrified, finally consented to
break with his mistress.

He begged his mother to permit him
to see her once more and said that he
was to dine with her that evening and
that he would then say goodby to her.

“Go just this once,” replied the Em-
peror, “but after that you shall not |
see her again. Do not forget that I!
have your word of honor, your word |
as a gentleman.” |

Has First Dividend

Dominion Permanent Loan

An announcement by G. T. Clarkson
on Friday that, after more than five
years, the Dominion Permanent Loan
Company,” which closed its doors in
February, 1918, had paid its first divi-
dend was a welcome one to hundreds
lof investors all over Canada, who had
ithought they had lost their all in the
failure.. The dividend is for 7 per
cent, and Mr. Clarkson promises an-
other dividend cheque within the next
few months,

Crash Was Expected.

The decision of the company to close
its doors created some eomment, but
no great excitement in the financial
district. Just before the company
ceased to operate a notice was sent to
shareholders that dividend payments
would be withheld because of the ill-
ness of the general manager, and finan-
cial interests were confirmed in their
belief that the end of a venture which
never had great promise was at hand.
The company was one of numerous
enlerprises organized in the °yU’s to
take advantage of the development of
the Canadian West. Its founder, the
late Hon. J. R. Stratton, was under-
stood to have made large investments
in western property, notably a: rail-
way from Grand Forks to Republic.
This property was appraised at a high
valuation a few years before the fail-
ure, but the returns from it and simi-
lar enterprises were interrupted by the
war and the general depression of
trade.

Quite a large sum was realized by
Mr. Clarkson in the liquidation pro-
ceedings by a decision of the courts
tkat the sum‘of $2,500,000 in dividends
paid to shareholders received during
the six years prior to the failure could
be recovered by the liquidator, The
liability of the shareholders-was limit-
ed to six years by the Statute of Lim-
itations, The company, which began
business in 1889, apparently was con-
servatively conducted uitil 1900, when
large sums were invested in British
Columbia and in real estate and in an
intetnational railway, which failed to
make any returns on the investment.

How Dividends Were Financed.

Al the interest charged up after 1904,
according to, a court order, was not
earned, and the whole of the capital
of the company, the liguidator stated,
had disappeared by 1909. Evidence
established the fact that dividends were
paid out of the capital long after it
had disappeared. H. N. Gorman, an
employee, testified thet in 1907 the
had hypothecated some $30,-
000 worth of debentures with the Home
Bank of Canada, in order to provide
for dividend payments. No bona fide
loans were made by the company after
1906.

The court further found that those
shareholders whose knowledge of the
affairs of the company was limited
sclely to the annual statement in re-
ceiving dividends, as financial solvency
was shown.

One
girl, when asked why she would not
enter domestic service, remarked: “All
my family has always -been respect-
able.”

A more
particular answer would be that there
has been of recent years a vast gmeli-
oration in the lot of the domestic serv-
ant, who now gets times to herself
undreamed of a few years since.

No Unemployment.

Mrs. Parker said that she was al-
ways impressing upon women the fact
that domestic service was practically
the only form of work in which there
was no fear of unemployment, but that
it was very difficult to make women
who had been unemployed believe this.

In reply to a question Mrs. Parker
admitted that if a woman went into
domestic service and afterward got
work in an insurable job the fact that
she had been in domestic service might
weigh against her if she ever wanted
to draw benefit.

One of the members of the commit-
tee subsequently suggested that to do
away with all difficulties it would per-
haps be best to make all domestic serv-
ants insurable. ;

The result of such a disastrous step
can be realized at a glance. Although,
practically speaking, no competent do-
mestic servant need ever be out of a
place, thousands would instantly ap-
ply for the dole, such is the desire to
get something for nothing.

CHECKS FRENCH HUSBANDS.

Court Holds Wives Must No Longer
Beaten.

Paris, July 17—The “right” of a
husband to beat his wife has been
whittled down almost to invisibility by
a decision of the French Wupreme
Court.

“In the exercise of the martial au-
thority,” says the decision, “there must
not be employed means of coercion
which constitute an infraction of the
penal code.”

Exonerates Driver

Verdict in Connection With

The jury empaneled to inquire into
the cause of death of Mary Melinda
Madore, eighteen months’ old daugh-
ter of Mr. and Mrs, William Madore,
Rockland road, last night returned ‘a |
verdict exonerating Maurice Crowley, |
driver of the team which ran over her|
on the evening of July 5.

HEIRS OF ABDUL T0
FIGHT FORFORTUNE

Constantinople, June 22—(A. P. by
Mail.)—American lawyers may soon
begin a legal battle to establish the
rights of the heirs of the late Sultan
Abdul Hamid to oil properties and
real estate in the territories now de-
tached from Turkey, estimated to be
worth $500,000,000. The heirs of the
former Sultan include four princes and
four princesses, and they are headed
by Prince Mehmed Selim Effendi, pre-
sumptive successor to the Caliphate.

The heirs are seeking satisfaction at
Lausanne, and if this endeavor fails
they will instruct their American at-
torneys to begin legal proceedings.
They say that the Lausanne Confer-
ence seems inclined to give a decision
which would class the properties in
question as belonging to the Turkish
Crown. This they aver is wrong, de-
claring that according to law the prop-
erties should pass in equal stccession
to Abdul Hamid’s sons and daughters,
and that they will take every means to
secure justice. o

Although' the former Government of
the Committee of Union and Progress
usurped certain of the rights of the
heirs and did its best to invalidate
succession, it is claimed that it failed
in its object.

A number of American concession-
hunters have - been after the heirs to
grant them rights in the immense do-
mains of the former Sovereign of Tur-
key, and have competed with British
promoters in ‘their financial offers. If
Lausanne decides in favor of the heirs,
they will be able to farin out the prop-
erties without delay. Otherwise they
will contest and make a legal fight.

QUESTIONS
AND ANSWERS
ON FORESTRY

(By the Canadian Forestry Associa-
tion)

Q. A lot has beep said about the
fcrests of the Eastern and Middle Un-
ited States having been stripped or de-
siroyed by commercial interests or by
bad fires. It has also been declared

that the American consumer has turn-
ed to Canada for his lumber supply.
Can you tell me briefly how much
lumber is being shipped to the States?
J. K. H.

A. Five-sixths of all lumber made
in Canada is sold to United States con-
sumers and the exports are steadily
growing. This is excellent business
for Canada but it shows the extreme
urgency for conservation of our tim-
ber supply and protection against fire.

Q. How much does Canada spend
in a year on forest research and how
much for agricultural research? What
area do the forests occupy in Canada?
A.B.L.

A. Canada spends about $800,000 a
year on agricultural research and only
about $85,000 on forest research., The
forests of the Dominion occupy about
60 per cent, of the habitable area.

Q. What are the most common
causes of forest fires that have been
destroying so much timber in Canada?
L.O.G.

A. Nine-tenths are due to human
recklessness. One of the worst sources
is unextinguished camp fires. These
fires usually are made too large or too
close to trees, grass, shrubbery, or
moss. Lighted matches and tobacco
are also great destroyers. Many re-
liberate fires are set by prospectors to
uncover rocks where minerals may or
may not be found. Fires set by set-
tlers to clear ground or to burn slash

SWEDISH RIKSDAG ACTS
TO END RUM RUNNING

Bill Calls for Establishing of
Special Force of Police.

One

Stockholm, June 21—(A. P. by
Mail).—A severe blow has been dealt
the rum-running fraternity of Sweden
through the adoption by the Riksdag
of two bills which aim to curtail the
activity of smuggling. One bill calls
for the establishing of a special police
force against liquor smuggling in the
city and archipelago of Stockholm, and
the other involves increased severity of
punishment for violation of the liquor
import laws.

The creation of a special patrol for
Stockholm and the appropriation of
about $35,000 thereto was passed only
after considerable debate. The amend-
ment to the smuggling law provides a
maximum penalty of one year’s im-
prisonment at hard labor for offenders
found guilty of extensive smuggling of

unlawful imports for commercial gain.|
In certain cases also the master of a |

ship upon which smuggling has been
attempted can be held legally respon-
sible.

These restrictive measures by the
Riksdag have been necessitated be-
cause of the persistent smuggling
which has been carried on across the

seacoast of Sweden. Large quantities |
have been brought in illegally, the prin- |

cipal purveyors being Isthonia and
&ermany. Although Sweden is not
prohibition country, the illegal distribu-

FFTYAIRST YEAR

Interesting Address by L.
W. Simms at Company’s
Annual Reunion.

The business of T. 8. Simms & Co.,
Ltd., has entered uponm its - fifty-first
year. Last evening the eighth annual
reunion and the fifth annual banquet
of the male staff was held in Paradise
dining hall. It was an inspiring sight
to see two long tables with seats fill-
ed with men, both young and elderly,
all animated by the spirit of good-will
and ready to applaud every sentiment
expressed by their president and other
speakers.
