HUMAN WOLVES.

A SHOCKING AFFAIR IN A SMALL
SETTLEMENT IN ONTARIO.

Two Deafl Mutes Mangile the year old
Baby of a Neighbor and eat its Flesh
—~The Child Herribly Torn-Iis
Mother Returns &d find her Child
Dying and Drives the Human
Wolves Away.

(SPECIAL TO THE GAZETTE.)
Orrawa, Aug. 23.—A shocking affair
occurred forty miles from here a few
days ago. Paul Cote, a French Canadian
miner, and Elisha Newton, a farmer,
are near neighbors living in a small
settlement on the Dulievre River, about
two days journey up from Buckingham.
On theday in question both men were
away from home,

The Cote family consisted of the man,
his wife and their baby boy about a
yearold. Newton is the father of two
boys who are deaf mutes and of unsound
mind. Occasionally the idiots had ex-
hibited signs of a vicious disposition but
their parents were averse to sending the
unfortunates to anasylum. They were
kept at home and being regarded as com-
paratively harmless they were allowed
ibe freedom of their neighbors houses
which they visited frequently.
After breakfast Mrs, Cote decided to
go out berry-picking, and intending to
return in a couple of hours, most impru-
dently left the baby in charge of the
deaf mutes.
It must have been very soon after her
departure that the maniacs commenc-
ed their brutish attack upon
the child left in their care.
No eyes but theirs witnessed the
revolting sceme that followed, yet the
blood bespattered floor, the confusion in
which the room was found, and above
all thelacerated form of the dying child
attested to the  savage reyelry whlch they
held over
appetites were sated with human flesh
and blood.
The mother was the first to break in
upon the scene. What her feelings were
as she gazed upon the mangled body of
her child and the grinning idiots, gory
mouthed and still gloating over their
living prey can never be described.
The babe was fearfully tornm;
its cheeks had been literally eaten
to the bone and the flesh partly devoured
from one side of its neck. It was dying
when the mother drove the human
wolves away, and lifted the little bleed-
ing body from the floor, and in a short
time it expired.
Carrying her dead baby in her arms,
for she durst not even trust the mangled
body to the fury of the cannibals, Mrs.
Cote ran to the Newtons’ home and told
the migerable parents of the terrible oc-
currence. Hardly could they credit hex
story, but on returning to fetch the
wretched lads away, the evidences of the
awful facts were but too vividly appar-
ent.
The child was buried the next day,
and it was hoped to bury with it the
mystery of its terrible death, but so heav-
ily did the secret weigh upon the wretch-
ed people that their sorrows found a
voice, and the ramor of the tragedy went
through and beyond the settlement.
The perpetrators of the cannibalisa
have since been kept in close confine-
ment and ere long they will be removed
to an asylum.

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SHALL WE HAVE CHOLERA IN AMERICA
THIS YEAR?

The presence of Asiatic cholera in
London gives point to the inquiry
which we have placed at the head of
this article. For months we have been
hearing of cases of cholerain Spain and
also in Italy and Egypt but the ap-
pearance of cholera in these countries is
not very unusual nor is it calculated to
excite the same amount of alarm that
its presence in London will produce. The
case of cholera whick has alarmed
the world’s metropolis seems to
have had its origin in Calcutta,
the  victim being a sailor.
That it is a case of Asiatic cholera in its
most malignant form is vouched for by
the physicians of the London
hospital in which the . patient
is lying. This year has been
remarkable for its excessive heat inboth
hemispheres, and this no doubt is a con-
dition favorable to the spread of cholera
and kindred diseases. In New Bruns-
wick, within the past few weeks, there
has been a great deal of the milder form
of the disease, known as the English
cholera, and many children have died of
it. But the Asiatic type has not
visifed us since the fatal year
1854, and we sincerely hope will
net come our  Wway. At the
same time our people should take all
proper precaution to guard against these
sanitary conditions which are favorable
to the disease. The cholera visitation of
1854 found St. John wholly unprepared
and the disease was terribly fatal. Our
sanitary condition has greatly improved
since then, but there is still something
to be desired in afew of our streets.
The authorities ought to now take all
proper precautions againet the cholera
and in this work they should be aided
by all good citizens.

GREAT BRITAIN AND FRANCE.

The census which is to be taken next
year in most European countries is like-
ly to result in some interesting disclos-
ures in regard to the growth in popula-
tion of the great powers. Not the least
remarkable of these results will be the
evidence of the fact that the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland
is now equal or almost equal to France
in point of population, although at the
beginning of the present century,hope-
lessly behind the nation of which Fred-
erick the Great said that if he was king
of it not a gun would be fired in
Europe without his leave. In
1801 France, then the most powerful na-
tion in Europe, had a population of 27,-
849,003, while the population of Great
Britain and Ireland was but 15,942,646,
At the census of 1881 France had 37,
672,048 inhabitants and Great Britain
and Ireland 35,261,482. A census of
Franee was taken in 1886 at which the
population was ascertained to be 38,218,
903. Ifthe increase between 1886 and
1891 should prove to be equal to the in-
crease from 1881 to 1836 the population
of France next year will be 38,765,758.
There has been no British census taken
since 1881, but the tables of mortality
and the emigration statistics are so ac-
curately kept that the estimates of pop-
ulation made by the registration officials
are to be relied on as not at all events
exceeding the reality. Thus the esti-
mate for the year 188: and the actual

This estimate makes the population
of the United Kingdom only 237,000 less
than that of France, but if the estimate
errs as much-in understating the pop-
ulation as previous estimates have done,
the actual population of the United
Kingdom next year will be upwards of
400,000 in excess of that of France.
There could be no better proof of the
vigor of the races which inhabit the
British Islands than their rapid
and steady increase. The
natural increase of population in Eng-
land and Wales represented by the ex-
cess of births over deaths is about

-1 870,000 a year; in Scotland it is 52.000

and in Ireland 24,000. In France the
natural increase is only about 44,000
a year as against 446,000 for the United
Kingdom. These are significant figures
and should be gratifying to those who
feel an interest in the future of the
British Empire.

Thismill is to be
self-feeding, with rock breaker and all
the latest improvements. It will have
twenty stamps and will beso constructed
that its crushing capacity will be fifty per
cent. more monthly than the present 38
gtamp mill. There will be quite a gold
“find” when the plates of the old mill,in
use for ten years, are subjected to the
decompounding process of the retort.

Only one of them is a specialist. She is
a clever and handsome young Jewess,
and she has studied the work of filling
teeth with a great deal of care for several
years. She is amply equipped with
diplomas, is business-like and indus-
trious, and it is said that her trade is
almost exclusively among men. Former-
ly she was employed as a type-writer in
an office down town. Her hours were
from$ to 6 and her employment uncer-
tain. It is said that she clears $4,000 a
year now, has three months vacation,
is seldom at her chair more then five
hours a day. The number of women
physicians in New York is, of course
very much greater than the number of
female dentists.. None of them, thus
far, has attracted particular attention as
a specialist, though the names of at
Jeast half a dozen of them are known as
being general practitioners of ability.—

My next thought was to procure the
needful food supply for our long journey
and obtain permission ef my paper to
draw on it whenever I needed any
money. I always wrote an editorial
regarding my sagacity and things,
leaving it to be printed on the day of
my departure.

I now began to look about me for food
and whang whang, jingsang and colored
beads to be used for purposes of traffic.
My first purchase consisted of a hamper
of Rockford cheese which is an anti-
scorbutic and also insures absolute
isolation to its happy possessor. I fully
believe that the Rockford cheese—
giving it the Anglicized spelling, for 1
am always kind to the Rockford and
Limburger cheeses, never laying a hand
on eyether ofthem otherwise than in
kindness—I say that the Rockford
cheese, aside from the Excelsisr stench
works east of Newark, has no living
rival. And I would also add that its
deadrivals would do well to look care-
fully after their laurels. So I gota
hamper of this cheese with a little
damper in the top which I could open
whenever I wanted a little soltitude.

I also procured some biltong and a
small mill to use in grinding mealie,
against the time when we should be be-
yond the reach of Acker, Merrall & Con-
dit’s delivery wagons. I took with me
in my inside pocket a small autograph
album which I proposed getting Emin
Tutewiler to write into as soon as we
had relieved him. I said little to my
chief, who had preceded me via Ocean
Grove and Cape May: but it was my
idea while he was thus leisurely scout-
ing through the game country and trac-
ing the sources of the Passaic to quietly
slip in and relieve Emin Tutewiler my-
self, thus compelling my chief to play
the rear guard act and give me an op-
portunity by means of a stereopticon
and lecture to do a good business with
the Young Men’s Christian association
on my return.

I got them of Sir George
Pullman, who said he did not want them
any more. One of them had lost a cake
of soap somewhere between Fort Wayne
and Chicago,sand althongh he had looked
very diligently over every inch of the
ground he could not find it,s0 Sir George
had to bounce him for the example and
in order to preserve the discipline. Con-
go Briggs had thoughtlessly shut up one
of the director’s children in an upper
berth and forgotten about it till he got
iuto Forty-sscond street, where the par-
ents discovered that they were short one
child.

Our start was auspicious. I had armed
myself with an elephant gun and an ex-
press rifle, which with my hat box and
an oil stove were in the hands of my
gun bearers. We carried with us a few
macadamized sea biscuit and some im-
pervious pie in a shawl strap, in case
we should not find any pietrees in bear-
ing on our arrival in the interior. We
gailed on the 16th, and touched at Hell
Gate on the same day, taking this way
out in order te head off Emin Tutewiler,
whom I had some fears might, via
Newport and the steamer Pilgrim, get
home before the relief expedition got to
him.

The head of the expedition has stated
in one of his magazine articles that we
fooled away too much time at Far Rock-
away, and also took two-thirds of the
spoopju designated for the enterprise, 80
that he ran short a little south of Red

spoopju, for which he had topay the ex-
orbitant price of sixteen doti per plambo.

dition, perhaps, had made other arrange-
ments. I also remained a day or two
longer at Far Rockaway than had at first

been intended, partly because I did not

know but that Emin might be disguised
and stopping there, and partly because I
wanted to.

On arriving at Coney Island I intend-
ed-to leave Mr. Owen S. Kinney in
charge of Manhattan Beach, Mr. Jaggs
in charge of, Brighton Beach, and with
Sawdorf-Astor:Plaice to push on along
the low flat country lying between Per-
nambuco point and: West End, for thus
I would cut Emin off from other relief
expeditions unless they should come in
via the iron steamboat or pef droska

from Brooklyn.

HUNTING THE ELEPHANT,

We had only proceeded a liftle way
to the westward when one of our Wang-
wana was taken with violent retchings
paroxysms,caused, as 1 afterwardslearn-
ed, by overeating the luscious but unripe
dingle dangle fruit of the island which
grows in great abundance to the south-
ward and resembles our American pop-
corn ball. I administered a box oflarge
navy blue pills made by a dealer in
Broadway whose name and check I did
not get in time for use in this report.
These pills are about the size of a brass
thimble, and I think are called the
ne plus ultra, or seek no further, pill,
1t is by far the most faithfol and pains-
taking pill, I think, that I have ever
used in my African explorations. No
matter how far I would go into the in-
terior this pill was there, like my good
angel, urging me and cheering me to go
still farther.

This delay, caused by the illness of
Congo Briggs, necessitated our return to
Brighton Beach, where I was also com-
ipelled to draw on our paper for more
‘doti. This consumed time and money,
but I felt confident that if I could reach
the West End before autumn with my
justly celebrated remedy I could certain-
ly relieve Emin Tutewiler before the
main expedition got there.

My delay was also fortunate, I may
add, for during my stay I met the great
Aruwimi chief, Croker, who came to the
coast at this time. He is the head of
the powerful tribe of the Aruwimis
which dwells to the northward, and
which gets its name from a part of its
war cry, which is this;

“Aruwimi or Aginme?”

This is futtered in a strong, guttural
tone of voice, Jand serves to encourage
and unite the tribe much more than
Conjunctio firmat, which is the motto of
the Buttermakers’ union, of Orange
connty. )

After a weeks’ rest, during which our
supply of whang leather spighetti and
durable pie gave out,so that we were
obliged to resort to the hunting case
oyster and the wall eyed clam, we pro-
cured a wad of mealie, a jag of spoopju
and resumed our journey. We entered
the poorly ventilated jungle on the fol-
lowing evening, and camped beneath a
huge axle tree, which was loaded with
Vienna bread fruit. Imust here men-
tion that this whole country would be

better ventilated- As is well known,
the elephant and other noxious fauna
penetrate the jungles and sleep there
nights, sometimes as high as three or
four in a bed. They getup in the morn-
ing, and go away without doing their
chamberwork with any degree of care
or airing the jungle even, forgetting that
it must be again occupied on the follow-
ing night. As soon as the cannibals of
Coney Island who lived off each other
are shown the method of salvation and
its absolute freedom from duties and im-
posts, I hope that philanthropists will
call their attention to ventilation. Those
who may have had charge of elephants
for any length of time, and been thus
compelled to room with them, will re-
member with what paucity of diligence
and with what lavishness of neglect they
bathed their feet. This in their home
life gives the jungle an elephantine
flavor which is bound to keep many of
our tropical missionary cafes in the
back ground for years.

We had a pretty tough journey over
the entire trip, but made our trusty gun
bearers do all the work while we did the
best we could. We were sustained and
soothed during this trying ordeal by the
knowledge that we were doing a good
deed and also that there was nothing for
us to do at home.

On the 28th -of July the largest ele-
phant I had ever seen hove in sight, and
in an hours time we had struck his
spoor. I directed my trusty gun bearer
to get ready with the express rifle loaded
with double pointed tacks and barbed
wire, also 10 load up the elephant gun,
as the animal seemed now ready to
charge, which in less time than it takes
me to write it he had done.

I was somewhat disappointed in the
power and extent of his charge, how-
ever, as I remarked to Congo Briggs at
the time, for it was really a very reason-
able charge indeed.

Ina short time we lLad reached the
peint where I was sure we would run
across the spoor of Emin Tutewiler. T
began to inquire of the natives and to
look about me on every hand, but I
could get no clue of him whatever until
dark, when a native who came to my
tent with some tolu, which he offered to
exchange for colored beads and a small
Bible which I was reading, gave me my
first news of Emin. He said, which I
afterwards found to be true, that Emin
had heard that he was shortly to get re-
lieved, and so he took the 4 o’clock boat
home. '

WAKEMAN'S WANDERINGS.

AT THIS HOUSE EDWARD IRVING
WAS BORN 4 AUGUST, 1792

The Home of Robert Bruce—The Birth
and Burial Place of Thomas Carlyle.

EccLerecHAN, Scotland, July 22, 1890.

Lying between Eskdale on the east

and Nithsdale on the west is the sweet
and pastoral Annandale, though not
among the most noted yet one of the most
lovely valleys of the Scottish Border
To the leisurely and sentimental pilgrim
tarrying among its pleasing scenes, it
appeals with goodly fascination. It is
but a tiny vale, 30 miles long, the river
Annan, from which it takes its
name, having its' source in
the Hartfell mountains, and wind-
ing with gentle flow through and
between characteristic Scottish villages
its banks dotted with humble crofts,
larger farmsteads, and all the lang syne
features of countryside Scottish homes.
Though the little valley is accorded no
special fame among the Scottish reople
themselves, and is scarcely ever visited
by tourists, to me it seems that in a few
particulars it pessessesextraordinary in-
terest. Within the distance of one day’s
tramp across five parishes through
which winds the gentle Annan, canbe
seen one of the most aucient, and
certainly one of the most historic, castle
ruins of Scotland, the first home in Scot-
land of Robert the Bruce, at Lochmaben;
the birth place, at Annan, of the great-
est and most unfortunate of all Scottish
preachers, Edward Irving ; the wonder-
ful phenomena the tides of Bolway Firth,
which are perhaps better observed from
the great Annan viaduct connecting
England with Scotland than any other
spot along the Solway shores; and
the birth place and burial-place of
the one philosopber, essayist and critic
who has undoubtedly lefi a deeper im-
pression upon intellectusl minds in
Great Britain and America than any
other individual who ever adorned and
perplexed this country—crabbed, crafty,
mightly and glorious old Thomas
Carlyle.
At about the centre of Annadale in the
parish of Lochmaben, are eight curious
little lakes, shallow and with sedgy
shores. In these are found the vendace
fishes from five tosix inches in length,
nowhere else discovered in Great Brit-
ain, of a brilliant silvery appearance,
and in anatomy and flavor much resem-
bling those famous American ciscoes
which, in June attract such hosts
of anglers, to the shores of Lake
Geneva in Wisconsin. They
are the most delicate fish known
to the  British gourmand. Their
heads are extraordinarily marked, in a
puce-colored transparent substance, with
the perfectly defined figure of a
heart, through which, when
freshly caught, the brain may be seen.
Along the haughs and moss-banks of
the lochs the deadly adder lurks; and
the peasantry will tell you that these
dreadful reptiles are kept down by their
implacable foes, the herons, which are
g | certainly continually seen dodging in
and out among, and hovering over, the
surrounding reeds and mosses. About
a mile from the ancient burgh town of
Lochmaben, on a tongue-shaped penin-
sula which extends into the lake called
the Castle-loch, are found the ruins of
the grandest fortress the Border ever
knew. Whether or not it was the
original residence of the Bruces, granted
by David I, in 3124, or an enlarged
successor built in the 13th century, it
covered sixteen acres of ground, and is
known to have been absolutely im-
pregnable before the inventton of gun-
powder. It was a stupendous and
magnificent pile, and the care and
perfection with which it was built
are attested in the immense walls
still traceable, and in the fact that
though its masonry has been exposed
to the elements for 600 years, one will
today as often break the stone itself as
separate by strokes of sledge hammer
the stone and mortar with which the
walls were constructed. It seems unfor-
tunate that so noble a ruin could not
have been given better care and preserv-
ation. One half of the structures of
Lochmaben burgh have been built from
the material in the majestic stone-pile.
Cow-houses and byre-walls for half a
dozen miles in every direction disclose
the source from whieh their material wag
ravaged by protruding moulding, splen-
did ashlar work or grinning gar-
goyles; it is said that a citizen of
Lochmaben burgh warms his shins
at the identical pair of jambs
which once rested on the paternal
hearth of Bruce; and the old key to the
outer gate to the majestic pile, in which
had been nurtured the proudest line of
Scottish patriot kings, on being dlscover-
ed a half a century since by the leaden-
headed hinds of the district, was regard-
ed as such an antiquarian prize, as it
weighed several pounds, thatit was at
once turned over to the Lochmaben
blacksmith for conversion Into a pair of
utilitarian turf-spades!

The prim and ancient town Annan, at
the side of the Solway where the Annan
flows into that estuary, is a burgh of
quaint, old granite homes, inhabited by
quaint, old granite Scotch folk, rich, con-
t.ent,ed, indolent. Great, square houses,
great, square doors, great, square win-
dows with great, square faces in them,
tell the story of olden thrift, and olden
prowess, with now and then a quiet era
of as profitable smuggling, whose head-
quarters were in the sheltering port.
Somehow the broad, cool shaded, silent
streets and deserted wharf sides recall
Salem town, on our New England coast,
and its flavor of romance when the old
skippers gailed home with their won-
drous riches, and curiosities, not al-
ways peacefully got in the Indies, East
and Weat;and the Annanites will
match Salem’s Gallows Hill with
its old Castle site and its dark
deeds of valor and blood: in place of
Salem’s Custom House and the desk
where the gentle Hawthorne toiled,
they will bring you to the old Academy
now a stately residence, where Carlyle
once was schooled, and where he was
afterwards its master in mathematics ;
and for Salem’s memories of Mather
they will recall for you the wonderful
career of that inspired and holy man,
Edward Irving, whom, for living to
closely to his divine Model, the stern
old presbytery degraded from holy
orders ; and then they will take you to
the little house in Butt Street, Fish
Cross where he was born, and over
whose door the simple in-
scription, “At this house Edward Irving
was born 4 August, 1792 He left
neither an Enemy or a Wrong Behind
him,” will remain through time a
brightening epitome of endless fame,
while those who broke his saintly life
and heart will moulder in forgotten
graves.

Leading from Annan to the English
side of the Solway is a vast railway via-
duct one and one half miles in length.
One cannot resist the temptation to cross
this into rockgirt Cumberland; for its

southern approach is one of the oddest
ittle villages along the whole English
horder. This is Bowness. It consists
of one long compactly-built street’ perch-
ed up there above the wild Solway tides
like an eagle’s nest securely hung upon
some crag-edge, out-jutting above a sea-
swept precipice. What brave old houses
have these Bowness. folk; every one
solid as a castle.  Like the Lochmaben
people who “transformed the mighty
castle of the Brucec into matter-of-fact
habitations and impregnable cow-sheds,

* | the inhabitants of Bowness scouted the

further utility of ancient Roman walls,
and as the most stupendous one in Bri-
tain ended here, it was in good time
transformed into huge-walled houses,
with here and there in their hard
facades a weird old Roman allar,by way
of unconscious history and grim as-
sertive witness of primitive iconoclasm.

» | These people of the Cumberland border

are fisherman and “statesmen.” The
latter term applies, in the two northwest
counties of England, Westmorland and
Cumberland, to those who farm their
own land, if it does not exceed half an
acre in area; and lands have descended
for centuries in the same families. Some
are both “statesmen” and fishermen ; and
all are descended from a centuries-old
line cf men who could equally well turn
their hands to the plough, to smuggling,
to the temporary bloody trade of moss-
troopers, or to the nets. And it was not
8o very long ago that salmon were so
very plentiful in the Solway that ser-
vants engaging to masters on the Eng-
lish or Scottish side of the Firth stipu-
lated that “salmon or other fish should
not be given them oftener than three
days in the week.” Strange, quiet, God-
fearing souls these Bowness folk, with
giant frames and wondrous height ; with
wide, fair brows, great blue or hazel eyes
and leonine heads of flaxen hair; and
with dump, sodden, speechless ways to
the end, which brings them at last from
behind the Roman altars of their sturdy
home walls to the drear old church-yard,
dug out of the fosse where once the
mighty Roman defences stood. Tarry-
ing orgoing, one may well say of all
Bowness folk :

Hereare tbe qnamt old homes with the quaint

‘Where llfe to al] is measured in three parts:
A simple way: The birth, the toil, the rest!

But a certain alertness of attention,an
unconscious habit and attitude of listen-
ing as it were, true of every man, wo-
man and ehild on both sides of the Firth,
discloses that the tide is coming up from
the Irish Sea. These folk will tell you
they can - hear it twenty miles away.
Long before this, if you are standing on
the cliffedge you will see the
fishers, waist deep in water, hurry-
ing on the tightening of their upright
nets, which for ten miles below seem like
tiny fences of rush ; and away sea-ward
with your glass you can see them scur-
rying up from the ebb-slime and sands
towards safety and the shore. Then to
your unpracticed ears come the faint re-
verberations of a horse roar; and soon,
like a pillar of flame in the play of the
sunlight, the great mist-banner of the
advancing waters is flung from Scotland
to England, almost from Criffel to Silloth
and moves toward you like a lurid cloud
above a running battle.gc In a few
moments more the brillianey of the
phenomenon is greatest.  Preced-
ing the jadvancing cloud along the
seething front of a wall of water
five miles wide, glitter, foams and
hisses a bank of spume and spray,
zoned, rimmed and interlaced with tiny
rainbows. The roaring of the bellowing
water-hosts becomes deafening. For an
instant you are enveloped by the cloud.
That passed, while you thrill with the
mystery and awful grandeur of the spec-
tacle,the great tide-head is abreast of you,
a true tide-bore, such as breaks majesti-
cally into Minas and other estuaries of
the Bay of Fundy,cylindrical and straight
as an arrow across the Firth, and from
six to eight feet in height, which sweeps
past with a bellow and shriek like that
of an hundred thousand coast fog-horns
howling in unison; while close in its
wake is a hillocky, tempestuous mass of
waves brilliantly gorgeous in fitfully-
swept prismatic colors ;—and the Sol-
way tide is in.

Death of John N. Moore.

It is with/deepest feelings of regret that
the public will learn of the death of Mr.
John N. Moere, District Inspector of In-
land Revenue, which occarred at the
New Victoria Hotel at an early hour
this morning. Mr. Moore was in good
health last evening and yesterday was at
his regular place in the Customs depart-
ment. About 11 o’clock last night, while
reading in his room, a fainting fit came
over him and he fell to the floor.
