question of material and favors the plan
of e .

proposed saying.

“It is generallyconceded that if a body
of earth of the right kind properly con-
fined is the best means of stopping the
flow of water and wood has beeif success-
ful for the face of docks on this
continent.

I can see no reason why it should not
be used as it can be put together with so
much greater despatch than other
methods of construction, and will employ
home skilled labor instead of importing
outside skilled labor of a difficult kind to
deal with; masonry for this kind of work
being of doubtful value unless faithfully
done. Would suggest that the entrance
be nearly as wide as the dock, in order
that if it be needed a second stop can be
put in there by making two smaller docks
by using a caisson. I would suggest that
it might be well to have a recess ora
caisson chamber in one of the approach
piers in which the caisson could be turn-
ed out of harm’s way wheh vessels are
entering the dock. The caisson should
be iron or steel of good quality etc.”

After referring to other details
of construction the pumping ma-
chinery is referred to and it is

recommended that it might not be well
to wait for the receding tides to empty
the dock, and he would suggest that the
machinery beduplicated so that it would
have a pumping capacity of not less than
35,000 gallons each minute, and that
there should be an auxiliary pump
for adrainage pump, and for fire and
other purposes.”

Another part of the report says, “It
may be advisable to move the dock
nearer the shore and leave more room
next Sand Point.”

Speaking of the facilities the plan would
furnish, the report says:

“Sixteen carloads or 320 tons per hour
can be handled here, if everything was
working in good order.”

THE COBT.

The estimated cost of the plan No. 1
(the dock) as given in the . report is, ex-
clusive of engineering, contingencies,ete.,
$685,208] twenty per cent. should be
added for these, $137,059,—making the
total cost $822,357, and the cost of plan
No. 2 (the wharves, etc.) is estimated
at $213,976, with engineering, contin-
gencies,ete.,of $42,795 added,which would
make a total of $256,771. Thus the
total cost of the whole scheme is esti-
mated by the engineer at $1,079,128.

In making the estimate he assumed
that the bottom, where the dock and slip
are to be made, is clay. Should it prove
different the work may be more difficult
in part.

The plans submitted are general, but
with any engineer at all skillful in
designing details, a good structure can
be built. It is but close faced work such
as would easily be understood by any
wharf builder. The changes suggested
are in the line of rearrangement of the
inner cells ete.

The report concludes with a general
explanation of the working and benefits

of such a dock, and the excellent facili-
ties, and great need of one here.

IMPERIAL FEDERATION.

Views of Canadians Asked by the Ottawa
Brauch of the League on Matters of
Common Interest,

ARTIFPICIAL ICE.

Some Faels Its
M factu s it to Sap-
ercede the Natural Article in the

I Course of Time?

The idea of manufacturing ice by ma-
chinery is daily becoming more popular,
and all the firms engaged in the con-
struction of such machinery have orders
enough on hand to keep them busy dur-
ing the entire summer, says the Philadel-
phia Record. The failure of the ice crop
naturally introduces the question of sup-
plying the want with arlificial ice; and,
curious as it may at first seem , it is not
only possible but probable that at no
very distant day the bulk of the ice fur-
nished to consumers will be manufactur-
ed, instead of being cut from the surface
of lake or river.

Among the advantages which the man-
ufactured product is said to possess over
that produced by nature are the uniform
shape and size of the blocks, greater
purity, greater hardness—thereby mak-
ing it more durable—and eventually
cheapness. The method employed is
simple enough when once understood,
althongh it appears very complicated to
the uninitiated. The general plan is the
same in all the large machines, the differ-
ence being in the gasused to reduce the
temperatnre, some using ammonia and
others sulphuric acid. The machines
using the former are most popu-
lar, as the condensed and liquid
acid reqnires  greater care in
preparing the cylinders and pipes.

The practical work of the machine be-
gins with the compressing cylinder, in
which the ammonia is originally placed.
From there it is carried by iron tubes to
the condensing coil, which is cooled by
immersion in cold water. In this coil
the ammonia fumes are reduced to a
liquid and drop by gravity into an iron
receiver. From the receiver the liquid is
run into the expansion coils which are
placed in a large tank of brine. This is
when the work of the machine manifests
itself, the evaporation of the gasin the
coils producing the cold desired. After
passing through the series of expansion
coils the gas is pumped back into the
compressing cylinder and is ready to
make the round again. By this means
the machine constantly uses the same
ammonia and does not require to be
discharged.

The brine tank is a large receptacle
filled with a strong solution of salt and
water, whieh will not freeze except at a
temperature of zero or under. In this
are placed several coils of iron pipes in
which this evaporation of the liquid am-
onia has lowered the temperature to
about 30 or 34 degrees below zero. These
absork the heat in the brine until it gets
to within 3 or 4 degrees of zero, when it
is used either for cooling purposes or for
making ice. When intended to cool a
vault or apartment the cold brine is run
into iron pipes and circulated about the
vault on the same principle as steam-
pipes are used for heating purposes. As
the brine becomes warm it isreturned to
the tank and again submitted to the cool-
ing process.

In the manufacture of ice the process

is the same up to the brine tank. Instead

of running off the brine, metal molds are
laced in it and filled with water, which

18 frozen solid,by the intense cold of the

brine. The monlds are then hoisted out

by a traveling crane and run through
warm water to loosen the ice, which is
then dumped out on to a chute and slid
into the wagon, or storage-house, as
required. The capacity of a machine is
generally quoted in reference to its

ability as a refrigerator, and one of 100-

ton refrigerating capacity will turn out

from 65 to 70 tons of ice in twenty-four
hours, while a 125-ton machine will
make about 80 tons of ice.

In spite of the cost of a plant of this
character which would be from $75,000
to $100,000 for a 125-ton machine, it is
claimed that the ice can be made for
about $1 a ton at the, works, and without
any handling. In New Orleans, where
ice has been manufactured for some time
it is sold to the dealers at 5 a ton. The
Robert Portner Brewing company, at
Alexandria, Virginia, have begun mak-

ing their own ice, and they claim that
they can make it for 75 cents a ton; but

represent exactly the value the #mount of cash
paid. Traders nre requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless sumpu covering the full amount of
fees charged are attac)

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
uunre specially requested to keep them care-
fnlly for two years, and in order to secure their

pmﬁ it would be advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordinary license certificates are dome,
for it must be dmmntly understood that all trad-
ers who are unable to produce their properly
stamped certificates, when asked to do g0 by an
msrector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob-
abil xty.hnve to pay over again their verification
