Industrial concerns which
fave hitherto stood out againgt
anything In the nature of a demo-
eratic organization of Industry will
do well to evidence a disposition to
act upon the principles of confer-
ence, {nvestigation, organization,
and representation, in dealings with
chelr smployes, and to ‘- conceds to
Jabor the right of collective bar-
gaining, and a volce In the déter-
mination of terms of employment
and matters pertaining to their
working and llving conditions.”

The desire of the trades union
movement, as expressad by Mr. Tom
Moore, president of the Trades and
Labor Congress of Canada, is that
the Federal Hedlth Department shall
consist of séveral brunc‘\en under ex-
pert heads pertaining to public
health and especially the healtq of
the worker. That the minister of
this department (a minister being
part of the labor scheme) shall be a
doctor or that the heads of all the
departmyents shall be medical men
is contrary to their démands.

Furthermore, to raise the Dominion Government re-
venue, they would substitute for the tariff, which collected
last year about 60 per cent. of that revenue, an increase of
income taxes, inheritance taxes, corponhon taxes and
taxes on unimproved land values. As it is quite obvious
that such taxes would affect the farmer but little, this is
the inducement they are using to get you to forsake us and
