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Our Ottawa Letter.

The following correspondence was
held over from last week :—

Orrawa, 12th April, '79.

The week just past will be somewhat
memorable for the vote on the Tariff,
which has resulted in so large a majority
—considerably more than two-thirds—
in its favor. It will be noticed that
while the whole House sustained this
large proportion in favor of the tariff,
the vote of New Brunswick was equally
large in proportion against it. By the
vote of her representative men New
Brunswick has emphatically refused her
assent to the National Policy. The
North has spoken against it, the South
has condemned it, and the East and
West have joined in lifting up their
voices against it. Restigouche, Glou-
cester and Northumberland on the
North with Westmorland, Albert, St.
John, Charlotte, Queens, Sunbury and
York have protested against the tariff
as unfair to New Brunswick, destruc-
tive to our great industries, burdensome
to all our people, and conceived in dis-
loyalty to the mother country. It is
true that four from New Branswick
voted for the tariff. And, we may ask,
who are they? Mr. Girouard of Kent,
who_ sits for the first time in Parlia-
ment ; He votes against the interests
of the lumbermen, the farmers, the
fishermenof Kent. Connell of Carleton,
whose chances of ever being re-elected,
against the talented young Appleby
who cannot be kept down, were small
enough, and who has sacrified them all
by this vote. Last and least--Dom-
ville, of Kings—these are the men who
have voted in favor of the tarif. Two
only of the four attempted to give a
reason. - It is safe to say Mr. Tilley’s
chief reason lay in sowmething
foreign to the interests of New Bruns-
wick, for only the other night he ad-
mitted that *‘the tariff was unpopular in
NewBrunswick.” Mr. Domville’sreasons
given were twofold, 1st, “‘he could
swallow it whole,” and 2nd, * what if
it did injure New Brunswick; New
Brunswick wasn't the whole Dominion!”
It will be seen that Mr. Domville’s
swallowing capacity is only recalled by
his contempt for the interests of his Pro-
vince. It is more than probable that,
though late in doing so, the electors of
Kings may respond with equal con-
tempt for their representative when he
next solicits their sufferages.

There is not a man from New Bruns-
wick who has spoken or voted against
the tariff but has done so confidently,
honestly and whole-heartedly. Thev
have no fear of having forfeited the
popular approval. It is different with
those who took an opposite course,
whether from New Brunswick or the
other Provinces. Many of them were
returned by very small majorities, in
some cases by one, two, four, five, six,
seven and nine votes. Indeed a charge
of 250 votes rightly placed at the last
election and.have kept out25 protec-
tionists and elected freetrade represen-
tatives in their stead. These men
know they cannot be again returned,
and there is little doubt that when the
people are appealed to the Protectionist
party will topple down like a house of
cards. That a dissolution may yet grow
out of the Letellier matter is possible,
and some think probable. At any rate
the complication is a very serious one.
Should an appeal to the people by any
possibility occur during the present
summer,even, it is quite certain that the
verdict of last summer would be re-
versed.

Never before, since the union, has
New Brunswick so distinguished itself
in debate on the floor of the Federal
Parliament. The speeches of those of
our representatives who spoke against
the tariff made an exceedingly strong
case. They were full of facts and argu-
ment strongly and forcibly put, and
together constitute a dignified and
statesmanlike protest on behalf of their
Province against the injustice sought to
be done her. These truly noble efforts
cannot be forgotten by the people of
New Brunswick. Mr. King was the
first of them to speak and gave an ad-
mirable maiden effort, Mr. Weldon’s,
Mr. Charles Burpee's and Mr. Rogers’
were strong, clear, practical speeches
presenting every phase of interest and
industry of New Branswick. Mr.
Snowball’s effort,which, I see, has been
placed before your readers, was deliver-
ed in that gentleman’s best manner,
carried the House thoroughly with him
and aroused enthusiastic applause.
More than this, it has elicited the warm
commendations of the leaders of the
Liberal Party in Parliament, while the
press of the west including the Toronto
Globe have commended it very highly.
The opinion is universal here that not
only the County of Northumberland
but the House of Commons as well,
have gained by the exchange made at
the last election. Hon. Isaac Burpee,
as the Representative of the commercial
metropolitan constituency gave an able
and exhaustive review of the effect the
tariff would have upon our trade, shew-
ing the increases on duty that would be
paid upon various classes of articles,
and the general results of the adoption
of this new policy. Some of the points
made by him as the result of his care-
fully prepared statements were very
startling, and Mr. Tilley has felt the
necessity of taking a good while to col-
lect himself for an answer. For the
first time the Minister of Finance finds
himself met by a gentleman from his
own Province who is a miatch for him
in Finance, in Commercial knoﬁledge,
and who if not his equal in fluency of
speech, is fast gaining upon him in that
respect. e

Mr. Gillmor’s speech was more racy
and entertaining than the others, and
included; besides,lots of fun and a good

e ——————
deal of shrewd sound reasoning and tho
laughable recontre with Dowville.

Possibly he went too far, but in view of
the lnsolexxtjy irritating course so long
pursued by‘})\mﬂlle toward memhers
who are &lways recpectful and courte-
.ous, the Lastigation was considered to
be meritedag'it was certainly well laid
on and deeply felt. I never saw a more
ludicrous scene in the Commons in all
its sittings from 1867 till now, than
when Domville had crossed the floor
and sat down in front of Gillmor, while
the latter, in his most comical vein—and
Gillmor can be comical enough—-
imagining that he saw the people of
King's looking at their Representative
making a speech in Parliament, as

‘“They gazed and gazed and still their

wonder grew

That one small head contained the

whole he knew”——

Then repeated the lines with the
variation: — ;

‘‘They gaze and gaze and still their

wonder grows,

That one small head should have such a

wonderful nose,”

The House fairly screamed with
laughter, while the member for King's
was angry enough, with one arm dis-
abled, to challenge his castigator to com-
bat.

Mr. Anglin’s speech was a strong
argumeantative one and Sir Albert
Smith’s speech was one of the ablest of
his life. B.

Restoring The Dead.

The body of Merrick, who was hanged
for murder in Indianapolis recently,was
taken from the gallows directly to a
medical college there and temporarily
restored to life by artificial means. An
account of the treatment will prove in-
teresting.

The body was drawn tipward at full
length by the head until the toes mted
in the tub in which he had lain. ~In-
stantly the assistants rubbed the body
briskly with towels for two minutes,
and then wrapped it from the shoulders
down with a warm blanket. Then the
head and neck were manipulated in
every way to set the dislocated joint.
After this the body was returned to the
table, the windpipe opened and a tube
inserted to which a bellows was attach-
ed. Some of the veins opened to draw
off the coagulated blood, and a jar of
befibrinated sheep’s blood was produced
to be injected when all should be ready.

The Indianapolis Herald tells what oc-
curred next :—

And now came the trial which all
awaited in breathless anxiety. The
professor of anatomy took charge of the
jars of blood and milk, and was to turn
the stopecocks to let it flow into the
jugular vein, and thence into the heart,

and the professor of physiology was to
empty the blood from the head with the
aspirator at the same time. Another
student was to inflate the lungs with
the bellows by a slow, easy motion, not
more rapidly than eighteen a minute.

Another assistant was to move a scape
valve on the bellows tube, 8o that when
the lungs were filled it might empty it-
self of bad air without blowing back
into the bellows. The other assistants
stood by the batteries to make the con-
nexions at the word.

At the word ““now,” every well train-
ed head and hand hegan to work . all
in harmony—and quietly. No sound

at first but the wheezing of the bellows,

and the measured thud, thud, of the

piston of the air-pump. The clotted

blood from the head poured into the re-
ceiver at first like a brown jelly, which
after a few moments was thinner, at
last a stream of thin, warm bldod. It
was noticed that the blood mixture in

the jar was lowering. The professor of
physiology withdrew the aspirating
needles, and stood with dilated pupils,
and flushed face. The chest of the dead
man was moving regularly. He grasp-

ed the pulse, and said in a whisper, ““A

tremor ! tremor ! ” and then applied his
ear to the chest for a moment, and then

sprang up and cried out in an excited

manner : “ By G —d, it moves! Tcan

feel its pulse ! ” A shout went up from

every one, but followed in a moment by

deathly stillness, for the swollen eyes

of the dead were seen to roll in their

sockets, each one looked at the other,

as much as to say, ‘“ What have we

done in restoring this man to life and

suffering?” The battery of the heart

and abdomen were now disconnected

and all the semblance of life was ob-

servable. Nearly two points of the

blood mixture had entered the veins.

This was not cut off and artificial res-

piration kept up. The pulse could be
counted, irregular, and over 100 per
minute. The face of the subject was
no longer livid but rather pale. The
eyelids were half closed, and the eye-
balls rolling ; the pupils were discover-
ed contracting and dilated according as

they were shaded or exposed to the

light. Some nitrate of amyl was held
to the bellows, for breathing was not
through the mouth and nostrils, and
instantly the heart beat more steadily,
the face became of a better color, and
the chest jerked as if there was a desire
to cough. At this juncture the profe&
sor of physiology said :

¢ Gentlemen—OQur experiments thus
far are successful. The man is living
again, but can have no thought, because
the mass of brains is too nearly severed
from the cord. No act of will, at least,
can beTerformed. The spinal cord is
itself the motor centre of the body, and
as long %we keep up artificial breath-

ing the b ly will live.”

He then’ proceeded to drill several
holes, as large as a sewing needle, into

various parts of the skull, and touched
the brain with the galvanic points,

which caused the legs to jerk, the hands
to clench, the eyes to roll, open, shut,
and the tongue 4o protrude. A full diss
cription of the anatomical points- and
physiological observations was carefully
taken down, and will, doubtless, appear
in medical periodicals.

The experiments concluded by with-

duwmg the bellows and closing the

opening in the windpipe by adhesive
plaster, and all were startled by a sud-
den cough from the dead man, and a
rolling of the head, with moaning
sounds, like by one exhausted by suffer-.
ing. This was followed by a convulsive
action in the limbs, a figture of the eyes,
and an appearance of & second death.

The body became cool in twenty
minutes. The whole experiment lasted

from 11.30 p.m. t012.20 a.m., Thurs-
day, or 50 minutes.

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Mr. Tilley’s Decadence. i

New Brunswickers have accustomed |
themselves to think well and speak well |
of Hon. Mr. Tilley. They have always |
shown a disposition to look upon his mo-

tives in the best possible light when his

public acts have not been in accord with

the accepted code of political wisdom

or morality, and whenever he was

manifestly in error public criticism was

disarmed by the recollection of his re-

cord, which, in the main, had been a

good one, up to the year 1873. His
P of the Governorship of New

Brunswick in that year, just as the Go-
vernment of which he was a member
was retiring from office in consequence
of an act which brought disgrace to
themselves and to Canada, was the first
dark shadow that fell across a career
that had been h ble and para-
tively brilliant up to that time. Still,
Mr. Tilley’s old friends, even without
knowing all the facts, put the most
lenient construction upon his course.
While they could not defend his action
on its merits they gladly made his
former public services and their belief
that his personal hdnor had not been
tainted by Sir Hugh Allan’s bribe, a
plea in his behalf. While he held the
position of Governor of New Bruns-
wick, his administration was so satis-
factory that the circumstances under
whicb he secured the office were will-
ingly forgotten by many,and there was
a general belief that in again seeking
to take his accustomed place in the
arens of active politics he did so with
the intention of further recovering the
position he had lost in public esteem
just previously to his becoming Gov-
ernor.

The fact that he was actually
appointed Governor before he made the
speech in Parliament in 1873 in which
he declared he wounld “‘ go down with
the ship ” was not known to the public
until about the time he ceased to be
Governor, and it is needless to say that
it gave a greater shock to the popular
prejudice in his favor than any fact of
his political history that had previously
become known, for it was not possible
that Mr. Tilley could, had he possessed
the high sense of honor with which his
many admirers had endowed him, have
played so hypocritical a part. It seems
almost incredible that one so trusted and
honored—with the minute of Council ap-
pointing him Governor before him and
the intention of benefitting by it in his
mind—should go from the Council into
the House of Commons, and with mock
sincerity pretend he was going “ down
with the ship,” when he knew that as the
ship went down it had been surely pro-
vided that he was not only to be saved,
but to be promoted toa post of high
honor and- greater emolument than he
had ever before enjoyed. When all
these facts were developed it was no
wonder that many formerardent political
friends and admirers stood aloof from
Mr. Tilley. But when he became the
CUonservative and Protectionist candi-
date in St. John, accepting the nomina-
tion of that party even while he was
yet Governor—thereby lowering that
highofficeto the level of party politics—it
is not & matter of wonder that he looked
in vain for the support of so many of
his best and most tried political friends.

He has
turned his back upon thé people who
have so long honored him and has prov-
ed recreant to the pledges of a lifetime.
1t is another proof of the facility with
which a man who once loses hold on
principle and yields to the temptation
to do wrong, may fall from political rec-
titnde and consistency. He took the
fatal first step when he did not leave
¢¢ the ship ” before she went down ; the
temptations of office and emolument
overcame what was left of that which
made him almost a public idol, and be-
ing sensible of the fact that he can
never again recover the place in New
Brunswick hearts from which he has
alienated himself by his own deliberate
acts, he goes over to the enemies of the
Province and lays upon her burdens
which must cripple or destroy many of
her most important interests.

The Northwest Fish
i Embmhmentw

The editor of the ADVANCE made a visit |
on Friday last to the Northwest Mira- |
michi Fish Breeding establishment, which
is now under the exclusive superintend-
ance of Samuel Wilmot, Esq., chief of the
fish culture branch of the Department.
Our readers, doubtless, remember the
huge deception practiced upon the Depart-
ment and the public in the season of 1876-7
when Inspector Venning, who was
superintending the operations of this
Hatchery represented that he had some
650,000 ova laid down while he had
scarcely one half the quantity. And it
will also be remembered that when the
editor of the ADVANCE exposed the decep-
tion,after a personal visit and investigation
was held, Mr. Venning was relieved of
his charge. Mr. Wilmot, who assumed
the superintendence of the establishment
was very much abused by Mr. Venning,
who in several characteristic letters to the
Department, endeavored to prove that
Mr. Wilmot was not capable of filling his
place.

Misfortune attended the operations of
the fall of 1877, comparatively few ova
being saved, though great havoc was made
by Overseer Hogan among the salmon in
the pools and on the spawning beds of the
river, splendid fish being killed by whole-
sale in the bungling efforts made to cap-
ture them.

Last autumn the public were given to
understand that over a million salmon ova
were laid down in the Hatchery, but its
reputation had become so bud that the
announcement was received doubtingly by
many. Subsequent reports indicated that a
change for the better had really taken
place,still, we confess that we were skepti-
cal on the subject, s0 on Friday Thos. H.
Fleiger, Esq., and the writer went to
Chathsm Junction by train, walked thence
to Derby Siding and were driven from that
point to the Hatching House by Patrick
Clancey, Esq., a leading resident of that
section of the country.

Arriving at the Hatchery we found it
closed, but the caretaker, Mr. Isaac
Shaesgreen, who was at work in-
side soon made his appearance.
He appeared quite ready to have us ex.
amine the interesting work under his care
and was very courteous, withal, explaining
various features which were subjects of
enquiry by members of the party.

Contrasting the condition of things on
Friday last, with what we observed on our
visit in 1877,the change for the better was
marked and very gratifying. The troughs
may be said to be fllled with trays and the
trays with ova in excellent condition.
Most of the trays appeared to be earthen,
while ghe remainder were of perforated
zinc or of wire in wooden frames—the lat-
ter being covered with parafine varnish, a
most excellent article for the purpose.
Some of the trays are double but a large
proportion are single and by an approxi-
mate estimate there appeared to be a little
over 700 trays in the troughs—that is

He seems to have excellent
ideas in reference to what is necessary for
the success of the Hatchery with, perhaps,
one very important exception—the pro-
bability of the splendid lot of ova now in
his charge being successfully brought to a
state fit to be placed in our rivers—but we
willreter tothat presently.

The question that is now of the greatest
importance is—will the million *¢ pinks”
—the fry—which will, undoubtedly be
hatched out in the course of the next four
weeks, live in the water flowing through
the tronghs for say seven or eight weeks,
—+the time usually necessary to mature
salmon fry sufficiently before placing them
in their natural homes. Our .opinion in
reference to the time the fish should be re-
tained in the Hatching House, if retained
at all, is based on the experiences of Brit-
ish fish culturists, rather than on any
local data. If fry are kept six weeks in
hatcheries in Great Britain—as we be-
lieve they are—before being liberated to
take care of themselves, they should be
kept much longer here, because the whole
process of both incubation and develop-
ment is slower in our waters than in those
of, at least, Scotland, connected with which
we have data. It would be a great pity
if through any false notions or prejudices
the work which has been so successful thus
far in the season, should all go for nothing
and to guard againt so unfortunate a re-
sult we hope necessary precautions will be
taken.

Mr. Wilmot must be aware of the
fact that it is very doubtful, indeed,
whether fry can live eight weeks in water
from the stream which supplies the
Hatchery. It is, also, a fact that the
whole water area of the troughs at the
Hatchery is practically occupied by ova,
now, because an area equal to nearly, if
not quite four entire troughs is laid double
with trays. It seems evident, therefore,
that if all the eggs are hatched—and they
doubtless, will be, within a very small
percentage—the fry will be fatally crowd-
ed. As a precautionary undertaking—
and because of the element of doubt:and
danger existing—we suggest that a tem.

view there is certainly nothing objec-
tionable in Mr. Smith’s letters. He
had acted in the political concerns of
this Province with Mr." Tilley for gen
or twelve years, and their relatioriy had
been of a pleasant and ha ious
character. They had fought eagf other
hitterly about Confederation, but from
1867 to the days of the Pacific Scan-
dal, Mr. Smith had given to the Gov-
t an independent support of that
kind which no honorable gentleman
need be ashamed to accept. There is,
therefore,nothing surprising that & man
like Mr. Smith should readily forget
the battle of Confederation and re-
member, in the day of his, power and
influence the friend alongside of whom
he sat for so many years, and to whom
in after days he had givenan independ-
ent support. In his letter to Mr.
Tilley he distinetly states that he acted
without the knowledge of the Premier,
that his act was personal, and that old
friendship had much to do with it;
then, too, he recalls to Mr. Tilley’s
remembrance the fact that his normal
political position is on the Liberal side
of the House. Inall of this there is
nothingimproper,but there is much that
reflects credit upon the sunnier and
better side of the ex-Minister’s nature.
It is plain that he could never have ex-
pected that these letters would be quot-
ed against him ; and it may be added
that their publication is far better for
him than any mere version of them.

On the part of his op-
ponents there was no doubt some feel-
ing that a powerful man could be thus
honorably set aside; but this was
coupled with the feeling that Mr.
Tilley deserved: well of his country, and
that his re-appointment by a Liberal
Government would have removed
any stain that might rest upon his first
appointment to the office, and leave
him in such a position that history
could level no harsh criticism against
his second acceptance of the chair.”
