He had been pondering over
it ever since the captain’s hurried de-
parture “‘to tell his wife.”

“We—we had cxpected—made all
preparations to take this afternoon's train
for the east,” he stammered. “We are
all torn up, all ready to start, and the
ladies ought to go; but I cannot feel like
going in the face of this.”

SAWDUST—A CURIOUS PHENUMENON.

ance! Suffering stirs one’s better nature,
softeng and attracts one’s charity, but the
suffering of the poor lepers of Tracadie
repels one. The disease is so loathsome,
80 horrible in its disfigerment. The ex-
tremitiss of the body rotting; fingers
gone, leaving the round stump of the
hand ; feet or toes dropping off or the nose
gone ; large soft discharging, ulcerated
sores and ghastly marks of living decay.

Most of the cases have come from the
district in a radius of 25 miies, but some
were found in the Islands of Shippegan
and Miscou, at the mouth of Chaleur Bay,
and included in the limits of Gloucester
county. Dr. Smith has now the superin-
tendency of the lazaretto and the disease
in the infected district from the Domin-
ion Government, but before his appoint-
ment the cases were located principally
by the priests of the Roman Catholic
Church. The disease is styled Greek
elephantiasis. Its first symptom is the
appearance of tiny tubercles on the skin,
and especially on the face. These increase
from the size of a pinhead to that of a hazel
nut. The nose and lips become thick-
ened and swollen, so that the mouth is
distorted and the features unrecogaisable,
The eyes drop down, eyelashes and eye-
brows, and sometimes the hair drops out.
After a time the tubercles break, ulcerate
and discharge; the process gradually goes
on, the disease attacking even the cartil-
age and bone, and piece by piece joints
and flesh fall off until death gives the
sufferer fieedom from his terrible lot,
Through all its stages the malady is com-
paratively painloss. It has been said that
the progress of the disease is attended by
a moral degradation that is even more
revolting, but this the Sisters say is not
true. Theaverage duration of the disease
is from ten to twelve years, but there are
two or three exceptions now ia the hos-
pital.

The management of the lazaretto is very
different to-day fromi what it was before
the sweet-faced women who now move
about it with an air of such peace and
charity came to lay the offering of their
lives on this altar of sacrilico. Now the
control of the hospital is the rule of moral
svasion and religious duty. In the early
years of the iostitution to compel chose
attacked with the dreadful malady to go
to the Island of Sheldrake, where the
building was then situated, it was nec-
essary to employ force ofttimes.

IHaving been torn from the
care of their families and enclosed into
the small low cottages that then served to
protect them from the weather, the unfor-
tunates, whose only orime was that they
had been born of their parents, herdel to-
gether like animals,
them the attention condition re-
quired, deaths were numerous, and filth
and immorality hastened them. The
condition of the cottages and their in-
mates became s0o abominable that the
Government of the Province under whose
care the place then was, saw thal strong
measures of referm had to be made. The
reform came in the persons of the Sisters
of Hotel Dieu and the ol state of things
ceased at their advert, The lazaretto was
formerly a prison from which escapes
were numerous. Now it is a home to
which the inmates are in many cases at
tached. The lepers and the house are
kept scrupulously clean. Hired attend-
ants do all the manual work to be done
about the Lazaretto and the inmates need
do'nothing only what he or she pleases.
They are ailowed a piece of land, with
which they may do what they choose,
They have boats in which in the summer
time they sail on the gulf, and the Sisters
take many means of amusing them and
keeping their time employed. They seem
contented and resigned, They roam abdut
the little iulet in their boats, fishing, it
may be; they may go anywhere on the
farm, but permission is not given them to
go farther than its boundaries.

When the miserable colony was in such
a deplorable condition, when the discover-
ed leper was driven to the Lazaretto and
his food left for him on the ground ata
distance from the plage. Families in which
the disease made its appearance « hid the
knowledge from every one with aJealous
care on whick their social intercourse with
their neighbors depended. This assisted
the spread of the malady. Now the)
teaching of the priests and the ministra-
tions of the Sisters have resulted in a
different feeling. When a case
apparent it is now generally made known
to the authorities, I am told, and the sin
of marriage by leprous families is preach-

The Legislature
voted £300 and a hospital was erccted on
Sheldrake Island, in the Miramichi River,
eight miles below the Town of Chatham.
Next year twenty cases were reported in
the hospital. In 1845 the building was
burned anderebuilt at once, In 1847 there
was a Commission appointed to inquire
into complaints and a feature of the report
was the statement before referred to in
this article, that owing to generations of
intermarriage ncarly all the French of the
district could  claim relationship to each
other. About 1850 Sheldrake was aban-
doned and a lazaretto built at Tracadie.
It was burned in 1853 by some patients
who wished to escape, and was rebuilt.
There were years of complaints of all
kinds with regard to the condition of the
lepers, and, on the part of the people, of
distrust of the intentions of the Govern™
ment.

The Sisters of Hotel Dieu, Montreal,
took charge of the lazaretto about the
year 1868. The sympathy of Miss Viger,
of Montreal, or Sister St.John as she
was called in religion, was aroused by
hearing of the deplorable state of the
lepers, and she voluntecred to go to them,
The result was an invitation to the Sisters
to come to the relikf of the sufferers. The
Mother Superior a&ed for volunteers and
every Sister off:red. Seven were chosen,
and before coming to what was then a
veritable charuel house they were in-
structed in the treatment of leprosy. The
Mother Superioress herself came down for
a few months at first to help get things in
shape. Since that time some of the
Sisters, at first numbering seven but
afterwards iucreased to sixteen, have
been obliged to retire from ill-health.
Some have died here and been buried,
martyrs to the truest cause, though no
monument stands over their quiet graves.
Alwaye there liave been volunteers ready
to till the gaps.

In 1880 the Frovince handed control of
the lazaretto over to the Dominion. Dur-
ing 1886 the building was repaired, and is
now warm and home-like, Into Dr.
Smith’s hands the care of the leprous
region is entrusted, and there is the
encouragement of a decrease — slow
though it may be—in the ravages of “the
mysterious disease. A difficulty and hardy
ship met is the immediate isolation of
cases iu that a family may be deprived of
the services of a son or husband yet good
for many years of vigorous work, and may
be left without support. Thisis a hard.
ship that can be dealt with by the Gov-
ernment making a grant to take care of
such families.

CITIZENS DECIDE NOT TO PART WITH THE

ELECTRIC LIGHT.
A largely-attended public meeting as-

sembled in Masonic Hall en Wedunesday

moonlight outs 5 nights per month; va-
por lamps cost $23 each per year. Port-
land had 1200 candle-power arcs run by
the authorities at a cost of 3100 per lamp.
Arcs in St. John west cost §120 per lamp.
These lights run an average of 315 nights
per year and all were unsatisfactory save
the arcs. It was the St. John opinivn
that Chatham should own and run its own
electric lighting plant.

Coun. Coleman again took the platform
and read an offer from the Chatham Gas
Company. This was for 18 gas lamps, at
825 each and 20 to 40 vapor lamps at $20
each—the town to give a guarantee that,
should the contract for vapor-lamps be
discontinued, payment would be made for
the lamps.. The gas and vapor lamps ,
would give lights of from 14 to 16 cadle-
power. Coun. Kerr said the 48 incan-
descent lights in the town now cost about
$14.13 each, but at the increase to $1,100
asked, they would cost about $22.91 each.
Eighteen gas lamps woull cost $450, and,
say, 11 vapors would cost $§222, ora total
of $670. If eighteen gas lamps and thirty
two vapors were contracted for the cost
would be $1,090.

Robt. Murray, Esq-. of the Police and
Light Committee, after summarising the
facts of the preceding speakers’ remarks,
said if the advice of the St. John avthori-
ties was to be acted upen the town would
have to issue debentures and buy plant.
He hoped there would be a full discussion
for the Committee’s guidance,

Mr, Jas. Nicol enquired as to the rela-
tive candle-power of the gas and incan-
descent strect lights of Chatham.

He was informed that gas was 17 and
incaundescent 20, both nomiral.

Mr. Macdougall Snowhall referred to
the circumstances under which he under-
took to light the streets ,with src lamps
some two years ago and said he entered
into the contract at a price that did not
pay, because he, at that time, did not
fully understand what it would cost him
vo furnish the service. He had tried to
succeed in lighting the streets with arc
lamps but was obliged to abandon
the effort and substitute the incandescent
—all at great cost to himself and result-
ing in the experience which had led to the
conclusion that he must have a higher
rate or abandon the work. The rate.
payers would remember that although
they paid for 48 lights under the original
incandescent contract they really bad 53,
because he lighted the station read from
Mr. Henry Muirhead’s gate to the station
for nothing. The replies to enquiries of
the Committee from St. John and Truro
showed that bis charges were low, He
had spared no expense in getting the
very latest and best improvemeits in
order to give the town a good service and
although he had not been as successful as
he desired at first, yet, for the lat six
months, he claimed the street lighting of
Cbathum was first class. If be was re-
ceiving $120 for arc lights, which was the
cost in St- John West,he would be able to
give agood arc service. Vapor lamnps
were dangerous and would raise insurance
rates. Everybody knew what Chatham
Gas Company had done in the past and it
was not probable it would do better in the
future. He had given the town lights in
parts never reached before,and that could
not be satisfactorily lighted in any other
way. If hecame asking for a guarautee

opinion upon any public matter. He
(Abbott) had been reproved by a certain
man of this class for expressing his views
at the meeting held in reference to strect
lighting some two years ago. He was re-
minded that he didn’t own a foot of land
in the town, and asked what right he had
to talk. Ile believed however that any
citizen who paid rent and taxes in the
town and was identitied with its indus.
tries had as good a right as the best to

affecting the town. Indeed, he believed
that there were'just two classes on which
the success of the community depended
They were the lumber manufacturers and
merchants, who got the logs and shipped
the lumber, and the men by whose labor
the lumber was made and shipped. The
lumberman and laborer make the country
what it is, for nearly all the others de-
peud on them and it was not for men who,
themselves, are mere dependents on these
to'deny to others their 1ights as citizens.
The town hadu’t one light too many, but
if he (Abbott) had $3500 or $600 stock ia
the Gas Company he, too, might say the
electric light was not worth a cent. A
licht must bs had at Coulson’s slip and he
did not believe in the policy of having all
the lights in the centre of the town, as
they were under the arrangement with
the Gas Comvany. If the Gas Company
would give the same number of lights
given by the Electric Company at less
cost-there would be reason for entertain-
ing their proposition, but under the facts
presented he was for retaining the preseus
system. [Applause.]

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said that if Mr.
Abbott was in as excited a condition go-
ing home every night as he appeared to be
jnst now, he did not wonder at his seeing
lights or anything else at the west end.
The town could not afford to pay $1160
for street-lights and the question is, How
mauch is it willing to pay ? He would ad-
here to his motion for a $700 service aud
let the committee arrange for either gas
or electricity as would be found most ad-
vantageous.

Mr. Macdougall Snowball said, as to
Mr. Tweedie’s statement that he might
be asking for another advance next year,
that he was quite willing, as he had been
before, to make a long-term coutract—for
G6or 10 years. Mr. Maclachlan knew
very well that the lights of the westend
were not out as he had stated. For the
last six months they were burning every
night and yet that gentleman asserted
they were not lighted a quarter of the
time.

Mr. Maclachlan: “Well, I say fully
one-fourth, at any rate.” [Great laugh-
ter.]

R. Murray, Esq., agreed with Mr.
Tweedie that a service costing less than
$1100 ought to be securcd. He would
like to know whether the Gas Company
would furnish a less number of lights
than 20 at the rate quoted by them.

Mr. Hocken said they would,

Mr. Jas. Nicol said less lights than the
town now had would not be satisfactory,
and he suggested that the present,number
be retaned, and the cost be kept down
by extinguishing them before daylight.

Mr. R B. Adums said the appropria-
tion for light cervice was made Dby the
Municipal Council for this year and he
doubted whether the Councillors had the
power to make any new contract volv-
ing increased expeaditure.

Mr. Abbott moved that Mr, Snowball’s
offer to light the streets as at present for
$1100 be accepted.

Mr. Nichol moved that the present sys-
tem be rc! . ined at a cost of $800.

Mr, Nichol’s motion was not seconded.
F. E. Winslow, Esq., said it would be
a mistake to make a eontract for a.smaller
number of lights than the town now had,
More, rather thau less lights were want-
ed, as the town was growing at both eads,
He did not think the ratepayers were op-
posed to paying the value of the service,
8o long as they got what they wauted, and
it seerned that the electric light was the
cheapest, after all.
