CHATHAM, N. B., Oct. 22,—At an 
early hour this (Sunday) morning, 
shortly after midnight, a terrible fatal­
ity occurred on the main line of the I. 
C. R. at a point between Chatham 
Junction and Barnaby River, by which 
Martin Foley of Chatham lost his life, 
and John Quilty of Barnaby River was 
seriously, if not fatally injured. Mar­
tin Foley, who was a member of the 
Chatham police force, was-on his way 
to Barnaby River to visit his family, 
who reside at that place. He took the 
train from Chatham, which connects 
with the eastbound maritime express 
and at the Junction met Mr. Quilty, 
who Is station agent at Barnaby River, 
to which they were to proceed up on 
what is known as a speedy, a light 
trolley handcar. As the maritime was 
reported twenty minutes late leaving 
Moncton, the unfortunate men decided 
that they would have ample time "to 
reach Barnaby River before the train 
arrived there, and so started to their 
doom. At the time of sending this 
despatch all the particulars are not 
known, and indeed all may never be 
known, but when the train reached 
Chatham Junction the driver having 
observed something which gave him 
the Idea that he had struck something, 
made an investigation of the front of 
his engine,..VEhere he discovered un-.

doubted evidence of a fatality in the 
shape of pieces of clothing and blood.

A party was sent out to investigate, 
and a short distance down the line the 
fragments of poor Foley’e body were 
discovered, the legs, arms and other 
portions of his body being strewn on 
either side and on the traqk, his heart 
having been found between the rails.

Quilty was picked up alongside the 
track at the scene of the disaster, and 
It has not yet been ascertained how 
badly he has been Injured.

Tt is reported here that the express 
was running without a headlight, 
which would easily account for the 
tragedy, as it would be the only warn­
ing the unfortunate men would be 
likely to receive of the approach of 
the belated express, which would be 
moving at the rate of sixty miles an 
hour.

Poor Foley, orMartln, as he was usu­
ally designated, had been on the police 
here for about seven years. He was 
a very powerful man but remarkably 
even tempered, and was a general fav­
orite with everybody. He leaves a 
wife and two children, who at present 
reside at Barnaby River, and for whom 
the most genuine sympathy is felt. 
Later reports are to the effect that 
Quilty, though badly Injured, will 
cover, notwithstanding a' rumor which 
was circulated that he was dead.

Completing Arrangements For

AT THE YORK THEATRE.

The smoking concert given by St. 
George’s Society in the York assemblé 
rooms on Saturday evening was a re­
markable demonstration of enthusias­
tic patriotism. There were upwards of 
two hundred prominent citizens pre­
sent, and the arrangements for the 
gathering were perfect down to the 
smallest detail. The hall wâs lavish­
ly decorated with flags, pictures, coats 
of arms, and shields. Among the pic­
tures was a copy of W. L. Wyllis’ fam­
ous painting of Trafalgar, Issued this 
year by the Art Union of London,which 
picture is the property of Col. Sturdee. 
Refreshments in the form of sand­
wiches, crackers and cheese, and light 
drinks were passed around, pipes and 
tobacco were in abundance, the few 
speeches made were well worth listen­
ing to and the other numbers on the 
programme were most enjoyable.
President W. Watson Allen was in the 

chair and opened the proceedings with 
a brief address of welcome.

Recorder Skinner, who was down on 
the programme for the oration of the 
'evening, spoke for three-quarters of an 
hour. He sketched the career of Nel­
son, and ln a most interesting manner 
described the political conditions lead­
ing up to the battle of Trafalgar. He 
dwelt on the battle itself, the noble 
conduct of the famous admiral, and 
went on to tell of the effect of this vic­
tory on European nations. The recorder 
closed by a comparison between Well­
ington and Nelson, one a man of hard 
and fast rules, strict and methodical, 
the other full of that humanity which 
made Мір beloved by all. „

Mayor White, 1 who tVas . called upon 
later in the evening, was pleased that 
he was only expected to make a speech 
and not to deliver an oration, as was 
shown by the programme, for he did 
not feel able to orate very much. He 
spoke for less than five minutes and 
delivered a most eloquent tribute to the 
memory of Nelson. His Worship com­
pared the three great leaders of the 
age, Napoleon, Wellington and Nelson, 
and dealt yith the manliness, the gen­
erosity, the open-heartedness of the 
great admiral. He concluded with an 
apt quotation from Admirals All, and 
was cheered to the echo.

A most pleasing Incident of the con­
cert was the welcome accorded to Judge 
Willbrlck, who succeeds Ira B. Myers 
as American consul here. He was at 
the concert by chance, and was called 
upon by the chairman. In reply, he 
delivered an excellent address, which 
though brief was to the point and 
brought down the house.

The musical portion of the pro­
gramme left nothing to be desired. G. 
S. Mayes rendered the song of the 
evening, The Death of Nelson, and was 
compelled to respond to an encore. 
His second solo was The Englishman. 
Mr. Mayes was in fine voice, and has 
seldom been heard to better advantage. 
R. S. Ritchie, who gave The Song of 
the Bow, was also encored, and sang 
the King of the Main. S, C. Matthews 
added the comedy in a recitation, How 
Bill Adams Won the Battle of Water­
loo, and gave a couple of songs which 
brought down the house. J. Twining 
Hartt never read to a more appreciat­
ive audience, nor was a more appro­
priate and splendidly ' delivered selec­
tion ever heard from him than Admir­
als All.

Harold Alison, Mr. Molllnson, D. P. 
Pidgeon and John Sanderson also con­
tributed solos, Mr. Pldgeon’s encore 
selection of Mona calling forth con­
tinued applause. George Kirk read The 
Flag of England, and the concert 
closed with God Save the King. 
The heartiest enthusiasm prevailed 
throughout, and the concert was in 
every way a success. During the even­
ing a telegram was read from B. R. 
Macaulay, president of St.- Andrew’s 
Society, now in Montreal, regretting 
that he could not be present, and con­
veying to St. George's Society his best 
wishes for the success of the celebra­
tion.

Thé centennial anniversary which we 
celebrated yesterday naturally raises 
in the minds of the children of Great 
Britain and her colonies thoughts and 
sentiments of patriotism.

Man 
is social in hie nature. He owes his 
existence to a family, nor can the de­
velopment of his faculties and the en­
joyment of life be his otherwise than 
through his family in connection with 
the larger social circle around him.

BRITISH OFFICERS RESCUED.

TANGIER, Oct. 22.—The soout ship 
Pathfinder has- arrived here' with Cap­
tain Crowther and Lieutenant Hatton, 
the British officers who were captured 
by Moroccan tribesmen on board.

The following account of the battle^ 
ef Trafalgar and the death of Nelson 
as told by Collingwood’s despatches Is 
taken from the Annual Register for the 
year 1806:

which Inspired ideas superior to the 
common race of men, I was bound by 
the strongest ties of affection; a grief 
to which even the glorious occasion In 
which he fell does not bring that con­
solation which perhaps it ought.

I fear the numbers that have fallen 
will be found very great, when the re­
turns come to me; but it having blown 
a gale of wind ever since the action, I 
have not yet had it in my power to col­
lect any reports from the ships.

The Royal Sovereign having lost her 
masts, except the tottering foremast, I 
called the Epryaltis to me, while the 
action continued; which ship lying 
within hall, made my signals, a service 
Captain Blackwood performed with 
great attention:—After the action I 
shifted my flag to her, that I might 
more easily communicate my orders to, 
and collect the ships, and towed the 
■Royal Sovereign out to leeward!" The 
whole fleet were now In a perilous situ­
ation, many dismasted, all shattered, In 
thirteen fathoms water, off the shoals 
of Trafalgar'; and when I made signal 
to prepare to anchor, few of the ships 
had an anchor let go, their cables be­
ing shot. But the same good Provi­
dence which aided us through such a 
day preserved us In the night, by the 
wind shifting a tew points, and drift­
ing the ships off the land, except four 
of the captured dismasted ships which 
are now at anchor off Trafalgar, and I 
hope will ride safe until those gales are 
over.

ships, three of them sixty-fours, where 
Ills lordship was informed by Captain 
Blackwood, (whose vigilance in watdh-

On Monday, the 21st instant, at day- 
tight, when Cape Trafalgar bore E. by 
B. about seven leagues, the enemy -was 
discovered six or seven miles to the 
eastward, the wind about west, and 
very light; the commander In chief Im­
mediately made the signal for the fleet 
to bear up in two columns, as they are 
formed In order of sailing; a mode of 
attack his lordship had previously di­
rected, to avoid the inconvenience and 
delay in forming a line of battle in the 
usual manner. The enemy’s line con­
sisted of thirty-three ships (of which 
eighteen were French and fifteen Span­

Sir,—On the 28th ult. I Informed you 

of the proceedings of the squadron to 
that time. The weather continuing 
very bad, the wind blowing from S. W., 
the squadron not In a situation of 
safety, and seeing little prospect of get­
ting the captured ships off the land, 
and great risk of some of getting them 
Into port, I determined no longer to de­
lay the destroying them, and to get the 
squadron out of the deep bay. The ex­
traordinary exertion of Capt. Capel, 
however, saved the French Swiftsure; 
and his ship, the Phoebe, together with 
the Donegal, Captain Malcolm, after­
wards brought out the Bahama. In­
deed, nothing can exceed the persever­
ance of all the officers employed In the 
service. Captain Hope rigged and suc­
ceeded In bringing out the Udefonso; 
all of which will, I hope, have arrived 
safe at Gibraltar. For the rest, sir, I 
inclose you a list of all the enemy’s 
fleet which were In the action, and how 
they are disposed of, which, I believe, 
Is perfectly correct. I informed you in 
my letter of the 28th, that the remnant 
of the enemy’s fleet came out a second 
time, to endeavor in the bad weather 
to cut off some of the hulks, when the 
Rayo was dismasted, and fell Into our 
hands; she afterwards parted her cable, 
went ashore, and was wrecked. The 
Indomptable, one of the same squad­
ron, was also driven ashore, wrecked, 
and her crew perished. The Santa 
Anna and Algezlras being driven near 
the shore of Cadiz, got such assistance 
as has enabled them to get in; but the 
ruin of their fleet Is as complete as 
could be expected under the circum­
stances of fighting -them close to their 
own shore. Had the battle been In the 
ocean still fewer would have escaped. 
Twenty sail of thÿ line are taken or 
destroyed; and of those which got in, 
not more than three are In a repair­
able state tor a length of time. Rear- 
Admiral Louis, In the Canopus, who 
had been detached with the Queen, 
Spencer, and Tigre, to complete the 
water, etc., of these ships, and to see 
the convoy In safety a certain distance 
up the Mediterranean, joined me on the 
30th. In clearing the captured ships of 
prisoners, I found so many wounded 
men, that to alleviate human misery as 
much as was In my power, I sent to the 
Marquis de Solana, governor-general of 
Andalusia, to offer him the wounded to 
the care of their country, on rescripts 
being given; a proposal which was re­
ceived with the greatest thankfulness, 
not only by the governor, but the 
whole country resounds with expres­
sions of gratitude. Two French frig­
ates were sent out to receive them, 
with a proper officer to give receipts, 
bringing with them all the English who 
had been wrecked in several of the 
ships, and an offer from the Marquis 
de Solana of the use of their hospitals 
for our wounded, pledging the honor 
of Spain for their being carefully at­
tended. I have ordered most of the 
Spanish prisoners to be released, the 
officers on parole: the men for receipts 
given, and a condition that they do not 
serve In war, by sea or land, until ex­
changed. By my correspondence with 
the marquis, I found that Vice-Admiral 
D'Alava was not dead, but dangerous­
ly wounded; and I wrote to him a let­
ter, claiming him as a prisoner of war;

Captains Hope, 
Bayntun, and Malcolm, who-Joined the 
fleet this moment from Gibraltar, bad 
the charge of destroying four others.—

na, I have no doubt, Is sunk, as her 
side was almost entirely beat in; and 
such Is the shattered condition of the 
whole of them, that unless the weather 
moderates, I doubt whether I shall be 
able to carry a ship of them Into port 
I hope their lordships will approve of 
what I (having only In consideration 
the destruction of<-the enemy’s fleet) 
have thought a measure of absolute ne­
cessity:

I have taken Admiral Villeneuve into 
this ship; Vice-Admiral Don Aliva is 
dead. Whenever the temper of the 
weather will permit, and I can spare a 
frigate (for there were only four In the 
action with the fleet, Euryalus, Sirius, 
Phoebe, and Naiad; the Melpomene 
joined the 22nd, and the Eurydice and 
Scout the 23rd), I shall collect the othdr 
flag officers, and send them to England, 
with their flags (If they do not all go to 
the bottom), to be landed at his ma­
jesty’s feet

There were four thousand troops 
barkèd under the command of General 
Contamln, who was taken with Admir­
al Villeneuve In the Bucentaure.

NELSON’S LAST LETTER.
On the morning of October 19, 1805, 

the combined fleets of Fiance and Spain 
left Cadiz Harbor, and the same after­
noon Nelson knew that he would soon 
have an opportunity of encountering 
his enemy. This unfinished letter was 
found opened on his desk after the ac­
tion, and was conveyed by Captain 
Hardy to Lady Hamilton, ‘Oh miser­
able and wretched Emma, oh, glorious 
and happy Nelson.”

.Lord Nelson to Lady Hamilton,
VICTORY, October 19, 1805.

Noon, Cadiz B.S.B. 16 leagues.
My dearest beloved Emma, the dear 

friend of my bosom, the signal has been 
made that enemy’s combined fleet are 
coming out of port. We have very lit­
tle wind, so that I have no hopes of 
seeing them before tomorrow. May the 
God of battles crown my endeavors 
with success, at all events I will take 
care that my name shall ever be most 
dear to you and Horatia, both of whom 
I love as much as my own life, and as 
my last writing before the battle will 
be to you, so I hope In God that I shall 
live to finish my letter after the battle;

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PRETTY MONTREAL GIRL SAVED BY

despatch to'» the Telegraph Intimating 
an Intention to publicly reaffirm his op­
position to the railway scheme.

On the 21st the Telegraph had a 
Montreal despatch referring to certain 
rumors in the government press an* 
adding: “These rumors can be met by 

a very simple announcement. It is 
this: Mr. Blair wants nothing from 
any party or any corporation. He is 
out to beat the Grand Trunk Paciflc 
deal. That is his sole object. He was 
its original and most formidable op­
ponent, and he steps from office to 
lead the great movement against the 
G. T. P., which is now engaging at­
tention throughout Canada.”
The Montreal despatch to the Tele­

graph October 22, spoke of the political 
ferment following "the announcement 
“ of Mr. Blair’s determination to fight 
** the Grand Trunk Paciflc scheme to 
” a finish."

The Montreal announcement of Mon­
day, October 24, was on a new line:

"After the election a splendid ban­
quet will be given Hon. Mr. Blair in 
the Windsor Hotel here, in recognition 
of his great public services and his 
efforts to save the country from the 
disastrous effects of the government's 
G. T. P. policy. The banquet, which 
will be held about November 26th, will 
be the most magnificent function of 
the kind ever held in Canada.

“It will be given primarily by the 
business men of Montreal, but it will 
take the form generally of a great pub­
lic tribute to Mr. Blair for his stand 
on the public behalf against the un- 
Canadian and impracticable railroad 
deal, which has been made in the inter­
est of the G. T. P. backers.

“Neither pains nor expense will be 
considered. The idea has already met 
with a most enthusiastic reception, and 
there can be no doubt that the occa­
sion will be a memorable one. It will 
reflect the spontaneous recognition 
throughout Canada of Mr. Blair’s fight 
in defense of the rights of the taxpay­
ers of this country.

“A special train will carry New 
Brunswick guests to the banquet to 
and from Moncton. The function will 
be given irrespective of the outcome of 
the contest of November 3.”

The" Montreal advices published on 
the 25th of October began:

“Mr. Blair gives the most emphatic 
denial over his own signature to the 
reports that he had withdrawn his 
resignation.

“Moreover, it may be announced 
positively that he will speak against 
the G. T. Paciflc scheme.

"Within forty-eight hours the date 
and place of the first meeting to be 
addressed by him will be announced.”

The next day the Montreal despatch 
began thus:

“The announcement that Hon. A. G. 
Blair is to take a further stand against 
the Grand Trunk Paciflc has awakened 
more interest in the big issue of the 
campaign."

Reference was made to “some inter­
esting revelations” which Mr. Blair 
was expected to make, and to the de­
sire that he should make his first 
speech in Montreal.

The election took place on the third 
day of November. Mr. Blair had not 
in the meantime reaffirmed his strong 
objections to the Grand Trunk Pacific 
contract as his despatch to Editor Mc- 
Cready Intimated that he might. If, 
as the Montreal adviser of the Tele­
graph positively and repeatedly de­
clared, Mr. Blair was out to attack 
the deal he never carried out his pur­
pose. He made no public speech or 
declaration of any kind on the big is­
sue. Nor has he done so since the 
election. Nor does it appear that Mr. 
Blair took the profitable position which 
seemed to be pressing so hard for his 
immediate acceptance that he could 
not remain to finish the work before 
the commission. A considerable period 
passed before he took any engagement, 
and when he made one it was clearly 
not what he had in mind when he ad­
dressed his fellow commissioners. The 
work on which he has been engaged 
suits him so little that he has given 
It up. The Montreal banquet never 
happened.

There is no doubt that the course 
which Mr. Blair intended to take when 
he resigned his office was not the 
course which he followed. Mr. Russell 
and the Telegraph seem to have made 
all tite above statements in good faith, 
and they must have had some grounds 
for their announcements in view of 
the relations which then existed be­
tween them and Mr. Blair.

THE LIB|E OF WARSHIPS.

Some time ago the Sun gave particu­
lars showing that nearly all the battle­
ships of the British navy more than 
fifteen years old were practically obso­
lete as fighting machines. This seems 
to mean that the whole navy must be 
replaced every fifteen years in order to 
keep the number good. If important 
new inventions are made the replace­
ment must come more frequently.

It was not so with the fleet of Nel­
son’s time. The flagship at Trafalgar 
was forty years old. Tet the Victory 
was one of the strongest and fastest 
Ships in the fleet. When she reached 
the enemy’s flagship at the charge 
the others in her 
far behind, 
had command of ships which had been 
fighting for a full century. Ships were 
partially rebuilt when the wood be­
came decayed, and were repaired after 
an action In which they sustained dam­
age. The total destruction In action 
of a battleship, or ship of the line as 
she would be called, was uncommon. 
For example, the Sovereign of the Seas 
was when built early, in the seven­
teenth century, supposed to be the fin­
est ship afloat. After she had done 
much fighting it was decided that she 
was too deep, or rather that she stood 
too high out of the water, 
cut down and thereafter took an im­
portant part in the wars of the 
try until she was sixty years old. At 
that age she was burned In the dock 
where she was to have been made as 
good as new.

(From Saturday’s Daily Sun.)
Today the British people are asked 

to contemplate, the Heroic figure of Ad­
miral Lord Nelson, “the greatest sailor 
since the world began.” He Is and will 
be a hero- greatly beloved among all 
who speak his language and live under 
the flag which he defended. It Is not 
always easy to explain why some men 
more than others became popular 
heroes. Why Nelson, for example, 
rather than Wellington? Why Burns 
rather than any other poet? Can'll be 
that a popular hero must have some 
notable blemish in his character, some 
flaw on hls reputation? One would not 
go this far, but there are certain hu­
man weaknesses which seem to make 
a character In history more real to a 
generation which does not know him in 
the flesh. Again the British folk have 
born and bred In them a romantic at­
traction toward the sea. A naval hero 
Is more to them than a warrior on 
land. For one thing the naval com­
mander has usually been more success­
ful. He has not oftën been trapped into 
positions where he was at a disad­
vantage. He has seldom been out- 
manoeuvered. Not very often has a 
British admiral begun"his despatch by 
regretting
Where he has done so the foe Was not 
a Latin people but a sea-faring race of 
the same breed as himself. Moreover, 
the sea fight of the time of Nelson, as 
in the days of Grenville and Blake, 
was a battle at close quarters, which 
afforded a great test of the qualities 
of the leaders. Nelson was adapted to 
the requirements of the life he sought. 
He was a skilful sailor and could work 
a ship better than any man under him. 
He was alert and vigilant, usually 
divining by some Instinct of the chase 
where the enemy could be found. If 
he was misled when he followed Ville- 
neuve to the West Indies, and thus 
nearly missed-4he chance to meet the 
foe at Trafalgar before Napoleon had 
swooped down on England, that was 
because for once he allowed another to 
persuade him against hls own Judg-

The 
physical courage of Nelson was not In­
ferior to that of any of the Vikings or 
the sea fighters of the days of Eliza­
beth. It was displayed In дату and 
hard fights when as a yourtg man he 
led crews of boarders. Always before 
the Imagination stands the figure of" a 
fragile appearing, one-armed officer, as 
he stood on the quarter deck of the 
Victory In full dress uniform, wearing 
all hls decorations, and offering a fair 
mark to the muskets of the enemy a 
few feet away. Never does the mess­
age signalled from the flagship that 
morning fade from memory. In many 
ways he showed that he had hardly 
expected to be alive at the close of the 
fight, yet there was no officer or man 
in the fleet more composed than he. 
The love which hls comrades bore to 
him passed the love of a woman. There 
was no snob affection for Wellington 
or other great commanders, and it was 
a feeling which the commander fully 
reciprocated. He fought the authori­
ties at home In behalf of the men in 
the ships as he* fought the enemy on 
the sea. The spirit In which he enter­
ed upon hls last campaign Is shown by 
the entry In hls private Journal a rew 
days before hls death:

“ May the great God whom I wor- 
” ship grant to my country, and for the

“ and glorious victory; and may no 
” misconduct in anyone tarnish It; and 
“ may humanity aftfr victory be the

MR. BLAIR A TEAR AGO.

When Mr. Blair resigned the position 
of chairman of the, railway commission 
he explained his sudden retirement by 
stating that he had the offer of a more 
lucrative engagement which could not 
be delayed. The dominion election cam­
paign was then within a few days of 
the close. Mr. David Russell subse­
quently stated that he had persuaded 
Mr. Blair to resign, and it will be re­
membered that the announcement was 
first made in the St. John papers con­
trolled by Mr. Russell. Following is 
the text of thq announcement;

I authorize t)ie announcement that I 

have resigned my position as chairman

The day after this despatch was sent 

Mr. Blair took leave of the commission.

SELF-DENTING ORDINANCES.

It Is likely that President Roosevelt’s 
successor will have a larger salary 
than Is now paid,

salary that was allowed during nearly 
all the first century of the Republic. 
But, as the humorist said in explaining 
how George Washington could throw a 
silver dollar across a certain river, “a 
dollar went much further in Washing­
ton’s day than it does now.” President 
Roosevelt has adopted the custom of 
paying his own travelling expenses, 
and this is leaving him with à deficit 
on the year’s operations. For him, 
however, there is no relief. The con­
stitution of the United States provides 
that the salary of the president shall 
neither be Increased nor diminished 
during the term for which he has been 
elected.
sign a bill to Increase hls own eate>y, 
and that no unfriendly congress can re­
duce hls emoluments. Legislation in­
creasing the salary of the president, 
must therefore be adopted In one teftn 
and become operative in another.

It may be observed In this connection 
that the framers of the United States 
constitution had somewhat the same 
opinions that were expressed by Swr 
William Mulock while in opposition. 
They not only made the above provi­
sions, but decreed that no member of 
either house should during the term for 
which he was elected “ be appointed to 
" any civil office under the authority 
“ of the United States, which shall have 
“ been created, or the emoluments 
“ whereof jshall have been Increased 
" during such time.” It is needless to 
say that no such constitutional provi­
sion exists in Canada, 
prevailed, Sir William Mulock could 
not have become a judge, or the late 
Mr. Wade a transcontinental railway 
commissioner, or Mr. Blair chairman of 
the railway commission.

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THE INTERCOLONIAL RAILWAT.і

In the course of an interview with 
the Toronto Globe a few days ago, Mr. 
Emmerson went somewhat Into detail 
In the matter of Intercolonial finance. 
The minister gave the information that 

> his deputy was now scheduling the 
causes of the deficit. In the opinion 
of Mr. Emmersofi the trouble Is already 
pretty well located, and the remedy Is 
to be found In the adjustment of 
freight rates. Mr. Emmerson Insists 
that the Intercolonial rates are far be­
low those of other roads.

But It is admitted by Mr. Emmerson 
that the rates cannot a 11»he advanced. 
He says that the Intercolonial must 
meet the through rates of the Canadian 
Pacific, "though out1 line Is 250 miles 
“ longer than the C. P. R. line through 
“ Maine to St. John.” The Increased 
revenue must be obtained from other 
traffic. He claims that "In nom-com- 
“ petitive points we have lots of room 
“ to false our rates, for we are far be- 
“ low the other railways of Canada.” 
The minister goes on to say that “tak- 
“ ing fourth-class freight alone, on a 
“ 590 miles haul, If our rates during the 
“past two decades had been equal to 
“ the rates charged on the same class 
" by the G. T. R. and Ç. P. R. In Eas- 
” tern Canadas we should have had ad- 
“ dl tional earnings on that class alone 
“ sufficient to wipe out all the deficits 
“ which have been created In that 
" time.”

Unfortunately it is not the average 
deficit of the last twenty years which 
must now be met. The average de­
ficit since 1885 is not over $300,000 a 
year. For the eighteen years preceding 
the two last, it is not over $200,000 a 
year. Granting that an Increase of 
rates on certain non-competitive traffic 
might wipe out a deficit of $200,000— 
what is to be done with a deficit of 
$900,000, followed by one of $1,900,000 ? 
The total freight earnings of the Inter­
colonial are about $4,000,400. Mr, Em­
merson finds that he cannot increase 
the rates on through traffic competing 
with the Canadian Pacific. He would 
admit that there Is competition by 
water on some traffic which does not 
compete with the Canadian Pacific. 
Where can he find a five hundred mile 
stretch of Intercolonial over which he 
has no competition In hayling freight 
of the fourth class, or any other class ? 
It Is fair to Mr. Emmerson, as well as 
hls predecessors, to say that one diffi­
culty with Intercolonial finance Is the 
fact that there Is water competition 
for much -of its business. We should 
say that while something may be add­
ed to the earnings by Increasing the 
tolls, there will always be the danger 
that the Increase may kill the traffic 
altogether. It Is certain that there is 
not in this $4,000,000 of business & suffi­
cient portion non-competitive to enable 
the minister to add $900,000 to the earn­
ings by increasing the rates. And 
$900,000 is lets than half of last year’s 
deficit.

The most friendly critics of Mr. Em­
merson will say this much. Mr. Em­
merson has no stronger Journalistic 
supporter than the Toronto Globe. 
That government organ reviews the 
minister’s statement and offers this 
comment :

“But if either the minister or the 
government is led to suppose that fit 
Is absolutely a question of rates’ there 
will be certain disappointment ahead. 
Regulating the ‘earnings’ by raising 
the rates will not save the situation. 
The rates will, to a degree, be regu­
lated by the competition of the cheap­
er water transportation. Tho disregard 
that competition would be fo)ly. The 
schedules can be Increased, but not to 
the point of turning a two million an­
nual 4<*ott lato a surplus.

Judge Gebhard Willrich of Milwau­
kee, Wis., who has been appointed by 
President Roosevelt to the position of 
American consul at St. John, in succes­
sion to Ira B. Myers, arrived in the 
city on Saturday, accompanied by his 
family, which consists of Mrs. Willrich 
and three children—two daughters and 
one son. At present they are staying 
at the Victoria-

Judge Willrich was for many years 
a resident of the state of Minnesota- 
After completing his law course he 
.practiced his profession in St Paul. 
During his residence in that city he 
took a prominent part in public affairs, 
being elected a member of the legisla­
ture, and for several terms was elected 
a Judge of the county court. He also 
held the position of president of the 
St Paul school board. The judge’s 
name is almost a household word in the 
state of Minnesota, where he spent the 
most strenuous years of his life.

In 1900, Judge Willrich removed to 
the city of Milwaukee, where he resid­
ed until his recent appointment He 
practiced law in Milwaukee, and for a 
time acted as special examiner of penal 
and charitable institutions of the state. 
Judge Willrich is well known as a pol­
itical epeakes, and took part in the 
national campaign which resulted in 
President Roosevelt’s election. *

Judge Willrich was connected 
the western headquarters of the'repub- 
llcan-party, which were at Chicago, and 
spoke several times during the cam-, 
paign.

He has fought his own way up in the 
world. As a boy he worked on farms 
to get the mcney for his legal educa­
tion. He Is a son of the West, and 
has watched the birth of many towns, 
which now number their inhabitants 
by the tens of thousands. On two oc­
casions he rode through the Indian 
Territory before the days of railways 
that wild country.

Judge Willrich in speaking to the Sun 
remarked that he got a chilly reception 
Upon his arrival here, but any deficien­
cies of the climate in this respect were 
more than offset by the warmth of the 
dispositions "of the people he has met 
since his arrival.

During his trip through Canada, 
Judge Willrich said he was much im­
pressed by the fine and substantial 

■dwellings of thé farmers. This was in 
contrast with the houses of the Ame­
rican farmers, who, generally speaking, 
build large .bams and small houses. 
The Canadian farmer apparently has 
a more Ideal standard of life, and pre­
fers having a comfortable and artistic 
home to the piling up of money. 
Judge Willrich looks forward to his 
acceptation of the consui’s office here 
as one. of the most pleasant periods in 
his eventful life.

SAD DEATH OF> Li Stew- SIX DROWNED INі

CHATHAM MAN
LAUNCH COLLISION,

CHATHAM, Oct 21.—William Pur- 
cell, an employe of the Miramichl Pulp 
and Paper Company, was killed this 
morning near the mills of the com­
pany, having been run down by the 
tocomotive of the cqneem. The locomo­
tive Is used for conveying the cars of 
wood from the barking mill to the main 
factory, and runs upon rails laid upon 
St. Andrew’s street.

The unfortunate man appears to 
have been bewildered, and evidently 
did not hear the whistle of the locomo­
tive, as the factory whistle is said to 
have been blowing at the same time.

Driver Bernard Boyle, who was run­
ning the engine, did all in his power to 
avoid the fatality, and caught Purcell 
before he fell, buj, was unable to drag 
the poor fellow into safety.

Purcell was a steady man, Industri­
ous, and a good citizen. He was about 
fifty-nine years old, and leaves a wife 
and two children, who have the sym­
pathy of the community in their sad 
bereavement.

BEVERLEY, N. J., Oct. 22,—A launch 
containing nine men, all of Philadel­
phia, collided with a barge in the Dela­
ware river off this place late this af­
ternoon, resulting in the drowning of 
six of the occupants of the little boat. 
The other three were rescued by the 
crew of the tugboat Bristol, which was 
towing the barge when the accident 
happened. Those rescued are Captain 
John Winch, the owner of the launch, 
W. F. Russell and J. Rutherford. The 
dead are William Winch, John Ellis, 

"John Stevenson, Samuel Herron, Nor­
man Delaney and James Yokers.

The launch was hired by eight of the 
men, most of whom lived in the north­
eastern part of РІШафеІркА, The elder 
Winch took his son along to assist him 
in running the boat. '*

The day was spent near Croyden, on 
thfe Pennsylvania side of the river. The 
start was made late in the afternoon. 
Opposite this place the launch met the 
tug Bristol, in command of Captain 
Mott, which was towing a barge to 

any Bordentown. Whether Captain Winch 
saw the barge Is not known; neverthe­
less he attempted to cross the tug’s 
stern. Captain Mott hailed him and 
tried to prevent him from doing so. 
Captain Winch was standing at the 
wheel of the launch as he went around 
the stern of the tug. The hawser of 
the tug struck him and knocked him 
overboard. Before the captain’s son or 
any other member of the party could 
take the wheel to steer the launch 
clear of the barge, the latter struck 
the frail craft amldship, capsizing it.

The launch rolled under the barge 
and Its occupants went with it. Cap­
tain Mott put the tug About and went 
to the rescue. He and hia crew threw 
ropes and life preservers to the strug­
gling men in the water, but they were 
only able to save three of them. The 
rescued men Were landed here by the 
tug and cared for at a hotl. They left 
for Philadelphia late tonight.

Captain Mott, assisted by several re- 
sidento of Beverley, went in search of 
the bodies -and was rewarded by find­
ing three before darkness put an end 
to the work. The local authorities to. 
night requested the Philadelphia police 
to send a tug to Beverley to drag for 
the other bodies, and a police boat was 
ordered to the scene. She arrived here 
late tonight. The launch was washed 
ashore. It is badly wrecked.

-ЇLater she suddenly arose and started 
to the washroom. A lady told her that 
the washroom was at the other end of 
the car. She turned and went In the 
opposite direction, but instead of going 
to the washroom, went out on the rear 
platform of the train, which was then 
at a standstill at Vanceboro. The 
Montreal train was then being attach­
ed to the Boston,, and the usual Jerk 
resulted when the ends of the cars 
came together.

In a minute or two more Miss Fraser 
was carried back Into the sleeping car, 
a mass of blood. One leg was dragging 
along, being held only by a piece of 
skin, and the left foot was crushed to 
a pulp. She had, to all appearances, 
been thrown from the platform when 
the two cars came together and was 
run over by the Pullman. She was also 
severely hurt on the forehead.

Dr. Young of Vanceboro was Imme­
diately summoned, and he arranged a 
cot to a spare baggage car. In this 
Miss Fraser was brought to St. John. 
Supt. Downie, who had been notified, 
had made necessary arrangements and 
on the arrival of the train, Miss Fraser 
was removed to the hospital She lin­
gered until about a quarter past two to 
the afternoon, when the end came.

Coroner Berryman was formally noti­
fied, but will not hold an Irfquest. The 
accident occurred on the Maine Cen­
tral Railway, but Mr. Downie Is secur­
ing all possible facts on his own ac­
count.

The suns of 380 was The Gibson circuit is an outgrowth 
of the work at Marysville, for although 
services had been held at Douglas for 
many years, and occasionally at Lower 
Saint Mary’s, but without any definite 
plan until the autumn of 1873, when the 
Marysville minister took the work in 
hand.

The services were first held ln 
the house of John ОЩ, and two years 
later a church" was built at Robinson. 
The comer stone waylaid in June, 1876, 
by Mrs. Gibson, toother of Alexander 
Gibson, and formally dedicated the fol­
lowing December. The Rev. Hezekiah 
McKeown preached forenoon and even­
ing. The pastor of the Marysville 
church in the afternoon, the Revs. 
Jenkins and Stebbings assisting in the 
services. The collections ran up to 
3150. The building cost about 31,500. A 
church has since been built at Gibbon 
and another at Naehwaaksis, and 
through the energy and perseverance 
of the present pastor, the Rev. James 
Crisp, a comfortable parsonage has 
been erected at Gibson. Among those 
who have played a part in the work 
on this circuit, John Kyle, now of Van­
couver, Philip Logan, James Pickard, 
James Simmons, Robert Macklin, Wil­
liam Annette, Richard Goldsworthy, 
John Gill and Thomas Robinson.

DR. BERNARDO ON HEREDITY.

Dr. Thomas J. Barnardo, who has 
Just died, rescued from the slums near­
ly 60,000 child waifs, boys and girls, and 
placed them la homes where they had 
a chance to .grow up good citizens. He 
had been engaged in this work for forty 
years, and only two per cent, of the 
children turned out badly. A month or 
two before his death /Dr. Barnardo 
wrote:

“As to our scientific method, there is 
not much to be said, except this: that 
we have demonstrated the superiority 
of environment, to heredity. I suppose 
there has never been such an example: 
in the world as our institution affords 
of the great fact that heredity is not 
so invincible a foe to human life as has 
been thought.

“We have proved that if a child who 
is a son or daughter of criminals or 
prostitutes, and also the grandson or 
granddaughter of the same, and of 
whom we can prove that the great­
grandfather or great-grandmother 
of the same class—if that child is taken 
early enough from its evil environment 
and planted down in an absolutely new, 
fresh and Christian environment, and 
kept in it long enough, -the power of 
heredity appears to be neutralized.

“I have had some cases like that who 
may be said to have been damned from 
their birth,' who are now living virtu­
ous, honored and respectable Uves, up­
on whom no breath or shadow of evil 
has ever fallen. And the same thing is 
true as regards the degeneration of 
type from the physical point of view.

We have been as a nation almost 
frightened to death with tales of our 
physical degeneration, and doctrinaires 
who have come to me to gain proof of 
their view have been overwhelmed with 
evidence to the very reverse. Puny, Hi- 
developed, emaciated children, born in 
the gloom and shadow of a sunless life, 
surrounded by filth, vice and every in­
centive to badness, have come to mei 
haggard, and emaciated, looking like 
little old men or little old women, while 
they were still under the school age. 
These have been taken in hand, and in 
some cases twelve months, and in other 
cases two or three years, have sufficed 
to wipe out all those physical impres­
sions which appear to be ineradicable, 
and a healthy physical life, with a Joy- 

childhood, developed in mind and 
body, has been the result of the special 
training, of the feeding, of the influ­
ences, moral and Christian, which have 
surrounded these children, 
pointed to some of the worst examples 
that come to me as triumphant proofs 
that such physical degeneration as has 
been deplored is not incurable."

It was just at the beginning of the 
land war when Malachy Kelly was 
evicted. A very large demonstration 
was held in Knocknaroo to denounce 
the evictions. Mr. Michael Davitt, .who 
only a short time previously had 
founded the Land League, was pres­
ent at the meeting called to protest 
against the eviction, and he has al­
ways taken the keenest interest in the 
Kelly family. The landlord, after the 
eviction, built a dwelling house at a 
cost of $10,000, with a vAw to selling 
the place to a large glazier, but various 
efforts failed. The farm then lay dere­
lict until the landlord, Sir Erasmus 
Burrowes, died about eight years ago, 
the evicted tenant, Malachy Kelly 
having died some few years after the 
evlctiop. Deeming the time very op­
portune to jeffect a settlement of this 
long standing dispute Father Dillon 
wrote tb the new landlord, Sir Kildare 
Burrowes with a view to settlement 
but Sir Kildare Burrowes refused. The 
farm still remained un tenanted until a 
couple of months after the passing ol 
the Land Act of 1903 when the country 
around was startled by the news that 
Black Farm was being taken up by a 
planter named Panton. Indignation 
was pow especially roused inasmuch 
as Sir Kildare Burrowes had already 
signed the requisition calling for the 
Land Conference. It was only fair,
Father Dillon added, to state that Sir 
Kildare Burrowes now affirms that R 
was his brother and not himself who

the British Empire today and wherever 
A British rosh-o’-war floats, the one 
hundredth anniversary of Nelson’s vic­
tory over the combined fleets of France 
and Spain off Cape Trafalgar is being 
celebrated.. On all the ships of the 
navy at a given hour, flags were dip­
ped, white the bands played the dead 
march. Nelson’s old flagship, the Vic­
tory, still lying to Portsmouth harbor, 
was decked from stem to stern with 
bunting, and thousands of electric 
lights were strung everywhere for the 
night illumination of the old* battle­
ship. It Was proposed to illuminate the 
Nelson monument on Trafalgar square, 
but fearing a tremendous crush of peo­
ple with the accompanying accidents, 
the authorities forbade It. In London 
the day’s celebration began with the 
hoisting of national flags on the Nel­
son column. Immense crowds assem­
bled oiid when Nelson’s famous signal,
“England expects this day that every 
man shall do his duty,” was unfurled, a 
mighty cheer went up.

The day was cold and threatening, 
but this did not deter the peo­
ple from coming out to participate in 
the nation’s holiday. Trafalgar square, 
which was elaborately decorated, was 
naturally the centre to which all con­
verged, and much interest was manifest­
ed in the thousands of wreaths from 
the colonies, provinces and various 
cities of the Empire, which were piled 
in immense masses at the base of the 
Nelson column. Among the floral tri­
butes occupying the more prominent 
pMitions was a wreath inscribed, “To 
the Memory of the Gallant Dead of 
France and Spain, who Lost their Lives 
to the Great- Conflict.” The column 
itself was covered with laurel steam­
ers stretching from the top of the 
statue to the base. The boys of the 
naval brigade arrived at the scene from 
Portsmouth during the morning and 
after saluting the column by present­
ing arms, placed on it a wreath.

A MILLION FEET 
OF LUMBER GONE 

ADRIFT IN THE BAY
Two Large Rafts For the Mispec IViiii 

Broke Away From the Tug and

Two large rafts of pulp wood, which 
were being towed 
around to Mispec by 
went to pieces on Saturday afternoon 
between Cape Spencer and Black 
Point and drifted out to the open sea. 
The action of the water, which was 
unusually rough on Saturday, cataed 
the disintegration of the rafts.

The rafts were the property of the 
Inglewood Pulp Co., and it is estimat­
ed that they contained one million feet 
of pulp wood, practically all of which 
will be lost to the company. As the 
wood is worth eight or nine dollars a 
approximating ten thousand dollars, 
expenses included. There is little 
chance of recovering any considerable 
proportion of the wood.

LAZIEST MEN IN THE WORLb.

(Chicago Tribune.)
In these days of push and energy it 

sounds strange to talk of people as be­
ing lazy, and still the Todaa, a hill 
tribe of India, are the laziest people in 
the world. The Todas are not ashamed 
of their reputation and are free to con­
fess that they know of nothing so fool­
ish and stupid as work. Their one end 
only pursuit le thé raising of buffaloes; 
they are far too indolent to follow the 
chase. An axe is their only weapon, 
although they know how to make 
others. They use this for waging war 
and for felling trees. They will not till 
the land, considering this unnecessary 
labor. To make housekeeping easier 
all their natural products are held in 
common, the idea of property is only 
restricted to the hut, its contents and 
livestock.

The buffaloes, which they own in 
quantities, furnish them with 
for clothing and the hut, and the 

meat is used for food. But milk is 
their principal diet. They do not even 
relish the idea of milking their cattle) 
the head milkers are the only ones 
that are to be persuaded to do this 
labor. These men are chosen from the 
class of “peikl” or “sons of God.” They 
are the priests and practice celibacy. 
Although the priests tend to the cattle 
each householder owns his cattle.

Much as these men dislike the oaring 
for their cattle they find farming a less 
dignified calling. Some years ago they 
went to war with their neighbors the 
Balaga and Kotae, as they might be 
able to levy a tax of one-eighth on 
their grain products. When their grain 
grows scarce they live on roots and 
berries. They will sell their land or 
give it away but they will not culti­
vate it at any price.

The building of bamboo huts does 
not Interest them any more than the 
cultivation of the soil, and they make 
this task easy by making the boys cut 
the bamboo and their wives build the 
huts. -It is not unusual for three fam­
ilies to share one abode. The men are 
often so lazy that they cannot afford 
one wife alone, but even this does not 
worry them; two or three brothers 
manage to support one wife. Indolent 
and slothful they sit listless for hours, 
unconcerned about all things. What 
they know they know well; they are 
Intelligent within certain narrow lim­
its, but they are too lazy to increase 
their btore of knowledge. Whatever 
has to be done must be cared for by 
the women and children.

Strangely their appearance does not 
disclose this most marked characteris­
tic. They are tall and well propor­
tioned. They look like Roman sena­
tors, as they walk wrapped in skins 
resembling the ancient toga. Their ap­
pearance is not only prepossessing, but 
bold and self-reliant.

GREAT TIMES IN HALIFAX.

HALIFX, N. &, Oct. 22.—Halifax has 
had a two-days’ celebration of the hun­
dredth anniversary of the death of 
Nelson, and Trafalgar. Yesterday's 
celebration was confined exclusively to 
the fleet. Today the cl)lef event was a 
memorial service at St. Paul’s Church, 
which was attended by Prince Louis of 
Battenberg, and his officers, Major 
General Sir Chas. Parsons and' repre­
sentative civic officials. The sermon, 
which was a brilliant historical review 
of Nelson and the results to the world 
of the battle of Trafalgar, was preach­
ed by Rev. DÂ. Armitage, rector of St. 
Paul’s, the oldest Protestant Church ih 
Canada, and which tradition has it, 
was the place of worship attended by 
Nelson when he was on this station 
The choir, sank Kipling’s Recessional. 
Prince Louis expressed his great plea­
sure with the music and the whole ser­
vice.

The feature of the celebration by the 
six ships of the second cruiser squad­
ron yesterday was the hoisting of a 
flag at the main of the Drake sim­
ilar to that used by Nelsoh on the Vic­
tory at Trafalgar and by means of 
special signal flags of the code in use 
In 1806 of Nelson’s famous signal, 
“Nefton expects every man will do his 
duty." The old battle signal No. 10, 
for “close action,” was also kept flying 
■11 day. At 4.80 o’clock in the after­
noon the hour of Nelson’s death in the 
cockpit of the Victory, the Drake be­
gan the firing of fifteen minute guns 
as the funeral salute of a vice-admiral, 
three volleys were fired In the" air, all 
flags were half-masted, the bugles 
Bounded the "last post," and the bands 
played the funeral march.

Following this the captains of the six 
ships, which had white ensigns at their 
mastheads, read to their officers and 

an address prepared by direction 
of Prince Louis, containing an elo­
quent and Impressive appreciation ef 
Nelson as a man and a seaman, con­
cluding with hie last prayer, penned by 
him on the day of his death, to which 
the men listened, here-headed, as a 
mark of respect to the illustrious dead. 
No bands played in the squadron till 
after dark, neither military nor citizens 
had any part in the naval celebration, 
all that the public heard ef it being the 
booming of the minute guns.
