STUDIES IN LUKES GOSPEL.

Lesson VII. Nov. 16. Luke 23: 13-25.

JESUS CONDEMNED.
GOLDEN TEXT.

“For the transgression nf my people
was He stricken.”—[sa. 53 :
EXPLANATORY.

I. Jrsus acaix pErore Pirate. Pilate
now makes his fhird attempt to release
Jesus. He dares not doit without the
consent of the Jewish leaders ; for that
would make them his bitter enemies,
and would throw a slight upon the action
of the Sanhedrim itself. And yet he
must, if possible, avoid condemning an
innocent man who was 8o noble, and
might be a prophet of God. (1) He
AGAIN pEoLAkED His iNNocexoE. 13.
When he had called together the chief
priests, etc., outside of the Pretorium, as
in the last lesson, because they feared to
defile themselves at this holy time by
entering intoa Gentile house (John 18:
28). - And the people. Notice that now,
for the first time, Pilate formally calls
the people into the consuitation. He
reckons on the numerous adherents of
Jesus who had welcomed Him with ac-
clamations on Palm Day, and whose
voices, in spite of the rulers, would make
themselves heard in demnndiug His re-
lease.

14. As one that perverleth the people.
See the three accusations they brought
against Jesus (Luke 23:2) in our L
lesson. I, having examined Him before
you. kave found mo fault in this man.
This confession of Pilate was a conclu-
sive argument for the Jews to consent
to the release of Jesus. But Pilate's con
fession was his own condemnation, since
he did not release Him.

15. No, nor yet Herod. Pilate was not
alone in his decision as to the innocence
of Jesus. His view, as against the Jews,
bad been sustained by Herod. Nothing
worthy of deathis done unto Him. Better,
as in Rev. Ver., hath been done by Him
(Jesus). The translators appear to have
mistaken the construction, and to have
taken the words as meaning “ nothing
worthy of death has been done unto—i.
e., against—Herod.” Now was the golden
opportuniv,y which Pilate should have
seized in order to do what he knew to
be right; and he was really anxious to
do it because the meek majesty of the
Lord had made a deep impression upon
him, and because, evén while seated on
the bema, he was shaken by a presenti.
ment of warning conveyed to him by the
dream of his wife (Matt, 27: 19).

(2) He SUGGESTS A SUBSTITUTE. 16.
will therefore chastise Him. Scourging
formed part of the punishment of cruci-
fixion. “ But in this case Filate offered
it to the Jews in place of crucifixion, not
as the first act of that punishment. He
hoped that at the sight of this the more
moderate would be satisfied, and that
the last act would not be demanded of
him.” Pilate ought to have said: I will
release without any punishment. This
first wrong step was the decisive one,
since the Jews underatood how to follow
up the advantage thus given them.

| do right, butito get permission from the
people to do right  He would do right
if he could do it without too great a cost.

He would obey his conscience, if he could
do it safely, and without loss. Vary pos
sibly he imagined that he was quite a
moral man, on sccount of this tender
ness of conscience, and his efforts to do
right. And yet he has beéen pilloried in
history as a monster of iniquity. For
the very test question of true morality

is whether we will do right when it costs |

to do right, when selfish interests and
pleasures nfust be made subservient to
duty.

Tradition has
given her the name Procula, What if
Procula had not only been a proselyte,
like the wife of a previous Roman gov-
ernor (Saturninus), but known
Jesus and spcken of Him to Pilate on
that evening? This would best explain
his reluctance to condemn Jesus, a3 well
as her dream ot Him.

And
yet, what the Jews accepted, “Let His
blood be on us and on our children,” has
been literally fulfilled. Forty years later,
Jerusalem and its temple were destroyed,
and a million Jews perished in the siege.
And for eighteen centuries the Jews have
suffered the consequences of the evil
they invoked upon themselves.

Herod died
in infamy and .exile; Caiaphas was de-
posed the next year. The house of
Annas was destroyed a generation later
by an infuriated mob, and his son was
dragged through the streets, and scourg-
ed and beaten, to his place of murder.
Some of those who shared in and wit-
nessed the scenes of that day—and
thousands of their children—also shared
in-and witnessed the long horrors of that
siege of Jerusalem which stands un-
paralleled in history for its unutterable
fearfulness. They had forcad the Ro-
| mans to crucify their Christ, and the
| and their children were themselves o

cified in myriads by the Romans. They
‘ had given thirty pieces of silver for their
Saviour's blood, and they were them-
selves sold in thousands for yet smaller
suma.

Here-are concentrated interests,
here have occurred events which give the
place a national significance. England
owes her stability and freedom to the ac-
tivity of no one political division, but
rather to the fact that she has been able
to maintain a proper equilibrium between
them all.' From Cavalier and Roundhead,
from Whig and Tory, from Liberal
and Conservative, have sprung measures
which have aided in the gradual forma.
tion of that glory of England, her consti
tution. So here is the scene of radical
and conservative triumphs, each shown
to be necessary for the general welfare
of the country, and each acting as a
wholesome cHeck upon the other. Of all
nations on earth England has reason to

— (reask Spors rroM Carrers.—Two
ounces aqua smmonia, two ounces white
Castile soap, one ounce glycerine, one
ounce ether. Cut the soap fine, dissolve
in oue pint of water over the fire, add
two quarts of water and the other ingre-
dients. For removing spots use a sponge
or clean flinnel cloth saturated with the
mixture, and with a dry cloth rub as dry
as possible. To wash soiled clothing use
& teacupful of the mixture to an ordi-
nary-sized pail of water.—N. Y. Chris-
tian Advocate.

— Sweet_apple pickles are delicious
when nice fruit is used. Tallman Sweet
is an excellent variety. Pare them care-
fully and leave them whole if they are
sound and fair. To one gallon of vinegar
add six pounds of sugar, two ounces of
cinnamon, one ounce of cloves and one
ounce of allspice. Bring to a boil and
put in only a few apples at once. When
you can pierce them easily, skim out
aod add 'more. When all are done, pour
the syrup over and cover closely. If the
apples used are large they can be halved
and nicely cored. Une or two whole
cloves can be inserted in each apple if
preferred.

— A PASTE THAT WILL ADHERE TO AN
THING.—Prof. Alex. Winchell is credited
with the invention of a cement that will
stick to anything (Nat. Drug.). Take
two ounces of clear gum arabic, one and
one half ounces of fine starch and one
half ounce of white sugar. I'ulverize the
gum arabic, and dissolve in as much
water as the laundress would use for the
quantity of starch indicated. Dissolve
the starch and sugarin the gum solu-
tion. - Then cook the mixture in a vessel
suspended in boiling water until the
starch becomes clear. The cement should
be as thick as tar, and kept so. It can
be kept from spoiling by dropping in a
lump of gum camphor, or a little oil of
cloves or sassafras. This cement is very
strong indeed, and will stick perfeotly to
glazed surfaces, and is good to repair
broken rocks, minerals, or fossils. The
addition of a smallamount of sulphate of
aluminum will increase the effectiveness
of the paste, besides helping to prevent
decomposition.

A record of more than five
hundred tornadoes and “ windfalls " (i.
e. paths of tornadoes through forests) in
Wisconsin, considerably exceeds the
number from any other state, but little
weight can be given this ocomjarison,
owing to the want of thorough investiga-
tion of the subject of windfalls in other
states. From a careful investigation of
the origin of tornadoes and their geo
graphical distribution, there is every
reason to believe that these storms were
as frequent and violent two hundred
years ago as° now.
