A
excellent example of this |kind is furnished by the ministers of
Aunnapolis  Co., who have entered into an agreement to visil
occasionally the neglected | stations which, surround them, and to
report their work and forward all contributions to-the Home Mi
sionary Board. Itis most |desirable that this kind of work shoul
be done much more generally by pastors who are convenienl
situated, and who are adequately supported by their own churche
We are convinced that many prominent Baptist Churches woul
sustain no loss to themselves and would do a vast amount of goo
to others by allowing their Fastor to go forth occasionally on su
missionary tours. In this way the Kingdom of onr Redeemer woul
be more rapidly extended, and our Home Missionary treasu
would be materially assisted. |

From this outline it is obvious that a large number of we
churches have been materially assisted in sustaining their pastors
and a goodly number of zealous missionaries have been endeavoring
“to preach the gospel in the regions beyond.” '

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THE FRENCH MISSION.

The condition and, prospects of this mission have received the
st attention of your Board. In order to obtain the most satisfac-
ory information in reference both to the condition of the field and
i wishes of the people residing there, a committee consisting of
Bev. J. A. Stubbert and Rev. A. Cohoon, was appointed to visit
he different stations connected with this mission, and to furnish your
Board with an impartial report of the results of their inquiries,
lhe committee performed their work faithfully, and .presented a
ar and detailed statement of what they had learned from obser-
ition. That report will, if called for, be laid before the Union.
‘About the same time Bro. N ormonday tendered his resignation.
fhis brought the whole matter practically and seriously before your
Board for immediate decision, Meanwhile, the French Mission was
 found to be considerably in debt. It was manifest that what-
er might be decided as to the future, the liabilities already
scurred must be promptly and hohorably met. Bro. Normonday
w nccordingly requested to visit the churches as far as possible
r the purpose of collecting necessary funds. He did so; but his
forts in this respect were only partially spccessful,

It is very evident to your Board that there has been serious
eclension in the interest manifested by our denomination towards
be French Mission, As a natural result the mission itself seems
0 be declining in efficiency and success. These considerations
mpel your Board to raise a few important questions which our
Penomination ought at once to decide : Shall we abandon this
ission 7 Shall we accept the resignation of Bro. Normonday and
deavor to secure the services of another missionary ? Or shall
brenew our engagement with Bro. Normonday and pledge our-
tlves to manifest more sympathy and benevolence in sustaining
in?

THE BOOK DEPARTMENT.

| A number of Sunday Schools. have been supplied from our de-
itory during the year. Many missionaries and pastors have also
en furnished with denominational and wiscellaneous works, doc-
al pamphlets and religious tracts adapted to arouse careless
believers and to stimulate inactive christians. About one thou-
d volumes of wholesome literature have in this way been sent
poad since our last report was given ; and a' much larger number
tracts have been gratuitously distributed. The amount expended
I these books and tracts was $445.42, whilst the receipts have
ached the sum of $443.02. Books remainiog in hand are valued
'3200.00, and upwards of $50.00 is due our treasury from schools
hich have obtained libraries from our Book Depository.

Your Board deeply regret the delay that has been occasioned in
bestablishment of a suitable Book Room; and it is earn stly

¢ FINANCES.

At the close of éur last fiscal year our liabilities amounted (g
$1,375.15, the greater part of which debt was, however, paid beforg
_the meeting of the Union at Portaupique. At the end of the yes
just completed the liabilities of your Board amounted to $926.03
or about $440.00 less than those of the previous year. Since the
Treasurer’s accounts were closed a number of payments have been
‘made, reduging the debt to about $414.00, whilst the assets exces
$300.00. From this statement it will be seen that the Hong
Mission finances are in a condition much more favorable than that
last year. ‘

The following tables present a list of misionaries employed by thg
Board during the year, and of the pastors aided by subsidies fron
‘our treasury, together with all the necessary statistics :—
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From the statistical tablés it will be seen that 14 missionariey
hve been employed by your Board at a cost of 83,120.00, of which
198440 was collected on the fields. These missionaries spent 283
Qreeks in regular service; travelled 1,2711 miles, preached 734
sermons ; attended 841 other meetings, made 2;532 family visits,
istributed 1867 tracts and baptized 85 converts, Subsidies,
hmounting to $1588,71, have been granted in aid of 20 pastors, who
lave spent 576 weeks an their respective fields, travelled 2,440
niles, preached 1,546 sermons, attended 1,186 other meetings, made
b731 family visits, distributed 5,630 tracts, baptized 101 persons,
nd organized two Sunday Schools and one church,
“With s0 many unmistakable evidences that the effarts of our
ome Missionary Union have been greatly blessed and prospered
b the past, there can be no reasonable doubt asto the future success

10.—No alteration of this Constitution shall be made unless by
afirmative vote of the members present at an annual meeting.
