London, Aug. 2.—Four great powers of Europe, Austria-Hungary, Russia, France
and Germany, are now engaged in actual warfare, but the extraordinary ~position obtains
that two of them, Germany and France, have not only declared war against each other, as
far as is known here, but have not suspended diplomatic relations, and’this, despite the-fact
that Germany’s ultimatum to France has either been ignored or rejécted.

The explanation would appear to be that Germany and France are each seeking to
throw upon the other the onus of beginning the war. In fact, while the nations of Europe are
flying at each other’s throats, they are vieing with each other in protesting their desire to

In this curious situation France, according to British opinion, has the strongest justi-

fication. She certainly was the last to mobilize and seems to have taken the greatest pre-
cautions to avoid frontier collisions. . On the other hand, Germany, i addition to invading

French territory without making a for nal declaration of war, has violated the neutrality of

Luxemburg and declines to give any \nderstanding in respect to Belgium’s neutrality.

The efforts of the British ambassador at Berlin to secure such an understanding
have been wasted. It is difficult to see how Great Britain can avoid being drawn into the
conflict to protect Belgian and Dutch neutrality, and on this point Premier Asquith’s official
announcement in parliament is awaited with intense anxiety, the British public being no
longer under any illusions as to the gravity of the crisis, which transcends anything in their

experience.

The least observant man in London today could not fail to be impressed with the fact
that something tremendous was happening. Short of actual formal mobilization, the Brit-
ish government is taking all necessary steps to meet a situation unprecedented in the na-

tion’s history. N

This Sunday has been a day of the greatest suspense England has known for a cen-
tury. For hours the cabinet council, while the whole country believed it to be wrestling with

No statement was made officially concerning the cabinet’s deliberations, except that

the premier would make an announcement in the House of Commons tomorrow, and the

The government took three measures for defense today, none of them inconsistent
with the policy of remaining outside the conflict, if that should be her policy. The naval re-
serves and naval marine pensioners were called out by proclamation the territorials, who
had just assembled at the training camps for annual practice, were ordered back to their
headguarters ;the Home Secretary prohibited flights over the entire kingdom, and territorial

waters, except by military .craft.

All these measures are purely defensive. Great Britain would feel obliged to take
them with a great war raging close to her shores, even if there was no question of her par-

ticipation.

Censors took charge of all the cable offices in the Kingdom tonight. All code mes-
sages were prohibited, even to Australia. Telephonic communication with the continent
was entirely stopped. The Brussels telephone, which was the last line working, is silent to-

night.

London maintained her calm to the last moment tonight. A great crowd assembled
around the government offices at Whitehall awaiting the decision of the cabient as to whether
Great Britain would take part in the war, but when it was found that no statement was to be
made the crowd melted away, only a few groups remaining to discuss whether the cabinet, as
some put it, “had decided to funk or fight.” :

No statement of the decision taken by the cabinet will be made tonight. Premier As-
quith will announce Great Britain’s position in the House of Commons tomorraw. Prior to
this announcement another cabinet meeting will be held. e

Tourists of all nationalities are stranded in France and Ger-
many, owing to the seizure by the governments of all the railways
for military purposes. Those who have succeeded in reaching Eng-
land tell thrilling stories of the anxious times passed by them, and
the difficulties and inconveniences of getting here.

London, Aug. 2—The King issued a proclamation declaring a
moratorium for a month. and the suspension of the Banking Act to-
morrow appears assured. Parliament will probably pass a bill for a
loan for defensive purposes to the amount of $250,000,000. A rise
In the price of foodstuffs was expected tomorrow, although the board
of trade has issued a re-assuring statement that there is a wheat
supply of four months in the country.

The newspapers of England are confronted with the possibil-
ity of a paper famine. Most of them depend upon the Scandinavian
countries for stock, and have only a few weeks' stores in the country
and shipping in the North Sea is paralyzed.

The peace movement continues, but finds little popular response.
The Archbishop of Canterbury and the Bishop of London both spoke
for peace today. A number of Cambridge professors have issued a
manifesto, deploring the possibility of war with Germany, while anoth-
er manifesto emanated from influential quarters quoting Premier
Asquith’s recent statement that Great Britain had no understanding
with France and Russia which would compel her to join with them
In war.

Lord Charles Beresford has issued a letter calling upon the coun-
try “to pay a debt of honor to France.” He declares that Great Britain
would forever be disgraced in the eyes of Europe if she failed.

The railway stations are filled with naval reservists in bright new
uniforms, entraining for the coasts stations. Officials raided the streets
today and commandered the latest and most powerful motor vehicles,
turning out the passengers and ordering the drivers to proceed to naval
and military headquarters, where the cars were to be used for military
and Red Cross purposes. A great number of reservists are employed on
the motor busses, and. traffic, as a result, has been greatly curtailed.

The business world looks forward to this week's developments with
the greatest anxiety. Monday is a bank holiday, fortunately, and thus
the banks will have time to make arrangements against a possible siege
on Tuesday.

There was a scene of great enthusiasm outside Buckingham Pal-
ace tonight. A crowd of five or six thousand persons gathered before
the Palace, and sang the natlonal anthem and called for King George,
who, with Queen Mary, appeared on a balcony and bowed in response
to cHeers given him and for France.

A number of processions were formed late tonight, and paraded
the streets singing and cheering.

“Up to the last moment the French and Russian governments had
given Germany credit for acting in good faith; there is now no longer
doubt that it is an ambush, Russians, Frenchmen and Englishmen
must stand united against the powers of brigandage, who have just
been unmasked,

“The British government yesterday informed the German ambas-
sador that England could ndt remain neutral, We did not desire this
war, but since it' was forced upon us, with good heart we will wage
it. For forty years Germany has prowled around us, with the con-
stant idea of striking a blow with minimum risk, but by prolonging
the menace she has taught us our lesson.

“Gsrman attacks us now at an hour when all our material and
moral forces stand in united array against her. The war thrust upon
us is a war of piracy. The French people, ~ with magnificent union,
hurle itself to the fray as a single man,”

The lobby of the Chamber of Deputies was crowded today with
members, many In uniform, and all eagerly discussing the crisis. All
agreed; without distinction of party, to vote without discussion the mea-
sures, the government will ask for the defense of the country, in face of
the aggressive attitude of Germany, which is now clearly manifested.

All the museums and galleries in Paris have been closed, the vari-
ous staffs having gone to the war.

All possible measures have been taken to ensure that Paris will not
lack for food. Special trains have been reserved for the transportation
of foodstuffs, particularly milk. In the event of the home supply becom-
ing inadequate, a decree suspending the prohibition on the importation
of foreign fresh meat will appear in the Official Gazette tomorrow, thus
assuring large supplies from Argentina and other parts of the world in
the near future.

THE PASSING DAY
CENTENARY OF STEAMBOATING.

Three years trom today St. Louis
will celebrate the centenary of the
beginniug of its steamboat traffic. On-
ly a few relics of the once mighty
fleet that r-ade the ! ound City one
of the great ports of the world will
be left to commemorate the 100th an-

In his trips on the Mis-
sissippi and the Missouri in those
days, seldom was the writer out of
sight of the smoke of other steamboats
or out of hearing of their whistles.”

Official figures from Washington
show that the steam tonnage at St.
Louis in 1854 was greater than at any
other port in the United States except
New York and New Orleans, and twice
as great as at Philadelphia. In that
vear the steamboat arrivals at the le-
vees at St. Louis numbered 3,307, or
more than nine on an average for
every day of the 366. Today the river
trafic at St. Louis has shrunk close
to the vanishing point, while the Mis-
souri, between its mouth and Kansas
City, is almost as bare of craft as it
was when Lewis and Clark ascended it
in 1804,

There is some prospect for a revival
of steamboating, however, but it will
be on a small scale compared with that
of half a century ago. The inability of
the railroads in periods of great indus-
trial activity to handlé tbe traffic is
impelling even the rallroad magnates
to wish that the rivers of the Missis-
sippi Valley could be called in as a re-
enforcement. It was in obedience to
this demand that the Lakes-to-Gulf
Deep waterway Association was found-
ed, which held its first annual conven-
tion, that of 1906, in St. Louis. As there
are 16,000 miles of waters in the Mis-
gissippi Valley which are actually or
technically navigable, and as part or
all of the streams of twenty-eight
States drain into the big river, the
Missigsippi and its tributaries ate a
valuable asset for the country.

Eleven years ago King Alexander
of Servia and Queen Draga were as-
sassinated in their palace at Belgrade.
Half an hour after midnight on June
10, 1903, forty army officers entered
the palace, burst into the apartments
of the king and queen, and killed
them. Details of the tragedy vary,
but the best authenticated is that the
couple died in each others arms.
The same night several ministers
wer slain by the plotters. The to-
tal number of victims of the conspir-
acy is said to have been fifty-four.

At the time of the tragedy King
Peter was in Geneva, living a seclud-
ed life, and, apparently, taking little
interest in the politics of his native
land. Ever since the terrible night
of the assassination he has denied he
had any foreknowledge of them. Nev-
ertheless suspicion has continued,
justly or unjustly, to rest upon him,
and it was some years after his ac-
cession to the throne before Great
Britain and other powers recognized
him formally as King of Servia.
