INN EMPIRE’S INTEGRITY
Ottawa, Aug. 2.—The following official message was 

handed out from the Premier’s office this afternoon:
From the Governor General to the Colonial Secretary:

Ottawa, Aug. 1,1914.
My advisors while expressing their most earnest hope that 

peaceful solution of our existing international difficulties may 
be achieved and they strongly desire to co-operate in every 
possible way for that purpose, wish to convey to His Majesty’s 
government the firm assurance that, if unhappily, war should 
ensue, the Canadian people will be united in a comme 
solve to put forth every effort and to make every sacre.„e 
necessary to ensure the integrity and maitain the honor ot our 
empire.

London, Aug. 2—Four great powers of Europe, Austria-Hungary, Russia, France 
and Germany, are now engaged in actual warfare, but the extraordinary position obtains 
that two of them, Germany and France, have not only declared war against each other, as 

vrJar as is known here, but have not suspended diplomatic relations, and this, despite the fact 
\ that Germany’s ultimatum to France has either been ignored or rejected.

The explanation would appear to be that Germany and France are each seeking to 
throw upon the other the onus of beginning the war. In fact, while the nations of Europe are 
flying at each other’s throats, they are vieing with each other in protesting their desire to 
maintain peace, and they repudiate the responsibility for plunging the whole continent into 
bloodshed.

HiircnisTKS me London, August 2.—News of the progress of hostilities Is vague end 
conflicted, owing to the severe censorship everywhere imposed. It is al­
leged that the Germans poured 100,000 men into Luxemburg, who will 
concentrate on the French frontier. Actual German Invasion of France 
occurred at Nancy and Longwy, while a battle is reported to have taken 
place at Nancy.

From the Russo-German frontier comes reports that Russians invad­
ed Germany near Schwinden.

The Austrians, according to reports, from Nish, have vir­
tually ceased operations against Servla, in order to meet the greater 
danger In Russia. Montenegro has mobilized to assist Servla, and is 
reported bombarding Cattaro, In Dalmatia.

Tourists of all nationalities are stranded In France and Ger­
many, owing to the seizure by the governments of afll the railways 
for military purposes.

BREUUNG OFF OF REUNIONS
St. Petersburg, Aug. 2—The rupture of diplomatic relations be­

tween Russia and Germany took place under dramatic circumstances. 
It was midnight Friday when Count Von Pourtales, the German am­
bassador to Russia visited Foreign Minister Sazanoff and asked for an 
urgent Interview. Aa soon as he was received he formally called upon 
Russia to cease her mobilization In twelve hours. The allotted period 
of time passed without an answer.

At seven o’clock Saturday evening Count Von Pourtales again 
upon M. Sazanoff and again asked If Russia would cease mob- 
her forces. To this the Russian statesman replied:

In this curious situation France, according to British opinion, has the strongest justi­
fication. She certainly was the last to mobilize and seems to have taken the greatest pre­
cautions to avoid frontier collisions. , On the other hand, Germany, irt addition to invading 
French territory without making a for nal declaration of war, has violated the neutrality of 
Luxemburg and declines to give any nderstanding in respect to Belgium’s neutrality.

The efforts of the British ambassador at Berlin to secure such an understanding 
have been wasted. It is difficult to see how Great Britain can avoid being drawn into tha 
conflict to protect Belgian and Dutch neutrality, and on this point Premier Asquith’s official 
announcement in parliament is awaited with intense anxiety, the British public being no 
longer under any illusions as to the gravity of the crisis, which transcends anything in their 
experience.

The least observant man in London today could not fail to be impressed with the fact 
that something tremendous was happening. Short of actual formal mobilization, the Brit­
ish government is taking all necessary steps to meet a situation unprecedented in the na­
tion s h ThVsunday has been a day of the greatest suspense England has known for a cen­

tury. For hours the cabinet council, while the whole country believed it to be wrestling with 
the question with whether Great Britain should take up arms in support of her allies of the 
Triple Entente.

No statement was made officially concerning the cabinet’s deliberations, except that 
t i the premier would make an announcement in the House of Commons tomorrow, and the 
•_4 cabinet would hold another meeting in the morning.

The government took three measures for defense today, none of them inconsistent 
with the policy of remaining outside the conflict, if that should be her policy. The naval re­
serves and naval marine pensioners were called out by proclamation the territorials, who 
had just assembled at the training camps for annual practice, were ordered back to their 
headquarters ;the Home Secretary prohibited flights over the entire kingdom, and territorial 
waters except by militsry erflft.

All these measures are purely defensive. Great Britain would feel obliged to take 
them with a great war raging close to her shores, even if there was no question of her par­
ticipation.

London maintained her calm to the last moment tonight. A great crowd assembled 

around the government offices at Whitehall awaiting the decision of the cabient as to whether 
Great Britain would take part in the war, but when it was found that no statement was to be 
made the crowd melted away, only a few groups remaining to discuss whether the cabinet, as 
some put it, “had decided to funk or fight.”

No statement of the decision taken by the cabinet will be made tonight. Premier As­
quith will announce Great Britain’s position in the House of Commons tomorrow. Prior to 
this announcement another cabinet meeting will be held.

The general impression is that the war party in the cabinet is in the ascendancy, but 
not a word was allowed to leak out of the cabient chamber concerning today’s proceedings. 

vlt was said that Viscount Morley, Lord President of the Council, and Viscount Haldane, Lord 
High Chancellor, led the peace party, and that Wiston Spencer Churchill, First Lord of the 
Admiralty, threatened to resign if the government did not stand by its unwritten agreement 
to support France against German attack. '

It is known that the Lancashire Liberals are putting strong pressure on the gov­
ernment to keep out of the conflict at all costs, and it is said that Premier Asquith is some­
what influenced by this. But the average Englishman is saying tonight that the government 
has no alternative, after the neutrality of Luxemburg has been disregarded by Germany and 
after Germany’s refusal to say what her attitude would be with regard to Belgium.

Ottawa, August 2 —The cabinet has 
been in session almost continuously 
since Sir Rot>ert Borden returned.

published the follyving:
One hundred years ago today the 

British aud Canadian forces made an 
attack on the village of Buffalo, but 
were repulsed. After the battle of 
Lundy’s Lane, on July 25th, the Am­
ericans, although claiming a victory, 
beat a retreat to Fort Erie, which 
had fallen into their possession early 
in the month. Both Gen. Brown, the 
commander, and his lieutenant, Gen. 
Winfield Scott, were seriously wound­
ed in the terrible battle fought near 
Niagara Falls, and the American arm.' 
was reduced to acting on the defen­
sive, while Gen. Drummond prepared 
a counter invasion. Buffalo had been 
burned to the ground by the British 
the previous December, in retaliation 
for the American's wanton destruc­
tion of the town of Newark (Niagara 
Falls I. the first capital of the upper 
province. The place had been partial­
ly rebuilt, and had a considerable 
garrison, when the British made their 
attack on Aug. 3. 1814. nils assault 
was but a side issue, and on the fol­
lowing day Drummond commenced a 
siege of Fort Erie, where Brown and 
his army of invasion were bottled 
up. After a bombardment of several 
days, the British, 3,400 strong, as­
saulted the force. One of the most 
desperate battles of the war follow­
ed. The American defenders. 2.500 
in number, in command of Gen. 
Gaines, fought with the valor of des­
peration. and although the British 
hurled themselves against the fort 
again and again, they were beaten 
^iack. The British lost 600 in killed, 
wounded and prisoners in this assault, 
while the American casualties were 
eightv-six. A month later Gen. Por­
ter took the chief blockhouse by as­
sault, and, spiking the guns, blew up 
the powder magazine.

Of St. Louis ns a steamboat center, 
Charles M. Harvey has written:

"Except as it was impeded during 
the four years of the civil war, stgam- 
boating on the Mississippi was at its 
highwater mark from about 1854 to

way from the East to cross the plains

al railways, was reminded, by a look 
along the levees on both sides of the 
Mississippi at St. Louis in 1868, of 
the sight seen at the docks of the 
Hudson and East Rivers in New York.

Lines 
of steamboats from its levees connect 
ed St. Louis with points not only on 
the Upper and Lower Mississippi the 
Ohio and the Missouri, but with pla­
ces on the Illinois, the Tennessee, the 
Cumberland, the Red. Che Arkansas, 
and the other navigable tributaries of 
the Mississippi. In his trips on the Mis­
sissippi and the Missouri In those 
days, seldom was the writer out of 
sight of the smoke of other steamboats 
or out of hearing of their whistles."

The truth of the matter 1b, however, 
that man's chances of health are best 
when he eats with moderation a diet 
made up of clean, wholesome, ordinary 
foods, well prepared In the usual ways.
Such a diet will Include some articles 
to be cooked and others to be eaten 
raw, such as bread, cereals, fruits, 
vegetables, meat, flah, milk, butter, 
cheese, eggs. etc.

"As a general proposition raw food 
Is not cleaner than cooked foods. Prop­
er cooking sterilises foods and so ren- SATURDAY GAMES 
ders Innocuous pathogenic bacteria and 
other organism possibly harmful.

"In some of the literature circulated 
by the advocates of raw food their cor­
respondents are urged not to eat ani­
mal foods because they say meat Is 
filled with bacteria. This Is not true.
The surface of meat is not sterile, but 
the interior Is, except in rare cases.
We do not eat raw meat, except dried 
beef, or something similar, but cause 
it to be cooked, and that sterilizes It.
In most cases where people have suf­
fered, or think that they suffer, from 
eating meat or any other normal ar­
ticle of diet, the trouble lies not with 
the actual article, but either In the im­
agination of the consumer, or in the 
fact that food has not been kept clean, 
or properly prepared and properly han­
dled after It Is cooked.

"In' many cases, people on begin­
ning a radically new diet, whether it 
has direct curative value or not, gain 
or think they gain a benefit. Any 
marked change In diet or cooking 
would produce the same effect, be­
cause change itself is often a benefit 
The man or woman undertakes the 
new, diet feeling convinced that it will 
help some real or fancied ailment, and 
expects results so strongly that im­
agination supples them. Some of the 
cases so benefitted are simply tran­
sient forms of digestive disturbances.
Most of these feelings of discomfort 
quickly pass by themselves, If we do 
not dwell upon them and .worry about 
t hem ; but If the person tries a new 
diet, he Is very apt to attribute all im­
provement to that diet, whether it has 
any direct bearing on the case or not.

'• People can expect to be lighter In 
weight in summer than in winter. As 
a person grows older he should begin 
to cut down the amount he eats, and 
depend on a less complex and simpler 
diet The reason given is that he does 
not exercise so energetically as he did, 
and consequently does not need the 
same amount and kind of food that was 
required to keep up his energy for 
more active physical work

'•If something really disagrees with 
you, and the fault lies actually with 
the article rather than wii- the meth­
od by which It has been kept or cook­
ed, stop eating that kind of food. If 
you experience serious discomfort 
which persists, consult the best physi­
cian you can discover.

“Bear in mind that each human body 
has individual characteristics, and 
that a diet which admirably suits one 
man who lives in a certain location 
and does a certain kind of work, may 
not be adapted to another individual 
living in a different climate and doing 
a different kind of work.”

ITobably all the advantages of a veg­
etarian regimen may be gained by 
the addition to the dietary of acid 
fruits, green vegetables of all kinds, 
green vegetables salads with olive oil 
and lemon juice dressing, and espec­
ially onions for those who can digest 
them without trouble. Fresh fruits 
and vegetables are the best blood 
purifiers, and they must not be neg­
lected.

Athletes who are considering the

There is believed to be 
every prospect of the Canadian cruis­
er being engaged with the German 
boat within the next month.

Several young Canadians are now 
on British cruisers which may shortly 
see active service. There are four 
sub-lieutenants, a class of eighteen 
cadets and another class of twelve 
cadets on four British cruisers which 
have been in the British West Indies 
until recently, but which sailed last 
week from a southern port, presuma­
bly- for England, the sub lieutenants 
are graduates of the Halifax Naval 
College and the two classes are from 
the Canadian institution.

The sublieutenants, after graduat­
ing from Halifax, were placed on the 
battleship Dreadnaughts for practical 
experience. They have been spoken of 
in the highest terms by the British na­
val officers, who have had charge of 
them. All these young Canadians will 
herein form the same sort of service 
on the British cruisers as is given by 
officers in training in the British navy.

At the time of the tragedy King 
Peter was in Geneva, living a seclud­
ed life, and, apparently, taking little 
interest in the politics of his native 
land. Éver since the terrible night 
of the assassination he has denied he 
had any foreknowledge of them. Nev­
ertheless suspicion has continued, 
justly or unjustly, to rest upon him, 
and it was some years after his ac­
cession to the throne before Great 
Britain and other powers recognized 
him formally as king of Servia.

King Peter as a young man led an 
adventurous life. He studied in Swit­
zerland and then went to the French 
Military Apademy at St. Cyr. He took 
part in the Franco-German war as 
an officer of the foreign legation.

For many >«ars he is said to have 
engaged in conspiracies against King 
Milan of Servia, but for forty-five 
years he never set foot on Servian 
soil until he was elected king by the

One 
paper was printed at noon yesterday 
and another early last evening. The 
issue of The Standard at ten o'clock 
last night contained up to the minute 
war news and all the details of the 
situation in Europe. The papers print- 
td early yesterday contained practi­
cally the same news as announced In 
The Standard of Saturday evening 
and The Standard again came out last 
evening with the very latest details 
of the situation. The special service 
as secured by The Standard has kept 
this paper will in advance of all c 
petitors and the public has early 
formed itself of this point.
