Carleton County Man Who
Killed Harry Wiley Has Not
Yet Obtained Counsel —
May Plead Insanity.

Woodstock, June 26~The prelimin.
ary hearing of the evidence in the
Crown's case against Willlam Glenn,
the recluse of the parish of Aberdeen,
who shot and killed Harry Wiley last
Saturdey -morning, will be begun here
before Magistrate Holyoke next Thurs-
day. The case was called today, but
was put over to permit of the Crown
bringing witnesses here which is about
fiftyfive miles from the mscene of the
tragedy.

Glenn remains in the Woodstock
Jail and by advice of the officers has
made no statement. He had not ob-
tained the services of an attorney up
to tonight but it is probable that by
Thursday a lawyer will be in charge
of his interests,

The tragedy has made a deep im-
pression throughout the county and s
regarded as one of those dark stains
only accounted for by mental derange-
ment, The general opinfon is that
Glenn will ultimately st up a plea of
insanity,

: Acted Strangely.

* 1t has been well ktiown in the parishes
of Aberdeen and Peel that the strange
man who 1ived alone near the back
sottlement of Argyle has béen acting
strangely for a long time, although
fow supposed he was in stuch a mental
state that he would commit murder.

'To-
day the broad-minded man'who occu-
ples the position of Prime Minister
does not refuse us representation in
the cabinet, but if we refuse it our-
selves, could we reproach him if he
invited those of English origin to take
our place?" o

“When we think of the sacrifices
which the world . has . been making
during the past three years, we in
Canada thank God who has spared us
up to the present. For my part, I do
not want to complain of my isolation
in performing my duty., I have before
me a man of seventy-six years of age,
who is ending his career by seeing the
two races more divided than ever. His.
tory will tell what he could have done
but did not try to do.”

Mr. Sevigny regrotted the fact that
the other provinces made little effort
to understand the French-Canadian
people of Quebec, but he admitted
that Quebec had fallen behind in et
i(octlve measures to stimulate recruit-
ng.

“The time has come to speak frank.

Mr. Sevigny declared that  those
who were talking of Canada having
done enough were those who have
wanted to do nothing from the begin-
ning and have doneé nothing except
arouse passions and prejudices.

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UNWISE SPEECH ES.

While the general tone of the con-
ecription debate in the House of Com-
mons was admittedly high, yet last
week did not pass without its regret-
table incidents, and its discordant
xotes, that indicated only too plainly
the depth of cleavage in the Liberal
party on the question of conscription.
Quebec Liberal members were respon-
sible for. both the incidents referred to,
and as the culpable parties are num-
Yered among the leaders of the French-
Canadian people in point of ability,
culture and influence, their action is
@ll the more reprehensible.

Particularly is this the case with
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, former post-
master-general in the Laurier cabinet,
a man of high education and outstand-

ing influence with the French wing of |

his party. Mr. Lemieux attempted to
explain the meagre returns from re-
cruiting in Quebec by saying that the
Government had not employed the
proper methods, and he introduced
the race and religion cry to give effect
to his argument. The city of Mon-
treal he characterized as the largest
¥French-Catholic community in the
world with the exception of Paris and
Lyons, France. In that city, he claim-
ed, the chief recruiting officer was a
Methodist clergyman, and it was not
a surprise that he was unable to secure
results. “What sort of results,” ask-
ed Mr. Lemieux, “could the Govern-
ment expect to get in the city of To-

ronto if it named a member of the;

Jesuit order as chief recruiting offi-
cer?”

The argument of the member for
Rouville is unfortunate and .ill-ground-
ed. It is true a Methodist clergyman
was chief recruiting officer in Mon-
treal, but scores of French-Canadian
recruiting officers were engaged in
that district and their efforts did not
prove successful, so it is the wildest

sort of folly to attempt to explain the |

lack of recruiting result in that district
‘by the contention that the chief re-
cruiting officer worshipped at a differ-
ent shrine from the majority of those
1o whom he made his appeal

This country should be too big, too
broad for the successful advancement
wf arguments of that sort. Mr. Lem-
ieux's effort was unworthy of a man
«of his standing, of the party he repre-
sents and of the cause of the French-
Canadian he effects to espouse. It is
mot the first time, however, that the
ex-postmaster-general has seen fit to
give expression to unwise and trouble-
breeding statements in public. At an
alleged recruiting meeting in Maison-
neuve,

Laurier, Mr. Lemieux unburdened him-
self of. sentiments which, by their
most charitable characterization, were

decidedly unwise and calculated to pro-
mote discord. His effort in the House
of Commons on Tuesday is merely on
a parity with that at Maisonneuve. He
is not a patriot nor, despite his ability
and influence, can he be regarded as a
representative Canadian Rather is
he a typical Quebec Liberal politician,
whose vision is bounded by the con-
fines of the province of his birth.

On Thursday night the second fire-
brand was heard from. L. P. Gauthier,
Liberal member for St. Hyacinthe,
and one of the foremost members of
the French wing of the Laurier party,
passionately predicted civil war if the

conscription bill was imposed on the|

province of Quebec. The Standard
published Mr. Gauthier's remarks on
¥riday morning last, but the portion
of his speech in which he threatened

ing as it did from a public man, & man
returned to the Parliament of his
country by the votes of a majority ot
the electors in his constituency, and
that constituency one of the most im-
portant and most prosperous in the
province of Quebec?

There has been no disposition on the
part of the people of this country to
regard seriously the ravings of the
Marcilg, the Lavergnes, the Bourassas
or the other spell-binders of Montreal
and Quebec It right that such
statements should not be treated with
concern for it is but fair to say that
they do not represent the feelings of
the great mass of the French-Canadian
people. But when men of the standing
of Messrs. Lemieux and Gauthier dare
to sow seeds of racial and religious
discord in the very halls of Parlia-
ment, and are not repudiated by the
leader of their party, a leader who has
fathered a resolution purposed to with-
hold assistance and support from our
soldiers at the front—it is high time
that Canada should give these Quebec
firebrands to understand that their
course is regarded with stern disap-
proval.

Canada is in this war to a finish and
all necessary measures to achieve ger-
tain victory will be taken without re-
gard to the views of the Lauriers, the
Lemieuxs or the Gauthiers. Such men
represent but a very limited portion of
Canadian opinion, if indeed. they stand
for anything more than the element of
Quebec agitators. It is unwise that
such speeches should be made in Par-
liament, or entered upon the Hansard
of the country to be spread far and
wide from Sydney to Vancouver. It
would be doubly unwise; yes, deplor-
able, if those who made them were to
attract to themselves and their princi-
ples any measure of public support.
Of the latter possibility however there
is very little danger.

the necessity of the country demands
or what our administrators will under-
take to do “Conscription of wealth”
in the popular conception of that term,
at once conjures up a vision of the
rich man being forced to disgorge the
surplus he has accumulated from years
of thrift and enterprise, but it is not
wise for the public to take that view,
as, assuredly, it is not the correct one.
In the first place, what is meant by
accumulated wealth? Lands, build-
ings, stocks in trade, stocks, bonds,
mortgages and surplus cash. To con-
script these, means, in the popular
view, to take them.in total, and it re-
quires but a minute's consideration to
conclude how ridiculous and unfair
such a proceeding would be. This
country must have capital for its de-
velopment just ag much as labor, or
natural resources, for without the one
the value of the other speedily deter-
jorates, ome. is dependent upon the
other, and to rob one of the other
would be to adversely affect all. Con-
sequently, conscription of wealth, inas-
much as that may be held to mean tak-
ing all of it, is not desirable.

What way then is open to the Gov-
ernment to secure the money it re-
quires from those who have it, and at
the same time cause the least disloca-
tion of profits, a measure the Govern-
ment has already arranged for and
which will abundantly reach the de-
sired end. There is now in effect an
excess profit tax, with the provision
that the amount to be levied next
year will be heavier than this. Let us
take a few concrete examples to show
how this tax has worked out already
and the amounts to be realized from
it next year. The Imperial Oil Com-
pany paid this year $§734,000." Next
yvear thair share will be $924,000; the
Ford "Automobile Company of Canada
paid $697,000 and next year will pay
$1,782,000; Canadian Express Com-:
pany paid $689,000 and will pay $1.
837,000; Ogilvie Flour Milling Com-
pany paid $280,000 and next year will
pay $54,000. From these companies
alone the country will get in profit
taxes next year the sum of $2,183,000,
more than present payments, and the
list could be indefinitely extended,
showing the same result in every
case.

Thug it can be seen that while the
Government particularly desires men
to fill the ranks of the Canadian arm
ies it does not intend that wealth shall
escape. And in justice to the wealthy
men of Canada it should be said that
they have shown no disposition to
avoid bearing their full share of the
burdens of war, Of course there are
exceptions, some within local knowl-
edge. These in the main but suffice
to prove the rule.

It is right that there should be equal
distribution of service upon all classes
and it is this that the Government is
endeavoring to provide. The measure
now before Parliament aims to secure
the services of the slackers of military
age and fitness and they will be called
upon to serve in the capacity for which
they are best suited. But the wealthy
man, unable to go to the front, will
not escape, despite the clamoring of a
section of the Liberal press that he is
favored by those in authority. He will
be caleld upon to do his share and the
Government will see to it that the
duty is absolutely fulfilled.

In the case of Joseph O'Brien and

John J. Hughes, arrested on suspicion
of g W. J. Crawford’s
cottage at Loch Lomond, the greater
part of yesterday was taken up in the
police court hearing evidence.
Mrs. En._hor McAleer, Coldbrook,
testified of the defendants being out
the road on the night of the five. They
were at her place between 10.45 and
1060 o'clock that night.

David MecCrissin sald that on the
evening of June 16th he refused to hire
a horse to Hughes.

James A. Covenay, who is employed
in Frank Donnelly’s stable, told the
court that O'Brien and Hughes had a
mare named Kitty from the stable on
the night of the fire and returned to
the stable about 11.30 o'clock.

Afternoon Session.

“Have the shoes on Kitty, the mare
which was used on the Friday night
by John Hughes and Joseph O'Brien
been changed since the Sunday fol-
lowing the fire at Crawford’s,” was
the most important matter brought out
at the trial yesterday afternoon.

County Policeman J. Saunders was
recalled to the stand by F. R. Taylor
for the prosecution, and swore that he
had paid a visit to Donnelly’s stable
on Coburg street, yesterday at noon,
and on examination he discovered that
the mare did not have on the same
shoes as were on her feet on Sunday.
This evidence was the cause of con-
siderable comment by the magistrate.
He said that if the section in the crim-
inal code was large enough, and broad
enough to cover the matter, the guilty
:)art.lea would be given the full penal-
¥

Frank Donnelly was sent for by the
magistrate and upon his arrival at the
court, the witness Saunders stepped
down from the box and the magistrate
@sked Donnelly a few questions. He,
the magistrate, wanted to know if the
shoes on the horse had been changed
since the night of the fire. To this
question the witness replied that they
had not been changed to his know-
ledge. In answer to the gquestion,
“have they been changed by your
order?” the witness replied that they
had not been. “Did you pay for hav-
ing them changed?” asked the magis-
trate. The witness replied that he had
not. The magistrate then informed
the witness that he would expect to
find out if the shoes had been chang-
ed, by whom, under whose instructions
as well as all matters pertaining to
the horse in question. Whether it had
been hired to any person since the
time of the incident and to whom was
it hired? “You will be asked to give
sworn testimony on this matter,” con-
cluded the magistrate.

From the evidence gleaned at the
preliminary hearing in the case of the
King vs. John Hughes and Joseph
O’Brien, the question of committal or
acquittal rests on the hoof prints made
at Crawford's property on Friday
night.

Cross-examined by J. A. Sinclair,
the witness stated that he did not mea-
sure the tire on the carriage at the
stable. He said that with the excep-
tion of the left hand hind wheel the
tires were not very much worn. In
answer to Mr. Sinclair, the witness
stated that there was omly one size
rubber tires used on carrlages, with
the exception of cushion tires. “And
you'll swear that there is only one size
tire for carriages,” emphasized Mr.
Binclair. To this the witness replied
in the affirmative.

The shoes worn by the mare caused
considerable .discussion in which all
interested took part. The witness
claimed that the shoes worn by the
mare were unusually narrow.

East-
ern Ontario would have a fair crop,
but in the rest of the province the crop
was practically a failure.

The probabilities at the present time
were that the apple crop this year
would have to be disposed of at home
or in the United States as the British
government had placed apples on the
list of imports which were forbidden
and were not likely to remove the em-
bargo.

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest Land
Regulations.

The sole head of a family, or any
male over 18 years old, who was at the
commencement of the present war, and
has since continued to be, a British
subject or a subject of an allied or neu-
tral country, may homestead a quarter-
section of available Dominion Land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta.
Applicant must appear in person at
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for District. Entry by proxy may be
made on certain conditions. Duties—
Six months residence upon and culti-
vation of land in each of three years.

In certain districts a homesteader
may Secure an adjoining quarter-sec-
tion a4 pre-emption. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Reside six months in
each of three years after earning
homestead patent and cultivate 50
acres extra. May obtain pre-emption
patent as soon as homestead patent on
certain conditions.

A settler after obtaining homestead
patent if he cannot secure a pre-emp-
tion, may take a purchased homestead
in certain districts. Price $3.00 per

The second session of the Harris
inquest was held in the Court House
last night ang evidence was given
that two men were in thé alley at
the side of Haley’s house about 10.45
on the night that Harris was injured
The father and brother testified that
the deceased had mentioned- the
plumbers, and a sister told of being
present when threats had been made
by some of the strikers to her broth-
er.

As Mrs. Harris, mother of the dead
young man, was not able to be present
the inquest was adjourned until
Tuesday July 3rd at elght o'clock,
This afternoon at 5 o'clock the jury
will meet at the cornér of Cranston
Avenue and Rockland Road to view
the place where Harris was found.

Harry T. Lunn.

Harry T. Lunn was the first wite
ness. He said he was & plumber's
helper, and on the night of June 4th
was working with Harrls at Mrs.
Clark’s in Carleton. He saw the
deceased last between 10 and 11
o'clock on that night. Harris left
the street car at the foot of Rock-
land road to go home, and witness
went on to the foot of Union street.
Witness had ‘been helper for Harris
at the Armories, and on one occasion
he and Harris had been followed by
Everitt Carlin and two other men.
One of the men asked Harris “why
don’t you be a man,” and some child-
ren playing near called out “Rat,” but
the men did not say any more. The
men were quite a distance away when
théy spoke and shouted at Harris.

Miss Carrie Harris.

Carrie Harris, sister of the deceas-
ed, was the next ‘witness. She testi-
fled that on the night her brother was
hurt, she was in bed when he arrived,
and she saw him first about 12,15 just
as the doctor arrived. He did not say
anything to her about the accident.
He had never said anything to her as
to how the injury occurred, or who
was responsible. She did not know that
her brother had been followed that
night, but on one occasion she had
seen three men following him, one of
them, Everitt Carlin, said to her
brother “never mind scab you'll be
without your supper some night.” This
was just at the short cut on Wright
street and she and her brother went
over the hill homie. The men were
across the street but they could be
heard distinctly. Her little brother
eight years old was present when the
remarks above quoted were made.

To Mr. Sinclair—"“It was about four

hands over his eyes and was stand-
ing as though he were sick, the other
one was her. She would be
about five feet away from them when
she passed. The night was foggy and
dfirk. She could not tell whether
they had anything in their hands,
She was startled when she saw them,
and remarked to her friend

She pointed
out the place on a photo where she
saw the men. The men did not speak
as she passed them. John Wilson was
asked to stand up and the witness
said he was not one of the men uhe
saw in the alley.

Charles Wood.

Charles Wood testified he was on
Rockland road on the night of June
14th about 10.46 o’'clock ang saw two
men in an alley alongside the Haley
house. He did not take any particu-
lar notice of them. He thought one
would be about the same height as
himself. One of them was leaning
against the house as though he were
sick. He did not see any other per-
son. He did not notice whether any
of the houses had a light in or not.

Alphonsus Harris.

KAlphonsus Harris, brother -of the
deceased gave evidence that he was
present when his brother was
brought home. The deceased said,
“the plumbrrs,” and witness took him
to mean that the plumbers had as-
saulted him. The witness thought
this was just his brother’s opinion and
that was all that had been said to
him by the deceased about the ac-
cident.

To Mr. Taylor—“The plumbers’
were my brother’s exact words.

Robert Harris Sr.

Robert Harris the father of the
deceased was the last witness called
and said he was in bed when his son
was brought home. When he got to
the hall his son was bleeding all
over his face. He told witness he had
been struck on the head by the plum-
bers and that he heard footsteps of
two men at Haley’s alley, but did not
pay any attention. He said that after
he was struck he was dazed, and did
not know what happened.

MAY GALVAGE
MOLASSES ON
FOUR MASTER

Derelict Believed to Be Edgar
E. Murdock, for St. John,
Towed to Machias.

It is possible that a large part of
the valuable cargo of molasses in the
holds of the big fourteen hundred ton
four-masted schooner Edgar E. Mur-
dock, may be saved and possibly the
vessel herself, A despatch from Ma-
chias states that the hull of a four-
master has been towed to a point off
Ingalls Island after it had been sighted
three miles east of Libby Island light.

.| The craft had been overrun by the

seas and the deck fittings and name
board astern had been washed away.
The masts and rigging were hanging
over the sides. The hull was listed
heavily forward causing a beliel that
both anchors were overboard. The
schooner will be worked into shallow
water,

The big vessel was bound from
Barbados for St. Johm with 3,600
puncheons of molasses, onequarter of
the total amount used tn New Bruns-
wick in a year, and was valued at up-
wards of $200,000. 'The vessel was
probably worth $160,000 or more. The
schooner was wrecked on Old Propri-
etor ledge June 17, Capt. E. J. Com-
miskey and his crew escaping.
