Notable Achierement Greatest Italian Victory in 
Entire War and Opens Way to Big Adriatic 
Coast City of Trieste.

Quebec, Que., Sept. 14.—Weather 

conditions will prevent the raising 
of the central span of the Quebec 
bridge tomorrow morning as sche­
duled. Tonight a gale was blow­
ing in Quebec and the river was 
covered with whitecaps like an an­
gry sea.

As the engineers require a per­
fectly calm river surface to facili­
tate the perfect transfer' of the 
span from the pontoons upon which. 
it was constructed and on which 
it will be towed from Sillery, where 
the link now lies, it was decided 
late tonight to postpone the at­
tempted elevation till Sunday 
morning.

The high tide of the season takes 
place tomorrow and it was depend­
ed upon to raise the structure to 
the highest point it is possible to 
get it in the river. Some of this 
elevation will necessarily be lost on 
Sunday morning, but the engineers 
are confident that the chains to 
which the span will be attached, 
will be easily equal to the extra

Acute disappointment, however, 
was felt by the bridge engineers at 
the extra handicap placed upon 
them in a task that te tremendously 
hazardous under the very beat of 
conditions.

Thousands of visitors to Quebec 
from points as far west as Mont­
real were camped upon the cliffs 
near the bridge site tonight, while 
thousands of visitors from Ameri­
can and Canadian cities are stop­
ping in the local hotel» and will 
witness the span-raising.

fused to talk and was sent back to 
jalL Two more serious charges were 
laid against him, attempted murder 
and destruction of property by partici­
pating in the explosion at Lord Athol- 
stan’s t summer residence at Cartier- 
ville. The first charge was having dy­
namite in his possession ■z

Two Confessions.
Tremblay made two confession», 

one on September 6 and the other on 
the 7th Inst., according to evidence 
given this afternoon by Stenographer 
Cusson. Tremblay admits therein that 
one of the men present at a meeting 
in Lalumiere’s store when the dyna­
mite plot was batched, was a detec­
tive, this having been learned since. 
The discussion included the proposed 
blowing up of Sir Robert Borden and 
Sir Jos. Flavelle, . Sir William Mac- 
Kenzie, Sir Donald Mann and General 
E. W. Wilson, G. O. C. of the Montreal 
military district. Also were mentioned 
the names of Hon. Albert Sevigny, 
Hon. P. E. Blondln, the offices of the 

the Star, La Patrie and La 
Oaths of secrecy were taken 

with loaded revolvers in sight. It was 
understood at this meeting that dyna­
mite was to be stolen from the Mar­
tineau Quarries. Lalumieçe. Hand- 
field, who since committed suicide, 
Monette, still at large, Wisintainer, 
Charbonneau, Larose and Tremblay 
stole the dynamite.

The crest of Monte San Gabriele, commanding . the 
Plain of Gorizia to the south and southeast and the Frigido 
Valley to the east, has been captured by the Italians.

The Italian effort to capture San Gabriele began after 
the taking of Monte Santo, directly north, by General Cador- 
na’s troops on August 25. Several times the Italians had 
reached the summit of the great mountain, so important to 
their further progress east of Gorizia as well as on the Carso, 
Only to be beaten back again. On the slopes of the rugged 
rock in the past few weeks has occurred some of the heaviest 
and most sanguinary fighting of the war, with life Italians 
hurling themselves forward in desperate attacks and the Aus­
trians holding to the crest as desperately.

San Gabriele slope was occupied by 
the Italians, the embassy reports, 
after the fortified hill or saddle of Dol 
and the G&rgaro Basin, the main hulk 
of San Gabriele, has been taken. The 
Austrians, however, still cling to some 
positions on the mountain. In the 
forest of Taraovo, east of Monte San 
Gabriele the Italians captured posi­
tions from the Austrians after suffer­
ing heavy losses. The Italian victory 
is considered their greatest since the
W Exceptaiong the Casemates plateau, 
on the Aisne front, there has been no 
marked activity on the fighting fronts. 
A German attack against French posi­
tions on the Casemates plateau, Paris 
reports, were repulsed with heavy 
losses.

Berlin says German troops penetrat­
ed to the second French line and In­
flicted severe casualties. The British 
artillery, In Flanders, Berlin reports, 
has Increased its drumfire.

W. E. Knowles, of Moose Jaw, said 

that parliament was being asked for 
miserable political reasons to break 
a pledge given to naturalized citizens 
in the name of the king.
‘ Hon. Charles Mardi opposed the 
bill on the ground that it was opposed 
to the past history as well as Its 
present and future Interest.

Hon. Frank Oliver said the hill 
would put a stumbling block In the 
way of securing unity of the people, 
In the future.

Cape Breton Heard From.
Mr. G. W. Kyte referred to the 

secretary of state “endeavoring to 
justify legislation by that which was 
Introduced in Australia." Conditions 
in Australia, however, were very dif­
ferent from these prevailing in Can­
ada. There 98 per cent of the popu­
lation of Australia were British born. 
The government of that common­
wealth had never invited Germans and 
Austrians to settle In the country, 
and had never promised them the 
rights of citizenship.

Dr. Neely, of Humbolt* charged 
the government with breaking faith 
with the western Liberals who had 
given their support on the military 
service act.

Russian Situation.
The political situation in Russia still 

is beclouded somewhat The revolt of 
General Komiloff apparently has fail­
ed dismally, hut the former command­
er-in-chief of the Russian armies has 
not yet surrendered to the provisional 
government. General Kuimoff, com­
mander of the Komiloff forces sent 
against Petrograd, shot himself when 
informed by Premier Kerensky of the 
probable fate that awaited him. His 
wounds were not fatal.

Premier Kerensky has begun to re­
construct the government, some of his 
former ministers apparently opposing 
the firing of drastic measures against 
General Komiloff and his aides.

Shot Chauffeur.

An automobile was procured by 
Handfleld and Monette by the expedi­
ent of cracking a chauffeur, Therrien, 
over the head and shooting him. Trem­
blay did not see this, but Handfleld 
and Monette told it in his presence.

Flight Cadet Loses Life in Col­
lision—Was Grandson of 
Senator Domville.

A telegram to Capt. George Keeffe 
brought news today of thte death of 
his father-in-law, Hon. Ambrose D. 
Richard, LL. B., Dorchester. Mr; Rich­
ard, who ha#d been in ill health for 
some time, was in his 68th year, hav­
ing been born on Feb. 5, 1850, at Mem- 
ramcook. He was educated at St Jo­
seph's College, Chatham. He took up 
the study of law and attended Boston 
University, where he wea graduated 
LL.B., in 1879. He was called to the 
bar of New Brunswick In that year, 
and has practised law at Dorchester 
ever since. Mr. Richard was a mem­
ber of the Westmorland Municipal 
Council for years. Entering politics 
he was quite active in Westmorland 
County and in 1882 was appointed a 
member of the Legislative Council In 
which body he served until the Blair 
government abolished it in the nine-

In 1895 Mr. Richard was elected a 
member of the Legislative Assembly. 
He served for a brief period as solici­
tor-general. Later on he was appoint­
ed registrar of deeds, etc. tor Westmor­
land. In politics he was a Conserva­
tive, but later gave the provincial Lib­
eral party an Independent support

Mr. Richard was married in 1884 to 
Miss Lizzie V. Holt, and he is surviv­
ed by his wife and six children: Mrs. 
George Keeffe, St. John; Miss Irma, 
at home; Rene, a barrister at Dalhou- 
sle; Capt. Leo, who went overseas with 
the 65th Battalion, and Fred and Ad­
rian at St. Joseph’s University.

Me. Richard was a prominent and 
popular Acadian, and was generally 
Vespected In Westmorland county by 
all classes. A man of considerable 
ability, he had many friends through­
out the province, who will regret to* 
hear of his death.

Serious losses are believed to have

A prisoner, who wandered Into our 
lines in a dazed condition, after our 
second attack, says the gas was. al­
most immediately effective. He him­
self took only two Inhalations before 
he got his mask on, but was seriously 
affetced. The attack surprised many 
of the pnemy in dugonts, where our 
gae is most deadly.

He is Quite conscious, 
but Is unable to use his arm, but he 
wishes me to tell you he Is better to­
day, is very comfortable and that he 
will write you shortly.

New York, Sept. 14.—The Tribune 
today publishes the following despatch 
from Woodstock, N. Y.:

"That Sweden may be forced into 
the war on the side of the Allies as 
a result of the United States govern­
ment's exposure of the complicity of 
the Swedish foreign office in German 
spy machinations, ip the opinion of 
Edwin Bjorkman, writer and transla­
tor of Scandinavian literature, Just 
returned from Stockholm to his home 
here.

"Mr. Bjorkman sees trouble ahead 
for Sweden, of which he is a native, 
including a revolution, completely 
overthrowing the bureaucracy, which 
has ruled the country for hundreds 
of years, and forcing the abdication 
of King Gustav and hie 'German 
queen, a cousin of the Kaiser."

French Statement.
Paris, Sept. 14.—A general attack 

against the French positions on the

Casemates plateau, in the Aisne 
region, last night was repulsed after 
hand-to-hand fighting. The war office 
also announced, today. The assault 
was preceded by a violent bombard­
ment. The enemy suffered heavy 
losses.

In the Champagne, In the course of 
a reconnaisance, the French penetra­
ted the German trenches to the west 
of Navarin Farm and took some 
prisoners. On both banks of the 
River Meuse there was the usual ar­
tillery activity.

Bombing of German Works.
London, Sept. 14.—British naval 

airplanes made another raid on the 
night of Wednesday and Thursday 
on German military establishments In 
Belgium, at the Ghiatelles airdrome 
and the Thourout airdrome. A large 
quantity of bombs was dropped. All 
the British machines returned safely.

Since her entry to war Italy has 
been fighting practically all the time 
on enemy soil. She has not yet met 
with a serious reverse. Every step

There are few mothers In Canada 
who have sacrificed their own feelings 
In the service of the Empire as has 
Mrs. Alice R. Sears, of Centre ville, 
Carleton Co. A few days ago the 
casualty list, Issued from Ottawa, con­
tained the announcement of the death 
of her son, and Mrs. Sears writes to 
The Standard as follows:

“On opening my paper last evening 
the first thing I saw was the reference 
to the depth of Sergeant George Sears. 
My son had been missing since Octo­
ber 8th last and I think I hardly realiz­
ed how much I had hoped until I saw 
that notice which seemed to kill all 
hope. I am sending you a copy of a 
letter received from an R.C.R. officer. 
There is one small error in your no­
tice-may I correct ft? My son was 
married to a Miss Vennor and she 
lives on Lansdowne Rqrid, Fredericton, 
and has no children. My boy comes of 
a fighting family. He has two broth­
ers in the C.F.A. first contingent. His 
father has been in England over a 
year with the 224th Forestry Corps. 
His youngest brother, although only 
fourteen, served with the 236th for six

months, being discharged as under age 
and then tried to join three other 
units. I also have a son-in-law in the 
104th, a brother In the R.OA.. Imperial 
forces, another in the navy, and two 
nephews with the West Kents. In 
fact, every man of my family is serv­
ing In some 
proud of my 
brave myself for I do not give them 
willingly. And, Oh, I am so glad you 
came out on the side of conscription.”

The following letter from Lieut A. 
Nichols to Mrs. Sears is enclosed : 
"Dear Madam:

“It is with deepest regret that I have 
to announce that your soldier son, 
Sergeant George Sears, of A Company, 
R.C.R., Is reported missing. I have 
made all inquiries possible. Your son 
was in front of his platoon when the 
attack was carried out, fighting and 
encouraging his men like the good 
soldier that he was. One gleam of 
hope I can give you is that it is known 
that several of our officers and men 
were cut off and taken prisoners. 
Your sdh was not seen to fall so I 
think It reasonable to live in hope of 
some news turning up yet.”

Steel plants are closing furnaces all 
over the country, they cannot obtain 
the necessary supplies of coke- at the 
government's prices. •

Mine operators say—"We are work­
ing on old contracts at higher prices 
and have no coal now to sell you.*'- 
Our allies being pressed for copper 
for immediate delivery are going into 
the market themselves and paying 
the price to obtain it disregarding 
our government’s endeavors to get 
them cheap copper at the same time. 
Where will the U. S. Government 
come In on the present basis. If we 
are to have efficiency which at pres­
ent spells success these benevolent 
economic policies must be abandon­
ed and cold business economics ap­
plied. We want what we want when 
we want it and not at some future 
time under war conditions. Can the 
strength of this market mean that 
Washington has seen a new light and 
a change of policy is coming.

F. Farrington, president of the Unit­

ed Mine Workers of America, has Is­
sued the following stirring call to the 
laborers In the mines to .remain at 
their poets and thus co-operate with 
the men who go abroad to fight the 
battles of democracy :— #

"Our country Is at war. Forced to 
enter conflict that could no longer be 
avoided with safety to the liberties of 
the people of America and the democ­
racies of the world, our country is now 
straining every energy in preparation 
to participate in the most appalling 
tragedy that has overtaken mankind 
since the beginning of time.

"The momentous decision of our 
government to throw the Nation’s re­
sources into this mighty conflict end 
tb give of her sons, and of her wealth, 
to the cause of humanity, imposes up­
on every American and upon every 
man who has partaken of America's 
bounty the solemn obligation of loyal­
ly doing their part to win victory for 
the cause America represents, no mat­
ter whether they be found as soldiers 
in the battle lines or as workers In 
industrial pursuits, and it is reason­
able to expect that the government 
will not deal kindly with those who 
fall to respond in the fullest to that 
solemn obligation.

"It is my purpose to bring home to 
you, as impressive as 1 know how, 
your importance to the Nation in this, 
its time of stress. The full significance 
of this awful cataclysm that has over­
taken the world and ouç relation 
thereto is as yet by us scarcely real­
ized, tho thousands of our countrymen 
are now behind the battle lines and 
myriads more are preparing to follow. 
These, our countrymen, the select of 
America, scholars, college men, pro­
fessionals of all the arts and trades 
and science, sons of the rich and sons 
of the poor, men who love life as well 
as we, but who prefer liberty to life 
without liberty have made common 
cause and entered the lists in Answer 
to the Nation’s needs. These men, 
every one a hero,- with the courage of 
spartans and the souls of martyrs, 
will go to the battle grounds to face 
every death-dealing device human 
brain can devise for the destruction 
of man, and offer their lives in de­
fence of democracy and the freedom 
of the peoples of the world, and they 
will do this with the full knowledge 
that millions of their kind have al­
ready been ruined physically and men­
tally and left to suffer a living death, 
while other millions have been blast­
ed Into bits and their shreds trampl­
ed into the muck and mire of this 
thundering inferno of death and de­
struction, %nd upon those who who

stay at home will devolve the obliga­
tion of making it possible for ttooee 
at the front to have a fighting chance.

"So that you may understand clear­
ly how important you are to the suc­
cess of the Allied armies, you should 
know that more than two years ago 
240,000 British miners were enlisted 
under the colors of England. As a 
result, America's allies are now badly 
crippled by a shortage ôf coal and 
France and Italy in particular are 
noW desperately calling for American 
coal. This condition will be made 
more severe by enlistments and 
possible drafts from the ranks of 
American miners. Men who are in a 
position to know, tell us that a more 
plentiful supply of coal is necessary 
to success. The essentials of war 
must be had. Coal is the basic es­
sential and Indispensable. Without 
a sufficient supply our soldiers will be 
Inadequately equipped and denied of 
a fighting chance. Government bodies 
are employing extraordinary means 
to meet this urgent requirement and 
we can render no greater patriotic 
service to the cause of humanity than 
by co-operating with those who are 
working to that end

Halifax Calls You sS^o,h12th German

SmDe blTto their trench and tato 
.communication trench where 1 was 
kept till twenty were rounded up and 
then we were marched to German 
headquarters, where we were Photo­
graphed 1 don't know how many times 
Sd ways. When they got through 
photographing oe they started us on a 
twenty-mile walk to Mtnden which we 
reached about ten o’clock that night. | 
Cp to this time they hadn't given us j 
any grub. They put us In the .tails 
of a big brick stable and passed around 
a slice of black bread tor each mui 
The bread was heavy and at first tast­
ed sour hut alter a while we got^used 
to it and was only sorry that there 
wasn't more. We laid down on the 
floor and I was about all In and soon 
got to sleep. When I woke up I found 
they had brought in a lot more 
prisoners until we had two hundred all 
told In the stable.

“In the morning they lined us up 
and went through our pockets, taking 
our knives, fountain pens, note paper 
and nearly everything we had. They 
allowed us to keep any photographs 
we had or home letters. We got no 

IVfeakfaet but werè started off on an­
other ten-mile march In charge of 
mounted Uhlana. We reached a Bel­
gian town and the Belgian people 
would follow fie Along the streets giv- 
lag ua something to eat. bottlea of 
beer and n few cigarettes. The Uh­
lans didn't stop them from doing this 
and we were mighty glad of the treat. 
Finally they got ue Into a big 'clink' 
and about three o'clock In the after­
noon they gave us each a bowl of soup 
made of nothing else but potatoes and 
water.

“At sli o'clock that evening we were 
put on board a train of box cars with 
side doors and plank seats. We were 
kept going all that night and until one 
o'clock next day without a bite to eat. 
Then they stopped at a station and 
allowed ns to get off. They put ont a 
strong guard, showed us the lavatory, 
and after a while they marched us Into 
n big dining hall where tve got a pot 
of potato soup. We were put back on 
the train again and travelled all night. 
At eight o'clock In the mol-ling we 
arrived at Dolmen, In Westphalia, and 

marched to a big prison camp

Representatives of four or five of the largest shipbuilding companies in the world 
have been carefully going over the ground at Halifax and it is practically certain that one 
of them will erect a huge plant there. The fact is, one company has already , been incor­
porated with a capital of $3,000,000 to build ships at Halifax.

And, coupled with this, Halifax will have to have much larger dry dock accommo­
dation than ever before. With a big ship building company, with great ocean ships call­
ing here, with Halifax almost certain to be a headquarters for a long time of a British fleet, 
greater dry dock accommodation will be essential.

spend moody so we used to gamble 
with it One night playing 
Polldtt and I cleaned up the crowd. 
After our map had been burled for 
about two months we managed to 
bribe a civilian to buy us a cheap corn-

put up a kick. The head of the firm 
was a German engineer end he capte 
and said he would give us his word of 
honor that the work we were doing 
was not for munitions. .Thh .firm's- 
name was J. Adler, Jr. We learned 
that the yard and the whole property 
before the war" belonged to an Eng­
lishman, Lord Rothschild. Some be­
lieved the story that it was not muni­
tion work and some didn’t. I didn't 
and wanted to hold out. That night, 
however, some packages reached us 
from Canada and that put us in better 
heart.

“We had five bosses In that yard on 
whom we placed our own names, Mad 
Harry, Deadwood Dick, Qorinsky, Hat­
chet Face and Quack Quack. Mad 
Harry used to run the locomotive. One 
time he ran it back with about twenty 
cars and one of our boys saw a good 
chance to throw the switch Mad Har­
ry came along at full speed and ditch­
ed every car. There was a lot of 
trouble but they didn’t find out the 
guilty one. When we refused to work 
the second time they made us line up 
facing the sun, take off our hats, bring 
our toes together and stand at atten­
tion all day. About three in the after­
noon one of our men dropped. They 
dragged him Inside and when he got 
strength again they made him go back 
in the line. The guards with their 
rifles would march up and down in 
front of us and it we moved our feet 
the least bit apart they would bang us 
on the toes with the butts of their 
rifles.

"On this Job they would give each 
man a loaf which had to do him for a 
week with what soup he got. I was 
feeling pretty sore over it one day and 
said to one of the boys if I could get a 
gun and a bayonet I could clean up the 
whole push. One of the guards who 
could understand English heard me 
and told Mad Harry, the boss. Mad 
Harry told me that the next day he 
would take me around behind the shed 
and give me a gun and bayonet and 
he would take one too and let me see 
what I could do. The next morning 
he gave me a cigarette. That was 
just the kind of man he was. One day 
good natured, the next day a devil.

“By this time J. F. Pollett of Winni­
peg and I had become great pals. We 
were blamed for nearly everything 
that went wrong. We made up our 
minds that together we woud make a 
break for it at the first opportunity, but 
knew how foolish it would be not to 
go about our plans carefully. One day 
six of us were sent out to a railroad 
yard to load a car with old steel. We 
were working alongside a little railway 
shack and looking, through the window 
I saw a railway map pinned to the 
wall. I told Pollett. We wanted that 
map and we wanted It bad. We kept 
our eye on that shack for over two 
hours and finally a chance came for 
me to get in and lift the map. Here 
it is.’’

In the meantime we had been
putting away a little grub each day 
and had got hold of a couple of cloth 
caps and some other clothes that 
would enable us to pass off for Bel­
gians. A little at a time we had man­
aged to get a couple of planks sawed 
out which would enable us to crawl In­
to the Belgians’ apartment. When we 
would be sawing the rest of the fellows 
would sing and make all the racket 
they could. When we got the opening 
made we kept the boards stuck in 
place with soap until we were reflkly 
to make the break.

"On the flight of Sunday, November 
26th, we were ready to start. We had 
a German haversack full of grub and 
our caps and outfit of clothes ready. 
The four guards, thinking all was go­
ing well, were in a corner of the 
playing cards and our crowd started 
a song and made all the racket they 
could while we worked our way 
through the hole we had made. We 
came out right under a Belgian’s bed. 
He was -sitting on the bed at the time 
but he never made a holler. He turn­
ed his back toward us and walked 
sway to the front of the big room while 
we beat It for a back stairway and got 
out on the streets. Duisburg is a big 
city and we soon found ourselves in 
great crowds of people, mostly women 
and old men. We had our packs over 
our backs and nobody paid any atten­
tion to us. We lighted cigars and took 
our time along a street which we 
knew by our compass made to the 
westward.* At one place while I was 
looking over my shoulder at some­
thing I bumped Into a German officer. 
The moment I realized what I had done 
I made a big bow and touched my cap. 
The officer gave a grunt and passed 
along and I breathed more easily.

“The streets of the city were well 
lighted and all around In the distance 
we could see the glare of blast fur­
naces. After nearly three hours we 
found ourselves on the bank of the 
river. There was no bridge. We fol­
lowed up the bank a little ways until 
we came to a boat house and could see 
a boat moored. We lay around till 
everything was quiet, then slipped 
down and with a stick of wood we 
twisted and broke the boat chain. We 
tried to make for a dark spot we could 
see on the other bank but the current 
was so strong; it carried us quite a 
ways down the river and we landed 
right in another town. Our map show­
ed us that the place was Rhlnehuret. 
Heer the streets were dead quiet, and 
we kept on piking in a southwest direc­
tion. Just before daylight we came to 
a railway crossing and the guard came 
out and raised the rail to let us pass 
and said "Gut morgen.” We could talk 
that much German so we gave him the 
German good morning in reply and 
kept on our way. A little later we 
met crowds of people on the way to 
work and those we passed all gave us 
the same “Gut morgen!" It was not 
long before we came to a clump of 
wood and brush and making sure no 
one was observing us we pulled into 
the woods and lay there till* four

went out. to work on farms got 40 
pfennigs a day. For two months I did 
no work but was kept in a section of 
the prison known as the inflnn 
account of my wound. The 
trouble was the food. At one time I 
got so weak that when I attempted 
to walk out 1 fell down. All that savqd 
me was the fact that some of the Eng­
lish prisoners, who had been captured 
at the Maroc, were getting packages 
occasionally from home and they used 
to share up with us. I have seen men 

hungry that they "would dig into

to teach *ua. Some of ua, he said, had 
no business lo be in the war because 
we didn't know whether our forefath­
ers were German or English. He also 
declared that Germany owned Canada 
just as much as England did. Finally 
he wound up by saying that so long 
as we behaved ourselves no harm 
would come to us.

The camp was kept fairly clean.
Each.man had a canvas hlmmock with 
a blanket not much bigger than a 
pocket handkerchief. We were vac­
cinated and inoculated five times; this so 
work all being done by French doctors swill barrels around the camp trying 
who had been taken prisoner of war. to get something to eat.

“One night after my wound had heal­
ed fifteen of us were warned off for a 
detail which we were told had to go 
on a farm. I was without socks and 
the Germans surprised me by giving 
me a pair of grey ones. We were start­
ed off for the farm but wound up in 
Duisburg, a big city on the Rhine. We 
were marched through the streets to 
what one time had been a theatre but 
what we now found was a prison. The 
first fellow we met in there was a 
Scotchman who was suffering from 
blood poisoning in one of his hands. 
He told us about the work we would 
have to do in an old iron yard on the 
H&ffen canal. That night we found 
that we had come to take the place of 
fifteen Englishmen wha had struck and 
refused to work. We learned later 
that they had been sent to Russian 
Poland to work at unloading German 
transports. In the same building In 
which we were placed separated only 
by wooden partitions there were a lot 
of Belgians who had been deported. 
These men were allowed to go around 
the city.

“The next morning we were set to 
work handling old iron, loading scows 
and other work in the yard. All went 
very well for two or three-days when 
we decided that we were doing work 
in connection with munitions and we

! meat. One day one of the men found 
a dog’s leg in the soup. At four 
o'clock in the afternoon we were given 
a loaf of bread among each eleven 
men.

Then they stopped at a station and 
allowed us to get off. They put out a 
strong guard, showed us the lavatory, 
and after a while they marched us into 
a big dining hall where we got a pot 
of potato soup. We were put back on 
the train again and travelled all night. 
At eight o’clock in the moialng we 
arrived at Dulmen, in Westphalia, and 
were marched to a big prison camp 
where they gave us each a slice of 
black bread and some black coffee 
without sugar or milk and which we 
yukrt to drink from our steel helmets.

“They took us to a hath house and 
we stripped for a bath. Our clothes 

put In a big «team fumigating 
plant and we had to wait around naked 
for an hour. We were then taken to 
what was known as No. 3 Lager, all 
surrounded by barbed wire.

opposite a farmhouse and could hear 
the work going on and men shouting. 
At about four o’clock a heavy mist set­
tled down so we started off across 
country.

"That night; or rather early the next 
morning, we made another town. We 
kept going all that day and the next 
night. In the morning after we had 
passed through a small town we saw 
a German telling a youngster some­
thing as he pointed to us and the 
youngster ran back to the town. We 
knew we had raised suspicions and 
speeded up a little bit. It 
long before we saw one soldier com­
ing after us. We made a drive tor the 
woods and he after us. We thought 
that it we kept on running we would 
soon have more after us so we decided 
to hold up. As the soldier came near­
er we saw he only had his side arms 
so we decided to tackle him 
he saw what we were up to he beat it 
back to town and we lost no time In 
going in the other direction across 
country’. Just as we were getting close 
to the edge of a piece of heavy woods 
we looked back and saw eight or ten 
Germans after us with rifles. We had 
a good eight hundred yards of a start 
and made a run for it. As soon as we 
started to run they commenced to fire 
and managed to hit the trees ahead 
of us. We had too good a start for 
them and 1 guess we had better speed,

between two end three o'clock In the 
qininifig, however, it commenced to 
get dark and misty. Down on our 
hands and knees we crawled along un­
til we were quite close on the line. 
The sentry coughed. We dropped. By 
and by there was another cough, a 
little farther away, which showed us 
that he was towards his sentry box. 
As quickly and as quietly as we could 
we crawled along, until we knew we 
were well past the line. We laid quiet 
In the bush until daylight to make 
sure that we were over and not In 
what might prove to be a trap. At 
daylight we started to walk and kept 
along till we came to some Hollanders 
working on a railway section. They 
knew all right that we were escaped 
prisoners and really seemed glad to 
see us. We could not understand their 
language but they managed to make us 
understand that there was a military 
camp not tor away and that they 
thought we ought to go there and give 
ourselves up. It did not take us long 
to find the camp and an interpreter. 
They gave us some eats and a bath 
and a medical inspection. That night 
we were taken to Rotterdam and hand­
ed over to the British consul.

"The day we landed in Rotterdam 
we had our pictures taken and then 
they fitted ue out with new clothes and 
put us up for four days in a good 
hotel.

"We went to Harwich by steamer 
and of course, the British authorities 
have all our story with much more de­
tail than what T have been able to 
give you. They won't allow escaped 
prisoners of war to go back to the 
fighting Une. I don't know what they

One of these new con­
ditions is woven around women work­
ers in new callings and in positions 
which will be opening to young girls 
to fit themselves for these new con­
ditions. Surely we need some organ­
ized effort to obtain and maintain voc­
ational education for girls. 
Domestic Science School and the 
classes at the Technical College are 
the instruments to our hands; let us 
try to extend their usefulness, "not­
withstanding the war.". In 1912 the 
provincial grant in Ontario for indust­
rial education w^s $5,380.00. In 1917 
the grant la $58.192. and in the Direct- 
or's report a request appears for fed­
eral support so that the work may 
still be further improved and extended 
Do these things concern ua as women ?

In referring to the 
city of officers In France, a prominent 
SL John lady stated that it seemed 
strange that able-bodied officers were 
being sent home with the notice, "No 
work for you in France,” while at the 
same time the 26th has to recall men 
who have had no rest for months, not 
even being able to finish a six weeks’ 
course, While dozens of officers who 
have been idle for more than a year 
are still retained at the reserve camps 
In England.
