Agreeing to Armistice —
Thinks Terms Granted
Tarkey Are Too. Lenient—
Is Jealous of Bulgaria and
Claims Her Ficet Made Al-
lies" Success Possible.

London, Dec. 2—The imperial German
chancellor’s statement on the European
situation, together with that of Herr Von
Kiderlin Waechter, the German foreign seec-
retary, confirming that Great Britain and
Gepmany are co-operating amicably in favor
of peace, ig regarded in the European capi*
tals as.reassuring and as calculated to have
an effect when the peace delegatee come
to discuss terms.

Dr. Von Bethmann Hollweg'd declaratlon

Greece as-
serts that the Greek fleetiplaged an im-
portant-role in the war, esneclaHy in. pre-
venting Turkey from moving dher troops
by sea and that without her naval “assist-
ance the allies” could: fiot  have sachieved
-such a brilliant success. The race batween
the Greeks and the Bulgunans for the-oe-
cupation of Saloniki and the incidents
which followed this, increased the ill fesl-
ing, and now the Greeks conmsider that
their interests are being sacrificed in the
Deace negotiations,

It!is expected that the srmistice protocol
will ' be signed some time tomerrow, but
it is possible'that this may be still further
delayed.

Balkan L.eague to Continpa

Berlin, Dec. 2—*Bulgaria is trying to
promote an amicable settlément between
Austria and Servia,” eays a Sofia  de-
spatch to the Cologne Gazette.
“‘Bulgaria’s standpoint is that the Balk-
an league cannot be drawn into a war
by a single member and Bulgaria is in-
clined to refuse to participate in a war
brought about in that way.

“Turkey’s willingness: to accept terms
involving . far-reaching concessions has
awakened misgivings; evidently Turkey'is
rdepepding upon Europe to overthrow
Deace in her favor and s, already offer-
ing the powers certain advantages.

“Meanwhile the league will remain un-
der arms because of the possibilities of
general complications and are determined
to allow the fruits of victory to be wrest-
ed from them only by force.”

. {Is Greece Blocking an Armistice ? -

Sofia, Dec. 2—The plenipotentiaries held
& meeting at 3 o’clock this afternoon at
Baghtche, but it is considered doubtful if
any definite = conclusion regarding the
armistice will be reached before Tuesday
‘night or Wednesday. = The  important
points. of the armistice have already been
gettled, such as the retention by the re.
spective armies of the positions they now
occupy:

The question of the Bulgarums using
the Adrianople railway, it is asserted, will
probably. ‘be dropped, as will also the
Turkish counter demand for permission to
gend food to the garrison' there. This is
regarded as utterly impossible. The Adri-
anople railway is now less indispensable
to Bulgaria ~because great supplies of
wheat have been discovered at Dedeag-
hateh, with a mill capacity of many tons
of flour daily which can be sent by railway
direct to the troops at Tchatalja.

The third clause of the protocol relating

1 to the blockade of the ports on the Black

Ben and the Aegean Bea is not considered
yitally important, and will probably give
ride to no contention.

If any further delay oceurs in the com-
pletion of the armistice it is felt here that
the blame will rest with the Greeks, who
for some inscrutable reason wish to con-
titiue the war. 'Bulgaria, Servia and Mon-
fenegro favor peace. Turkey also is be-
lieved to be actuated by the same desire.

‘According to relisble information re-
eeived here Great Britain and Russia as
well as Germany ‘have counselled Turkey
to make peace and it is expected that nego-
tiations to this end will begin shortly at
Sofia. The Turks proposed to hold the

conference' at  Bruseels and the
gredm suggested Constantinople, ‘but the
‘allies favor the Bulgarian. capital.

~ by His Compamon

-DEATH INSTANTANEOUS

Young Fellow Had Just Climbed Over
a Fence When Gun of Lad Behind
Him Discharged Its Contents Into His
Neck—Horrified Youths Ran Home

~and Didn't Tell of Tragedy Till
Some Time After.

Amherst, N. 8., Dec, 1—A fatal shoot-
ing accxdent occurred at the Joggins Mines
yeeterda.y afternoon * between 3 and 4
o'clock. The unfortunate victim was Wil-
Liam. Leo Como, ‘aged fourteen, son of
Thaddy Como, who with two other lads,
William ' Gray, eged sixteen, and George
Shannon, aged fourteen, were shooting in
the woods near. the Joggms

The Como lad had just climbed over a
fence and was being followed by Gray and
Shannon when Gray’s gun was accident-
aHy discbarged, the whole contents landing
in the side of Como’si neck, killing him
instantly.

Frightened and horrified at the result of
the ‘accident, the two boys at once re-
turned to their homes but it was not un-
til two hours elapsed before the Shannon
lad told his father of what had happened
and a party at once went to-the scene of
the tragedy and conveyed the body of the
boy to his home.

The - speaker ' eloquently described the
possibilities wrapped up in these young
lives, Their future will be a blessing or
the opposite, according to the influence
which ehape their lives. Mr. Smart told
of ‘an eminent  English -clergymen who
always removed his hat when talking with
a boy from the Ragged School in Lon-
don, because, he eaid, he did not know
what greatness that young life might de-
velop. Mr. Smart made a strong plea for
such an ‘agitation” in St. John.as .would
ensure the adoption of a Child’s Protec-
tion Act at the next sesdion of the pro-
vinoial -legislature.

Poultry Expert Blames Them
for Opportunities Missed—
Here on Department - Busi-
ness. ¢

'W. A. Brown, poultry specialist of the
federal department of agriculture, is in
the city and is registered at the Royal
Hotel. He 18 in the city on his return
from Ambherst, where he has been attend-
ing, a meeting for the Maritime Winter
Fair which will be held at Amherst, and is
2 the same time looking into the egg situ-
ation in the maritime provinces.

For some time the department have been
examining this situation as Canada at ti¥s
time is importing something like 12,000,000
dozen eggs, which is compared with ten
years ‘ago, when the country exported
about 8,000,000 dozen.

“Heggs,” said Mr. Brown, “like all other
articles, have increased very much in value
of late years and the people are indivi-
(dually consuming a greater number than
ever before. - The suppiy has mnot kept
pace with the demand, and the depart-
ment is doing its best o find the reason
for this condition, and then action will
be taken. The dealers all over Canada
have been warned by the departmeént -to
keep -4 careful record of all the eggs that
they bandle, and the results of their labors
will be investigated by the department of-
ficials, and tomorrow I ehall go round the
deslers of this city and get from them par-
tioulars regarding the lecal conditions.

“The farmers are largely to blame for
this condition,” Mr. Brown said, “as they
do not keep enough hens. They ought at
Jeast to keep one hen for every acre; but
not more than 500 to 700 hens each, aa the
latter number-is about all the farmer and
hig help can keep cfficiently.  Should he
bave this number, and take care of them
properly, he will have a very nice addi-
tion fo his income, and they will work
well in with his other possessions in farm-
ing. The greatest encouragement to poul-
try raising is the breeding of stock. A
good general purpose stock that will give
& uniform egg and a uniform grade should
be cultivated.

“It might be a matter of public infer--

est,” added Mr. Brown, “to know that
,zhe November issue of the Census and
Stitistic Monthly, published by the de-
partment of agriculture, will contain an
outline of the plans of the department.”

ideas really well founded? - Are they not

the prejudices held by many against- the
tmiddleman, and fostered by these articles,
both unfair and dangerous? -

The consumer feels that he fares hard
8. the hands of the middleman, and 1t is
true that he often ‘does, but. if 'he escapes
that dreaded clutch, ‘and puts himself in
the hands of the ptédnher, the question is;
will he fare better. Are the producers a
better class of men as 'a whole than the
mﬁm or the middlemen? Will the aver-
