In 
front of Mr. Vaughan’s a tiny fountain 
sends up a continual jet which is received 
as it falls back into a cranny bordered pool 
surrounded with flowers. Nearly all the 
other housesmentioned have prettily ar­
ranged gardens and conservatories, the 
well kept state of which shows their 
management to be under the superintend­
ence of the gertler sex. The largest dealer 
and the only direct importer of the place 
is A. Skillen Esq., in whose establishment 
the Post office is located. He with his 
Sons have the ehiet dry goods trade of the 
villago.making it the resort of the jemales 

well as the mails. In connection With 
the store is an extensive tailoring es­
tablishment giving 14 operatives sufficient 
work to keep them busy until very late 
each night in making up clothing to order- 
Mr. Skillen pays about $120 each week to 
the hands in this branch alone. Many 
other stores do a very large general trade, 
and as the system is that of “ cash on de­
livery” the goods are sold as low or. very 
slightly in advance ol the prices that are 
paid in Saint John. The men engaged on 
ships or in the mills are paid each week 
and average about $1.60 a day—some 
builders paying more and some less.

The people are sober, industrious and 
contented in a most remarkable degree, 
and the inducements of the neighboring 
Republic so enticing to laborers in other 
parts of the Province are treated here with 
a smile of pity.

For ten miles from Oreequaco through 
the characteristic woodland scenery ol 
New Brunswick lies the road (?) to Sal­
mon River. And such a road ! ! Driving 
by the shore route there are five or six very 
good miles, but the last few miles are 
without douht the vilest in Saint John 
County. To attempt a description were 
madness. A hill ol about the same angle 
as the roof ol a country house and com­
posed of rolling stones to a depth unfatbon- 
able, ends the road at the neat cottage ol 
E. H. Foster who superintends the large 
milliug operations of

at Salmon River. This mill does by far 
the largest business of any driven by water 
power in the county, cutting from five 
millions to six millions of lumber in a 
season, besides about 4,000,0000 Iiths. 
Sixty men are working in the mill, getting 
upon an average $1.50 cents per day. The 
main mill to 88 leet long and runs two 
gangs, a shingle machine, two lath 
machines and a picket saw. The power is 
obtained from three wheels, a “ centre 
vent” running one gang and two “ Reao 
tors” working the remaining gang and 
other machines. Since May three setts of 
men have been at work, two gangs during 
the day and one gang at night.

The property formerly owned by Messrs. 
Patterson and Davidson is now owned en 
tirely by the latter, and is valued at about 
$50,000.

Vessels approach and load at the base o 
the mill. One loaded with 100,000 deal 
has just left and another of a capacity for 
95,000 is now loading for St. John. The 
logs cost $4 per M., and the contracts 
made this Spring are entirely in English 
markets. There are not enough children 
at this settlement to have a school voted 
them.

Along the Bay, but unapproachable 
from this region excepting by boat or a 
pedestrian tour, are two other mills ol 
considerable magnitude. The first is at 
Little Salmon River. It is a one gang mill 
owned by John Marvin,and, keeping thirty 
men employed, cuts from two million to 
three million of lumber in a season.

The other, owned by M. & J. Prescott* 
is at Goose Creek and is the last of the 
mills along the Bay in St. John County 
It has one gang, and cuts from 3,000,000 
to 3,500,000 with the same number ol 
men.

Leaving Salmon River and returning to 
Quaco, the traveller is warned not to take 
any road other than the shore one. If, by 
any means, the centre one is chosen, he or 
she is to bo pitied. It is all like the last 
five miles of the shore road, only worse. A 
story is told of one man who drove over it 
and did not swear, but even the postscript 
to the story, which says “ he was (.parson,” 
is not enough to make a victim believe the 
tale. A munificent grant of one hundred 
dollars was given over the ten miles (good 
measure) this year, but the greatest indig­
nation is expressed, and with good cause 
at the unaccountable neglect ol this road 
by the Government.

One County member is tho special 
object of much disgust and indigna­
tion in this locality, as a petition numer­
ously signed by the residents of Quaco 
and Salmon River praying “ That the road 
from Bunker’s to Salmon River be plaeed 
on the list of Great Roads,” and sent in to 
him last year, has neither received any at­
tention nor even been honored with a reply 
from the bon gentleman.

This careless, silent contempt lor the 
wishes and requirements^! tueh a power­
ful portion of the country 
traordinary when it is known that the peti­
tion was drawn up and headed by such 
men as W. H. & J. Kourke, and signed 
by many others equally influential.

No. 6.
The next place of interest on the Bay 

Shore is Quaco, or Saint Martins as it is 
now called, a village but little known to 
the great minority of New Brunswickers. 
Some fancy that it to a weil to do Ashing 
station, others that a lew ships are built 
there, while the remainder consider it as a 
"jumping off place” derated exclusively to 
rocks and fog.

Very lew are prepared to find a village ol 
some 2.000 inhabitants, with its numerous 
places of worship, fine schools,and residen­
ces that would do credit to the suburbs ol 
any American city. Naturally presenting 
an attractive appearance art has done 
much to increase its beauty. White cot 
tages are mingled with the many shaded 
foliage. Passing sails relieve the crimson 
sandstone cliffs with their many water- 
floored coves; and the rough, rocky .reef off 
Qoaoo Head is appropriately finished by 
the lighthouse tower on its last huge 
crest.

Qnaoo village or Oreequaco, as its old 
Indian name reads in plans ol 1790,extends 
from tho lighthouse to Point Saint Soule, 
and the shore between these two points 
presents a scene of activity seldom wit 
nessed in New Brunswick country places.

Steamers.

Five steamships were ranged around 
Reed’s Point wharves this morning. The 
“Acadia,” from Glasgow; the i‘Lady 
Darling,” from Liverpool ; and the“ New 
York,
John,”—the three latter of which sailed 
at 8 o’clock ior different ports.
The Steamer “ Commerce,’’ 
on her last trip from this port to Yarmouth 
on Saturday night, ran aground on the 
rocky shore of Trout Cove, near Petite 
Passage, where she remained seven hours. 
It was ioggy at the time, but although the 
vessel was running under the usual head 
of steam, the reversal of the engines for a 
full minute before the steamer touched, 
prevented the acccident from being serious. 
She got off at high water and proceeded on 
her trip, uninjured.

Railway to the Rallast Wharf.

Of the many important harbor im­
provements during the last five years, 
the principal of which are the extensive 
wharves at Reed’s Point and Sand Point, 
none in the harbor will bear comparison 
with the extension of the European and 
North American Railway from Gilbert’s 
Island to the Ballast Wharf. The total 
length of this work, according to the 
Government surveys, will be 10,100 feet.
It is satisfactory to know that after in­
numerable delays the work, though go­
ing on now without any noise or dis­
play, is in as satisfactory a condition and 

competent hands as the public could 
wish. It was commenced a little over a 
month ago by Messrs. Duncan Robert­
son and Henry Mahoney, who secured 
the contract,—as the $80,000 worth of 
wharf and pier building they have suc­
cessfully done in the last four years for 
the Corporation was a sufficient guar­
antee that this work, which is mostly 
pier building, would receive all the 
benefit of their former ample experi­
ence.

An inspection of the 700 feet of the 
pier at the foot of Sheffield St. already 
done gives evidence that the work will 
be of the most thorough character. Of 
the 10,100 feet, 4,500 feet will be a 
wooden pier running at the base of the 
high bluffs which terminate every street 
from Sheffield street to Clarence. No 
person, without giving the line a per­
sonal inspection, can have any idea of 
the great improvement this work will 
he to the whole of the eastern front of 
the City. In the first place, parties on 
the work estimate that it will make 
nearly a hundred acres of Corporation 
land. Of the value of this land no cor­
rect estimate can be made, but it must 
be very great. Then it will present a 
perfectly smooth breastwork to prevent 
the inroads of the tides, and will break 
the force of any gales.

This pier has been commenced near 
the Barrack grounds at the foot of Shef­
field street, and curves out in a north­
easterly direction till it takes a north­
erly line. It will be nearly straight the 
whole of the distance, the curve being 
made at the commencement to break 
the force of the sea. The contractors 
have within the short time built out 
over 700 feet, the outer side being as 
smooth and cloee as the side of a ship, 
from the base to the summit. Some 
parts of this pier will be 21 feet high 
and the average over its whole length 
will be 15 feet. It will be 20 feet wide, 
and will run a single track. The inner 
aide of the work will be open like tile 
piers at Reed’s Point, as it will be filled 
in for building purposes. About ten 
cargoes of lumber and ballast from 
woodboats have already been landed 
near the works, and the situation is so 
favorable that at any part of the pier 
construction, woodboats can be dis­
charged. The timber used in the con­
struction of the pier is hemlock. The 
earth cutting from the pier in a sonth- 
westorly direction towards the wharf is; 
progressing favorably. The width of 
the cut at the point where the Contrac­
tors are now working, in the field for­
merly used as a base ball ground, is 
twenty four feet. A couple of hundred 
yards in length will be the heaviest cut­
ting on the work, and at the deepest 
portion it will be nineteen feet. The 
whole of this cutting will not amount 
to more than 400 yards, and then the 
shore will be struck. At this point an 
abutment will be bdilt, a very short 
one, and then the work strikes the foot 
of the barrack ground and will pass the 
old Military Hospital to the upper cor­
ner of the Ballast wharf.

At the other end of the line, at what 
is called Gilbert’s Island, which is 
is about a quarter of a mile from the 
St. John passenger depot, the road is 
completed to the extent of about a 
thousand feet and the track will be laid 
by Friday. It is now completed to the 
Haymarket. It will go from the Hay- 
market through Erin streèt, to the old 
Wright shipyard, and the northern end 
of the pier will commènce there.

The work has been commenced at the 
most difficult parts first. Eighty men 
are employed. The laboring men who 
work at the earth cuttings receive $1.20 
per day, and the pier builders $1.60. 
Plenty of ..men can be secured, as the 
job promises to be lengthy.

Great difficulty has been experiended 
in securing the right of way. The Im­
perial authorities would pot allow an 
entrance to be made till a short time 
ago, and even now the rights of owners 
along Erin street have to be secured. 
The contractors have been molested on 
all sides, and the Dominion authorities 
on that point have been a little lax.
