Hon. E. Willis.

The News officially announces this
morning that Mr. Willis has been sworn
in a member of the Executive, justifying
his complete change of party allegiance
by saying that his differences with the
Government last session were very
slight, although he waged a fierce war
for their overthrow, and that latterly he
has found himself in complete accord
with his old opponents. He saw some
of his former followers engaged in a
war against the School Act, without
having obtained the permission of their
leader to open up that question—a ques-
tion that Mr. Willis was led to believe
settled when he accepted the leadership
of the Opposition—and he felt free to
form new alliances without consulting
with followers so erratic. He had
made up his mind to accord the Gov-
ernment a general support, and when
offered a seat with the title of honor-
able he accepted it. This is the gist
of Mr. Willis’s justification of his course.
It is a frank and fearless statement, and
Mr. Willis is evidently prepared to de-
fend his course against all comers. The
statement saows how hollow the Oppo-
sition to the Government was last session
how utterly devoid of politica! principle
or party prejudice are our politicians,
and may well make us sigh for the good
old days of party rule. Thenyou knew
where to find a man: now youn don’t.

On purely personal considerations
Mr. Willis is to be congratulated on his
rise to the honorable. position he now
occupies. Some of the greatest orators
and writers of New Brunswick have de-
voted their eloq uence and learning and
money in a vain life-time struggle to
reach the proud height on which Ed-
ward Willis now stands. Some able
writes and speakecs who are accustomed
to sneer at Mr. Willis, to look down
with oontempt from the summit of
a roll of University certificates on his
literary labors, to regard him as a mere
pigmy in comparison with themselves
—some of this description now look
with envy too keen to be concealed on
the Honorabl - Edward Willis. It seems
so strange to them that the people haye
elevated Mr. Willis over their hands.
Other people don’t deem it half so
strange.

The Hon. Mr. Willis is a self-made
man. While sticking type he adopted
rules of conduct that have ensured him
his success in life. First of all he pu®
behind him the intoxicating bowl,
and never touched it since. He
made friends quickly, forgave ene-
mies cordially, assumed literary and
financial responsibilities fearlessly, and
has risen steadily to the position from
which he looks down on those who have
turned up their literary, social and poli-
tical noses at him. We have not the ma-
terials at hand for a biography of Mr-
Willis, but the outline we have given
may be easily fllled in by the imagina-
tion of the reader. When some Cana-

dian Smiles arises the career of the
Honorable Edward Willis—printer, pub-
lisher, editor and statesman—will be the
first to occupy his attention.

the first-class car, the others sustaining
little injury. Several passengers were
injured, but none dangerously.

Irish Freshets.

Suffering and terrible fatalities are caused
by the freshets which have been so fre-
quent of late, especially in Ireland, where
the poorer classes have been experienc-
ing the most appalling hardships in conse-
quence of the late floods.  The Shannon,
particularly, seems to be inundating the
adjacent low-lying country, and the poor
tenants of the swamped districts have
been obliged to give up their homes and
take refuge in a more elevated position.
In a large number of instances whole vil-
lages have been swept away and the in-
habitants compelled to flee for their lives.
The humble homes of the poor tenants
have had to be abandoned, and several of
those known as mud-wall cabins have
been levelled to the ground. In other
parts of the “country the swollen rivers
are causing equal distress, and measures
have had to be resorted to for the relief
of those whosc homes have been swept
away. Numerous measures for dispens-
ing charity have been adopted by the
military as well as the nobility in the
towns where the suffering is greatest.
Entertainments of all kinds have been
gotten up for the purpose of obtaining
fands, and a large amount of money has
been dispensed among the sufferers.

Idleness and Starvation Preferred to
V ork and Bread.

The strikc in South Wales continues
and there is yet no prospect of solution
coming either from masters or men.

dead-lock and were it not for the charit-
able measures which have been employ-
ed for the relief of the sufferers, a large
number of deaths from starvation would
be the ihevitable result. The more pros-
perous. inhabitants have established soup
kitchens all through the country, at
which there is a distribution three times
each week. In order to make sure that

the poor children who need the assist-
ance should really get it, the committee
of management arranged that the little
ones should bring a cup or a mug and
have their soup and bit of bread in the
kitchen itself. Amid unbounded miner-
al wealth for which thereis a rich mar-
ket, and to work which there is abund-
ant wealth and labor, misery and want
are staring the poorer classes in the face,
and every day makes matters worse. The
furnaces are all out, the machinery is at
rest, the gates to the great works are
closed, and the workmen loiter about the
highways in sullen groups, discussing
their wrongs. Both masters and work-
men refuse to listen to anyone interced-
ing in their behalf, and there is a pros-
pect that the scenes of the great Irish
famine are to be re-enacted in this rich
country.

Destruction of a Church—Narrow Es=
cape from Death.
New York, Feb. 17.

People here are to-day discussing the
new source of danger demonstrated in
the falling of the Presbyterian Church on
the corner of Houston and Thompson
streets yesterday. They consider it ne-
cessary to investigate the ability of - the
buildings to stand alone, as well as their
arrangements for safety in cases of fire.
The church, a plain brick building, of
common Presbyterian architecture, was
built without a single pillar to support
gallery or roof, and the whole weight of
the former rested upon joists projecting
from the walls. The walls themselves
were very high and weak, surmount-
ed with a heavy gravel roof, to
which was added by the storm of yes-
terday an unusual weight of wet snow.
Strained to its utmost limits in self-
support, the extra burden crushed down
the walls like the sides of a paper box.
The time at which the church fell was
about an hour after morning service, to
which fortunate circumstance was due
the astonishing absence of serious injury
to life that marked the catastrophe.
About twenty-five persons, consisting of
Sunday school scholars and teachers, the
sexton and his family, were in the base-
ment, and escaped harm by the fact that
the building bulged into the street instead
of falling in a heap in the centre. The
noise that accompanied was like
thunder, and the fright of the peo-
ple inside and outside was intense.
Crowds gathered about and the police

and fire department were soon on the
!

spot, supposing that an explosion had
taken place. Digging was immediately
commeniced and many anxious watchers
expectgd to seée thc mangled remains of
friends brought forth from the sudden
ruin. None are missed to-day, however,
and no bodies have been found. The
congregation is a poor one, and the loss
of $30,000 is vital to it. A number of
churches have been placed at its disposal
for temporary occupation.

Portland Town Couneil

The Portland Town Council met in the
Council room last evening, Isaac Burpee,
Esq., in the Chair, ten Couneillors being
present.

A communication was'read from S. B.
Patterson, asking, on behalf of the Evan-
gelical Alliance, a committee to act with
them in securing a Board of Commis-
sifoners for the purpose of granting
licenses.

The License Committee were anthorized
to treat with the KEvangelical Alli-
ance, and the Town Clerk was direct-
ed to petition against any Bill affecting
Portland which had not received the as-
sent of the Council. :

The estimates for the coming year
were presented. The total amount to be
assessed is $15,210, the revenue is set
down at $6,740, and the total expendi-
ture $20,350.

The Bye-Law Committee reported the
following bills to be submitted to the
Legislature :

Bill removing any question relating to
Town assessment; also giving power to
the Treasurer of releasing from Jail de-
linquent tax-payers.

Bill authorizing the surplus fund of the
fire debentures to be applied to the new
engine house.

Bill to increase the salary of the police-
men to & sum not exceeding 25 per cent
more than they now receive.

Bill relating to the Police and Civil
Courts, providing a scale of fees.

Bill relating to the removal of nuis-
ances.

- Bill authorizing the licensing of auc-
tioneers and public exhibitions.

Bill preventing the laying off of any
street without the consent of the Council,
unless such street be 60 feet in width.

Before the Council adjourned the
Chairman made a short speech, express-
ing the pleasure he felt in being again at
home and meeting with the Council, and
assisting in their deliberations.

The Casket correspondent at Gays-
boro must either have been hoaxed, or he
is troubled with strong powers of imagi-
nation, as no bodies have been picked up
at Cape Canso.

' tole.

The Supreme Court.
FREDERICTON, Feb. 19.
The Supreme Court is still in session
and working hard over the special paper
as the term ends on Saturday next. Al-
though many cases have been argued and
judgments delivered, still there is quite a

necessarily stand over till the next term.
The business of the court is increasing,
and if this.be a criterion by which to
judge the advancement of the Province,
it must be admitted that we are making
rapid strides. Only a few of the legal
profession are here at present, the rest
having disposed of all the cases in which
they were interested, or rather those that
could possibly be before the Court this
present term. 5

Of the many judgments delivered by
the Supreme Court, perhaps none was of
more importthan that of Ex-parte Renaud,
in which not only two separate and dis-
tinct bodies of people, as it appears, were
interested, but the Government itself. In
it was involved the constitutionaiity of
the Common Schools Act of 1871. The
result is well known to all your readers.
At an early hour on the day appointed
there was a grand array of the legal pro-
fession in the court room, perhaps never
before was it honored with so many, in
addition to whom there was many others,
including the Superintendent of Educa-
tion, Trustees of Schools and others
materially interested in the decision about
to be given by the highest tribunal of our
Province.

Until the Bench was filled the assembly

was well entertained by the sarcasm of
some and the witticism of others, thus
passing the time very pleasaatly till 12.30
when the Judges entered and took their
places. The Chief Justice having deliv-
ered judgment in several cases respecting
assessments, proceeded to decide the one
grand question.

There was stillness, not a sound to be
heard, except the creakmg of the old door
as others entered, when he began in &
clear and loud voice to declare the opinion
of the Court, which occupied about an
hour and a guarter.

What seems the best of all is that a cer-
tgin gentleman, seotarian no doubt, before
the jndgment had been gone through, was
seen leaving the Court and shortly after
the report was current that the law was
being declared unconstitutional. Vain ex-
pectation. - It was toe late for such ru-
mor to have any effect. *
