There 
are supposed to be 150 islets in the group.— 
On the southern side of Vavan is the spacious 
harbor of Curtis Sound, one of the safest an- 
chorages in the Pacific.

The Eiji Islands (which have been much 
talked about lately), lie about 300 miles to the 
north-west of the group just noticed.
