Will Come As Gift From Eng-
lish or by Peace Conference.

SCORES THE SINN FEINERS

Tells Chicagoans British and
Allies Will Crush Prussian
Beast.

Chicago, Oct. '14,—The liberation of
Ireland will come either through the
peace conference that ends the war, Ac-
cording to T, P. O’Connor, Irisa licine
rule leader and member of parliament,
in an address delivered Saturday before
the Irish Fellowship Club  hare. He
charged England with oppressing Ire-
land  as severgly as *‘any nation now
under Germany's yoke,” but declared
ithe *‘only obstacles to a fres Ireiand
'weére Engiand's mistakes. sinde the war,
and thg Simnn Fein policy which, in his
belief, has arrayed Ireland against all
the civilized nations in the war.” Fle
came to America to speak against this
polity ‘which he demands be abandored.
“rather than raise America as an-enemy
to Ireland.”

“After -such- conclusive -proof -of- the
real position in which the Irish in thig
part of America stand,” dec:aréd Mr.
O’Connor, “it will no longer be pos-
sible for.a small but noisy faction to
misrepresent Irish sentiments.”

German Atrocities.

German atrocities were daicribed Ly
Dr. Newell Dwight Hillis of Brooklyn
and united Great Britain’'s decermina-
tion to see the war through, were set
forth by Mr. O'Connor at a Liberty
Loan rally today.

Both speakers have visited the de-
vastated portions of Belgium and
Northern France, and pictared the
scenes they had witnessed, while Dr,
Hillis quoted portions of affidavits
secured -by Allled agents in proof of
his assertions that the crim:s were the
direct outcome of Germany’s prear-
ranged plan for making war.

‘“Make yourselves more frigntfal than
the Hung under Attila,” he asserted
the kaiser charged his soldiers. “See
that for a thousand years no enemy
mentiong the very name of Germany
without shuddering.”

Wanton Crimes.

After mentioning instances of wan-
ton suffering, suffocation of habkies and
other indescribable crimes, Le ‘asserted:

‘Whether the present war goes on
five years or tem years, it will go on
until these Frenchmen and Relzians
who have suffered, are on Germsn
soil.”

According to Mr. O’Connor the fund-
amental issue of this war is the con-
flict between essential Christianity and
essential paganism.

“It is the sermon on the mount,” he
concluded, “or the Germizn war hook
that is to decide the i[uture morality
of .the world.”

Chicago, Oct. 15.—The trial of four
men on charges of attempting to fo-
ment a revolution against the British
Government in India and conspiracy is
set for today in ,the federal district
court before Judge Landis.

The defendants are Gustav H. Jacob-

AFFORD T0 LOSE
TRACTION SERVICE

St. Thomas Journal Says So
Editorially.

DESERVES CONSIDERATION

Appeal of Railway Company
Brings Up Serious Question
to Municipalities.

The St, Thomas Journal |editorially
deleares that the appeai of the London
and Lake Erie Railway and Transpor-|
tation Company for assistance from the
municipalities its serves deserves con-
sideration. Commenting on the ques-
tion the Journal declares that neither
Middlesex nor Elgin can afford to dis-]
pense with the serviee given by the
traction line.

The editorial in full follows:

The appeal of the London and Lake
Frie Railway and Transportation Com-
pany for assistance from the several
munieipalities that its line serves should
be given deep consideration. Although
the time would not seem appropriate
for the assuming of financial obliga-
tions that may be avoided, it is a
patent fact that the counties of. Mid-
dlesex and Elgin cannot well afford to
dispense with the accommodation now
provided them by the L. and L, E.,
/etter known as the Traction, This
line has been in operation for a num-
ber of years and for seme time prior
to the electrification of the London
and Port Stanley Railway by its own-
ers, the City of Lendon, did an excel-
lent business. That business has been
seriously injured by the rival line, and
things have come to a siage where the
men in charge of the Traction declare
that they must either receive asdist-
ance or go out of business. Thisg iz 2
serious proposition from the standpoint
of St. Thomas and from the standpeint
of every other municipality served by
the line. A t deal of business im-
portant to thig ecity is handled by .the
Traction every day, and we must think
carefully before deciding to let this
company tear up. its rails and shut
down operation.

A committee has been pointed to
go into the whole matter al d to de-
termine the best way in whieh help
may be given the company. It has
been suggested that the municipali-
ties purchase the road or that they
pay the expenses of its operation.
Tither plan would be expensive, but
we are-faced with the cold proposi-
tion of either putting up some money
or losing the service, In any ease
a vote of the electors in each mu-
nicipality would be necessary before
anvthing could ‘be dene, and the com-
in the meantime, eare-
the - matter and
bring in a report for the people's coa-
sidaration. The Journal is decidedly
opposed to unnecessary and aveidi-
able expenditures in war time, but
we feol that St. Thomas.and Elgin
Cfounty cannot afford to sit back and
allow the ‘Traction " to quit without
making at least some effort to keep
the line going.

MINISTERS WANT
CHAPLAIN NAMED
FOR RETURNED MEN

Alliance Will Campaign For
Appointment.

RESENT REPLY'S TONE

Co-operating with the army and
navy boards of the various church de-
nominations in the city, the Ministerial
Alliance, through its secretary, will
take steps to urge the appointmént of
a chaplain for the returned soldiers
and active military units in. this city.

With 1,500 men in training here in
addition to scores in the military hos-

pitals and the likelihood of hupdreds
more being drafted, it was pointed out
at a meeting today-that there was not
one chaplain to care for the religicus
welfare of the men, A letter from
the military hospitals commission told
the alfiance that that body considered
the appointment of a chaplain for the
returned men impractical, as it alleged
that were a minister of one denomin-
ation appointed all the other denomina-
tions would raise a. strong objection,
necessitating the appointment of a
chaplain from each denomination.

Rev. W, R. Mclntosh and others pro-
tested strongly against this allegation:
‘“It is time for us to assert ourselves
and tell them that such petty differ-
ences do not exist among the people of
this city,” he said.

Neglect Called Outrageous.

Rev, (Capt.) A. Graham, who was
chapjain of the 135th Battalion, asserted
here was not one hospital in Eng-
land of the same size as that here which
had not at least two resident chaplains,
in many cases, three. The lack of at-
tention to religious life of the returned
soldiers here was termed outrageous,
Mr. Gtaham explained that although the
hospital was open t 11 the ministers,
they were not ablé to“establish the same
contact with the men as a chaplain in!
uniform could. The khaki placed them .
oh common ground at once and greatily
fdacilitated the work.

Rev. Byron Snell was appointed sec-
rétary of the alllance, and a number
of new members were introduced.

Rev. Mr. Pescott,y new pastor of the
Dundas Centre Church, gave an inter-
esting address on Japan. “Heathenism
is breaking to pieces there right from
the heart,”” he asserted., ‘‘The temples
are crowded, many of them, but with
the poor, the ignorant and the super-
stitious. Before the rising tide of edu-
cation, heathenism is _being swept

away.”
Wrong Impression.

The idea that Christianity was mak-
ing no progress in Japan, he asserted,
was entirely erroneous. The average
traveler was shown only the sights of
the old regime and seldom tried to come
ih contact with the work being done by
the missionaries. Because of that the
wrong impression was made, Three
‘things were forgotten by people who
held that view, Mr. Prescott said, the
fact that until fifty years ago Japan
was hermetically sealed against Chris-
tianity; that Christians in Japan were
actual church members, enduring, in
many cases, persecution and that the
membership included ‘many Japanese
intellectuals, He quoted a man who
hadbeen thrice prime-minister of the
country as saying: “We've given Con-
fucianism a Buddhaism and these
other religions a long trial ang found
them failures. We can’'t do without
religion, and so there is only one being
that the faith of the intel-
lectual people of Japan, It is your
Christ.”

With the officlal issue of the military
gervice act proclamation Saturday every
male Canadian between -the age of 20
and 34 became a soldier. Every man
eligible under the first draft—20-34 and
unmarried—is liable, irrespective of his
whereabouts or physical condition.
Obviously those who are listed as “‘un-
fit” by the medical boards are to be
exempt, but the exemption does not in-
terfere in-any way with a man’s eligi-
bility for service. ~Even hopeless in-
valids and eligibles who are now seri-
ously ill are as much under the act as
those who can pass the medical board
with a rating of A2. In the case of
men now ill, there is a possibility that
they may  be granted a temporary
exemption, which will have to be ap-
plied for by some relative or friend,
and come up for examination later
when they are in a position to person-
ally report.

Go to Inspector First.

The reports for military service when |

filled in will be forwarded to the post-
office inspector of the division. 3
A man applying: for exemption is re-
quired #o fill in form, marking one of the
reasons for exemption enumerated on

the sheet with an X. He will be handed |

a receipt by the postmaster and in due
time~the exemption appeal will find its
way to the tribunals where evidence will
be taken to substantiate the claims.
Account for Every Form.

Each of the forms, either for service
or for an exemption avpeal, are.serially
numbered, and must be accounted for
by the postmaster in whose hands they
are placed. - Under no consideration with
the forms be allowed to be taken from
the postoffice until completely filled in.

Expects Big Rush.

The staff of Deputy Registrar W. E.
Wismer, who has charge of the entire
Military District No. 1, is working under
great pressure preparatory to the hand-
ling of the applications for exemption
and acceptance of service.

Whole District Covered.

The eleven counties of the military
district come under the jurisdiction of
Mr. Wismer, and all exemption appeals
will go through his hands, as well as the
registration for service.

According to the plans for the opera-
tion of the military service act, all re-
ports from deputy registrars must be
in before the call to the colors will be
Issued. As the tribunal boards do not

start their hearings until' November 10,
it is expected that the work will be well

Officers—All militia officers must
report for service under thelr re-
spective classes or claim exemption
as lald down by ordinary civillans.
. Havi regard to the above,
militia officers who come within the
terms of the proclamation will be
compelled to comply if they do not
claim exemption, and pending fur-
ther instructions as to the capacity
in which the service of such officers
will be utflized when subsequently
called upon, the following informa-
tion may be observed as a guide:
~ (a) Ofticers liable under the act_
who may volunteer to serve in the
ranks will be seconded from their
militia regiments, and their senior-
ity in the active militia preserved.

(b) Those who do not volunteer to
serve as in sub-para. ‘‘a” will be
subject to call and their services
utilized in whatever capacity the
exigencieg of the service may render
necessary, and provision made for
their status as commissioned officers
in sub-para. “a.”

Men
whose classes have not been called, and
in the present instance this means all
classes other than ‘“‘one,” can still volun-
teer for service if they so desire. Just
how many will do so is, of course, prob-

ARMY NOT THE WORST

Disease Not So Prevalent
There as in Civil Life—
Isolation Urged.

Lieut.-Col. W, J. Brown of the head-
quarters -staff, at the luncheon of the
Rotary Club at noon today, declared
emphatically that soldiers were more
it danger from immoralities in Canada
than they were in England. |

“My own experience, and that of a
‘large. number of fellow-officers, lead !
me to say that the soldier is in much |
more danger from disease in Canada |
than he is in England,” said Col. Brown. ‘
“One medical man of large experience
has told me that the danger was twice
as great here as over in England. That
is my opinion, backed up by personal
knowledge of conditions in both coun- |
tries. I know that this has been and
is a debatable question, but I am giv- |
ing my impressions as I got them.”

Less Prevalent in Army, i

Col. Brown also stated that disea.se}
was less prevalent among the soldiers
than among civilians. The army officers !
recognize the conditions, and make
strict laws against it. The men are
examined regularly. Precautions ate
urged upon them, and punishments fol-
low. They are isolated when they have
the disease, and they are cured. Sol-
diers nmust be efficient. The medical
man in the army sees to it that they
are efficient. The same care is not
taken with the civilian.

Urges dsolation,

Lieut.-Col. Brown was glad, he said,
that the leaders of thought in Canada
were taking an interest in this ewil,
and were united in their efforts to stgmp
it out. It constituted a grave merlacs
to Great Britain, and if it was not
checked, the nation would fall to pieces,
as Greece did in the days gone by, There
were many causes, faulty co-educdtion,
bad cooking, unhygienic living, lack of
education on.sex questions, and other
things.

Suspected cases
should be taken over by the medical of-
ficer. To accomplish this, strict laws
would have to be placed on the statute
books.

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CONTROLLER OF FUEL
AIMS TO RESTRICT
RETAILERS’ PROFITS

Proposes Limit of 50¢ Per Ton
—~Consumers Must Store
Little.

OTTAWA, Oct. 14.—Regulations  are
being framed by C. A Magrath, fuel
controller, for the fixing of profits on
the sale of coal by brokers, wholesalers
and retailers throughout Canada. It is
understood that retail profits will be
limited to 50 cents a ton, and whole-
sale dealers’ and brokers’ profits will
be on a still lower scale. It is also
likely that provision will be made to
restrict undue accumulation of coal in
the hands of consumers.

Complete machinery will be provided
for the prosecution of any infractions

of the regultions, wnich are said to be
very drastic in their scope.

The fuel controller in his new regula-
tions is-following tlosely the precedent
established in fixing the price of coal
in Great Britain, which deals with re-
strictions of profits of middlemen
rather than cost of production. At any
rate, this policy is forced upon the fuel
controller by the fact that the largest
part of the coal consumed in Canada is
mined in the United States and beyond
his control.

The lifting of the embargo applies to
three - Maritime - Provinces, ntario,
Quebec and British Columbia. In the
three prairie provinces the prohibition
was withdrawn some time ago. The
announcement adds that the embargo
has been effective in stimulating the
consumption of fresh vegetables and

in increasing the supply of canned vege-

tables available for the coming season.

The buying price ad-
vanced until it reached 37 cents a pound, when|
the selling price became 50 cents, a profit of 13
cents a pound, or 35 per cent. ey

Further on in the evidence, it is stated that
bacon which cost the retailer 26 cents four years
ago, and which he sold at 28 cents, now costs him
45 cents, and is sold by him for 52 cents. If 7
per cent were sufficient profit four years ago,
why is it necessary to have 15%% per cent now!
And why does the Toronto grocer claim it ought
to be sold at 60 cents, or 33 1-3 per cent profit?

There seem to be. some peculiarities which
ought to be explained.

WHERE IS THE TROUBLE?

ERE AND THERE in Canada, plants which
H have been manufacturing munitions of

war have had to close down recently while

others have reduced their hours of work consid-
erably. Shortage of orders was given as the
reason, and it was supposed that Britain was now
able to make rearly all she required in her own
factories, and by doing so save the cost of trans-
portation as well as conserve the space on board
ships for food carrying.

But was this the reason? Or was it that the
farseeing, wonderfully-gifted finance minister of
the Dominion hay failed to arrange credits in'this
country which ould finance the orders when
given?

The Yorkshire Post says:

‘‘Hitherto Canada has done well in providing
credits for our purchases in the Dominion, but. the
increasing demands are proving a source of em-
barrassment to the minister of finance, hence the
visit of Lord Reading ‘to Ottawa, Canada, unfor-
tunately, has built up no reserve during the past
three. years of large war profits, and if she is to
compete with the United States in getting a full
share of further orders she must be prepared to
finance them.” ¥

need of munitions from Canada, but rather as!
if Cankda had not been thrifty, and had failed
to make arrangements for filling new orders.

Rowland’s Comeback Has Neever Been Equalled in Series’ ‘
History—Chicago Wild With Joy—Play in New
York Today—Fast Game Expected.

CHICAGO, Oct. 13.—In-a game that
thrilled and enthralled some 27,000 spec-
tators Saturday afternoon, the Chicago
Americans scrambled into the world's

series lead again by defeating the New
York Nationals 8 to 5, and swinging
to the fore, three games to two. It was
a contest that ran the gamut of base-
ball from sensational and brilliant to
mediocre, but never during the two
hours and thirty-seven minutes did it
lose its intensity of interest, and at
the conclusion the fans were almost as
exhausted as the players.

The adherents of the White Sox roar-
ed and cheered without a moment’s in-
termission, while the players, once the
Chicago team went into the lead, be-
came frantic with joy, and performed
antics in front of their dugout that
would have made a college cheer leader
despalr.

While the enthusiasm and thrills en-
veloped the contest with the glamor that
had been completely issing in the
games, the fifth meeting of
the White Sox and Giants will not go
down in world series history as a dia-
mond battle of either outstanding skill
or baseball perfection. It abounded with
errors both of omission and commission,
and was marred by misplays which
would have brought censure on school-
boy, competitors.

All this was forgotten, however, when
the American League team wrested the
lead from its rival team, and gained a
position nearly as commanding as the
two stratght victories at the opening of
the series had given it. The two clubs
left soon after the game for the Polo
Grounds at New York, where the sixth
game will be played on Monday, and
the seventh, if necessary, on Tuesday,
the Giants having won the toss and-the
privilege of naming the place of the
deciding contest, should each team win
three games.

While the players of both teams have
ceased to participate in the financial
proceers of the contest, the. rivalry is
none the less keen, for there is more
than a thousand dollars” difference be-
tween the
fall to the winners and the losers. In
many respects today’s game developed

features which have been foreign to pre-!

vious diamond battles of the present
series. Twenty-five players appeared in
the line-up of the American League and
the National League pennant-winners.
After having gone 24 innings without
scoring a run against the Giants, the
Sox turned and piled up eight tallies,
while the Giants collected five.

In making these thirteen runs the
batters piled up an aggregate of 26 hits
and 9 fielding errors. Seventy-seven
batters faced six pitchers, and while
there were unlimited thrills and tense

situations, there was no one player
who could claim the spotlight of hero-
ism in this .melange of hits, errors,

fielding flashes and sprints from base
to base.

A perfect autumn day greeted the
players as they stepped on the dia-
mond for the  opening plays. It was
clear and just a trifle cool, but the
fans did not appear to notice the tinge
in the atmosphere. Here and there
were vacant places in both stands and
bleachers, and there were no crowds
upon the buildings overlooking the park.
Little time was lost by the two teams
in getting into action, and the Giants,
first to ‘bat, rolled up two 'runs before
the Sox could check their rush.

CROPS OF GERMANY
40 PER CENT LOWER
THAN NORMAL YEARS

Food Situation Depends Main-
ly on Potatoes, Which
May Be Shy.

LONDON, Oect. 14.—The Press As-
sociation from a reliable source pub-~
lishes an economic review of the con-
dition of the central powers, in the
course of which it says that as a result
of a special mvestigation ordered by
the chancellor of the 1917 harvest, it is
estimated that the yield will be 40 per
cent lower than in normal years for
wheat ‘and 45 per cent lower for rye,
oats and barley. The  total harvest
of wheat and rye amounts to 7,500,000
tons, compared to 13,000,000 tons in
1913, The shortage will be pactially
;(;lmpensated from the Rumanian ran-

es,

The reviewer considers that the food
situation in Germany during the coming
winter will depend mainly on the re-
sults of the potato harvest. At present
potatoes are being delivered with fair
regularity, but should frost, lack of
labor or other réason cause a shortage
in potatoes, it may well spell disaster.

The situation in Awustria-Hungary, it
is declared, is worse than in Germany.

large naval forces. Simultaneously
with the landing on Oesel Island some
enemy ships engaged our shore batteries
on Dago Island. According to the in- °
formation to hand four enemy torpedo-
boats were sunk by the fire of this bat-
tery and one enemy cruiser which was
firing at this battery ran aground,

“Our battery was. completely de-
stroyed by the overwhelming gunfire
from the enemy ships. This enabled
the enemy to land a small detachment
on Dago Island, which, however, was
unable to maintain its position and the
troops promptly returned to their ships.

Russian Fleet Unharmed,

“Since yesterday morning our ships
have successfully resisted the enemy
efforts in the waters around Oesel and
Dago islands. Our vessels suffered no
appreciable damage. The enemy con-
tinues the usual mine-sweeping along
the shores of Irban strait. A4

“During numerous aerial reconnais-
sances and engagements in the region
of Oesel Island one of our aviators
brought down an enemy airplane.

The minister of marine, in a sup-
plementary communication issued this
evening, says:

“The Ruesian losses in the two days'
bombardment of the islands of Oesgl
and Dago were trifling. Our crews gaVe
proof of their courage, imitiativé and
self-denial.”

Transport 1s Damaged.

“In the Baltie, In the region of the
Gulf of Riga, the enemy made several
air raids. On Wednesday night enemy
aircraft dropped 23 bombs in the region
of Cerel on our transports. One trans-
port steamer was slightly damaged.
Our airmen by a daring attack dis-
persed the enemy machines and drove
two of them into the sea. g/

“The enemy is working stubbornly to
clear the emtrance to the Gulf of Riga
near the Courland coast. On Friday,
under cover of maval  forces several
times superior to our -defending de-
tachments, the enemy landed detach-
men on the coast of the Gulf of
Tagalaly, on the Isiand of Oesel.

Warghips Silence Batteries.

“Another detachment was landed near
the village of Serro, on the southern
part of the Island of Dago. The co%
batterjes were silenced by the powe
ful fire of the enemy dreadnoughts. The
enemy activities have been rendered
difficuit, heywever, by moles which we
constructed and owing to bad visibility.

‘““The garrison of Oesel is engaged in
fighting the enemy forces which have
been landed and all measures have been
taken against these invaders.

“In the Black Sea on Friday tn
enemy submarine bombarded 'the port
of uapse and discharged twenty
shells. Our coast batteries opened fire,
supported by rifle 'fire, and the sub-
marine submerged and quickly disap-~
peared.”

The magistrate re-
plied that the constable responsible for
the summons still stoutly maintained his
original story, and had three witnesses
to present, who were prepared to swear
to hig statement. Further, the owners
of the car were ordered to present them-
selves in person.

The only th to do was to engage a
lawyer, and J. McEvoy was asked to
take up the case. He wrote to the
crown attorney of St. Catharines, tell-
h;g the whole story from the London
side.

The reply from S8t. Catharines was
that the only thing that could be done
was for the young Londorers to . clear
themselves by appeaning in court with
witnesses to refute the chargss.

Last week, the day the cise was to
come up in court in Beamsville, a party
of nine left the city at 9 o’clock in the
morning, J. Thompson and A. 8.
Thompson, their lawyer, J. M. McEvoy,
and six witnesses, Dr. Ainley Thompson,
F. D. Sharman and C. F. Radford of the
rallway mail service; Medville Platt and
Harold Anundson, medical students, and
Mrs. W. S. Thompson, sister-in-law, in
front of whose house the car stood at
4:20 o’clock on Sunday, September 23.

When the case came up before the

magistrate in Beamsville, according to a
member of the London party, there
“wasn’t a leg for the accusers to stand
on.” :
_The constable thought the car was a
five-passenger one. He wasn’'t sure
whether the license number was a 1916
or 1917 one. One witness didn't know
even whether there was anybody in the
car or not, and whether it wag moving
at all or not. The car owned by the
Tthompson boys happens to be a road-
ster.

The magistrate immediately took the
view there was nothing in the case and
dismissed it without further ado by ask-
ing what the expenses would be.

Now, while the witnesses* were al-
lowed railroad fare and 75 cenis a day
each, this by no means covered the ex-
penses of meals, etc., not to mention
jost time and the lawyer’s fee and rail-
road expenses. While the Thompsons
have cleared themselves from the charge
of speeding on the date named or at any
time in Beamsville, they are out of
pocket between $30 and $40 fer abso-
lutely nothing but a case of mlst&(en
identity.

A. 8. Thompson of the postoffice staff,
commenting upon this today, said: ‘“‘So
far as money is concerned, we would
have been ahead if we had simply paid
the fine and let it go. But, of course, we
couldn’t do that.”

If the evening he spoke of ‘“The

mitted all judgment unto the Son.’

‘““Men knew they were loved, yet they
also knew they were judged, when in
his presence. His words, acts and looks
judged men and condemned them:. \In
our own lives today acts are judging
us. How anyone can give way to self-
indulgence, self-gratification, in these
days of testing when our boys are giv-
ing so ‘much is unthinkable, yet we do
know there are many who 'have given
scarcely a thought or a moment of
labor to any service beyond themselves,
selfishly pursuing self-pleasure, grati-
fying self in all lines, To spend a mo-
ment selfishly in these days should
make us ashamed. But above words,
deeds arid looks, we have a higher
agent—that of character,

of teen age girls and leaders who filled
the building to its capaeity. -

In the course of Her address Miss
Saunders urged the girls to be of the
class who swim _against \the stream,
who soar upwards, against the wind,
and not of the class typified by dead
autumn leaves, who drift with the
wind and are dragged to earth by
gravitation.

In this connection she discussed a
number of ,problems which beset girls,
which prevent them from presenting
themselves ‘‘a_living sacrifice, ~accept-
able unto God,” also problems which
are met, evén in endeavoring to lead
and develop the ‘‘four-fold life.”

Life in Japan.

“When I was in Japan on one 1st
of July,” she said, “I saw floating over
the houses, not the flags we would ex-
pect to see here, but fishes printed on
cotton in the form of bags, with the
opening formed by the fish’s mouth.
The wind filling this bag caused the
fish to float out upwards. many
fishes were hung over each house as
there were boys In the family, to in-
dicate that the-desire for the boys was
that they might be  strong, the kind
that fly against the wind and swim
against the stream, instead of allowing
themselves to sink and drift.”” Apply-
ing _this, Miss Saunders declared it to
be the ideal raised for the Canadian
girlhood in the Canadian girls in train-
ing program, that they may be strong
and insist upon overcoming instead of
being overcome by temptations and the
difficulties met in life.

Fall in Decision.

‘““There are two things we can do,”
she said, ‘“please ourselves or please
God, go up or fall like dead things.
Many girls fail to make, a decision be-
cause they haven't realized their
worthwhileness to God, haven't realized
that they are of definite value to Him.
They haven’t realized that though they
are misunderstood, even by the people
in their own homes, God always under-
stands.

“Sometimes they cannot make up
their minds to take the upward path
because of some sin in their lives that
they will have to put away. They
haven't realized how Jesus is kneeling
beside them ready to do battle in their
hearts with them against sin, haven’t
realizged what is meant by his cleansing
power.

“Many girls fail to make the decision
because they haven’t realized what they
mean to others, how their influence is
affecting others for good or evil.,”

Glad to Come.

In ‘conclusion Miss Saunders ex-
pressed the pleasure it had given her
to listen to the earnest addresses of a
number of the London girls, both at

the banquet of Saturday evening and
in reports presented in the conference.
It had made her glad to find a number
had made the decision and were taking
the upward road, allying themselves
with those who swim against the
stream and fly against the wind. ‘“What
a wonderful thing it would be for
London,” she said, “if we could know
all the girls were on this side.”

Miss McCallum, secretary of girls'
work of the Ontario Sunday School As-
sociation, presided, and a fifteen min-
utes song service, led by Parnell Mor-
ris, preceded the meeting. A feature
of the afternoon much appreciated was
a solo by Miss Myrtle Robinson.

Lights Were Out.

Saturday evening some hundreds of
teen-age girls of London won the ad-
miration of prominent women visitors
representing the national advisory com-

mittee on girls’ work, for their self-
control, presence of tmind, good be-
haviour and orderliness under circum-
stances which would have excused
some confusion. At the session in the
auditorium following the banuet, the
speaker of the evening, Mrs. D. L. Mc-
Crae, had just nicely started on her
address when' the lights went out and
the hall was in total darkness, Mrs.
McCrae also showed great presence of
mind in continuing her address and got
an excellent hearing. When she fin-
ished Miss Newbury called to the audi-
ence to remain seated, announcing that
the girls in the gallery were to wait
before making a move till the janitor
went up with his searchlight to bring
them down. “If you don’'t do this, you
will break your. necks,” she warned.
Those seated on the lower floor were
then asked to sing a familiar: hymn,
while those in the gallery were getting
safely down. Just as the hall was al-
most emptied, without a single mis-
hap, the hydro suddenly flashed, on.

Many Opportunities.

Addressing herself first to the girls,
Mrs. McCrae spoke of the girls of the
Bible, and particularly Miriam, who had
such an important part in shaping the
career of her brother Moses, destined
to lead Israel out of captivity. Dwell-
ing upon the 'bigness of the opportuni-
ties and responsibilities mhich lie be-
fore the girls of today, she urged upon
them the importance of training and
equipping themselves for service. ‘“‘Just
as the woman moulds the character of
the home, so it is the womanhoegd
shapes the character of the nation,”
she declared.

Her final words were to,the leaders
of girls, Sunday school teachers and
others, whom she urged to study the
girls as individuals, to get closely in
touch with them, and to get the girl's
point of view.

classes already organized to carry out
the four-fold program were an inter-
esting feature of this session. Among
those reporting were the Marian Keith
Club of St. - Andrew’s Presbyterian
Church; the Excelsior, a business girls’
club; the makers and Sir Galahad
Clubs of the First Presbyterian Church;

Clearly and éntertainingly the recent-
ly-completed  four-fold development
program for girls, known as ‘“The Can-
adian Girls in Training’” p 'am, wWas
presented, ag a whole, and in its dif-
ferent phases. The conference was
fortunate in having speakers of excep-
tional ability, each thoroughly conver-
sant with her subject and able to catch
the attention and hold the interest of
young people, at the same time deeply
impressing /them, and giving them
something tangible to carry away.

A point worthy of note was the fre-
quent reference made to the recent ex-
tension of the franchise to women, the
new responsibilities of citizenship in-
volved, and the importance of 'teen age
girls developing themselves physically
to meet larger responsibilities, In this
connection they were urged to prepare
themselves to vote intelligently, take
part in public affairs and help shape
the destiny of the country by informe-
ing themselves in regard to public
events, acquainting 'themselves with
history and literature, learning to judge
wisely and righteously, and dlso to
prepare themselves to speak in public,
which will be one of their new obliga~
tions.

Speaking on ‘“The Challenge,” the
first speaker of the afternoon, Mrs.
Franklin Johnson, of Toronto, paved
the way for the addresses to follow.

Challenge to Girls.

“The challenge comes to you girls
of Canada as never before,’”” she said,
“the challenge to lead the four-square
higher life. The girls are the hope of
the world today. They are called upon
to fill places of men that would have
been undreamed of in former years. To
meet the demands made upon her and
to meet the challenge, the girl requires
to have each side of her life developed,
physical, intellectual, religious and ser-
vicé to be an ‘all-round’ woman.

“Dangers beset girls, How shall these
be overcome? By study and physical ex-
ercises alone? By going to Sunday
school? There must be something in-
side to give warning and to make vic-
tory sure, the indwelling of the
Saviour.”

Mrs. Johnson urged'that it is not suf-
ficlent for a girl to be eguipped to pro-
tect herself.” She must render service
to others. The wireless operator was
used as an illustration, the operator
whe sits by his key, not only to detect
danger for his own ship, but to catch
distress gignals from others. But the
operator must keep his ear alert. “I'm
afraid,” she 'said, ‘‘we sometimes turn
deaf ears to warnings from within and
to signals of distress from others.”

Need of Training,

Emphasis was laid on the need of
training, and long and thorough train-
ing. ‘“The soldier,” the speaker re-
minded, “is not ready to.go into the
trenches to fight the enemy and do
his part without long and strenuous
training, so the girl who will be the
glorious woman of the future, filling the
place in which she is called, must be
prepared by training.” ;

“Qo to it, Canadian girls in training.
Be ready for what lies before you,” she
concluded.

Following this the four-fold standard
for girls, set in the Canadian girls in
training: program, was _described; a
blackboard giving this in detail.

Physical Side.

Miss Mona Fitzgerald, recently ap-
pointed physical director of the London
Young Women's Christian Association,
took up the physical side of the train-
ing program, dwelling upon the close
relationship existing between physical
and mental well being, impressing the
importance of proper muscular develop-
ment and establishing of good health,
habits and urging reverence for the gift
of life. She reminded that while sick-
ness and sorrow come through misuse
of the body and of life, the injunction
has been given to ‘glorify God in the
body,” which is the temple of God.

The physical standard of the course
includes health, education, first aid and
home nursing,. physical culture, sports,
in team and group games, 1
gports, water sports and outdoor life.

Miss Georgia M. Newbury made very
attractive the ‘‘Intellectual” standard,

‘jdea of ftraining for something,
or just for the
fun of it,”” as she expressed it, :

Have an ldeal.

“First get the idea into your bhead
that you are training for something,"”
she said, adding: “This standard we
are presenting makes the mind bigger,
makes the mind able to grasp bigger
things and to accomplish bigger things.”
Drawing attention to the details of the
intellectual standard, she commented
upon each of the features, school and
vocational, home craft, home reading,
knowledge of current events, public
speaking, nature study, music, art, edu-
cational lectures and trips and hobbies,

Miss Una Saunders of the national
advisory board, the next speaker, made
plain that it is not intended to cover
the whole program in omne year, The
idea. kept in mind in preparing it was
to include the things the girl will want
some time during her life. A girl may
be well developed physically, keen and
alert mentally, but lacking self-control
and influence. She requires the re-
ligious or spiritual side, or her develop-
ment is lopsided, incomplete. More than
this, without the inner or spiritual life,
she is not living at all.

Not Emotion,

Pointing out that religion is not just
emotjon,  that it is necessary to have
the facts that underly spiritual feel-
ings, Miss Saunders turned attention
to the religious standard of the pro-
gram to supply the basie facts. 'This
standard or objective gives a place to
daily prayer, Bible study, public wor-
ship, group Bible study, personal dedi-
cation, self-discipline, systematic giv-
ing, mission study, recognition of God
in nature, music, art and :

Miss B. McCamus, speaking on the
service side of the program, expressed
the view that the placing of “Service”
fourth was especially fitting, with the
idea that one requires to be strong,
wise and good to be able to serve.

Many Fine Chances.

Bringing t: stan of _service
close to the life of each girl, Miss Mc-
Camus touched upon the opportunities
for seryice in home, school, in relation-
ship with chums, in the community and
through life. . With regard to se e in
the home, her statement, “Being friends
with one’s own folks is the test
test of Christian character,” e ed ap-
preciative laughter.

WAR TAX GREATER THAN|
SHAREHOLDERS' DIVIDEND |

The sixteenth annual report of the
Ogilvie Flour Mills Company, Limited,
for its fiscal year, ended August 31,
1917, presented at the shareholders’
meeting held in Montreal Thursday, the
11th inst., is a remarkable evidence of
the continued growth and prosperity of
the premier milling company of the
British Empire.

In their addresses to the shareholders,

the president, Mr, C. R. Hosmer, and
vice-president and managing director,
