GERMANY PREPARED
Washington, Jan. 22.—President Wilson, in a 

personal address to the Senate today, laid down the 
question of whether the U. S shall depart from its 
traditional policy of isolation and no entangling alli- 
ances, and take part in a world league to preserve 
peace after the war.

Shattering precedent of more than a century, the 
president, regarding the Senate with its treaty-mak 
ing power as his counsellor in foreign affairs, explain 
ed why he believed the time had come for the world 
to know America’s position, and discussed the under 
lying causes on which he believes a permanent peace 
of the world can be maintained.

While President Wilson was speaking directly t 
the senators, after the manner of Washington, Madi 
son and Adams, his address was in the hands of all 
foreign governments or on its way to them. No such 
history-making event with such far-reaching possibil 
ities to the United States probably ever has been seen 
in the Senate chamber.

In the background of the fundamental proposi 
tion of whether the U. S. should alter the foreign pol 
icy, laid down by Washington and carried out by a 
long line of presidents, was the possibility that out of 
some such league of nations might come a way to end 
the present war.

T HE German claim ever since 1914 
JL * has been that the aggressive 

policies of the Entente directed by 
Lord Grey forced the central powers 
into war. It is pointed out by German 
propagandiste that Great Britain 
divided up weak and distracted Persia 
with Russia, leaving Germany out in 
the cold by a secret treaty. France’s 
aggressive policy in Morocco was also 
supported by Great Britain, in ex­
change for a free hand in Egypt. Thus 
it Is argued that Lord Grey was gradu­
ally cementing a virtual alliance which 
excluded Germany, pursued colonial and 
commercial aggrandizement and tend­
ed to hem or ring the Teutons in.

The answer to this sort of reason­
ing is that the British Government 
made the greatest efforts to bring Ger­
many into the Entente, especially be­
tween 1911 and 1914, The Bagdad 
railway question was satisfactorily 
settled, in part at least, and Grey co- 
operated in the arrangement of the 
Balkan Peninsula, the British fleet 
taking part in the coercion of Montene­
gro: while Russia on her part settled 
up all her Asiatic difficulties with Ger­
many in the Potsdam agreement.

"The present war must first be end- 

ed, but we owe it to candor and to a 
just regard for the opinion of mankind 
to say that so far as our participation 
in guarantees of future peace is con- 
cerned, it makes a great deal of dif­
ference in what way and upon what 
terms it is ended. The treaties and 
agreements which bring it to an end 
must embody terms which will create 
a peace that is worth guaranteeing and 
preserving, a peace that will win the 
approval of mankind, not merely . a 
peace that will serve the several in­
terests and immediate aims of the na- 
tions engaged. We shall have no voice 
in determining what those terms shall 
be but we shall, I fee! sure. have a 
voice in determining whether they snail 
be made lasting or not by the guaran­
tees of a universal covenant and our 
judgment upon what is fundamental 
and essential as a condition precedent 
to permanency should be spoken now, 
not afterwards, when it may be too 
late.

"The elements of that peace must be 
elements that engage the confidence 
and satisfy the principles of the Ameri­
can governments, elements consistent 
with their political faith and the prac­
tical convictions which the peoples of 
America have once for all embraced 
and undertaken to defend.

“I do not mean to say that any 
American government would throw any 
obstacle in the way of any terms of 
peace the governments now at war 
might agree upon to seek to upset them 
when made, whatever they might be. I 
only take it for granted that mere 
terms of peace between the belligerents 
will not satisfy even the belligerents 
themselves. Mere agreements may not 
make peace secure.

Must Create Force.
It will be absolutely necessary that a 

force be created as a guarantee of the 
permanency of the settlement so much 
greater than the force of any nation 
now engaged or any alliance hitherto 
formed or projected, that no nation, no 
probable combination of nations, could 
face or withstand it. If the peace pres­
ently to he made is to endure it must 
be a peace made secure by the organ­
ized major force of mankind.

"The terms of the immediate peace 
agreed upon will determine whether it 
is a peace for which such a guarantee 
can be secured.
