Ottawa, July 2.—By next Monday, if
not sooner, Canada will likely know
what manner of man she has for the
hea” of her directorate. By that time
it is expected Sir Robert Bordem, re-
tiring first minister, will have received
the secret ballots of his former follow-
ers in Commons and ‘senate and will
have picked the winner,

According to Sir Robert’s own view
of the situation, the old policy of drift
is to cease and the newly- ormed Na-
tional Liberal-Conservalive party is to
get down to business with a new head
a8 soon as possible.

Sir Robert Borden will retain his seat
as a private member of Kings, Nova
Scotia, but he desires to be rid of the
worries and responsibilities of office at
the earliest possible date. Next week
he will be the humble follower c¢f a
vounger man than himselt. The situa-
tion is unique in Canadiaa polities. It
is not anticipated, however, that Sir
Robert will long remain in that capacity.
He will certainly never run again for a
seat in the Commons, and in his pres-
ent frame of mind he is not desirous of
teing appointed to any position in the
gift of the crown,

Ministers Worried.

Government memberg for the most
part are hanging around Ottawa. On
each and every one of them has been
placed the responsibility of transferring
the mantle of office, and they are all
a bit worried over the responsibility.
Both elements of the party have got to-
gether under the new conjunctive name,
and the new-old policy and have de-
termined to carry on. So leadership is
important. Liberal Unionists are anxi-
ous that the conjunction be maintained,
and don’'t want a man who will change
the conjunction to a hyphen or who will
permit the word Liberal to drop into
disuse as hag been the case in regard to
the Liberal-Conservative party.

Thomas White, a former Liberal is the
favorite today.

unnaturally to prolong the life of the
present parliament will be sure to meet
the public condemnation and swift re-
tribution.”

AN AMERICAN VIEW.

New York, July 2—(By Canadian
Press).—'In the retirement of Sir
Robert Borden from the premiership of
Canada there passes a statesman whose
life has been marked by the effective-
ness with which he maintained the po-
litical equality of ‘Canada and the other
dominions with the mother country,”
says the New York Times today. The
newspaper accentuates his friendship
for the U. S., ‘despite his opposition
to the passage of a trade reciprocity
treaty between Canada and the TUnited
States in 1911.”

The Times recalls that in the early
70's the ‘‘grey-eyed Nova Scotian' left
his home in Grand Pre to become an in-
structor in the Glenwood Institute at
Matawan, N. J.,, and says that his
friendship for the United States really
began in those early days.

HELD RESPONSIBLE

Military Governor of Hunan
Has Been Deprived of

Peking, July 2.—By Associated Press.
—Gen. Chang Ching Yao, military gov-
ernor of Hunan, whose failure to com-
bat troops of the Southern Chinese Re-
public caused the loss of Chang-Sha
and Yo-Chow, it is alleged, has been
deprived of his military rank, shorn
of his honors, and ordered to this city
to answer for his conduct of the cam-
paign in Hunan. The United States
legation here insists that he be held
responsible for the murder of Rev, W.

County, Pa., who was killed early in
June, when Yo-Chow was abandoned
by northern troops.

Says Prices Will
Tumble But Wages
Will Remain Same

Tom Moore Alleges Persistent
Profiteering in Neces-
sities.

Ottawa, July 2.—Quoting statistics to
prove that there had be=n fersistent
profiteering in food, clothing and other
necessities, Mr. Tom Moore, president
of the Trades and Labor Congress of
Canada, speaking at the opening of tne
convention’ of the Quebec Provinecial
Council of Carpenters in Hull City Hall
today, declared that prices will tumble
and must tumble, but that present
wages to workers shouid remain rthe
same. In support of his contention, Mr.
Moore declared that th: actual increase
in the cost of making a pair of !lcas
over 1914 was 13 cents, while the re-
tailers were asking $10 t{o 812 for bcots
that sold in 1914 for $5. The price of
bread, he declared, had advanced 7 and
8 cents a loaf over the 1914 cost, while
the actual cost of lalbr producing
bread had only increased five-eighths of
a cent.

He quoted the prices of other neces-
sities to the same effect.

“Even when prices take the big tum-
ble that is sure to come, the manufac-
turers can afford to pay the present
wages and still make handsome profits,”
said Mr. Moore.

PROHIBITION ENFORGEMENT
AND THE IAIH QUESTION

ARE PUZZLING DEMOGRATS

Two Big Problems Are Left
For Final Settlement to the
Convention — Favors the
League of Nations and
Woman Suffrage.

San Francisco, July 2.—Framed after
days and nights of struggle with clash-
ing interests and opinions, the resolu-
tions committee draft of the Democratic
platform, leaves two questions for final
settlement on the floor of the conven-
tion hall.

These are prohibition enforcement,
upon which no agreement could be
reached by the committee, and
Irish question. The plank adopted by
the committee on this subject was not
considered strong enough by the Sinn
Fein faction who have served notice
that they will seek to have the plank
rewritten to include a flat declaration
for diplomatic recognition of the Irish
Republic. The preamble sends greet-
ings from the Democratic party to
President Wilson, and ‘‘hails with pa-
triotic pride the great achievements for
country and the world wrought by a
Democratic administration under his
leadership.”

The Four Planks.

Following is the text of four planks
which are of particular interest to
Canadians, those dealing with the
league of nations, Ireland, inland water-
ways and the tariff:

“League of Nations—The Democratic
party favors the league of nations as
the surest, if not the only practicable
means of maintaining the permanent
peace of the world, and terminating the
insufferable burden of great military
and naval establishments. It was for
this that America® broke away from
traditional isolation and spent her blood
and treasure to crush a colossal scheme
of conquest. It was upon this basis
that the president of the United States,
in pre-arrangement with our allies,
consented to a suspension of hostilities
against the imperial German govern-
ment; the armistice was granted and a
treaty of peace negotiated upon the de-
finite assurance to Germany, as well as
to the powers pitted against Germany,
that a general association of nations
must be formed, under specific coven-
ants, for the purpose of affording mu-
tual guarantees of political in‘iepend-
ence and territorial integrity to great
and small states alike.

Commend President.

‘“We commend the president for his
courage and his high conception of good
faith in steadfastly standing for the
covenant agreed to by all the associated
and allied nattion at war with Germany,
and we condemn the Republican senate
for its refusal to ratify the treaty,
merely because it was the product of
Democratic statesmanship, thus inter-
posing par.isan envy and personal
hatred in the way of the peace and
prosperily of the world.

‘““By every accepted standard of po- |

litical morality the president is justified
in asserting that the honor of the coun-
try is involved in this business, and we
point to the accusing fact that before
it was determined to initiate political
antagonism to the treaty, the new Re-
publican chairman of the senate foreign
relations committee, himself publicly
proclaimed that any proposition for a
separate peace with Germany, such as
he and his party assoclates thereafter
reported to the senate would make us
‘guilty of the blackest crime.’
The Peace Treaty.

“We indorse the president’s view of
our international obligations and his
firm stand against reservations designed
to cut to pieces the vital provisions of
the Versailles treaty, and we commend
the Democrats in Congress for voting
against resolutions for separate peace
which would disgrace the nation. We
advocate the immediate ratification of
the treaty without reservations which
would impair its essential integrity; but
do not oppose the acceptance of any
reservations making clearer or more
specific the obligations of the United
States to the League of Nations,

“Only by doing this may we retrieve

tthe reputation of this nation among the

powers of the earth and recover the
moral leadership which President Wilson
won and which Republican politiclans at
Washington sacrificed. Only by doing
this may we hope to aid effectively in
the restoration of order throughout the
world and to take the place which we
should assume In the front rank of spir-
itual, commercial and industrial ad-
vancement.
The Irish Question.

‘“Ireland—The great principle of na-
tional self-determination has received
constant reiteration as one of the chief
objectives for which this country en-
tered the war, and victory established
this principle.

“Within the limitations of interna-
tional comity and usage this convention
repeats the several previous expressions
of the sympathy of the Democratic party
of the United States for the aspirations
of Ireland for self-government,

“The Tariff—We reaffirm the tradi-
tional policy of the Democratic party in
favor of a tariff for revenue only and to
confirm the policy of basing tariff revi-
sions upon the intelligent research of a
convention non-partisan committee
rather than on the selfish interest tem-
porarily held in abeyance.

“Inland Waterways—We pledge our-
selves to the further development of
adequate transportation facilities on our
rivers and to the further improvement
of our inland waterways, and we recog-
nize the importance of connecting up
the great lakes with the sea by way of
the Mississippi River and its tributaries
as well as by the St. Lawrence River.”

Other Features.

Following is a summary of the prin-
cipal features of the other important
planks of the platform:

Mexico—Favor recognition of the new
Mexican Government when it has proven
its ability to maintain order, signifled
its willingness to meet international ob-
ligations and given foreigners in Mex-
ico ‘‘rights as well as duties.”

Armenia—Declares the United States
Government should lend ‘‘every possible
and proper’ aid to the Armenians’ ef-
forts to set up a Government of their
own, but is silent on the question of the
acceptance by the United States of a
mandate over that country.

Woman Suffrage—Gives unqualified
indorsation to the suffrage amendment
and expresses hope that it may be rati-
fled in time to permit women to vote in
the coming election.

War. Veterans—Pledges enactment eof
‘soldier settlements and home aid legis-
lation,” but makes no reference to the
question of a cash bonus.

Agalinst Farmers’ iInterests.

The drain of capital and of people to
the towns has not, declared Mr. Drury,
been in the interest of the farm people.
To keep the people on the farms the
rural schools must be efficient. Return-
ing revenue to the rural schools helped
to swell the estimates.

“Legisglation,’”” he said, “with a major-
ity of only one or two after stealing

The
province would have a chance not later
than this fall to say what they wanted
in this respect, and the Government
would carry out strictly the wishes of
the people.

GERMANY WANTS A LARGER ARMY,
[Montreal Star.]

Whatever our views may be on the wisdom and
mercy of certain provisions of the Treaty of Ver-
sailles as they affect Germany, there will be general
approval of the allied refusal to allow Germany to
double the number of the troops allowed her by a
clause in the treaty.

A Yyear ago there was much better ground for
the German request. No one then could be sure
that Germany was not to be swept from end to end
by the same flames that are scouring Russia.
Bolshevistic infection spreads rapidly, and it was
almost as much in the interests of France and the
other Allies to keep it from spreading into Germany
as it was in the interest of Germany herself. But
the iron methods of Noske quelled Spartacism to
the rattle of machine guns and the crash of bursting
shells. Germany is by no means settled, and will
not be for a long time to come, but it is not at all
clear that she faces any internal danger which
cannot be met with the military strength allotted
to her by the Treaty of Versailles.. Polish aggres-
sion is the outstanding danger spot in Central
Europe today, and the Poles have so far been wise
enough to confine their attention to their eastern
frontiers, where the prostration of Russia seems to
offer easy pickings.

If Germany has no ambitions to use her army
for aggressive purposes, it is not easy to see why
she keeps on Insisting on permission to increase
it. With an indemnity fixed on the sliding scale—
sliding upward—and established on the principle of
*all the trafflc will bear”—she can have no money
to spend on the upkeep of an extensive military
establishment. Indeed, there are plenty of writers
who have pointed out that whereas Germany will
have to put aside only about $50,000,000 per year
for military expenses, Great Britain has earmarked
about a billion and a half for the same purpose.

Certainly the odds in this regard are in Ger-
many's favor. It is difficult to see why she should
want to change them.

In its summary of the iron, steel,
metal and machinery markets for July ;
1, Canadian Machinery and Manufac- :
turing News, Toronto, makes the fol-
lowing comment:

There has been a quiet period during
the week in machine tool circles, and |
the same is true of several Kkindred
lines. There is nothing unusual about a |
dull period at this season, and a re-!
vival of machine tool buying is looked
for as soon as there is something more
definite in regard to the securing of |
material.

There is little, if any, improvement in
the manner in which shipments are
coming across the line. Some ware-]
houses have been fortunate in getting
shipments through, but in one case a:
car had been on the road for twelve |
weeks from the Pittsburg district. Can_ |
adian firms in increasing numbers are}
sending their own men across the line,
in an attempt to get cars moving in.
their direction, and some of them are !
meeting with pretty fair success in this |
work.

It was thought that there might be
some revision in the prices of small
tools, particularly drills, but Canadian
makers find that they are paying a price |
for their high speed steel thit keeps
them from coming to lower levels. The ;
idea of a cut would be to keep on a:
level with prices that are being quoted |
on old country material, although some '
firms claim the latter will have to come
to higher levels, which will practically
equal the Canadian price.

The scrap metal market, with the
steel companies and other large melters !
