WE, your Majesty’s most dutiful and loyal subjects, the Legislative Council of Canada,
in Provincial Parliament assembled, humbly approach your Majesty with sentiments: of
profound attachment to your Majesty s Person and Government; S o

- We feel it to be 2 duty incumbent upon us earnestly to represent to your Majesty, that
in our opinion there is nothing in the actual state of the province, or in the character and
action of its legislature, which calls for alteration in the form of government granted by
vour Majesty in the Act 83 & 4 Viet. cap. 85, and modelled, as’ closely as the local
~ circmstances of a colony would permit, after that Constitution which has long been the
~ glory of the United Kingdom, and the great source of its prosperity.

We would respectfully represent to your Majesty, that to refer the sclection of members
of the Legislative Council 10 the popular vote, is to destroy that harmony of system upon
which, in accordance with the theory of the British Constitution, the government of this
country has hitherto been considered to rest; ‘and by thus’ discarding the principle of
appointment by the Crown, which has hitherto been deemed essential to the maintenance
of a duc balance in the state, to bring the Royal Authority into direct contact with two

- houses, both deriving power from and responsible to the people. o
We crave permission, may it please your Majesty, to express our fears that should any
scheme of the nature-adverted to be. unhappily adopted, safegnards, long held indispens-
able ‘against hasty and - inconsiderte ‘legislation would become inoperative; jealousies
- would be fostered between bodies, each equally‘assuming to represent ithe people and the
- chances of collision, between them- increased; the balance of power in ‘the state would
~ become precarious and subject to frequent disturbance ; and-further elementary changes.
would soon be ‘demanded . of a’ democratic character, to an' extent, perhaps, which this

I nave the honour to enclose herewith the humble Address to Her

‘\Lucst\ of Her Majesty’s dutiful and loval subjects the Commons of Canada,

in Provineial Parliament assembled, on the subject of the Constitution of the
Legislative Council, and to 1cqucst that your Grace will be pleased to cause it
to hc laid at the foot of the Throne.

A proposition which goes to effect a { undamental change in the composition
of one of the branches of the Provincial Legislature affords most unques--
tionably matter for very serious consideration, and it is, morcover, no doubt true,
that mdcpcndcntlv of the important question of principle involved in the
measurc which is submitted by the Assembly for Her Majesty’s approval,
ditticultics of exccution and detail of a very formidable character present
themselves, when the attempt is made to combine two elective chambers with a

svstem ot government conducted on the rules of British constitutional plﬂCthL ;
difficultics, it may be obscrved, for which no sclution is afforded by precedents
drawn from the United Statca, inasmuch as parliamentary government and
ministerial rcaponsﬂnhtv, in the British sense of the term, are unknown to the
constitutions of that country. Nevertheless, I feel it my duty in tr ansmlttmg
this address, to state that I know of no cxpedicnt which is so likely to impart
to the Legislative Council the influence which it is most desirable that it should
possess as “the substitution of the principle of clection for that of nomnmtlon by
the Crown in the appointment of its members.

3. According to the plan which is sketched in the enclosed address, the
Members of either House of the Legislature will be returned by the same
constituency. Exception may doubtless be taken to this arrangement ;. but in
the absence of any unob]cctlonable scheme for the election of Members of the
Legislative Council at two degrees, I am disposed to think that on the whole it
is better that they should he clected by the. constituency which elects the
Members of the Legislative Assembly, than that a pretence should be afforded
for raising a prqudmc- against the former body, and weakening its moral
influence by the allegation that it represents only a privileged class.

4. The larger constituencies for which, as compared with Members of the

Assembly, individual members of the Lcnlshtnc Council will be retuined—the

more lengthened periods for which they will be clected —their restricted liability
to dissolution by the Crown, and the (]ll‘lllﬁ(.atl()l‘lb in respect to age and fortune
or previous service which they will be required to possess, will, it may be hoped,
give to that body considerable weight in the political scale, and render a seat in
it an object of ambition to the Icadmn statcsmen in the province.  On the other
hand, it is not proposed that the contcmplatcd change in the Council should
have the effect of abridging in any respect the pnvﬂegcs, whether as regards
money votes or other nmttcrs, which ' the practice of the constltutxon has
confmred on the Legislative Assembly.

. Your Grace will not fail to pcrcel\eirom the terms of the Address, that in

onne\mu with the contemplated change it is suggested that no pecuniary
qualification should hercafter be 1cqulrcd of candidates. for the Legislative
Assembly, and that the existing Members of the Legislative Council should -
not retire at once, in order to make way for Membu’b chosen by popular
election, but in two bodies sclected by ballot, and after the lapse of two and
four years, ‘'This latter provision may plobably tend to faclhtate the transition
from the prescnt to thc new order of thm«rs ‘

Most Gracious SovEREIGN,

WE. Your Majesty’s most dutiful ‘and loys 11 subjects, the Commons of Canada, in
provincial Parliament assembled, humbly beg leave to represent to Your Majesty, that,
under the circumstances in which the proviuce of Canada is placed in a social, political, and
economical point of view, we are humbly of oplmon-—

That the introduction of the elective principle into the constitution of the Legislative
Council would not only impart greater weight to that important branch of the Le"lalatuu.
than it can have under existing mr.nwement s, however judiciously the selection of its
members may be made, but would also ensure greater cfficiency in carrying out that
system of Government which obtains in the mother conntr ;» and bas been happily
introduced into this plovm(.c

That the object in view might, in the opnuon of your faithful Commons, be best
attained by dmdm'r cach of the scetions of the province into thirty territorial divisions, to
be hereafter defined by the provincial Parliament, and containing each, as nearly as
pessible, an equal amount of population, and by allowing the persons qualified to vote at
the elections of members of the Legislative Asaembl_y in each division, subject to the

arrangements hereafter mentioned as to present members, to elect one person qualified in

the manner herein-after mentioned to sit in the Legislative Council, which should be com-
posed, after the arrangements as to present members have had - their effect, of sixty persons
so elected, one-third of whom shall be required to retive in rotation every two years, so'that,
except as to members elected after a dissolution, or to fill any occasional vacancies to
replace elected members, the members shall be elected for the term of six vears; and

members retiring by rotation, whose term of service shall expire during a session of

Parliament, may “continue to serve until the end of that session.

‘That twenty new members of the said Legislative Council ought to be first clected; that,
subject to a dissolution, as herein-after mcnnoncd the present “members of the LC“‘laldll\L
Council ought to continue members thercof, and to retire in rotation in numbers as cqual
as may be po:snblc at the end of two and four years respectively, at each of which respective
periods twenty new members of the said’ Council ought to be elected, “h“tevel ‘be the
number of the members then retiving ; for which purposes two lists of the present members,
one for each section of the provinee, accordmn‘ to their place of residence at the time thm
were summoned to the said Council, be prepar vd and Jots drawn under the direction of the
Speaker of the Legislative Council to determine the time at which they shall retire by
rotation as dl()l'esald and, to provide for: elections in the first instance, and upon’ the

retivement of the present members in the manner provided, the said Speaker do also draw

lots separately for cach scction of the province, to determine for which divisions members are
to be first clected, until all divisions are represented ; the said Speaker to apportion also by
lot on the re-assembling of the Legislative Council after a dissolution, for each said section
of the province l'eapc(,tn'ely, the or der in-~which members shall retire ; members elected to

fill oceasional vacancies to be clected for the divisions for which the former members were

serving, and for the term only for which they would have been entitled to serve.

Wherefore Your Majesty’s faithful Commons humbly pray that Your Majesty will be
pleased to recommend to the two branches of the Parliament of the United Kingdom, and
finally to sanction a measure calculated to give effect to the representations thus humbly
submitted for the consideration of Your Majesty. - ‘

My Lorp Dukk, (Answered No. 87, May 26, 1834, page 15.)

I nave been requested to transmit for your Grace’s consideration the
accompanying draft of a Bill embodying the scheme for remodelling the Legis-
lative Council of the Province, which formed the subject of an humble Address
from the Legislative Assembly to Her Majesty, forwarded with the Earl of
Elgin’s Despatch No. 43, of the 1st of July last. .The Members of the Execu-
tive Council attach great importance to tlus measure, and arc of opinion that in
the event of Her Majesty being graciously pleased to assent to the prayer of
the Address in question, the enclosed draft, drawn up by the Attorney-General
of Upper Canada in concert with all his colleagues, may relicve the Imperial
Government from some trouble and embarrassment in framing an enactment to
give effect to the contemplated change.

In the Despatch to which I have adverted, Lord Elgin has very fully dis-
cussed this important subject, and I shall only further state for your Grace’s
iformation, that the electoral districts named in the Schedule attached to the
Draft Bill, contain an average population, in Canada West of 30,000, and in
Canada East of 28,000.
