Concemiiij,' those who came to my Landlord for liquor and
went thirsty away, lor lack of" present coin or future credit, I

cannot but say it has f,Tieved my bowels as if the cjise had
been mine own. Nevertheless, my Landlord considered the

necessities of a thirsty soul, and would jjcrniit theui, in ex-

treme need, and when their soul was impuverished for luck of

moisture, to drink to the full v.iiue of tiii'ir watches and wear-
ini^ apparel, exclusively nf their inferinr habiliments, which he
was uniformly inexoralile in oblijfiii;,' thcni to retain, for the

credit of the house. As to mine own iiart, I may well say

that he never refused nu; that niiHlicuni of refrcshiuent with

;;chool. It is true, I tau^rht his five .sons Kurdish and Latin,

vv.-icinj,', book-keepinj,', with a tincture of matliematics, and that

I instructed his daughter in ]'salniody.

But, truly, were 1 to s]»eak my simjilc conceit and belief,

I think my Landlord was chiefly moved to waive in my behalf

the usual reipiisition of a symbol or rockoninj,' from the
pleasure he was wont to take in my conversation, whii-h,

though s(jlid and edifying in the main, v.as, like a well-built

palace, decoratoil with tiu-etious n.irnuivc-- and lievices, tending
much to the 'enhancement an<l ornament thereof. And so

It was |ierhaps for this
reiison that he was fond of Sheii.-toiie s p.istorals and some parts
of /'itnu/l.ff Ln.it. The .\iirliiir has hej.rd his niost iinmusical
voice rojieat the celehralcil description of {'.••••adisc, which he
seemed fully to appreciat(>. HiMithcr studies were of a ditfercnf
cast, chiefly polemical, lie never went to the parish church, and

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was therefore suspected of entertaining heterodox opinions,
though his objection was itmbably to the concourse of specta-
tors to whom he must have exposed. his unseemly deformity.
He spoke of a fiiture state with intense fueling, and even witli
tears. He expresseil disgust at the idea of Ids remains being
mixed with tjje common rul^bisii, as he called it, of the church-
yard, and selected with his usual taste a beautiful and wild spot
ni the glen where be had his liorniitagc, in which to take his
last repose. He changeil his mind, however, and was finally
interred in the comuKui buriul-gruund of Manor parish.
The Author lias invested Wise J^lsliie with some (lualities

which made him appear, in the eyes of the vulgar, a man
possessed of supernatural power. Common fame jiaid David
Ritchie a similar compliment, for some of the poor and
ignorant, as well as all tlie children, in the neighbourhood,
held him to be what is (;alled 'uncanny.' He himself did not
altogether discourage the idea; it enlarged his very limited
circle of power, and in so far gratitied bis conceit; and it
soothed his misanthroi)y, by increasing his means of giving
terror or pain. But even in <i rude Scottish glen thirty years
back the fear of sorcery wa.s very much out of date.

David Ritchie affected to fie([uent solitary scenes, especially
such as were sujtposed to be liannte<l, and valued himself upon
his courage in doing so. To l)e sure, he had little chance of
meeting anything more ugly than himself At heart he was
superstitious, and planted many rowans (mountain ashes)
around his hut, as a certain defence against necromancv. For
the same reason, doid>tless, he desired to have rowan-trees set
above his grave.

We have state<l that David Ritchie loved objects of natural
betiuty His only living favourites were a An-j and a cat to
which he was iwrticularly attached, and his bees, which h.>
tended with great care. He took a si.ter. i.-.tterlv. to live in
a hut adjacent to his own. but he did not i.eimit her to enter it
Nie was weak m intellect, but not .lefonned in ].erson : simple"
or rather silly, bat not, like her brother, sullen or bizarre'
JJavKl was never aHecti..nate to her - .t was not in his nature •

but he endured her. He maintained himself and her by the sale
of tlie produce of their garden and l)..(>-hives ; and, latterly, they
Had a small a lowam-e from the p.trish. Indeed, in the simple
aiifl patriarchal state in which the countrv then was, persons in
the sitiiMtmn of Davi.l and his sister w.'re sure to b,. support(>d
lliey fiad only to apply to the next geiitlem;.!! or rc^peciablo
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farmer, and wore sure to fin.l them emially ready niid williurr
t.. siij)])ly t'leir very lu.Mlerate wants. Davi.l .iften received
fjratiiities frci.i stran-ers, wliieli lie never asked, never refused
and never seemed to consider as an ol.Ii;,ration. He liatl a
r^lit, indeed, to re-ard himself as one of Nature's i.aupers to
whom she -ave a title to he maintained hy his kind, even
by that defonnity wlndi closed a-ainst him all ordinary ways
of supporting himself l>y his own lahour. Besides a ha-' was
suspended in the mill for David Ritchie s henefit : and "those
\Wio were cariyin- home a melder of meal seldom fhiled to add
a gowpen to tlie alms ha- „f the deiovmed ciipjile. In slu.rt,
David had no occasirm t,,r n ey, save to purchase snuff, his
only luxury, m which he indul-ed himself liheiallv. AVlieii he
died, in the heKiiinmjr of the present century, he was found to
have lioarded al.out twenty jM.iinds, a hahit very c.,nsistent
with Ins disposition; for wealth is i.ower. and ].ower was what
i»avid Ivitchie desired to ]...>sess, as a com],ensation for his
exclusion lidiii liuman society.

His .sister survived till thJ puhlication of tlie tale to which
this brief .lotiee foniis the introduction ; and the Author i.s

sorry to learn that a s. il of 'local svm]..Mthv,' and the curiosity

as a man of a powerful caiMicity aiid urij,'iiial ideas, but whose
mind was tlirowii olV its just hias liy a i)reduuiinant de^Tee of
self-love and selfoiiiuioii, jralled by the sense of ridicule and
contempt, and avenging itself upon society, in idea at least, by
a gloomy misanthropy.

David Ritchie, besides the utter obscurity of his life while
in existence, had been dead for many years when it occuired
to the Author that such a character might be maile a powerful
agent in fictitious narrative. He accordingly sketched that
of Elshie of the Mucklcstano Moor. The story was intcndetl
to be longer, and the catastrophe more artificially brouglit out

;

but a friendly critic, to whose oitinion I subjected the work in

its i)rogress, was of opinion that the idea of the Solitary was
of a kiml too revolting, and more likely to disgust than to
interest the reader. As I had good rigitt to consider , v
adviser as an excellent judge of public opir,ion, I got otf m,
subject by hastening the story U, an enil as fast as it was
possible ; and, by huddling into one volume a tale which was
designed to occupy two, have perhaps jiroduced a narrative as
much disproportioncd and distorted as the Black Dwarf who
is its subject.

Montrose possessed that sort of form and face in which
the beholder, at the first glance, sees nothing extraordinary,
but of which the interest becomes more imi)ressive the longer
we gaze ujjon them. His st;iture was very little above the
middle size, but in person he was unconunoniy well-built, and
capable both of exerting grout force an<l enduring much fatigue.
In tact, he enjoyed a constitution of iron, without which he
could not have sustiiined the trials of his extraordinary cam-
iiaigns, through all of which he subjected himself to the
hardships of the meanest soldier. He was perfect in all
exercises, whether peaceful or martial, and possessed, of course,
that graceful ease of deportment proper to those to whom habit
has rendered all postures easy.

His long brown hair, according to the custom of men of

This last leader, who, to the jrreat emlmrrassment of
Milton's connnentators, is commemorated in one of that ^reat
poet's sonnets,' was properly named .Mister or Alexander
M'iKimiell, by birth a Scottish Islesman, and related to the
Karl nf .\ntrini, to whos(> patrona;f(? he owed the command
Mssi^'ucil him in the Irish tnmps. In many respects he merited
tin's distinction. He was brave to intrepiility, and almost to

insensibility, very strong' and active in person, completely mas-
ter of his weapons, and alwjiys ready to show the e.xam])le iu

He had
scarcely time to repose iiis small army in Ahordeeii, ere he
fduiul, on the one hand, that the Gordons were likely to he de-
terreil from ioininj,' liim, hy the reasons we have inentioned,
with some others pecidiar to their chief, the Manniis of Huntly

on the other hand, Argyle, whose forces had been auf,'mented'
by those of several Lowland nijhienien, aiivancp«l towards Mon-
trose at the head of an army much larger than he had yet had
to cope with. These troops moved, indetid, with slowness cor-
respondiu},' to the cauti(jus character of their commander ; hut
even that caution rendered Arf,'yle's approacli formidable, since
Ins very advance implied that he was at the head of an army
irresistibly superior.

There reimiined one mode of retreat open to Montrose, and
lie adopted it. He threw himself into tlie Hif,dilands, where he
could set jmrsuit at defiance, and where ho was sure in every
Kleii, to recover those recruits who had left his standard to
deposit their booty in their native fastnesses. It was thus tiiat
the siiiynlar character of the army which .Montrose commanded
while, on the one iiand, it rendered his victory in some de^rreg
iiii^'atory, enabled him, on the other, under tlie most disadvan-
tai,'eous circumstances, to secure his retreat, recruit his forces,
and reiiiler himself more formidable than ever to the enemy
before whom he had bitely been unable to make a stand.
On the present occasion he threw himself into Badeiiocii. and

rapidly traversing,' that district, as well as the iici-hbouriiii,'
country of Athole, he alarmed the Covenanters b\ "iirccssive
attacks upon various unexpected jioints, and spivad such
^reneral dismay that rejteated orders were despatdicd by tlie
Parliament to Ar^ryle, their commander, to eni^ai^^e aii<l disperse
.Montrose at all rat«s.

These commands from his superiors neither suited the
baiiirlity spirit nor the teni|»orisinj,' and cautious jxilicy of the
imblenian to whom they were acMressed.

THK triiiiii>ets iiiid liajjiiijios, those clanionms liarbingers
of hlood 1111(1 ileatli, at once united in tlio si;,'nal for onset,
which was iqilied to liy tlie cry of more than two thou-

sand warriors, and the cclioes of the mountain ;,dens l)eliind

tliem. Diviihid into three bodies or cohimns, the Ili^ddand fol-

lowers of Montrose poureil from the defiles which had hitherto
coMccaled them friim their enemies, and rushed with the utmost
determination upon the Camiihells, who waited tlieir chari,'e with
the j,'reatest firmness. Behind these char;,'in^' cohnnns marchetl
in lino the Irish, umler Coikitlo, intented to form tlie reserve.
With them was the ro^ai standard and .Montrose himsel'

J •

Tlie Ilif^ddanders poureil on with the iiroverliial fury of their
country, (irin,;,' their kuos and dischar^'ini.- their arrows at a
httle distance from tlie eiieiuy, wiio received tin; assault with
the most determined ^'allantry. Better provided with musketry
than their enenn'es, stationary also, iitid therefore takiii;,' the
move decisive aim, the fire of Ari:yle's followers was more
destructive than that which they sustained. The royal clans,
(Tceivinjf this, rushed to close <[u;irters, iuid succeeded on two
'lints in thmwinj,' their enemies into di.sorder. With re.u'uhir

roops this must have achieved a victory; hut here Mi;,ddanders
ttrre oj)])osed to Hi;,'hlanders, and the nature of the weapons,
as well as the a^,dlity of those who wiehled them, was equal on
both sides.
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Their strife was accordingly desperate ; and the clash of the
swords and axes, as thev eneountercil each other or rung iijwn
the targets, was mingled with the short, wild, animating shrieks
with w-liich Highlanders acconijmny tlie biittle, the dance, or
indeed violent exertion of any kind. Many of the foes opposed
were personally awpiainted, an<l sought to match themselves
with esich other from motives of hatred ur a more generous
emulation of valour. Neither party would retreat an imli,
while the place of those who fell (and tliey fell tiist on both sides)
was eagerly supplied by others, who thronged to the front of
danger. A steam, like that which arises from a seetliing
cauldron, rose into the thin, cold, frosty air and hovered above
the combatants.

So stood the fight on the right and the centre, with iu<

immediate consequence except mutual wounds and death.
On the right of the Campbell.s, the Knight of Ardenvolir

obtained some advantage, through his military skill and 1 \

strength of numbers. He had moved forward oblitiuely t'.e

extreme flank of his line at the instant the Royalists' wire
about to close, so th".t they sustaineil a fire at once on front
and in flank, and, despite the utmost efforts of their lendei-,

were thrown into .some confusion. At this in.stant Sir Duiicni
Campbell gave the word to charge, and thus unexpectedly
niade the attack at the very moment he seemed about to reeei\e
it.

an efiect upon Argyle's right wing which no (jther sounds eonU
have impressed them with. The mountaineers of that pcii"!
had a sui)erstitious dread of the war-horse, like that entert.iin.d
by the Peruvians, and had many strange ideas resi)ecting tin'

manner in which that animal was trained to eoml.at. Wlien,
therefore, they found their ranks unexpectedly broken, and tiiat

the objects of their greatest terror were suddenly in the mid-r
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of them, the puiiic, in spite of Sir Duncan's attempts to stop it,

became universal, huleed, the ti>,'ure of Major Dalj^etty alone,

sheathed in impenetrable armour, and making' his horse caracole

and bound, so as to j(ive wcijjlit to every blow which he struck,

would have been a novelty in itself sulficient to terrify thostf

who had never seen anything; niurii nearlv resembling such u
cavalier than a shelty waddling under a l{i,i^'hlander far bigger
tliun itself The repulsed Royalists retiirncil to the charge ;

Argyle's followers bt!gan to break and Hy, most t<jwards the
lake, the remainder in ditl'erent directions. The defeat of
the right wing, of itself decisive, was rendered irreparable by
the death of Auchenbreck, who fell while endeavouring to
restore order.

The Knight of Ardenvohr, with two or three hundred men,
all gentlemen of descent and distinguished gallantry —for the
Campbells are supjiosed to have had mure gentlemen in their
ranks than any of the Highland clans -en(lcav(iure<l, with un-
availing heroism, to cover the tumultuary retreat of the cdiimion

file. Their resolution oidy proved fiitjil to themselves as they
were charged again and again by fresh adversaries, and forced

to separate from each other, until at length tlieii- aim seemed
only to be to purchase an honourable death by resisting to the
very last.

'Good quarter, 8ir Duncan,' called out Major Dulgcrty,
when he discovered his late host, with one or two others,

defending himself against several Highlaiulers : and, to enforce
h's offer, he rode up to him with his sword uplifted. 8ir

This forfeited nohlenian inherited the pride and turhulence,
tlii>u^;h not the fortune, of his house, and, as he iini»uted the
final declension of his tkniily to a particidar individiml, he
liniioiireil that ]iers<in with his full portion of hatred. Thi.s
w.iN the very man who had now become, by purchase, proprietor
ot llavenswood, and the domaius of which the heir of the hou.se
n<i« stood disp(tssessed. He was de.scended of a family much
less ancient than that of Lurd llavenswood, and winch luul
iihly risen to wealth and political importi'iice durin;,' the j,'reat

civil wars. He himself luul been bred to the bar, and had hehl
lii;,'li otlices in the state, maintaining through life the character
iif a skilfid fisher in the troubled waters of a .state divicled by
fMctions, and governed by delegateil authority ; and of one who
cniitrived to amass considerable sums of money in a country
wlicie there was but little to be gathered, and who ecpially

knew tlie value of wealth and the various means of augment-
ing it and u.sing it as an engine of increasing his power and
intbicnce.

Thus qualified and gifted, he was a dangerous antagonist to
tile tierce and imi)ru(leHt Havenswood. Whether he had given
liiui good wiuso for the enmity with which the Baron regarded
liini, was a point on which men .spoke dilVerentl.y. Some sai(l

tlie (jnarrel arose merely from the vindicti\e .spirit and envy
of 1(111(1 Havenswood, who could not jiatiently behold another,
tliongh by just and (iiir purcha.se, become the proprietor of
tlie ot.ite and castle of his foreliithers. But the greater jiart
of the public, ]>rono to slander the wealthy in their aksence as
to tlatti-y them in tbeir jiresein-e, held a le>s ch.uritable opinion.

In one most iniportimt circumstance, the state of the capital

of Oonstantine had been totally changed, and unsj-niikably to

its advantage. The world was now Christian, and. with the

agaii code, had got rid of its load of disgraceful superstition.

Nor is there the least doubt tliat the better faith produced its

natural and desirable fruits in society, in gni.iually ameliorating

the hearts and taming the passio-is of the people. But while

many of the converts were turning meekly towards their new-

creed, .some, in the arrogance of their understanding, were lim

itiiig the Scriptures by their own devices, and others tailed not

to make religious character or spiritual rank the means of ris-

ing to temporal power. 'I'lius it hapjiened at this critical p.'riod

iliat the elfects of this great change in the religion of the (oun-

try, altiiough producing an immediate harvest, as well as sow-

ing much good seed which was to grow hereafter, did not, in

the till (rentury, flourish so as to shed at once that jjredomi-

iiating influence which its principles might have taught men to

expect.

|]v(Mi the borrowed spl(>ndour in which Constantine decked

his city bore in it something which seemed to mark iiremature

decay. The imj)erial founder, io seizing njion the ancient

statues, pictures, obelisks, ami works of art, ackn<jwledged his

own incai)acity to sii])i)ly their ].lai-e with the productions of

luter genius ; and when the world, and particularly Rome, was

plundeied to a(h)rn Constantiriuple, the Knii)eror. under whom
the work was carried on, might be conii)ared to a prodigal

youth, who strij)s an aged j)arent of her youthful ornaments, in

order to decorate a tlaiuitinu ])araniour, on whose brow all mu.st

consider thorn as misplaced.

Constantinople, therefore, when in .H:M it first arose in impe-

rial majesty out of the humble Byzantium, showeil, even in its

birth, and amid its adventitious s)iieiidoiir. as we have already

These were, in fact, Anglo-Saxons; but, in the

confused idea of geography received at the court of Con-

stantinople, they were naturally enough called Anglo-Danes, as

llieir native country was confounded with the Thule of the

iiucients, lay which expression the archipelag(j of Zetland and

( )rkney is properly to be understood, though, according to the

notions of the (ireeks, it comprised either iJonuiark or Britain.

Tlio emigrants, however, spoke a language nut very dissimilar to

the original Varangians, and atiopted the name the more readily,

tliat it seemed to remind them of their unhappy fate, the

aiiitollation being in one sense capable of being interi)reted as

exiles. Excepting one or two chief connnandors, whom the

Huii)eror judged worthy of such high trust, the Varangians

were officered by men of their own nation ; and with so many

privileges, being joined by many of their countrymen from time

to time, as the crusades, pilgrimages, or discontent at home

drove fresh supplies of the Anglo-Saxons, or Anglo-Danes, to

the east, the Varangians subsisted in strength to the last days

of thelJreek empire, retaining their native language, along with

the unblemished loyalty and u Jibatod martial spirit which

characterised their fathers.

This account of the Varangian Guard ' is strictly historical,

;ind niiglit be proved by reference to the HyzjiMtine historians ;

most of whom, and also Villehardouin's account of the taking

of the city of Constantinople by tl e Franks and Venetian.s,

make reiteJited mention of this celebrated ami singular body

of Englishmen, forming a mercenary guard attendant on the

person of the (irreek emperors.

Thus two great bodies of troops (Jrecian and buroijean,

paused at some distance from each other on the banks of the

Bosphorus canal, ditfering in language, arms, and appearance.

The small troops of horse which from time to time issued forth

from these bodies resembled the flashes of lightning passing

from one thunder-cloud to another, which communicate to each

other by such emissaries their overcharged contents. After

some halt on the margin of the Bos])horus, the Franks who had

performed homage straggled irregularly forward to a (juay on

Several tmnds of

French had passed, in a sort of procession, the throne of the

Emperor, and rendered, with some appearance of gravity, the

usual homage. On this occasion they bent their knees to

Alexius, placed their hands within his, and in that posture

paid the ceremonies of feudal fealty. But when it tame U) the

turn of Bohemond of Antioch, already mentioned, to render

this fealty, the Emperor, desirous to show every species of

honour to this wily person, his former enemy, and now appar-

ently his ally, advanced two or three paces to\.aTds the sea-

side, where the boats lay as if in readiness for his use.

The distance to which the Emperor moved was very small,

and it was assumed as a i)iece of dclcrencc to Bohemond ; but

it becauie the means of exposing Alexius himself to a cutting

atlVout, which his guards and subjects felt deeydy, as an inten-

tional humiliation. A half-score of horsemen, attendants of

the Prankish count who was next to i)erfi irm the homage, with

their lord at their head, set otf at full gallop from the right

tlank of the French squadrons, a ^ arriving before the throne,

which was yet empty, they at oi halted. The rider at the

head of the band was a strong, hei...ilean figure, with a decided

and stem countenance, though extremely handsome, looking

(»ut from thick black curls. His lieatl was surmounted with a
barret cap, while his hands, Iind)s, and feet were covered with

garments of chamois leather, over which he in general wore the

ponderous and complete armour of his country. This, how-

ever, he had laid aside for personal convenience, though in

doing so he evinced a total neglect of the ceremonial which

marked so important a meeting. He waited not a moment for

the Emperor's return, nor regarded the inii)nipriety of obliging

Alexius to hurry his steps back to his throne, but s])rung from

his gigantic horse, and threw t!ie roins loose, which were in-

stantly seized by one of the attendant ii.iges. Without a

moment's hesitation, the Frank seated hiniseit' in the vacant

throne of the Emperor, and oxtcnding bis half-armed and
robust figure on the golden ctishiuus which were destined for

Alexius, he indolently began to caress a large wolf-hound which

had followed him, ar.d which. Iceling itself as much at ease as

its master, reposed its grim form on the carpets of silk and
g(jld dainask which t^ipostrieil tiie imperial footstool. The very

hound stretched itself with a bold, ferocious in.solence, and

.
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seemed to regard no one with resi)ect save the stem knight
whom it called master.

The Emperor, turning back from the short space which, as
a special mark of favour, he had accompanied Boheninnd
beheld with astonishment his seat occupied by this insolent
Frank. The bands of the half-savage Varangians whd were
stationed around would not have hcsitiited an insta-it in

avenging the insult, by prostrating the violator of theit
master's throne even in this act f>f his contempt, had they
not been restrained by Achilles Tatius and other officers, \vh„
were uncertain what the Kmi)eror would do, and souiowliat
timorous of taking a resolution for themselves.

THE important morning at last arrived on which, by tbe
imnerial proclamation, the combat between the V-.vm
and Robert Count of Paris was appointed to take

persons of a lower rank. Thus armed and thus manned Prince
lancred bestowed upon his bark the fuU velocity which windand tide, and oar could enable her to obtain, and placing her iri
the situation to profit by them as much as his maritime skill
could direct, he drove with the speed of lightning amoni? the
vessels of Lemnos, plying on either side l)ows, cross-bows jave
iins, and mihtary missiles of every kind, with the creator ad
vantage that the Greeks, trusting to their artificial lire, had
omitted arming themselves with other weapons

; so that wher
the valiant crusader bore down on them with so much furv
repaying the terrors of their fire with a storm of b..lts and
arrows no less formidable, they began to feel that their ..wn
advantage was much less than they had supposed, and that,
like most other dangers, the maritime fire of the (ireeks, vhon
undauntedly confronted, lost at least one-half of its tevmr.
Ihe Grecian sailors, too, when they observed the vessels ai.
proach so near, filled with the steel-clad Latins, began to sluiilk
trom a contest to be maintained hand-to-hand with so tenihle
an enemy.
By degrees, smoke began to issue from the sides of the

great Grecian argosy, and the voice of Tancred aniiouncrd to
his .soldiers that the Grecian admiral's ves,sel ha<l taken tire
owing to negligence in the management of the means of
destruction she posses,sed, and that all they had now to do was
to naaintain such a distance as to avoid sharing her li.te

Sparkles and flashes of flame were next seen leaping from place
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to place oil board of the great hulk, as if the element had had
the sense and purpose of spreiiding wider the consternation,
and disabling the few who still paid attention to the commands
of their admiral and endeavoured to extinguish the fire. The
consciousness of the combustible nature of the freight began

The crew of Tancred's bark, ceasing, by that generous
prince's commands, t(j offer any additional annoyance to an
enemy who was at once threatened by the perils of the ocean
and of conflagration, ran their vessel ashore in a smooth part
of the bay, and, jumping into the shallow sea, made the land
without difficulty, many of their steeds being, by the exertions
of the owners and the docility of the animals, brought ashore
at the same time with their masters. Their commander lost
no time in forming their serried ranks into a phalanx of lancers,
few indeed at first, but perpetually increasing as ship after
ship of the little flotilla ran ashore, or, having more fleliber-
ateiy moored their barks, landed their men and joined their
companions.

The cloud which had been raised by the conflict was now
driven to leeward before the wind, and the strait e.xhibited
Duly the relics of the combat. Here tossed upon the billows
the scattered and broken remains of one or two of the Latin
vessels which had been burnt at the commencement of the
combat, though their crew™, by the exertions of their comrades,
had in general been saved. Lower down were seen the remain-
ing five vessels of tlie fiemnos squadron, holding a disorderly
and (lirticult retreat, with the puq>ose of gaining the harbour
of Constantinople. In the place so late the scene of combat
lay moored the hulk uf the Grecian admiral, burnt to the
water's edge, and still sending; forth a black smoke from its

scathed beams and planks. The flotilla of Tancred, busied in
discharging its troops, lay irregularly s(;attered along the bay,
the men making ashore as they could, and taking their course
to join the standard of their leader. Various black substances
floated on the surface of the water, nearer or more distant to
the shore ; some proved to be the wreck of the vessels which
had been destroyed, and others, more ominous .still, the lifeless
bodies of mariners who had fallen in the conflict.

The standard had been borne ashore by the Prince's favourito
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jia^e, Ernest of Apulia, so soon as the keel of Tancred's gallevhad grazed upon the sand. It was then pitched on the top of
that elevated cape between Constantinople and the lists where
Lascans, Demetnus, and other gossips had held their station at
the commencement of the engagement, but from which all had
fled, between the mingled dread of the Greek fire and the
missiles of the Latin crusaders.

I'rotosuathaire than assuming that independence as an officer
which lie loved to alleot.

In this manner, as the Kmperor with his glittering bauds
iiliproaehed the uhalaiuc uf Ttincred and his followers, w-ho were
drawn up, it will be reniombered, upon a rising cape between
the city and the lists, the main body of the imperial procession
deflected in some degree from the straight road in order to
march piist them without interruption : while the Protospathaire
and the Acolyte passed, under the escort ofa band of Varangians,
to bear the Emperor's ini|uirles to I'rincc Tancred concerning
the puipoae of his being there with his band. The short march
was soon perfonued

; the lur^'c tnimpel which attended the
two olKcers sounded a iwriey, and Tancred himself, remarkable
fur that personal beauty which Tasso has preferred to any of
the crusaders, except Rinaldo d'LVte, the creature of his own
poetical imagination, advanced to pinley with them.
'The Emperor of (iieece," said the I'rotuspathaire to Tancred,

There was*, howi-ver, little ptwsihility either of flight
or (if rosiHtuiice. The leust atteuijit to withilniw himself from
the neighbourhood of those faithful followers of the Kuiiwr ,

IKsrsonal foes of his own, by whom he was gradually and v -o

(•li»sely surrounded, l)ecamo each moment more perilous, and
more certain to jirovoko a rupture nhicli it was the interest
(if the weaker jmrty to dela^-, with whatever dilliculty. And
while the soldiers under Auhillus's immediate authority seeme«l
still to treat him as their suiwrior olliccr, and ajjpeal to him
for the word of command, it became more and more evident
that the slightest degree of suspicion which should be excited
would be the instant signal for his being placed under arrest.
With a trembling heart, thoreforo, and eyes dimmed by the
powerful idea of soon parting with the light of day and all
that it made visible, the Acolyte sjiw himself condemned t(j

watch the turn of circumstances, over which he (!ould have no
intluence, and to content himself with waiting the result of a
drama, in which his own life was concerned, although the piece
was played by others. Indeed, it seemed as if through the
whole assembly some signal was waited for, which no one was in
readiness to give.

The discontented citizens and soldiers looked in vain for
.\gelaste.s and the Ca.sar; and when they observed the comli-
tion of Achilles Tatiiis, it secnietl such as rather to e.xpre-ss

doubt and consternation than to give encouragement to the
hopes they had entertained.

The alarm aiul the shame that were visible in every coun-

tenance near the imperial presence, when no Ca.sar came forth
in like fashion to c.y.hoiit the formidable Frank, were not of
long duration. Hardly had the style and title of the Count of
fans been duly announced by the heralds, and their second
summons of his antipnisi uttered in due form, when a person,
.Iressed like one of the Varangian Guards, sprung into the lists
and announced himself as ready to do battle in the name and
place ot the Ciesar ^lcephorus Briennius, and for the honour

Accident at length seemed about to decide what had been
hitherto an equal contest. Count Robert, making a feint on
one side of his antagonist, struck him on the other, which wp
uncovered, with the edge of his weapon, so that the Varangian
reeled, and seemed in the act of falling to the earth. The
usual sound made by spectators at the sight of any painful or
unpleasant circumstance, by drawing the breath between the
teeth, was suddenly heard to pass through the assembly, while
a female voice loud and eagerly exclaimed — ' (' )unt Robert of
Paris, forget not this day that thou owest a life to Heaven
and me.' The Count was in the act of again seconding his
blow, with what effect could hardly be judged, when this cry
reached his ears, and apparently took away his disposition for
farther combat.

'I acknowledge the debt,' he said, sinking his battle-axe,
and retreating two steps from his antagonist, who stood in
astonishment, scarcely recovered from the stunning effect of
the blow by which he was so nearly urostruted. He sank the
blade of his battle-a.xe in imitation of his antagonist, and seemed
to wait in suspense what was to lie the next process of the
i;ombat. 'I acknowledge my debt,' said the valiant Count of
Pans, 'alike to Bertha of Britain and to the Almighty, who
has preserved me fro-.n the crime of ungrateful blood-guiltiness.
