Under the provisions of the first chapter of the Consolidated Statutes
of Canada, the Governor wvas required to issue Writs on or before the
first day of September, 1866, to be returnable on the first Tuesday in
November following, for the election of twelve Legisiative Councillors
to represent tite Electoral Divisions of Alma, Gulf, La Salle, Montax-
ville, Repentigny and Saurel, in Lower Canada, and Cataraque, Erie,
Gore, St. Lawrence, Tecumseth and York, in Upper Canada; but, in
view of -the prospective-Union of the Provinces of British North America
at an early date and of the changes which were to bc effected thareby,
the issue of such Writs was postponed until the lOth Juiy, 1867, by -the
Act 29-30 Vict., (1866), Chap. 177, which, received the Royal Assent on
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Legisiative Council.-Concluded.
