Christ and Pythagoras.
There is one feature in the character of 

Christ, that this contrast, as it becomes, 
brings out most beautifully. It is the sim­
plicity of the aim of bis life. With all the 
treasures of knowledge, such as Pythagoras 
was striving after, ready to be expressed ; 
perfectly competent to proclaim all about the 
stars, and the rocks, Christ complicates bis 
doctrine with no such scientific instruction. 
With all the treasures of wisdom, such as 
Solon and Montesquieu longed and laboured 
for, about the beet civil organizations for hu­
man society, Christ never confounded what 
he had to teach with political disquisitions 
or apophthegms. He has no concealed doc­
trines be assumes no peculiar dress nor man- 

t ner of speech- He withdraws himself from 
no class of men ; be has a word for all, lor 
his heart is full of tenderness for all. He 
is a character clear as crystal ; transparent 

r as the water from the mountain side, which 
he so aptly made the emblem of his truth.

A contrast may be drawn between Pytha­
goras and the founder of Christianity in 
other respects. The entire originality of 
the Saviour’s character is a noticeable point. 
Pythagoras travels for twenty or thirty 
years. He secures the confidence of the 
Egyptian priests, and is initiated into their 
mysteries, and becomes familiar with the 
methods by which they keep the multi­
tudes in awe- He visits Phoenicia, and pro- 
Babiy other countries of the East, and returns 
home with much gathered lore, ready to im­
part what be has learned to disciples, who 
shall be willing to submit themselves to re- 

* ligioos observances that his temperament 
and reflection have induced him to borrow.

But Jesus of Nazareth springs up among 
an agricultural, exclusive, and comparative­
ly unlettered people. He is born in the 
bosom of an humble family, and soon learns 
to bear the butden of a widowed mother's 
support. His companions are poor, and no 
philosophy banded down from preceding 
generations, expands his mind, or excites 
his ambition. Amiable, industrious, pru­
dent anti dignified, he is chiefly known for 
the regularity of bis hie, and for the unwont 
ed ripeness of his judgment. All at once 
his friends and country men . are startled to 
hear that he is abroad teach iag the people. 
They listen to ftim and concur in the gener­
al opinion, that never man spake as this 
man-

Moral truth was made lo flash like a sun­
beam on the. eye of his listeners. Knotty 
questions were (li entangled by the elucida­
tion of a single principle. Acute scribee at­
tempted to answer him in hie speech, bet 
stood monuments of rebuked vanity before 
tbe people, when be opened hia lips and 
taught which was the great commandment 
of tbe law And then his sublime enunci­
ations of doctrine ! Plodding through tbe 
volumes of the masters of human literature 
in sunny Greece, and then sitting down to 
the teachings of Jeans Christ, as recorded in 
the Gospels, is like coming out of Aristode’s 
imagined cave, and looking upon the broad, 
beautiful, sun-illumined world. One sen­
tence to the woman of Samaria, gives more 
instruction about the nature of Gel, ned the 
worship that is acceptable te him, than can 
be derived from «U the writings of Socrates, 
or Plato, or Uioero- One single eermee do-

livercd on albiountsin in the early part of 
hi- miiu-itiy1 in maxims of exquisite moral­
ity, in compactness and completeness ol ex­
hibition of the simple religious duties, is un­
like any other discourse ever delivered to 
men. Whence came that unboirowed wis­
dom ? Whence did ibis humble Jew ob­
tain that comprehensive knowledge of relig­
ious dociripe ? W ith what deep oceftn of 
inexhaustible truth did lhe human mind 
of Jesus of Naxarelh communicate ?

Wherever tbe human mind has invented 
itself a relig.on, it has gathered around it io 
prolusion these scenic appendages to strike 
the senses ; and none ever knew better how 
to employ them to effect than the Egyptian 
priests. There never was n better imitator 
io all such matters than Pythagoras. At 
Samoa, we are told he withdrew to a1 cave, 
and taught hia disciples with a great show of 
mystery. His precepts were delivered as 
though they were responsnea from a divine 
oracle. With a long, flowing beard, clothed 
in a white linen robe, with a golden crown 
upon his bead, as some represent, be was 
ne^gr seen to express in his countenance, 
joy, or grief, or anger, or any other emo­
tion.

What a contrast with Christ and his relig­
ion ! As the. pringiet gushes from the rock, 
clear as the crystal, and meanders on to the 
sea, ever revealing io the eye its treasures 
ol pebbles and sand", the life |of Christ is 
transparent. To raise a mortal to the skies 
by making him lit for them, was the end of 
his ministrations. Out ioto the village, 
along to the well side, through the streets of 
Jerusalem, into Lis synagogues and its tem­
ple he went, to seek the people, not waiting 
lo be sought. He hid himself behind no 
artfully chosen speech ; he kept back for no 
favored few, more distinguished doctrines. 
He was tbe man of the people, arising from 
among them, anxious for their welfare ; 
sending down his consolation, and adminis­
tering bis help to the poor, tbe sick, the 
blind, the lame. He called upon none to 
betake themselves lo other diet than that lo 
whicb they were accustomed ; he ma'de no 
requisition of garb or speech, to render them 
peculiar among the brethren. All that be 
insisted upon was, that they should show 
that they were his followers, by being more 
forgiving, more kind than othei:i. He wed­
ded no prayers, no praise to sunrise or son- 
set, to midday or midnight hours. Bringing 
out the principles of religious worship and 
and morality, aa God brings out tbe flowers 
over tbe field,—in that apparent disregard 
of o dur which adapts them so much the bet­
ter to the variety-loving mind of man,— 
each truth is a study in itself, each truth is a 
completed whole, Iront whatever point con­
templated The shepherd under the moun­
tain did’, meditating, though he may not 
mine as deep into the hidden treasures ol 
heavenly wisdom, may find tbe shining gold 
on the surface, abundant enough to make 
him passing rich ; and the student, with his 
microscropic eye, and diligent comparison ol 
utterance, though he may (race along the 
yellow vein, and mark the net-work of other 
intermingling veins, will only find the same 
gold, though he will find it more plentilully 
than his ignorant biother in Christ.

IIow beautiful that life of Jesus Christ ! 
The best human representations of him are 
what the Vartan marble is to human flesh. 
The words in which men form and express 
their conceptions, are too coarse, too rigid, 
to exhibit the Saviour ol men.

As we we go back from all the counte­
nances on which the most skilful painters 
have exhausted their ait, as wanting ele­
ments that we feel, rather than know, ought 
to be upon the canvass ; so we step aside 
from every word picture of tbe Saviour as 
imperfect, as unworthy of tbe sublime orig­
inal. We ask anew of Matthew, and Mark, 
and Luke and John, what the Prophet said, 
and what tbe Prophet" did ; and passively 
suffer his feature! to mirror themselves on 
the clear waters of his doctrines and doings, 
as meek and melancholy, earnest, dignified, 
masculintly strong.—Presbyterian Quarter­
ly Review.

church io this city, just before the afternoon 
services commenced. A brother invited 
them lo go ioto the church. They said that 
“ they came into Boston to have a good 
time.”

They are too often content with an 
irregular, hasty vis;t to the place of private 
pra/er. The benefit lobe derived from syste­
matic observance of closet devotions is great­
er than any pen can portray. We are to an 
immense extent, creatures ol habit. Once 
accustomed to tbe sacred resort, we shall of­
ten escape temptation lo neglect from the 
force ol habit alone. We are deeply and 
constantly affecied by surrounding circum­
stances. This influence is more comprehen­
sive and powerful than we ate accustomed 
to suppose. Tbe time, the place, the asso­
ciations throughout will soon come to direct 
and concentrate our thoughts, to arouse and 
enlist oar sympathies and affections.

How qoiet, bow sacred tbe hour thus ded­
icated to self-examination, meditation and 
prayer ! How sweet the retreat from the 
busy, bustling world ! Alone with God, how 
solemn, how impressive !

It is most Oiling in the evening twilight 
to review the labours and contlieis of the 
day, and recall the mercies of our heavenly 
Futher.

Religious intelligence.

Bulgaria.
We continue to r*eive interesting intel­

ligence from Turkey io Europe through our 
Bulgarian mission, and we observe that it is 
in accordance wiih the information received 
from oih -r American missions, and also, by 
way of Europe, from European missions. 
The Turkish mind, nn.l particularly the 
lietter class of people, is gradually letting go 
their coi fideoce in the religion of Moham­
med, and slowly but steadily giving their 
inquiries and confidence to the Christian 
religion. It is pretty evident that the first, 

-|>e-t, :iod widest impression is made on 
men in position and power ; and the princes 
of the land will probably be the first to em­
brace Christianity,and then the people will 
follow. Coincident with this movement in 
the Turkish mind is going on a gradual 
awakening of the old Churches to a consci­
ousness ol the religious interior life of tbe 
apostolic days. To aid in arcompltshing 
this last result, our Bulgarian mission 
addresses itself to that ancient people ol 
the Greek Church who dwell between tbe 
Danube and tbe Balkan Mountain». The 
following letter from this mission by the 
Rev. W esley Frettyman will be read with 
interest by the Church :

Shim la, Bulgaria, Feb’y 14, 1860. 
Dear Brother :—In connection with 

tbe state of the Bulgarian mind on their 
ecclesiastical affairs, which formed the sub­
ject ol uiy last letter, I will add that during 
ihe past autumn a considerable number ot 
villages in the district of Sbomla refused to 
appropriate the accustomed thilhe of their 
crops for " the benefit of their archbishop. 
He complained to tbe Turkish authorities, 
asking assistance to enforce payment. The 
civil governor called the burgoma-ters of 
several towns before him, and was informed 
by them that the people were io a state of 
readiness lo meet the demands made upon 
them by the Turkish government ; but as 
their ecclesiastics did nothing for their spiri­
tual instruction and elevation, they were 
unwilling longer to support them. The 
pasha acknowledged the force of their ob­
jection, and the archbishop was left to press 
his claims alone. These are subjects on 
which we are of course perfectly silent ; but 
they are of newspaper notoriety in tbe 
country, and 1 see no reason why they should 
not be more widely known.

The contrast between tbe Bulgarian pea­
santry and the higher classes, especially ibe 
Bulgarian merchants, is very striking. The 
peasants are remarkably simple-hearted and 
unsuspecting. They are content to live as 
generations before them have done. Scarce 
an instance is to be found of an adult pea­
sant knowing how to read. Their industry 
abundantly supplies their few and simple 
wants, and where they have established 
schools it has been through the influence of 
the inhabitants of tbe larger towns and 
cities. As amusing instances of their sim­
plicity, I am asked several times almost 
every week whether, in taking medicine, tbe 
paper is to be swallowed with its contents. 
The Bulgarian merchant, on tbe contrary, 
has been sharpened by a severe and unequal 
coolest with Turks and Greeks

The government officers, favoring their 
co-religmniats, have been accustomed, until 
within a few years, to place innumerable 
biuderances and annoyances in the way of 
Christian competitors. Yet it is astonish­
ing that one looks almost in vain for Turks 
amid the business men of the country. Not- 
wiiL*landing legal and illegal protection, 
they have been distanced in the race, and 
have almost entirely withdrawn from the 
field. In this city, even in the Turkish 
quarter, seven stores oet of ten belong to 
Bulgarians. Their booses and stores or 
•hops are from ■ quarter to half an hoar 
apart- Bulgarian merchant» usually read 
and write two or three languages ; they are 
close observers ; they perform their jour­
neys amid many dangers, principally from 
robbers, and are men of intelligence and

We look upon the Turkish ingredient of 
the population with pninfol interest mingled 
with some risings ol hope. You have doubt­
less learned from other sources that large 
numbers of Turks in different portions of 
tbe empire are readers of the Holy Seip- 
tures, and that tbe missionaries at Coostan 
tinople have hope that some thousands there 
have relaxed their hold open the Koran and 
ate sincere inquirers after truth.

It Is probable that this movement had its 
origin in their indolent habit of

much of their time congregated in coffee 
1 houses, telling what they know and making 
mutual inquiries In this the Lord brought 
good out of evil

It is a proverb among (hem that conver- 
1 ration is the principal means of progress in 
; knowledge. They read some, however, at 
! home that they may converse abroad When 
j the Scriptures were published in Turkish, 

some became readers, and io time brought 
their books lo the coffee bouses to resd and 
discuss particular portions ; but when the 
Spirit of God had fastened tbe truth upon a 
few hearts, and they were strongly drawn 
toward these records of the Divine wind; 
seeing the cooseqoeoce* ot an avowal of 
their position, they retired and io private, 
small circles met to read and learn. Time 
feu greatly increased their numbers and their 
courage, and now (he Christian world is 
called upon to offer mighty prayer that God 
may lead them from the delusion of Islamism 
to the simple truth as it is in Jesus. Amen.

In this city, more than twenty years ago, 
a very reputable and intelligent Tutk ob­
tained and read the word ot life He spoke 
boldly of what he learned, and gathered 
around him a number who were likeminded 
with himself. But fiery trials awaited them. 
Turks high and low assailed them, their 
business was destroyed, their temporal in­
terests ruined, and persecution followed their 
leader even unto death. From what 1 have 
learned it is clear to my mind that bis days 
were shortened, and that he may safely be 
clawed with the martyrs to the faith. His 
burial with true Mussulmans was forbidden, 
and his body was cast into a hole on the city 
commons.

Upon our arrival here, among the first 
applications for the Scriptures were Turks 
who bed been associated with him, and we 
have reason to believe a numlwr are reading 
to edification During the last summer the 
grave of this man was fixed up in a very 
decent manner, and a pla n strong fence built 
arounti it.

We mentioned in one of our former let­
ters that some time ago Brother Long and 1 
presented to His Excellency the Civil Go­
vernor of Shumla a copy of the Bible io 
the ncme of the British and Foreign Bible 
-Society. On a recent visit to him, accom­
panied by a prominent Bulgarian friend, we 
were scarcely seated until he began asking 
questions about the |>er"on and character of 
the Saviour, and as be prolonged the con­
versation, 1 was assured he had been search­
ing tbe Scriptures.

i| must present another feaiure of Moham­
medanism.

Invitation cards lor another of the Meetings 
on religion in foreign countries, held at the 
instance of tbe Evangelical Alliance, having 
been issued by the Dowager Lady Ducie, a 
large company assembled at her ladyship’s 
revidence in Katon-square, in May list.— 
The subject of the conversazione on this oc­
casion was, “The Revival of Religion in 
Sweden.” The following report is given by 
the Record :—

The lion. William Ashley stated, that it 
had been intended lor Sir Culling Eardley 
to preside,but he was prevented Iront doing 
so by his recent afflicting bereavement. He 
(Mr. Ashley) bad, therefore,been requested 
to occupy the chair.

The proceedings were commenced with 
prayer by the for. Edward tiarbett, In­
cumbent of St. Bartholomew’s, Gray’s Inn- 
lane.

Tbe Rev. K W. Gieaves, Rector of Toot­
ing, then opened the subject of the evening 
by describing the incidents ol a visit to 
Stockholm at tbe close of last summer.— 
His sojourn was brief, but the Swedish Diet 
was just then in session, aod be had thus 
the opportunity of seeing personages high 
in Church and State, and of observing the 
working of the national institutions, with 
which be could not otherwise have met— 
He prefaced bn observations by a reference 
to the historic reminiscences ol Sweden m 
connection with her old-time championship 
of Continental Protestantism. These facts 
would, in his opinion, supply a reason lor 
the present mental attitude of the country, 
especially with reference to tbe question of 
religion» liberty. The Swedes, having once 
adopted Lutheranism, looked upon it as es­
sential to their system of State policy, and 
as the very embodiment ol Protestantism. 
He described the complicated political eon- 
slitution ol the country—the consent ol four 
distinct Houses being required to any legis­
lative measure —which makes it extremely 
difficult to modify Ihe old laws. One great 
object of these laws seemed to have been 
to prevent the inroad of Popery, and the 
Swedes were animated by a strong feeling 
to preserve that form of Protestantism which 
had rendered them historically famous. Tbe 
King and the royal family strongly sympa­
thised with the movement lor religious liber 
ty, aod the influence of the Court were ex­
ercised in that direction. After further de­
tails on this subject, tbe Rev. Gentleman 
narrated some miscellaneous incidents and 
conversations illustrative of tbe state ol 
feeling among the Swedish clergy and peo­
ple. One marked feature was their anxiety 
lor Eoglisb information. English theologi­
cal and other works were much read, either 
in the original or in translations, aod among 
these he might especially mention the 
charges of the Archbishop of Canterbury, 
who was looked upon as a high authority. 
Great interest was taken in English affairs, 
and many of tbe Swedish clergy had ex 
pressed to him their surprise at the sums we 
raised for foreign Missions. After giving 
details with regard to tbe religions position 
of Ihe English residents m Stockholm, and 
the effort new making to erect a church for 
them (towards which £1,000 baa been con­
tributed,) Ihe Rev. Gentleman concluded by 
expressing hie deep interest in the Swedish 
people. They looked, he said, much to 
England, and desired onr good opinion — 
Among others with whom he bad had the

These, they would say, “ arc world- 
religious awakenings which have of late so iy lunnsements We give op the world, and 
strikingly manifested the Lord’s power is tin : fore we give up them " The revival
varions parts of the country. He attributed 
the rise of this movement to the evangelis­
tic labours of Ihe Rev. George Scott, who 
was sent io Sweden many years ago by Ihe 
English Wesleyan Missionary Society.— 
After Mr. Scott’s removal, these effort» were 
followed up by Mr. Koeeniee, of Stockholm. 
The great mean# of the awakening had been 
the increased reading ol the Bible, taken 
op and looked to by tbe people ibemselvea. 
Formerly their theological reading was 
chiefly Luther’s sermons ; now Luther was 
still read, but tbe Bible held the first place. 
Tbe human instrumentality employed has 
been leebie, coesisling, for tbe most part, ol 
labouring men. During the past winter, for 
example, a Daleearlian peasant had met 
with moeb blessing in the northern pro­
vinces, bis meetings for simple reeding and 
plain exposition bad been thronged. The 
power of God had sometimes been manifest­
ed in the very midst of worldly amuse­
ments. Io one instance a party was sitting 
at a game ol card». One of thu players 
suddenly threw down his card, and declared 
he could play no longer,—be must attend to 
the salvation ol his soul. All the rest fol­
lowed his example, and at his invitation they 
instantly fell down on their kneee in fervent 
prayer. In another case a whole family 
were simultaneously aroused from their 
sleep at midnight, and urged by an irresis­
tible constraint to seek the Lord. Mr. Jo- 
banaon drew hi* statement lo a < lose, by a 
reference to the effect of the revival among 
tbe University students at Upeala, observing 
that many of them very frequently met to­
gether for Bible-readiog aod prayer.

The Rev. George Scott (the Wesleyan 
Minister already referred to) gave deeply 
interesting detail" with regard to the past 
and present stale of Sweden. After des­
cribing some revival» of former years, he 
declared hi* conviction that there now 
far more true religion in that country than 
at any previous period. A wondcrlul work 
has been done by tbe Bible Society. In 
proportion to the population, the circulation 
of the Bible in Sweden exceeded anything 
that eould be found in any other vnuniry.— 
Mach had also been done by I lie quiet la­
bours ol the Moravia»» ; and much by reli­
gious book» translated from live English-— 
One of these, “ Vineyard Labourer»,’’ had 
recently been translated by the queen ol 
Sweden. Alter referring to the circum­
stance» of his former residence in Sweden, 
Mr. Scott described his observations during 

visit last sommer. Hi« reception was 
most cordial, all classes, from tbe highest 
ecclesiastical antborily downwards, mani­
festing tbe greatest anxiety to obliterate the 
painful recollection» (of a popular persecu­
tion) which led to the closing ol hie minis­
terial career at Stockholm The first thing 
which he found on landing w.s that the 
Dean of Gottenburgh—Dr. Wiaclgren, a 
man ol eminent learning and piely—bad 
made a successful beginning ol open-air 
preaching. “ The people will not (be said) 
come to me, and I must go to them ” At a 
large Clerical Conference at Upsaia a paper 
embodying Tracurian principles was read ; 
but in tbe subsequent discussion the cause 
ol .pietism, as opposed to Puaeyism gained 
the day by an overwhelming mejority.— 
With regard to the extent of the awakening, 
it had been stated to him that as many as 
500,000 persons, out ol a population ol three 
millions and a half, were truly converted lo 
God ; but, taking a lower estimate, he 
thought Ihe number might be fixed at 250,- 
000. The revival was spread over the 
whole country, and touched all ranks of tbe 
people. It bid, indeed, been said to have 
manifested itaell in every parish. During 
bis sojourn be paid a visit to a Christian 
nobleman, Count Slackleberg, at Sleuaea, 
and be soon found that religion was tbe all- 
pervading thing in that establishment. Tbe 
entire family and the domestic*, and many 
of tbe surroonding tenantry were avowed 
Christian* Tbe Count preached the: Goa- 
pel himself, bolding daily eervice* morning 
and evening, end the people looked op to 
him a* their spiritual father It wa* a model 
of petriarebel government, although, indeed, 
the Count was but young, being only thirty- 
six. U wa* said that he never preached 
without some conversion* following ; and 
when he (Mr. Scott) beard tbe torrent of 
fervid love which characterized hi» pleading 
with the people, he was tot surprized at hi* 
influence. There wet* many other exam­
ples of persons of high rank and station, 
who bad habitually put themselves in great 
trouble, in order to afford opportunities for 
Ihe preaching of the Gospel. The grdhd 
instrument in carrying forward this work 
was tbe Bilde. In all the gathering» of the 
people, they did not so mock cute 1er set 
sermons.—What they liked was the reading 
of the Bible ex;>ounded verse by verse — 
He cited various examples of the eagerness 
of tbe people lo hear tbe Word. With re­
gard to the religious liberty question, tbe 
laws were devised as a complicated network 
to exclude the re-entrance of Romanism, 
and 1er this they had been effectual. They 
were intolerant, bet tbe practice was exceed­
ingly tolerant. In other words, there was 
legally a vast amount of intolerance, prac­
tically as much liberty as here. After again 
acknowledging the primitive hospitality cl 
the people, Mr. Scott gave some account of 
the more remarkable Swedish evangelists— 
Rosenius and AnkfelL The latter was call­
ed tbe evangelising troubadour, from his 
custom of travelling throûgh tbe country, 
and making his skill hi music the means of 
gathering crowd*, te whom be prenctod tbe 
Gospel. He would perform on ■ kind of 
guitar, ringing two or three spiritual songs, 
and when be had thee got a large gathering, 
he would lay aside the instrument, take oet 
hi* Testament, and apeak to 
and there was no preaching more faithful or 
powerful then Ahnfelt’s. The Bov. Gentle­
man closed hia deeply interesting statement 
by urging tbe daim of Sweden on the pray 
er of British Christiana.

Several questions were then answered by 
Mr. Scott. Among ether points of addi­
tional information this elucidated was Ihe 
fact that religions periodicals gain ■ large

Never have we beard so many curses, so 
many blasphemies, so many untruth» ut- 
otiered and published against English Pro­
testantism, as we have in these dejs One 
thing is certain, it those enemies of tiod’a 
truth had Ibe power ee they have the will, 
we should soon have a second St. Bartholo 
mew ; the heads of Protestante would fiy 
in the air, aa dual before the w ied. But Ihe 
Lord reigneth i lienee we can, in this troe- 
blesome nation, enjoy some peace.

As our lawsuit has taken place at Money,
I m«y here any a few word» on whet hap­
pened there some centuries ago. On the 
l»t of March, 1562, about twelve hundred 
peaceful Protestants were met together lo

then gave tbe bloody command, “ Kill, hill, 
all iheee Hugoenois and instantly, Ibe 
grey-headed, the lathers, the mothers, with 
babes in their arm*, the yooeg women, all 
fell under the savage butcher». The pion» 
l'a-1or received seeefal wounds, but an in- , 
visible band was watching over his precious 
life ; the sword broke whilst lifted up in Ihe 
air, end tbe mortal blow was avoided | bet 
hi# sullering* were not ended ; by the order 
of the Duke he wa» bound upon a ladder, 
and dragged to 8t. Dizier, when- he was pat 
into a dungeon, remained there about a 
year, aod afterward* was set at liberty by 
Ihe agency of an illustrious Prince.

Thank God, glory be to tbe Cross of 
Christ 1 the times are changed. The bleeeed 
Gospel ia again preached at Vansy, and in 
the Deportment we enjoy religion» liberty.
A lew facta will demonstrate this. From 
time to time we have been more or leea in­
sulted, when engaged in funeral».

they live. In the village of Attaneourt.nesr 
Vassy, we were called a few months ago lo 
perform a funeral service. On onr arrival, 
we were told that no effort*, no promises, 
no mime or», had been spared by the priest 
to persuade the young woman on her death­
bed to be rebaptised, but without any sncceea. 
She said, when thus tormented, “ I have re­
pented of my sins, my hope ia in God’s 
mercy, through Christ ; I have no confidence 
in you, 31. le Cure ; 1 desire you to retire 
and not come again.’’ How did the priest 
answer ? Was it in addreesing words of 
consolation to the sick woman, aod in im­
ploring upon her the graces she wanted in 
her trying circumstances ? O ! no ; bis 
month wa* full of cats*». The yoeeg wo­
man die* ; tbe time #f the funeral has ar­
rived ; we see ourselves surrounded with 
ferociou* beasts ; when tbe coffin i* placed 
on the side of the face*, Ihe rope* are taken 
away, and tbe corpse cannot be lowered to 
the bottom of the grave ; the church bell» 
ring tremendous volleys to drown our voice, 
and prevent tbe people from hearing the 
truth ; hisaes are heard, accompanied with 
these words ; “ Let ns uaet the corpse where
we bury tbe deed beasts.” The scene which 
took place canaot he represented. Scarcely 
ever were so ranch wickedness, baseness, 
and craftiness, joined with so much inward 
cowardice and faintheartedness, a* we met 
with in this baud of ruffian*. Let your 
reader* think of a priest, with a heart a» 
black as his dress, potting his head throogh 
the window of bis veetry, cheering tbe peo- 
pie, to wall *e living end the deed, with

The Issues of Bibles, Tes­
taments and parts of Scripture, 20,037 copies— 
increase, 7,666. Grand total of issues from the 
commencement, 373,467 copies. Tbe Tract 
Society issued 4,031 copies. Gratuitous Distri 
button, 460 Bibles, 338 Testaments. The 
Colporteurs base visited 7,454 families, and sup­
plied many copies Tbe Bev. Lacblin Taylor, 
Mr. Johnson, and Mr. Ball are the agents. Tbe 
Montreal Society distributed 11,561 copies, and 
received $600 more than last year : $2,039 ex 
pended in colportage. But Montreal is an inde­
pendent Society, and not Auxiliary to Upper 
Canada.

I only state a fact, and not invidiously, that 
the success of Ibis valuable Western Canada 
institution is mainly attributable to Mr. Taylor, 
ibe Wesleyan. He has tbe intelligence, the 
catholicity, tbe eloquence, tbe agility, tbe polite­
ness ; and whether in tbe pulpit, on the plat 
form, in the parlour, or accidentally io tbe street, 
yon are attracted by ibis Caoadianized 
Orientalized Scotchman.

Pressing engagements prevented os from 
visiting the Academy at the boor advertised, 
but at a few minutes offer ten we joined tbe 
numbers who still continued lo proceed thi­
ther. The first object which attracted oar 
attention was the improved appearance of 
be building itself. Having p*s»ed through 

the various apartments adjoining the Aca­
demy school-rooms, we were enabled merely 
to notice that there was pleas! ig indication 
of taste and skill in the general arrangement, 
and, certainly the Directors roost feel justly 
proud o< the result of their efforts here dur­
ing the pa*t twelve months.

We found in tbe chief tea -hing depart­
ment a.large attendance of respectable spec­
tators, and pn pils whose conn ten * nces seemed 

indicate not a little intelligence. They 
were evidently anticipating something ani­
mating and important in comection with 
tbe approaching exercises. A class of ju­
nior readers was completing their lesson as 
we entered. The first glaice at the eager 
students convinced us that they regarded 
their teacher with very diffrrent feelings lo 
those which bad so often moved ourselves to 
momentary sadness under the old system of 
rod and frown. Their little facet were turned 
upward occasionally with sables of confi­
dence, ns if mentally ejaculating “ Yes, Sir, 
we shall endeavour to please ye u.”

able ; tbe student* bad been stn lects indeed. 
Mica and Granite, Lions and Dromedaries, 
Nitrogêo and Oxygen were all described with 
an accurateness and readiness which plainly 
said—We know theta. It weald not sur­
prise us to learn at a future d»y that some 
of that class had attained to eminence i s sci­
entific men. The parents must have enjoyed 
the exercise richly.

Next came tbe Latin claese». The third 
clast reviewed from Ibe beginning of the 
Grammar to the last page which had been 
learned by the scholar*.—The Rules were 
repealed with admirable fluency and • few 
minutes were spent in translation. Tbe 
first and second classes geve evidence that a 
good foundation was being laid for classical 
training.

Children of Religions Parents.
It is an interesting question why tbe chil­

dren of religious parents are so seldom con­
verted, and not unfrtqueotly are mort- hos­
tile to religion than those who have had no 
religious training.—The reasons usually as­
signed are, that they become disgusted with 
religion by the importunity of their parents ; 
that severe early restraints become irksome 
and react ; that the imperfections which they 
observe in the domestic conduct of their re­
latives destroy their confidence, Sec., Sec. I 
doubt most of the usual reasoning oo this sub­
ject. It may apply io particular cases, but it 
does not solve tbe whole problem. Where 
these defects bave not existed, the results 
bave been the same. Tbe most painful ex­
amples I have known were to the families 
of devoted and judicious ministers, some of 
whose children, whom I can at this moment 
recall, are reeling to the grave drunkards.
I think tbe reason lies deeper than is usually 
conjectured. There is a profound fault 
somewhere in our system of religious train­
ing —The constitution of the human mind 
requires the Scriptural mode of enforcing 
religion, and admits of no other, and this is 
not tbe mode adopted iu the religious educa- 
ion of children. Let me explain.

We have two classes of habits, passive 
and active. The facility ol the fermer is 
diminished, while that ol tbe latter is increas­
ed, by exercise. The surgeon, in tbe begin­
ning of his profession, may feel a painful 
sympathy for tbe suffering of bis patient. 
This very sympathy may unnerve his hand, 
and embarrass his operation.—By familiar­
ity with suffering his sympathies may har­
den—tbe pattive susceptibility abates, until 
tbe agonies ol bis writhing subject scarcely 
discompose hi* feelings. But with this in­
crease of feeling there is an increase of tact 
in tbe use of bis inetromente—the active ha­
bit ia improved, so that the moot unfeeling 
operations are generally tbe moat accurate 
and secure. The experience of tbe drunk­
ard ia another example ; in proportion as be 
advances in bis vicious habit does hie suscep­
tibility of agreeable excitement diminish. 
The draught that at first intoxicated becomes 
powerless, and to have effect, must 1# 
creased as he advances.

This interesting law applies equally to 
oar moral nature. Let an individual be 
passive, but inactive, amid the examples and 
admonitions of religion, and be will ine­
vitably degenerate. So well known is 
this feet, that tbe popular language, without 
scrutinizing the reason, has characterized 
such as ” gospel-hardened.’’ The most thril­
ling appeals of tru’h fall on their ears like 
the breath of tbe wind, while others, a hun­
dred fold more debased in vice, but le»$ ac­
customed to re igious motives, quake with 
trembling.—Now, does not Ibis consider­
ation explain the irréligion of the children 
of religious parents Î They witness con­
stantly examples of religion, but is it tbe case 
that parents labour directly for their conver­
sion ? It Is lo be feared that direct efforti 
for tbe salvation of children are rare. We 
teach them its doctrines, and discipline them 
to some ot its moralities, but we do not treat 
them as the gotpel treats tinners—urging 
them to immediate repentance and faith as 
the means of regeneration and the ground of 
all true practical virtue ? I have often 
thought, in my observations on Christian 
families, that tbe indirectnees with which re-

The first thing which cannot fail to strike 
the mind on the examination of the above 
Table, is the very general increase through 
out tbe Connexion. In but one District 
there a small decrease, whereas in all the 
others, hitherto reported, there is an acces­
sion, and in some to a considerable extent 

The conclusion to which we may very 
fairly come from this state of things, is, that 
Wesleyan Met’iodiem is in a healthy con­
dition. We make this record with devout 
gratitude to God. who has thus honoured 
the several agencies employed to promote 
the one great object (or which in the estima­
tion of Mr. Wesley we as " United Societies 
exist—“(be spread of scriptural holiness 
lhoughout tbe laod.” Whilst we acknow­
ledge with thanksgiving tbe general pros­
perity with which us a Church we have 
been favoured, it is also our duty to state 
that in some Circuits the Holy Spirit has 
been more abundantly poured forth, and 
large masses of persons have been brought 
under His influences. This ia indicated not 
only by an increase of upwards of 15,000 
members, after supplying the vacancies 
occasioned by the departure ol many to (heir 
eternal reward,—by removals to distant 
Circuits, and by the love of some growing 
cold ; but also by tbe admission on Trial for 
membership at Ibe ministerial visitation of 
tbe Classes in March last of upwards thus 
far of 26,000 persons-

W e can only offer the suggestion, but we 
think it will meet with very general response, 
that if the Conference would give directions 
that there be inserted in the Schedules issued 
to Superintendent», and which they are 
required to return to the Financial Secre­
taries to enable them to prepare for the Dis­
trict Meetings, a lino foi Deaths as well as 
for members on Trial and in Society, we 
should be able to publish the number 
annually, and thus furn’sb a more com­
plete index of the numerical stale ol the 
Connexion.

The influence of tbe addition to oar 
Socie.ies we this year report upon the state 
of oar Finances is just what might have 
been expected. We have reason to know 
that the several Connexions! Funds are in a 
prosperous condition ; so much so, that we 
shall be very much mi taken if it will not be 
found that the year which has witnessed the 
largest income of our Foreign Missionary 
Society, has also been crowned with a pro­
portionate financial increase to oor other 
lusfit utious.

Another very encouraging sign of the 
presence and approbation of the Head of the 
Church, is seen in the number ol Candidate* 
for the Ministerial office, if these be fetv 
and infrequent, nothing more certainly indi­
cates the deadness, apathy, in a word, the 
unhealthy state of a Church ; but let these 
be numerous, and that from all rank* ol 
society, and tbe evidence is unmistakeable 
tf-Ot the Holy Ghent, from whom all saving 
influences descend, baa been carrying on 
Htowntk. 1

ll is the mem» of gelling these things — 
the wore# then brigand wny of going shout 
tl—which te en frightful here ; indeed it ia 
difficult to expreei the peioful impression 
made oo ibe mind in ibis beautiful country, 
oo seeing its wretched stsie, and the open 
infamy of its rulers. It is notorious that 
luqet of the provincial judge* live off the 
hanks of the Boipborue, expending in every 
luxury their monthly eeleriea of so many 
piaster». They *11 or let then places to 
the highest bidder ; often, to some ignorent 
clerk or aesietsot in their own office, who 
■ay have eared • little money, and who 
extorts e living by extra impome or taxe» oo 
the unhappy people, orer whom he places 
bimeelf es a tyrant, not to be dislodged unnl 
he can return heavily laden with apoil to 
Stamboul. A gentleman who h* resided 
for many years in different parte of Asie 
Minor, end who lekee ike greateet interest 
in the fine and oppressed people ol the 
eooniry, telle me tbnt be hie known the* 
men enter • sillege without e few piester» 
to pey for the hire of their two or three 
biggage-mulee, end el the end of three or 
foer jeers, leave it lor a palAc at Constan­
tinople.

Mebemet Ali, the Captain-Pacha, was 
originally a shop-boy at one of ibe Bazaars ; 
and many of the moat •'famous’’ pashas, 
from lime immemorial, have risen from the 
same low.station, or have been bought in 
the sieve market—pleasing their mister» 
bee ads waned them step by step. Bearing 
false witne* with unblushing effrontery in 
some cue of onjuet eeixore or frightful op­
pression, or ie s une daring intrigue oo the 
pail of their master to eupplaui a favorite, 
is a sure and certain road to favor and pre­
ferment. Whet we cell edociiioo, laleni, 
genius, ie not roarkeieble stuff here. Fa- 
neiicisro- lalee-wimew, calm cruelty, and 
above all, consummate falsehood and deceit, 
under e eroding, blend exterior, ore the 
ihiogs requisite to make a Turkish favorite. 
Tbe»e essentia!j to success are leading 
irait» in ike Eastern character. I beard e 
gentlemen eey, the other evening, tbit he 

,re«lly believed there were two honest men 
in Constantinople; i. #., Kihisli Pash», 
the Minister of War, and Halill Pasha 
Yet it ia slid ibst Halill Peeba Made 
two millions of money during his ministry, 
which was not e long one. Whni ie to be 
expected of men who hive been brought tip 
in poverty, opprewioo, end ignorstee, with 
every bed exemple before their eyes in the 
rich men close to their own miserable 
hovels? While poor end oppressed be le 
booeei, because he baa neither power to 
steel nor to do herm ; bat the moment the 
slightest tampuco# presents itself to lift him 
out ol his mi», ry, all those negalise, so 
called *' good qu dittos ’’ of the Turk veuish 
into thin eir. The Cadi, or pasha who had 
noticed him, wants, perhaps, a fake witness 
or two to rob a poor widow or orphans of 
all that k left thee, or to «rip ■ farmer or 
merchant of his entire purestlioos. The 

. hitherto honest (oeccuac poor) Turk tkinks 
} he may jest as well relieve hie wretched 

poverty by • thing an common ee perjury, 
•• starve oo, with a very good chance 
besides of being baeiioedoed to death on n 
falsa abroge, falsely maintained too, for 
having releeed ihe * honorable " commande 
of hie pieha. Once get e pert here, how- 
ever, by favoritism end an “ obliging dis­
position," end the toad to luxury, the 
Turk's only ambition, ia fast and easy 
enough. The Minister of Police, for m- 
stanoe» receive» a large sum for sebordrone». 
Thee# he pays eo miserably, scarcely giving 
the* enough to sustain lik, that they are 
well known to receive eo many piasters a 
day from each thief; eo that nothing is 
even Ion her from their iboogbie than io 
dislodge any criminals. Of cour*, ihere 
are a few exception», but lb# thief occupants 
of the prisons here are either innocent per 
•one, who have been stripped of ell they 
possess, or tbo* who have fallen under the 
displeasure ol some pieha or other.

Yon •ah—" How ie ihe justwe of lhis 
country administered I* I reply simply 
there ie eooe. Bribery end false testimony 
reign |ere supreme. The luxury of the 
peaks* the summer pal sees (which centra»! 
with the bæets ie whinh they toiled te* 
their dejiy brows breed bet a lew yeere 
Wore,) the cipeneoneModjawelled home,

beaiioadued, is glad to give bis lee, twenty, 
or thirty piasters, according to hie mesne, 
to he ki off, and a man l.kaly accused is 
equally delighted to make kte little pre*ei, 
end be let off with i whole akin loo. If a 
man ia punished here, you msy be pretty 
well eur. that he bss not been ebk to give 
eooegh to bis Csdi. Can yoe imagine euy 
elite of things more dreadful then ihie ?

Sometimes • Turk hse been fortoneie 
enough to gel a little money hidden ewsy, 
to help h.m io his business in »ome par­
ticular way : web, a Minia'f of Finance, to 
rake up a lew thouwnde lo build a summer 
palace, or to buy Georgian elivea end led 
horses absolutely ihere ihe rale* of ihe 
paper money or uf ibe poor coin» aaved up, 
and ao the people low largely on freqoim 
occasion».

The barbarities of mere saragee do not 
imprew ua at ell with lb# profound melen 
choly which one feels to ibis msgoifieeni 
grate of truth and freedom, where the soot 
looks sorrowfully end dejectedly out of the 
fine dark eyes of the people, who hev- 
nothing to hope for it. their wretchedness 
hot to become ne geiliy ne the men whom 
they haled end despised io the honest day» 
of ibeir miwry end labor. Mnny who 
know them well, believe that ibey deeply 
foef the dégradai ion of their country, end 
would like to riw up among the natiooe if 
they could—Mrs. Edmund Hornby.

Matrimonial Scheme of Napoleon

I told him his 
old sonant had admitted a*, and that there 
was certainly something peculiar iu the 
mao'a manners ; but sa I had seen no one 
el*, I know nothing mote.

* Ah," said the General, " that fellow 
pat him io the side-room. Sit down, snd I 
will tell yoe. Prince Louie Nspolesn Bo­
naparte was here two minutes sgo I"

I expreseed my surprise, ol courra, for 
this was in 1833, when it was death for a 
Bonaparte to enter France.

He wishes to mar­
ry my grand daughter Clementine, unite 
the Republicans and Imperialists, end make 
himself Emperor, and make my grand­
daughter Empress !"

Mr. Cooper dsd not tell ne, (fur"of courra 
be did net know,) hew the Prtnee plied hia 
wooing, nor why he leil#d. The lee Clem- 
enttne, who thee, pew,hly lost her ehanee 
of being an Empreee, married M. da Ban- 
morn, and now represent» her rejected ad­
mirer, as the French Em bused lew si ths 
Court of Aeetris.
