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The Small Business as a School of Manhood

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F11 ir <\()Ft generations the stnail 
business, that is, the busi­
ness as it was before the 
advent of the great corpor­
ation and the trust, was a 

school of character second in 
importance only to the church,” 
says 11. A. Stiinson in a re­
cent number of the Atlantic Monthly. 
It is rapidly being superseded, and the 
question is : What is to he the etlect 
upon the business world

Many years ago Mr. Stiinson was lon- 
iidcntial clerk in a typical city business 
house of the old style. Its heads were 
two young merchants, and he was given 
I he opportunity of knowing both inti­
mately and of observing the sheet of 
their business upon their characters. 
The one was a gentleman by instinct 
and family connection,—courteous, I imi­
le and unselfish. The other was self 
made, aggressive, ambitious, sellish and 
intelligent enough to know the value of 
honesty as a policy, but without con­
victions. The daily routine id’ the busi­
ness divided itself lie! ween these men by 
a kind of natural law. Everything re­
quiring courtesy ami the cultivation of 
the good will of customers fell to the 
one, while the planning of the business 
and all those important decisions which 
had to do with men whose good will wa. 
not particularly important tft the lirm, 
were passed by the other. The business 
itself, with its daily necessities and 
ionline, constituted a school of charac­
ter, giving play to the talents of both 
and holding their limitations in re­
straint. It would he interesting to look 
over the ollice letter books of those days 
and read in the correspondence the char­
acteristic features of these two men. 
There would he found recorded, as ac­
curately as in the record of a hoy at 
school, their native traits and the his­
tory of their growth. Each knew as all 
the men of their day knew that the suc­
cess of every business house depended 
upon the personal traits of the partners 
and their individual relations to the 
world of business quite as much as upon 
the wisdom of their plans.

This is understood in all forms of in­
dividual business, from the village store 
to the city establishment where in each 
instance the storekeeper is made keenly 
aware of the value of the good will of 
his customers. As a consequence he is 
kept under an impulse to he courteous.

honest and considerate until these trails 
become largely characteristic. What­
ever men may think about the business 
of the world it is inconceivable that the 
great business houses of the older type, 
which, passing from father to son, some­
times survived for centuries, could have 
continued under any other conditions. 
The great guilds of the Middle Ages 
were simply associations of men of this 
pattern. They organized for self-defence 
as individual merchants or tradesmen. 
And membership in these guilds quickly 
came to be dependent upon certain es­
tablished types of character. Because oi 
this the guilds held together, and lie 
came the permanent power which result­
ed in making the cities the instruments 
which enabled the early kings to shake 
off the power of the barons, and to break 
up the foundations of the feudal system 
in Europe. The Chinese guilds, the old 
est existing organizations of business 
men, are also of this class.

The record of those early days still re­
mains in our literature. Shakespeare's 
tale, the Merchant of Venice, turns upon 
the integrity, indisputable and domin­
ant , of the merchants of that time; anil 
the effect of the Chinese guilds upon the 
Chinese mercantile life is every when- ap­
parent. The other day the president oi 
the Anglo-Chinese Bank at Shanghai, 
resigning, to return to England, after 
twenty-live years of service, in a. public 
address testified that not a dollar had 
ever been lost by the bank through a 
Chinese merchant, and that the great' 
fear lie had for the changes now going 
on in the relations between the Orient 
and the Occident was lest the influx into 
China of foreign merchants, with a dif­
ferent standard of personal honesty, 
would do more to complicate and dis­
turb the relations of China with the 
outside world than any other cause. Kot 
the Chinese have not been familiar with 
the lower standards of business integrity 
which prevail elsewhere.

Over against the guilds have arisen 
the modern corporation and the modern 
trust. Thev have so Completely changed 
the essential conditions of business life 
as these bear upon the individual busi­
ness man, that it is well to attempt to 
estimate the effect.

The pride of the merchant, or the 
manufacturer, in the business to which 
lie was giving his life, and which bore 
his name, and which he hoped to make

permanent in the community and to 
transmit to his children, has given place 
to another temper of mind in the pass­
ing of those smaller men into the great 
corporations. Names still linger from 
the carl) day-. : the May dole hammer, 
the Buck chisel, the Mission saw. the 
Scott gun, the Morlcy hosiery, the Clay 
Woollen, the Torre) strop, the Hassell 
brush, tell of a day when the skilful 
workman began to produce a better ar­
ticle than his neighbor, and soon discov­
ering tiiat bis customers recognized its 
merits, found the way open to a career 
m which his heart found its sweetest 
pride, and bis business life its most sat­
isfactory reward. All that has vanished 
with the passing of the old conditions.

I niter the new conditions a very few 
men are carrying the heavy strain, oi 
may be considered as responding to the 
old challenge to he their very best, auii 
to prove themselves masters in a splen­
did contest. It must be admit ted that 
the {frizes of the business world weie 
never so magnificent for the capable few 
as the) are to-day. the title ‘‘mer­
chant prince” ha- taken on a new sig­
nificance. But this applies only to the 
Aery lew. Where there are in every 
great corporation or trust two or three 
or. perhaps, a few more, men at the 
head who carry the responsibility and 
timl their powers taxed to the utmost 
by their daily duties, there are thou­
sands of all grades of capacity, who now 
have no other feeling than that of the 
clerk, or the servant. Their intellectual 
activity is limited to doing the task 
that is set for them. They need to be 
keen, simply to understand directions 
and to meet the requirements of their 
department. Their moral responsibility 
is limited to obey ing orders and earning 
their daily wage. The tax made upon 
them is only to do their day’s work as 
it arrives, and at night leave their desk 
clear. They are part of a vast machine 
to whose perfection they are contribut­
ing, and in so doing are limiting their 
own powers, and bringing on the day 
when they can the more readily be dis­
pensed with and forgotten. The best 
they can hope for is a pension. As life 
goes that is much, but it is not ttu­
bes t .

The great corporation is unquestion­
ably the necessity of the hour. It will 
continue to take on constantly new 
forms of development. It is already

playing and will c*oiitinut* to play a lrc- 
mendous part in the progress of civiliza­
tion. But its limitations arc none the 
less real. The evils that are inevitably 
connected with it must be clearly re­
alized if they are to be offset. Among 
them all none is more serious than this 
radical one of the effect upon the char­
acter of many employees, who, under 
former conditions, would have been 
either managing their own business or 
ambitious for the opportunity of doing 
so. The life, in a multitude of homes 
where a salary takes the place of busi­
ness earnings, is doubtless calmer and 
steadier, and also in many cases ampler, 
in that the income is larger. A certain 
stability is hoped tor in a society where 
anxiety over business conditions is ex­
changed for the content ment of an as­
sured stipend. And the steadying and 
quieting of the temper, no longer made 
irritable by the daily anxiety, is unques­
tionably a notable social advance. When, 
however, one looks within and asks what 
is to take the place of the old discipline, 
with its insistent demand for those 
traits of character which have made the 
merchant and the manufacturer the 
sturdy, thoughtful, self-respecting men 
they always have been, we are at a loss 
for an answer.

When thoughtful writers like Benjamin 
Kidd speak of “the freest possible play 
of forces within the community, and 
the widest possible opportunities for the 
development of every individual s facul­
ties and personality" as the condition of 
progress, and of “Ihe personal rivalry 
and competition of life” as being not 
only now. but having been from the be­
ginning “the fundamental impulse behind 
all progress,” there is cause for concern 
when men find themselves tempted to 
exploit agencies which effectually remove 
or destroy those conditions.

It is certain that a great change is 
going on, and one of that subtle and 
unperceived kind the effect of which is

sure to be widely felt before it is under­
stood. not to say corrected. 1 low much
it means of difficulty or even of disaster 
in the business world of the future il 
may be difficult to determine, but it will 
certainly have a profound effect in shap­
ing the prospects even of the trust. It 
creates conditions under which it will be 
glowingly difficult to produce men with 
the character and the intellectual stam­
ina which are necessary to the manage­
ment of the great corporations. Men 
who have simply grown up as clerks 
will never be truly competent to fill 
these positions. They will become more 
and more men of detail. And the sys­
tem of inbreeding, that is, of limiting 
the tilling of their more important posts 
to men who have risen through all tin- 
ranks of lower service,—which now is 
proclaimed by some of the great rail­
ways,—is a policy as truly suicidal as it 
is unintelligent. Great administrative 
positions require men who have been 
accustomed to that independence of ac­
tion and breadth of view which only the 
responsibility of directing their own af­
fairs can produce. It is a temper of 
mind and spirit as far as possible from 
that of flic life-long clerk or employee. 
And no problem in the business world is 
more vital, or has farther reaching re­
lations, than the question how such men 
are in the future to be produced.

RICE IN ARKANSAS.
The Rock Island is experimenting, 

through agents, with rice culture in Ar­
kansas. The experimental farm is situ­
ated in Carlisle county, near Little 
Rock, and consists of seventy-live acres. 
A report on the first crop shows thirty- 
live bushels to have been raised to the 
acre. The rice is known as the Hon­
duras quality, and sells for $1 a bushel, 
it can be raised only in irrigated land, 
and the cost of irrigation amounts to 
about $5 per acre.

< | ii ;i I i t y. regularity in supply, ability to 
sell at as low a price as competing eoun- 
I ries, and the use of attractive packages 
of the kind demanded by the market . 
Apart from Cleat Britain, the other 
markets most promising are South Af­
rica.'Japan. China and the British West 
Indies.

A New Preservative.
Blit X T'.SS of preserving fresh food 

for months without the food los­
ing its original flavor has been 

discovered by I )r. Morris, id Edin­
burgh . The product used is called 
Salvoline. As a patent has not hem 
secured it cannot he described. It can 
he said, however, that the discovery of 
a certain salt by chemical experiments 
led to the perfecting of the new curing 
method.

It is claimed that in an experiment 
fresh creamery butter was kept sweet 
for six months, so that an expert was 
deceived into tli'ii' hig it the fresh ar­

ticle. Tln.se who have witnessed the 
results ol these tests are convinced that 
a nu si important discovery has been 
made in preserving fresh food stuffs for 
export trade. The solution can he 
economically maim fact it red .

To Stop Adulteration of Food Stuffs.
I ITK in keeping with The Clover's 

recent editorial reference to the 
adulteration of food staffs in the 

Province of (Quebec. Aid . I higennis. who. 
by the way. is a doctor, and represents 
a portion of a very thickly populated 
and middle-class ward in Point St.
< harles. Montreal, has made a motion 
in the Montreal City Council to have a 
clause added to the nev civic by-law 
giving the city more power to proceed 
against offenders who adulterate, food. 
This will undoubtedly he a very good 
thing if officers can he found who will 
carry out such a by-law with the same 
zeal and discretion as the officers who 
enforce the British F.... 1 and Drugs Act.

Drying Milk and Condensing Wine.
One of the most important of modern 

discoveries is undoubtedly the process 
of drying milk, by which the moisture 
is evaporated, leaving all I he nourish­
ing and substantial elements unaffected. 
The exact proportions are one to seven, 
that is to say. one tablespoonful of 
powder in seven • f water gives milk as 
though it had .just come from the cow. 
There is no loss or deterioration by 
keeping or transit.

The process is quite perfected, and 
supplies are about to he placed on the 
market . The discoverer is certain that 
he has found an invaluable adjunct for 
military, naval, and colonial supply, 
whilst lie claims that his powder affords 
an absolute guarantee for I he proper 
nourishment of children.

Canadian Butter Packed in Danish Kiels
“Canadian butter packed in Danish 

kiels is the best quality of Canadian 
creamery, and is put up in this shape 
by the shippers who receive their in­
structions from English consignees,” 
says the agent of the Canadian Depart­

ment of Agriculture in ( 1 real Britain . 
“Most of it conies with no mark except 
what is mi the sacking covering the 
cask; if there is any mark it is on the 
cask and can easily he erased. There is 
no doubt that the hulk of the butter 
packed in this style is sold as ‘choicest 
Danish. " Only a few Canadian linns 
ship butter in ‘Kiels’ or eggs in the 
1 Foreign ’ or ‘ Irish ’ ease.”

New Canning Industry.
A new canning industry to be known 

as the Old Homestead Canning Com­
pany. is to be started shortly in Picton, 
Ont. The plant will be one of the larg­
est of the kind in Ontario and will have 
a capacity of over three million cans. 
In addition to canned goods, the com­
pany will also pack jams, jellies, marma­
lade. and evaporated goods.

Shortage in Honey.
Ills season will see a shortage in 

honey in Ontario, as there will he 
a shortage in honey makers. The 

bee has been badly bitten by the severe 
Winter. It is thought that a large per­
centage of the bees have perished or will 
perish before the roses bloom again. 
Just now it is difficult to tell how badly 
the apiaries will be hurt, hut from ex­
aminations made and from word receiv­
ed throughout the province, it is thought 
that presumably half of the bees will 
die.

The bee conies out in Winter usually, 
lie does not stay out long, hut it is 
necessary for him to come out and gel 
a nip of fresh air if he is to thrive. 
This Winter he has not been able to get 
out to any great extent, and dysentery is 
setting in. The effect will be fell on 
I he next season’s crop of honey.

The trouble will likely spread over 
the Niagara Peninsula and in Welling­
ton. Norfolk and Simeoe Counties. Bees 
that have been kept in the cellars this 
Winter are doing fairly well, and it is 
to this class that those who like honey 
on their bread will look largely for their 
supply.

Fresh and Cured Fish
Herring is King.

r
llK herring has almost from time 

immemorial been regarded as King 
of all fish in I he sea. says a St. 

John's exchange. Insignilieant though 
I lie little swimmer may seem, he is 
nevertheless regarded by all northern 
nations as a perennial money-maker foi­
lin' 1 i.-11 < ■ i -11 - « ■ 11 on I lie eoasts. I'iom the 
lie.r<Is of distant Norway to the shores 

< f British ( 'olimiliia I he herring is look­
ed t< r ami welcomed as a source of in­
come which seldom or never fails.

The poll of St. John. N.B.. was known 
as a market for herring from very early 
limes, and I lie curing industry has been 
carried on longer than the oldest can 
remember. Twenty years ago there is 
a record that .170 vessels made this city 
their headquarters in the trade, and I lie 
price of the tisli then was as low as 
1Ô cents a hundred. To-day tilings are 
greatly changed : I lie lisli have to a con­
siderable extent forsaken I he neighbor­
ing coasts, and while St . John remains 
the centre of I lie curing industry, the 
herring have to he brought from Grand 
Manan and even from Bay of Islands. 
Newfoundland. The herring, for some 
unexplained reason, change I heir quar­
ters with I lie seasons. In April they 
are caught in large numbers off Nova 
Sri lia: later on, in June and July, they 
ate found near I he district from Tync- 
n i in h Creek to Mispee, and again from 
September to November, around I lie 
Island of Grand Manan. While the lisli 
i'l't 11 ml the coast are cell a inly fewer ill 
ijjpnhcrs than formerly. there is no 
<loiilit that the enormous number of 
>< ling herring used by so-eitlled sardine 
factories has much lo answer for in 
this ei niieelii n. The most profitable 
sea si n is the early Winter, for 1 lie lisli 
ran then lie frozen and shipped long- 
distances. Backed in barrels, they are 
supplied to many districts in (jucher 
and Ontario, and at one time were sent 
as far as Vancouver, hut during I lie last 
year or so the inhabitants have taken 
to catching herring on the Bari Me coast 
in greater numbers, and St. John no 
longer sends the frozen lisli so far.

While the fresh herring is regarded 
as excellent eating', yet in other guise. 
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as the kipper or the bloater, the lisli is 
even more popular. The herring, when 
cut open, slight l> sailed and smoked 
Ii r a few hours in hardwood smoke, lie- 

<-i ires a kipper: left in its original shape 
and salted and smoked for a longer per­
iod. it is transformed into the bloater. 
This latter delicacy hailed originally 
fri.m Yarmouth, on the east coast of 
England, and is In this day a staple pro­
duct of the place.

To Exterminate the Dog Fish.

IN view of the heroic efforts being put 
forward by fishermen in the Mari­
time Brovinees to secure Govern- 

n cut measures for the extermination of 
I lie dog lisli. it is interesting to note that 
a hill with a similar end in view is 
shortly to eonie before the I'nited Stales 
Congress. The proposed legislation 
authorizes I lie payment of a bounty of 
not less than two cents for each dog­
fish taken by citizens or fishermen of I lie 
I oiled States, on the delivery of the 
tail section of the lisli at such places as 
may lie designated by the secretary of 
Commerce and Labor. The hill also 
provides that the seel rcary of I lie de­
partment shall annually submit an esti­
mate to Congress of the amount of 
money necessary to carry out I lie pro­
viso os of t he hill.

Canners Win Big Law Suit.
I1L somewhat famous ease of 

iMaekie vs. I he British Columbia 
Barkers’ Association, the A.B. 

C. Backing Co., and other salmon-park­
ing ri nrerns, has been dismissed liv the 
Supreme Court by consent.

The action was for some $44,000. and 
was based upon the contention ad­
vanced by I lie plaintiff that lie and 
n any other fishermen who fished on 
(fie K raser River for Hie defendant 
eoiupauies during the season of 1002. 
had not received the lull amount of 
money for fish as agreed upon by them 
with the defendant companies prior 
to the commencement of fishing opera­
tions in that year. It was contended 
by the plaintiff that the amount sued 
lor was the difference due as between 
what the canners claimed the ealeli

The Dogfish Question.

IN view of the prominence given at the 
present time to a consideration of 
means whereby dogfish may he ex­

terminated from the New England and 
.Maritime Provinces’ coast, the follow­
ing methods suggested of remedying tin- 
evil are worth noting:

One is the establishment of factories 
to convert the dogfish into fertilizers: 
another proposal is that the Government 
pay a bounty for each dogfish caught. 
Many favor a combination of the two 
systems. The fish are rich in phosphates, 
while their oil is valuable and the skin 
makes a good substitute for sandpaper.

In England and Germany dogfish are 
largely used as food, and are said to he 
finnid excellent nourishment. Some 
lobster eanners propose to make an ex­
periment after their regular lobster sea- 
m n is over this year, and pack a <|uan- 
lit\ if the fish as food.

Codfish Scarceexpect to lie able to dispose of it in Can­
ada. lint in some of the largest cities of 
the I’nited States the foreign elements 
of the population consider as delicacies 
su I n id and other species of fish which tin- 
average Canadian would not dream of 
eating. It is hoped that among these 
same elements a market may he found 
for dogfish.

Scottish Method of Curing Herring.
.). Cowie. fish curing expert, who has 

been engaged by the Minister of Can­
adian Fisheries to examine likely fish­
ing stations, mid repo rf on the possibil­
ity of introducing the Kentish method 
of patching and curing herrings into the 
Dominion, lias decided to make ah ex­
periment this Summer at the port of 
Cause, on the northeast coast of Nova 
Scotia. Mr. Cowie has secured tin- ser­
vice of a number of coopers and Scot­
tish girls to do gutting, lie lias been 
making efforts to secure his fishing stall' 
among Moray Firth fishermen, hut it is 
understood the inducements offered were 
not such as to incline the fishermen to 
forego the most profitable fishings of tin- 
year nu I licit- own coast, the proposal 
being to send over a steam drifter with 
crew of fishermen to Canadian waters.

Cured codfish, familiarly known to the 
New Englander as Cape Cod turkey, and 
to the palates of thousands of toilers as 
an appetizing break fast relish, has now 
risen to the level of a luxury. Supplies 
at primary points ate such that dealers 
ate tumble to secure enough stock for 
the most pressing wants, and prices have 
advanced to a level where “shorts'" 
have sought' cover in despair.

Cannery Operations.
Wallace, of the firm of Wallace 

tiros.. has leased the Pacific Northern 
cannery on Observation Inlet. 15.C., 
which is being put in shape to begin 
fishing at the end id' the month. If con­
ditions are favorable, it is likely that 
Mr. Wallace will establish a fish cur­
ing and freezing plant on the Naas 
permanently.

ACALLKR at tliv Montreal offices 
of The <I nicer Iasi week was Mr. 
W '1'. ('opping. Montreal repre­

sentative of the Christie. Brown Co., 
Limited, Toronto Mr. Copping had 
just returned from Bermuda, where he 
had spent the past three months taking 
a well-earned vacation. Mr. Copping's 
health had not been ot the best before 
he left for Bermuda hut the healthy cli­
mate has complete!) restored him and 
he has grown 15 pounds heavier, lie 
expressed himself as delighted in every 
wav with his 11 ip and his experiences 
on the island. "The people, that is, the 
merchants, have a desire to trade with 
Canada in preference to the I ni ted 
States. hut Canadian manufacturers 
have not thought it worth while to pay 
as close at lent ion to the requirements 
of the islanders as the I ni ted Stales 
merchants.' said Mr Copping. ‘-'Things. 
being equal. Canadians would most cer­
tainly get iin- preference in trade. This 
is evidenced by the fact that the Hour 
trade from Canada has increased 200 
l-er cent, during the past two years. 
The hardware trade swings preferably to 
the I luted States, while Knglalid seems 

.to get I he most of the drv goods bust
ness. The climate being very—warm very 
In i le clothing is required by 1 he natives, 
and living also on the part of the na­
tives is on a cheap basis. Meat is high 
and this is mostly supplied by ( hieago. 
Why Canadians don’t get after this 
trade is a puzzler to me If il pays 
I iiiled Slates houses to look after it, it 

should surely interest our people. There 
are seven steamers of the Bickford and 
Black line sailing fioin Halifax touch­
ing a i the island, and in exchange Ber­
muda could supply us with onions, po­
tatoes, allow root, bulbs, Ac. The 
tourist trade in Winter is a source of a 
good deal ol revenue to the hotels, 
hoarding houses and stores, hotel hoard 
'and it is good) varying from $10 to 
$21 per week, while hoarding houses can 
he had from $i up per week. There are 
many interesting natural views and fine 
scenery on the island. Bermuda has lie 
second largest dry dock in the world.

"One of the sights of the island is a 
liild of Master lilies,—and there are 
many wonderful fields.

"One thing I was pleased to notice 
and that is that The Canadian Grocer 
is not a stranger to the merchants 
there, and m my humble way I took 
pleasure in expressing my pride in our 
Canadian grocers’ newspaper.

MOLASSES SITUATION IN MARI­
TIME PROVINCES.

Ilh situation in the molasses market 
in the Maritime Provinces has 
been of great interest to the trade 

ever since .January, says the St. John 
Telegraph, when the arrival of a cargo 
of new crop of Porto Rico at St. John 
broke the combine price for that article, 
and the later arrival of new Barhadoes 
did I lie like for I he product of that 
island.

Owing to large stocks of last year’s 
crop held in the provinces the demand 
lias thus far been moderate, Iml every­
body has been wailing lo see what I he 
next move would be with regard lo lhe 
price of new crop goods.

It now appears Ibal any further de­
cline need not be reckoned on. With re­
gard to Barhadoes, I he very unusual 
fuel lias developed that a cargo has 
lately been shipped to Virginia. In­
deed il is said Ibis is the lirst cargo sent 
there, at least for very many years. A 
cargo of Antigua molasses has also been 
sent there. The Moiled States de­
mand is said to be due to a shortage in 
I lie New Orleans crop.

Another notable fact is that Antigua 
molasses is to-day quoted higher than 
Barhadoes. which has seldom if ever 
been I be ease before. Late cables from 
Barhadoes say the market there is linn.

Coining to Porto Rico, that market 
is a cent higher than it was a month 
ago, and a letter front a leading linn of 
exporters on that island, dated March 
22. says :

“Let us lake, for instance, the out­
put of the poll of Ponce, which last 
year exceeded 8,111)0 hogsheads. This 
year we are convinced 4,000 will not be 
leached, or a falling off of 50 per cent.: 
while at May ague/., which last year ex­
ported 5.000 hogsheads, this season’s 
output will scarcely come up to 1,000, a 
difference of SO per cent. There are 
now alone left the ports of Fajardo, 
Uumaeao and Arroyo, the exports from 
which we are unable to report with ex­
actitude; but with regard to Arroyo the 
conditions applicable to Ponce also rule 
there. To be more lucid, the canes are 
ground in centrals, lately^ inaugurated 
there, so that the decrease from this 
port w ill be more or less on I he same 
scale as from Mayaguez and Ponce. We 
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are to our regret unable to give you any 
ligures with reference to Uumaeao and 
Fajardo, but we are inclined to believe 
that the decrease there will be at least 
Lill to 25 per cent.”

It \vill thus be seen that the condi­
tions appear to favor a linn if not a 
strong market for new crop molasses. 
There are now four cargoes of Porto 
Rico molasses afloat for St. John.

A: Co., prominent tea merchants of 
Yokohama. Japan, giving the following 
statistics regarding exports of tea from 
Japan to North America for the season 
up to February 29, 1904.

A TREAT FOR FISH LOVERS.
I Til good-bye said to Lent for 

another year, any variety or 
delicacy in the fish market will 

be acceptable. The luscious bivalves, 
known to connoisseurs as soft crabs, 
will soon be in the market. Reports 
from Morehcad, N.C., stale that tIn- 
season should have opened last week 
but the weather has been too cold. Now 
they are reported to be coming in at 
New York. They are expected in Mont­
real at the end of the week, and at that 
they are about ten days later than pre­
vious years. The constant cold has been 
assigned for the delay.

Another lisli statement which was 
given secretly is that lisli of all kinds 
are scarce. The bad Hoods along the 
great lakes coupled with the slow mov­
ing i f the heavy ice lias made it almost 
impossible lo get supplies. Letters to 
local dealers complain bitterly of the 
delay in arrivals all along the line.

JUDGMENT EXPECTED.
Mr. Satin by, miller, London, expects 

to receive the decision of the supreme 
court in his litigation with the City of 
London very soon now. The dispute 
arose out of the action of the city in 
erecting a dam with dashboards about 
I miles below the mill, which Mr. Sauii- 
liy claimed had materially lessened the 
working power of the mill. The litiga­
tion has been going on for nearly seven 
years. Judgment was given in both the 
inferior courts in Mr. Sauuby’s favor.

nient. The proposed treaty of a lew 
Veals ago lapsed in Iffllo because of the 
expiration of I he time for its ratiliea- 
lion and now. because tin- United Stales 
does not take advantage of the favored 
nation privilege, ils products are taxed 
lo I lie maximum in France. In con 
sei|iii*ncc. business organizations there 
are urging the Government to renew ne 
gotialions which will remove the dis 
advantage.

\ let el cnee lo such a ipicst ion natur­
ally suggests a considérai ion of Can­
ada's eommereial relations xxilh France.
II wilt In* remembered t lull in lSilff a 
ei 11 n el rial agreement was arrived at 
I el xx ecu France and Great Britain, on 
behalf of Canada. Fuller the provi­
sions of this treaty which went into force 
mi October 14. IS!là. certain French pro­
ducts are admitted into Canada under 
a reduced tariff and certain goods of 
Canadian origin are admitted into 
France subject only lo the minimum 
duty Imposed in that country . . The 
French products include wines, less Ilian 
Jli per cent, alcohol, common and castile 
soaps, nuts, almonds, prunes and plums. 
The Canadian goods are canned meat, 
condensed milk, fresh water lisli, Iresh
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It list ci s : 111 > ! craw dish preserved in I heir 
mil m ill tenus, ,-j|>|>l<-s and |n‘iirs. fresh 

< r dried. preserved fruit. building titn- 
l i i'. wh.iI pavement. staves, winul |ml|).

I>and skins, lieuls and shoes, common 
furniture, exeejit chairs. Ilnoring of soft 
tined and wooden shi]>s.

Since the treaty went into force trade 
in these articles lias shown a steady ad­
vance. which-is extremely gratifying to 
hoth parlies. Since l*9(i Canadian im­
port at ions i I these l'’rcneh products 
have initie i haii doubled, mounting in 
value from if-St; 114 in !S9li to S0.S7.ldl 
in 1902. and it is understood that the 
ret in n trade has been equally satisfac­
tory.

The treaty of.lSUd has been justilied 
and we believe that any further steps 
to improve trade relations between Can­
ada and f ranee will be both acceptable 
and profitable. While Canadians cher­
ish the Brit isli connect ion and look with 
hope towards a cl. ser eommereiai union 
with the .Motherland, it must not be for­
got ten that a large proportion of our 
population are of French origin and that 
they wi it Id view with appreciation any 
favors that might be offered to France. 
Moreover. Anglo-French relations have 
been greatly strengthened of late by the 
conclusion of an arbitration treaty be­
tween Britain and France. This treaty 
was 1 lie direct outcome of the work of 
boards of trade in both countries, and 
illustrates the power which business men 
can wield even in international affairs, 
when they so decide. Its adoption has 
paved the way for many friendly ad­
vances in the future. Among them, if 
is to lie hoped, will be the negotiation 
of a. commercial treaty of even wider 
scope t ban l he present .

TEA IMPORTATIONS IN 1903.
I ) FT I RNN showing the distribution 
lv of Indian and Ceylon tea re­

exported from llm l niled King­
dom during 1 lie year 1903. are now com­
plete. Compared with 1902, shipments 
to Canada have declined nearly 25 per 
rent, though it must be remembered that 
1902 importations into Canada were

abnormally large. The decline is most 
marked in Indian tea. I he importation 
of which has fallen off from 1,795.950 
lbs. in 1902 to 1.0.19,7,S3 lbs. in 1903. 
The decline in Ceylon tea is less notice­
able. the ligures being 1,707,523 in 1902 
and 2.403,319 lbs. in 190.3. Compared 
with preceding veals the demand for 
Ceylon tea has shown a steady growth.

THE FORWARD MOVEMENT.
rl ^IIF average hoard of trade in a

L Canadian town is practically a 
dead letter to-day. Possibly the board 
meets mice a year. A handful of mem­
bers put in an appearance. Two or 
three olheers are elected or, more fre­
quently, re-elected. A high sounding and 
elaborate resolution in favor of I he pre­
ferential policy of the Hon. .Joseph 
Chamberlain is passed and forwarded to 
that statesman. Then the meeting ad­
journs and the ii^istncss of the board lot 
the year is accomplished.

Fortunately for Canadian commercial 
interests, ail our boards of trade are 
not of this standard, nor does Canadian 
prosperity depend at all largely on the 
activity of the hoards of trade. But, 
while tins may lie the case, if does not 
follow that such organisations cannot lie 
of great value both to the communities 
in which they arc located and to the 
country at large. The past efforts and 
accomplishments of the boards give am­
ide proof of this. When boards of trade 
were lirst organized in Canadian towns 
and cities they did a splendid work, 
which unfortunately has not been par­
alleled to this day.

It is a pleasant sign of the times to 
note the rejuvenation of the Halifax 
board of trade and the inauguration of 
a “Forward Movement” in its policy. 
This movement is to be marked by a 
three-fold advance. First, a large and 
enthusiastic membership is to lie se­
cured Second, the membership is to 
pledge its support and lend its best 
business capacity to the carrying out of 
all future projects undertaken by the 
board. Thirdly, a young and active sec­
retary is to lie secured, who will take 
charge of the executive work. The 
Halifax hoard of trade are in earnest. 
They have formulated a plan of ciini-

paign and, because the plan is practical, 
it will in all probability lie successful.

it is our opinion that the present time 
is an admirable one for the rejuvenation 
of one and all of the Canadian hoards 
of trade. Capital has organized and is 
organizing into its employers’ associa­
tions. Labor is strengthening its hands 
in the unions. Retail merchants have 
I heir national and provincial associa­
tions. .Manufacturers have their big 
Canadian association,—hut there is still 
a necessity for the belter organization 
and consolidation of the commercial in­
terests of every community. Too Ire 
quently these interests are badly served 
or neglected by the municipal councils. 
An active hoard of trade would not only 
remedy this defect hut would create a 
renewed activity in municipal affairs 
Its attention could lie directed towards 
the reform of many grievances, the es­
tablishment of bcnelicyrk institutions, 
the attraction of louK^J_>rade, the im­
provement of means of communication, 
and the general advancement of the in 
teres Is of the town or city.

The organization of the hoard should 
lie siii-li as to expedite the transaction 
of business, Too frequently valuable 
time is wasted in argument. This can 
lie saved by a system of representative 
committees, whose duty it is to sec me 
all information and formulate policie . 
to be subsequently approved by the 
whole hoard. In this way an admirable 
work can he carried on quietly and 
effectively, without undue ostentation 
and noise. If a, secretary can devote 
liis whole lime to the work of the 
board, so much the better, lint even this 
is not necessary. Reliable information, 
a definite policy and sound backing will 
usually carry the day when any work is 
to be accomplished.

EVAPORATED APPLES CORNERED.
ROM a reliable source cdflies the 

information that the evaporated 
apple market has been cornered. For 
some days unseen influences have been 
effectually doing their work, with the 
result that a general Hurry in evapor­
ated apples was noticed a day or two 
ago, culminating when a certain firm 
managed to get within their control all 
available supplies of evaporated apples
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in cariots, which Ihey arc offering al 
(I |-2e. The situation, however, cannot 
he construed as serious, normal prices 
cannot lie advanced much over lc. lie- 
lore it will pay to import evi 
stocks from the I’nited States to supply 
nil demands. The, local demand more­
over is not large, the hulk of supplies 
going direct to the Northwest. In ad­
dition there are reported to lie fairly 
large quantities of dried apples on hand, 
which naturally take the place of evap­
orated fruit in the event of high prices 
ruling in the latter.

’I’lie corner in evaporated apples has 
tailed to raise in local dealers more than 
a degree of curiosity since the event was 
expected a month ago. As a matter of 
tact it is only a forcing of natuial do­
ve' s. The quantity of evapor­
ated apples on hand at the present time 
is considerably below I he average of last 
vcar and is being gradually used up. 
Two large dealers were practically out 
a month ago. The number of small deal­
ers with stocks to sell is on the decline, 
which makes it easier for large dealers 
io control prices.

Something in the nature of a combine 
in tin1 evaporated apple industry was 
attempted about a year ago, but the 
scheme was frustrated owing to the 
unwillingness of certain firms to become 
parties thereto, who, for evident reasons, 
found it more profitable to remain out-
side.

A NEW FEATURE IN PEANUTS.
KANl TN from France and Japan 

are being offered in Eastern Can­
ada markets. This is something un­
usual; in fact it appears to be the first 
time on record any peanuts from these 
countries have been offered in Ibis part 
1 I the Dominion. The explanation of 
lhis innovation is the scarcity, and con­
sequently high prices, of peanuts in the 
Southern States, from where Eastern 

* amnia usually gets its supply. The 
price at which the French anil Japan­
ese article is being offered is rather more 
favorable than that of Southern Am­
erican production.

The French and Japanese nuts are of 
good quality and rat lie c plumper than 
those we have heretofore been obtaining 
from the Southern States, and some 
transactions have taken place.

In ISrilish Columbia Japanese pea­
nuts are no strangers, as a steady sup­
ply of them is received in that part of 
the Dominion.

SUGAR.

The sugar market is without special 
feature this week and there are no 
changes to record. Business for tin- 
week has been interfered with by the 
Master holidays, and trading has been 
light in consequence. While the tone 
of the market is nominally steady, re­
finers at the moment are indifferent buy­
ers of raws, and are unwilling to pay 
last price for any nearby lots, their re­
cent heavy purchases having fortified 
them for weeks to come and for the pres­
ent they consider it expedient to with­
draw from the market rather than en­
courage Cuban holders farther in their 
upper pretensions.

Quotations for till test centrifugals 
remain nominal on basis 2 A-Hi e and f. 
New York, for Cubans, or 1.1)7 c. and f. 
for lion-privileged sugars in United 
States markets. Both of these quota­
tions are equivalent to duty paid parity 
of 3.(k). Holders are asking 1-32 more 
for spot sugars and in Cuba there are no 
centrifugals offering at less than 2 3-8
e. and f. for April shipment. There 
have been some sales this week of new 
crop jobber sugars at Its 3d e. and f., 
which is equivalent to 3.7.) dutv paid 
for basis !)(i for July-August shipment. 
Sellers now ask ils 4 1-2*1 for both old 
and new crop.

In Europe there has been an advance 
of 3-4d to 1 l-2d, beet sugar quotations 
now being 8s (i 3-4d for April shipment 
and 8s 71-2d for May shipment basis
f. 0.1). Hamburg. There is still a dis­
parity of fully l-8e per lh in favor of 
cane sugar in the New York market.

Receipts at V. S. Atlantic ports for 
week ending March 30, were 41.318 tons, 
all being to reliners. Meltings for tin- 
week were 30,000 tons, an increase of 
4,000 tons over the previous week. Total 
stock in all hands was 130,084 tons, an 
increase for the week of 10,318 tons. 
Combined stocks of I'. S. and Cuba 
were 308,084 tons, a decrease of 124,10.1 
tons from last year. Combined stocks 
id" Europe and America at latest uneven 
dales were 3.18,084, an increase of only 
3.102 tons over corresponding jieriod 
last year.

Refined market has been without 
change, although deliveries in the 
United Stales on old contracts have been 
quite large and there has been some new 
buying at unchanged prices.

There has been a noticeable want of 
keenness among English buyers of 
Indian teas, and chiefly of the common 
and ordinary medium grades.

Com­
mon tannings, however, have been much 
neglected.

11 rKATIIKIt is backward and trade 
Y y is si ill somewhat quiet. On the 

whole the last four weeks have 
been rather disappointing. Trade kepi 
up fairly well during January and 
February, hut March did not come up to 
expectations. During last week some of 
the smaller railways have been again 
lied up. This time it was not occasion­
ed by snow storms hut by the freshets. 
Freights from the upper provinces have 
arrived more freely and the stringency 
in some Unes of stocks has therefore 
been removed. The travellers are now 

(«ut on their routes again after the 
Master holidays, and it is hoped they 
w'ill be able to report a stronger buying 
tendency.

The Halifax market is fairly well 
stocked with salmon, hut the coast situ­
ation is being closely watched, ('alined 
lish, such as liimau haddic, kippered her­
ring, clams and scollops are getting 
scarce and the new pack will find a 
ready sale. Smoked herring are scarce 
and high, 14 cents being paid by the car

1
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for medium. The indications are that 
there will he an advance on all lines of 
American calmed meats. Canadian 
meats have already been marked up. 
There is a strong demand at the pack­
ing houses at present as merchants are 
stocking up for Summer trade. The 
supplv of canned fruits is moving out of 
lirst hands rapidly and merchants who 
require more in order to carry them 
over -until the new pack comes in should 
not delay ordering, as there is a proba­
bilité of prices being advanced, fanners 
apprehend short fruit crops the coming 
season.

A few years ago a great many tons of 
Nova Scotian dried apples was handled 
by wholesalers, but lately trade has 
been largely transferred to the Ontario 
article. This is chiefly on account of 
the difference, in color. The local article 
is quite brown while in that from On­
tario the natural whiteness is retained.

The wholesale grocery stock of .1 
Frank Crowe & Co., which was dam- 

• ai'c't Ur lire, is being sold this week at 
auction for the benefit of the underwrit­
ers. Mr. Crowe has taken up temporary 
quarters and will likely continue in the 
wholesale business, as soon as matters 
can be straightened out. The trading 
community sympathizes with Mr Crowe 
in his somewhat heavy loss.

"'UK the past week most brilliant 
A sunshine has prevailed and the 

sudden rise in temperature has 
cleared away much of the snow, trans­
forming it into numerous small stretches 
of water throughout the country The 
transportation lines, which have been so 
badly tied up for the past ten days, are 
again opening up and traffic is now mov­
ing along slowly.

The market remains a little firmer and 
the wholesale houses report all around 
trade good for the past week There 
has been very little change in prices and 
all lines of staple groceries are firmer 
with the exception of starches and 
syrups which are advancing. The mar­
ket quotes evaporated apples £c in 
advance of last week and matches are a 
little higher, demanding 30c on the ease.

Evaporated and Dried Fruits—all lines 
are firm with the exception of evaporat­
ed apples, which are a little higher, be­
ing quoted Ac in advance of last week

Coffee—The market is firm and No. I 
Rio is still quoted at II.1,e, but will like­
ly advance.

Tea—The market reports prices of 
Japan ‘eas and other lines unchanged.

Sugars—The market is firm, Montreal 
granulated being quoted at $4.1)0 in bar­
rels and $4.70 in sacks, and yellows
$4.25.

Flour—The flour situation is practi­
cally unchanged, the demand is strong 
and No. 1 patent is still quoted at 
$2.75.

Rutter—The butter demand is heavy 
and the market remains firm. Fresh 
pound prints are quoted at 25c.

Eggs—The market is a little easier 
and ease eggs are jobbing at 26c, but 
we are looking for lower prices.

Cured Meats—The market remains a 
little firmer and slightly in advance of 
last week. 1 lams are quoted at 13 jc, 
breakfast bellies at If je, picnic hams at 
0c, shoulders at 8Je, breakfast backs 
lljc, short rolls lOJc, long spice rolls

NEW BRUNSWICK MARKETS.
Office of The Canadian Grocer,

St. John, N. 11., April I. 
EASINESS in St. John during the 

lirst quarter of the year has been 
extremely satisfactory, and the 

New Brunswick trade are looking for­
ward with confidence to a good year. 
Besides the number of changes in busi­
ness referred to in former reports, there 
are other matters of interest outside of 
regular business lines.

Two local tea men are in evidence in 
the papers, one claiming that the other 
maile a false statement in his advertise­
ment. The facts would seem to warrant 
otherwise, and the dealer who was so 
quick looking for trouble is likely to 
have little else for his pains.

Then a Western tea dealer seems in­
clined to question the statement made 
by a local man that St. John is so 
situated as to be in the best position of 
any Canadian city to do a tea business. 
So far the facts presented certainly fav­
or the position taken by the St. John 
man.

Possibly the chief interest here at 
present centres in the molasses situa­
tion. As noted in our report some 
weeks ago, one of our large importers 
advertised having received a cargo of 
new Porto Rico molasses. Now, the 
representative of an American molasses 
company there advertises the expected 
arrival of the first cargo of new Porto 
Rico molasses. This our local man 
lakes as a direct effort to persuade the 
buyers that he made a false statement 
in advertising his early shipment as new 
goods. The trouble is hot over yet.

In markets there is lit tie of particular 
interest. Markets on the whole do not 
seem as firm. Merchants have made 
more Ilian ever of Easter this season in 
the way of window dressing.

Oil.
In burning oil the market is not so 

firm but there is no change in price. 
Sales show quite a falling off. Dealers 
are very busy shipping lubricating oils. 
The sale here is very large. In paint 
oils values are unchanged. Linseeds con­
tinue very low. This is the season of

demand. In fish oils this is the off sea­
son. Much lower prices are quoted in 
best grades of cod liver oil.

Salt.
There are continued arrivals of Liver­

pool coarse salt, dealers being anxious 
to get supplies out before the Winter 
port boats stop. Prices are held firm. 
In factory filled there is a better de­
mand as the season advances. In Can­
adian fine, orders for forward shipment, 
are now being given. This salt is used 
very largely by our butter and cheese 
factories.

Green Fruit.
This has been a busy week. In apples 

full prices rule. There is a good sale 
for Western Northern Spies, at 
prices. Oranges are freely received, 
Valencias having the large sale. The 
low price of Californias tends to in­
crease business in them. In lemons the 
low prices continue. Bananas are rather 
higher this Spring, and the season is 
now well opened. In cranberries, while 
price is high there is a fair sale. A few 
strawberries and other small lines are 
seen.

Dried Fruit.
There is lit lie business in this line. 

Prunes have a fair sale, particularly 
small sizes. Raisins are dull and quite 
full stocks are held. Currants have a 
regular demand at even prices. Dates 
are low. In evaporated apples the mar­
ket is rather firmer. First arrivals of 
Egyptian onions are here. The outlook 
is for quite firm prices. The crop is re­
ported good, but the American market 
is quite bare, indicating a large demand.

Canned Goods.
Corn is the line of chief interest, ow­

ing to light supply. While tomatoes and 
peas are firm, there is a fair stock of 
both. In fruits, the market is well sup­
plied. Blueberries arc firmer. In 
salmon there is a good stock, except in 
Springs. Meats remain unchanged. Oys­
ters are very firm. In lobsters the sup­
ply is very light. I laddies are about, 
out of the market, (‘lams and scollops 
are now being packed.

Su?ar.
There has been no change during the 

last week but dealers hold quite full 
stocks and prices are very firm. In re­
gard to the guild, it is said the diffi­
culty referred to last week has been ar-' 
ranged.

Molasses.
There is little new to report. A car­

go of Porto Rico, expected, has been 
delayed. There is still an ample stock 
of old goods. In Barbadoes new goods 
are freely offered with prices low. The 
market at the island seems quite firm.

Fish.
With the close of Lent there is per­

haps less demand, particularly for fresh 
fish. Stocks are light, though Gasperc-1 
aux are being more freely received. Dry 
fish are still very hi eh and scarce. À 
few are being received bill only fair 
quality. In smoked herring the market 
is about bare. Pickled herring are high 
with light demand.

Flour, Feed and Meal.
In flour, sales have not been as active. 

There is a feeling favoring lower prices.

BRITÎSH COLUMBIA MARKETS.
Vancouver. K.('., April 2. 

MOST interesting visitor in the 
city this week was Mr. T. 
de Schryver. of Auckland, New 

Zealand, who represents the ('anadiau 
ManWactiners" Association in that col­
ony. ^M-n. ilc Schryver arrived on the 
K.M.S. Moana front Sydney. A list ra 
lia. Among other things he speaks of 
nn.st interestingly is that very fact that 
lie came by way of Australia, and that 
all goods had to la* shipped from here 
to New Zealand, via Australia or via 
New York. lie points mil that a direct 
line is a vital necessity if the Dominion 
wishes to build up the trade it is possible 
to secure with New Zealand.

“The people of New Zealand are 
more than willing and cordial in their 
desire to enter into closer trade relations 
with Canada.” said Mr. de Schryver. 
“That is very evident from I be prefer­
ential tariff enacted by the Legislature 
of New Zealand and coining into force 
last November. Briefly the new tariff 
places a duty of 2fi per cent, oil Can 
adian goods while other goods have to 
pay :17 1-2 per cent. The lTilled States 
is, of course, Canada's great competi­
tor in the race for trade with New Zea­
land, and such a difference in duty to be 
paid, gives the Dominion a great ad 
vantage. 'file next thing is to give a 
direct steamship serivice, if only a 
freight cargo line at lirsl. But I he Do 
minion t iuvcrnmenl should see that 
some line is given assistance at mice."

As Mr. de Schryver goes east direct 
from here, he will lie able to talk to 
t anailian manufacturers and exporters 
direct, and tell them where they are at 
fault in their shipping and in other 
ways. I’erhaps those who have had the 
henetil of Mr. de Schryvcr’s aid in pro 
moling trade with New Zealand do not 
reipiire to have it e a si zed that there 
are some very grave errors made in the 
manner of shipping. From what your 
correspondent could learn from him, it 
would appear that this arises largely 
from the fact that many manufacturers 
are used to a shipping trade entirely by 
rail and to local or nearby points only.

The difference in shipments hv steam­
er for an ocean voyage, and especially 
when a rail trip of some length pteeedes 
the shipment, is very great . In this 
perhaps the manufacturer and shippers 
will lind I lie chief seal of the trouble, 
which there has naturally been in many 
details, apparently trifling in them­
selves, but causing vexatious delays and 
even losses In some instances.

* * * J"

Four carloads of Washington Stale 
grown nursery stock arrived in Vancou­
ver the past week for delivery to fruit 
growers here. The inspector ol fruit

for the province, Mr. T. Cunningham, 
says that most of the stock was really 
fine and well adapted to setting out 
here, being from a similar soil and 
climate. But be points out the big 
opening there is here for nurserymen 
to engage in the business of supplying 
the trade of the province which is grow­
ing every year. These four cars alone 
would, roughly speaking, have kept some 
$110.000 in the country and helped to 
build up an industry at the same I line.

* « *

In northern affairs, business is fairly 
quiet from a shipping point of view, 
stocks having been got forward pretty 
well before the opening of navigation 
which will be in the next six oi eight 
weeks. Meantime not much will go 
out for shipment north until stocks lie 
gin to move in readiness for the lirsl 
down-river shipments to Dawson from 
White Horse. Many Allin men are ar­
riving now to go in for the season. One 
company, the Spruce Creek Bower Co., 
will install a $100.000 hydraulic plant on 
that creek. The British American 
Dredging Co., which installed I he big­
gest dredge in the north, last season,
will pul in another this year. II. I.....
will he on Spruce Creek, the lirsl hav­
ing been on Bine. Mr. O. T. Switzer, 
engineer for tile company, is in Van­
couver on bis way in. The materials 
for this dredge will be shipped from 
here, as were those for the other last 
year. /

Heavy shipments ol canned salmon 

went out to-day on the C.B.R. ss. Tar­
tar for Japan. She carried in her car­
go nearly 1,200 tons of salmon, equal 
to 40,000 cases. Only half of this was■ 
supplied by local eaimers, the rest hav­
ing been shipped from Bilge I Sound. 
With a few more orders, the stocks held 
here will be all cleaned up, even to Un­
pack of humpbacks which was a new 
line and partly an experiment.

The historical Ash of the Indians of 
British Columbia is not the salmon as 
popular belief has it, bill I be oolachati. 
a little oily llsli, sometimes called the 
candle lisli, for it will, when dried, burn 
like “fat pine. ” The Indian tribes 
up the coast still cling to their aborigin­
al habits and seek each season their 
supply of this lisli in the fiords and deep 
indentations of I he northern coast of 
British Columbia, where the fish run. 
This year hardly an oolachati has been 
caught owing to rough weather. The 
canoes of the Indians were not able to 
fare the fierce gales which have tossed 
I he waters of even quiet landlocked 
bays ami inlets.

At that price 
retailers, who bad been caught short, 
bought for fear they would be caught 
shorter. Then down tumbled the price 
at least $10 per Ion, and now it is even 
quoted at $00 cleared, per ton. Every­
one is loaded up, and some individuals 
are by no means happy.

Another shipment of note arriving 
by the Empress of Japan last night was 
a considerable consignment of tinned 
pineapples from India, a rather unusual 
article of import from that country.

I he steamer Moana. They were very 
fine, so far as they were left in condition, 
bill evidently llicv were shipped over­
ripe. Many of them had to he thrown 
out. , Bines will stand up under the 
voyage across the equator, if shipped 
green enough. These first Australian 
pines are selling at $3.50 to $fi as to 
size per dozen. Some Australian eo- 
coanuts were also received by this steam-
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«•r. They were rather small ami of 
course meet with competition at this 
season.

Oranges aie tinning up in San Fran­
cisco markets, although prices here are 
still low. (Quotations on all lines are 
unchanged this week.

Rhubarb from California is now grown 
in open air and is thus lower in price, 
lhe limitation being now 8 to 10c per lb.

Vegetables — A big lot of Australian 

onions arrived by the Moana 1 or local 
and Seattle houses. The local stocks 
will m l more than suffice for orders for 
northern shipment. At this season the 
shipments are being taken out of the 
wooden crates usually used and put in 
double sacking* to protect them from 
dange.r of frost.

'I'HE GROCER regrets to record the 
l sudden death of V. B. Badala- 

menti-Dina, of Toronto, which oc­
curred on Friday, April 1. Mr. Dina 
was sales agent for the Canada-Jamaica 
Steamship Co., and the Canadian repre­
sentative 1'or a number of lemon and

might he mentioned F. Tracuzzi, of 
Messina, (1. Badalamenti A Co., and 
Natale Lo Cicero, both of Palermo. In 
addition Mr. Dina represented several 
Italian produce and macaroni firms.

Mr. Dina began business in Toronto 
about four years ago as a retail fruit 
dealer at the corner of Alexander and 
Yonge streets. After a couple of suc­
cessful years he decided to devote his 
attention to the lemon trade exclusively, 
and secured several prominent agencies, 
among which were those mentioned 
above. The outcome was eminently

satisfactory, for Mr. Dina during the 
last two years was able to establish a 
wide connection in the Canadian trade, 
particularly in Ontario. Toronto fruit 
merchants were large customers, and in 
addition he sold extensively to Ottawa, 
Hamilton and London fruit men.

STREET HUCKSTERS.

XT 7 AR has been declared in MontrealVV against the street hawker, and 
if appeals to the city council 

from certain quarters are successful his 
long peculiar drawl will in all probabili­
ty he heard no more. The aggrieved 
may be divided into : wo classes; one is 
the Retail Grocers’ Association, the oth­
er is represented by linnicky citizens who 
sav too much noise is created by the 
huckster. Grocers claim that the street 
seller of fruit interferes with trade 
which should pass through their hands.

Only the other day three petitions 
were presented to the mayor of Montre­
al containing ten thousand names. These 
lists were supplemented by the opinions 
of wholesale fruit dealers, farmers, gard­
eners and citizens in regard to the sell­
ing of fruit on the street, with a view 
to modifying a by-law it is proposed to 
pass which would simply erase tiie 
huckster from the business community. 
Wholesale fruit men declare candidly 
i“ni the huckster if he be an evil, is one 
of the necessary variety. If he disap­
pears, so will a large proportion of their 
business. One firm goes so far as to sav 

•'that the huckster in indespensable, and 
substantiate their statement by the 
fact that surplus stock caused by over­
loading and other reasons can he dis­
posed of to the hawker. The middleman 
in turn realizes a good profit by selling 
from door to door, and the consumer is 
better served than in any other way.

Farmers and market gardeners claim 
that at least three-quarters of the vege­
tables sold in Montreal- arc sold diiect 
from the wagon, either by themselves or 
by city pedlars who make a business of 
it. They further claim that the grocets 
cannot meet the demand nor can they 
accommodate the public in this particu­
lar connection. Citizens also made a 
strong plea for the retention of the 
street man. They argue that if the 
grocer gets control of the trade l.igher 
prices will rule and the general public 
suffer.

On the other hand the Grocers’ Asso­
ciation are alter the bucks'er hot loci. 
They say lie must go, and dwell upon 
the immense revenue of $ 1 till,OOP paid 
into the civic treasury by the grocers of 
Montreal for protection from the small 
trader whose license for petidling is only 
a trille. Great influence is being brought 
to hear from both sides and the issue 
will occupy general interest.

Several prominent fruit merchants 
were asked with respect to the quality 
of fruit sold to hucksters as a rule, and 
were unanimous in staling that it is 
usually the best in its class. 1 hi.s tact 
they "emphasize by the argument mat 
the hawker is a keen fellow as a rule 
and could never keep his trafic if he sold 
imperfect goods.

Biscuits Confectionery

Easter Confectionery Trade.
HP] Easter season just past was 

a record <yie for tlie manu­
facturers of confectionery. 
Manufacturers prepared for 
tliis occasion on an elaborate 

and extensive scale, and were well sup­
ported by the retail trade, particularly 
in Toronto and Montreal. The win­
dows of prominent grocers and cont'ec- 
liuners suggested the Christmas season 
and gave cpiite a Christmas atmosphere 
lo the shops: Easter as a season for 
aift-giving is receiving much attention 
from tradespeople in a great variety of 
lines, with much profit to them. The 
gladsome note that accompanies Easter 
Minis tilting expression in gift-giving, 
and confectionery is always in order 
when gifts are a subject for considera­
tion.

Co-Operative Association Buys Bakery.
“For. some time past,” says the 

Iiuelph Herald, “it has been felt that 
a company in (iuelph for the manufae- 
i ncr of cheaper bread was a dire neces- 
silv.” The Trades and Labor Council 
have already taken the matter up and 
slock has been subscribed to the amount 
of $1,000. As part of the scheme, the 
<iuelph Co-Operative Association have 
purchased the bakery business of Powell 

Co., and will take possession April
1.1.

A Fine New Factory.
A FINE new factory for the manu- 
i\. facture of biscuits of all descrip­

tions has just been completed by 
O. Oignard & Co., at 245 Delorimier 
avenue, Montreal. The premises cover 
shout 110x1(1 feet in area, and the fact 
that as many as 80 hands are employed 

ill give some idea of the size of the 
i siahlishment. The new machinery iu- 
>tailed enables the factory to use at 
least 70 barrels of Hour per day. The 
services of -, T. Tinnock, an export bis­
cuit maker well known throughout the 
1 anadian trade, have been engaged, and 
grocers and confectioners may expect to 
-ce even a higher class of goods turned 
•nit by this well known firm than in the 
past.

CONFEDERATION AT LAST.
ONFEDERATION of Canada and 

Newfoundland is at hand. So 
The Grocer was informed by a 

letter shown it from England, which 
stated that it is expected that a renewal 
of negotiations ollicially for the entry 
of Newfoundland into the Canadian con­
federation will be an early sequel to the 
Anglo-French understanding now almost 
completed between Lord Lansdowne and 
M. Delcasse. Three million francs is 
thought to be reasonable compensation 
for the dispossessed French lobster fac­
tories on the treaty shore. It is un­
derstood that Newfoundland will be ex­
pected to concede to Canadian fisher­
men whatever fishing and bait rights are 
given to French fishermen under new 
arrangements. It may be added that 
the existence of the French shore ques- 
tion has been the chief obstacle in the 
way of confederation negotiations be­
tween Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s (lovern- 
ment and the Government at St. John’s.

WAR ON CANNED TOMATOES.

NIL1NE dyes have been discovered 
in certain canned tomati es on 
sale in Montreal, and as a result 

action has been taken against two firms, 
one a United States, the other a Can­
adian firm. The importance of the ac­
tions is based in the fact that they are 
taken under the Federal Act which gives 
the city power to prosecute for fraud. 
The nature of the charges formerly al­
lowed under the Provincial Act was to 
prove that aniline was a coloring that 
was injurious to health. This is the 
first time procedure has been taken un­
der the Federal Act and will have far- 
reaching results. Dr. Laberg, Medical 
Health Officer for Montreal, is taking 
the actions.

| Italian sugar planters regarding 
tIn- Canadian reliners had some 

just ideation has been amply proven by 
statements made by the reliners them­
selves. Naturally, of course, some con­
fusion has been occasioned by the refus­
al of large business establishments like 
'lie Canada and St. Lawrence Sugar He­
nneries to tell their business secrets.

Two weeks ago The Grocer endeavored 
to show the position of the planters in 
the British West Indies and their atti­
tude towards Canadian refiners. To put 
it simply. The Grocer stated that the 
Canadian ’ refiners hail agreed together 
to pay only the New York prices minus 
tlie l'niled States duty for bright giainy 
grocery sugars from the Indies.

Mr Theodore Labatt of the St. Law­
rence refinery stated that I he complaints 
of West India planters were unfounded. 
However, he went on to say that every­
thing was all right now and the plant­
ers had been made happy.

When asked to explain his meaning In- 
said that all the pamphlets and circu­
lars re cutting off supplies, etc., that 
bail been sent to the Indies were no 
doubt prompted by some Canadian brok­
ets, ba.-ed on the presumption that the 
refiners were going to continue to pay 
as they had been doing all Winter. He 
would not say what that price was, but 
lie said it was changed now. When 
shown a letter from a planter dated as 
recently as March It), which stated 
"Even with i or i of lie preferential 
tariff our planters stand about 21 cents 
worse off than the Cuban producer,” Mr. 
La bat I did not deny that the statement 
was approximately'correct. In fact he 
evaded the direct reply by saying that 
it was caused by the American prefer­
ence.

"Is it true that Canadian refiners 
have made an arrangement with brokers 
either in Canada ror Cnited States 
whereby they pay the same price as that 
w hich rules in New York ?"

"We have made arrangements with no 
one.'' was the reply.

"Have the Canadian refiners refused to 
make offers to Canadian brokers for 
West Indian sugar ?”

"We never make offers to anyone ; 
brokers make offers to us.”

After further cross examination which 
was pleasantly exchanged between Mr. 
Labatt and a Grocer representative, an 
unvarnished confession was made. Mr. 
Labatt thought it would just be as well 

'not to say anything lor publication but 
in a nutshell said that the actual and 
possible grievances which had been 
voiced in the press were caused by a

presumption that the refiners were not 
going to treat the West Indies fairly le­
ading the preference. All that had 

been fixed up and no more would be 
heard of the alleged wrong treatment. 
Canadian brokers had always been given 
a chance and the refiners would prefer 
to deal with them if they could get sat­
isfactory terms. They expected to do 
an extensive business through Maritime 
Province points and also direct with 
Montreal.

Mr. Parker, of the Canada Sugar Re­
finery, gave his opinion in the absence of 
the president, Hon. G. A. Drummond. 
He simply supported Mr. Labatt’s con­
tentions and further stated that only 
that day a local broker had been told 
that they would prefer dealing with the 
brokers if they would only come to 
terms and make some offers.

Some brokers were called, upon and 
they claimed that the action of the re­
finers would be welcome news to the 
West Indians and would have a benefici­
al effect on the reciprocal relationship 
of all trade with the Indies this year.
11 may he added that brokers are not in 
a position to speak out as strongly as 
they might feel, as it is not their policy 
o in any way antagonize the refiners.
In connection with the diversion of 

West Indian sugar to the English mar­
ket, which certainly was what the Can­
adian refiners were doing, it is interest­
ing to note that cane sugar has again 
hardened in price in the Cuban market. 
Why ? Simply because the huge trusts 
are enviously watching the sugar of 
.lava, the Indies and Peru going away 
from America and they naturally will 
keep prices high with a view to attract­
ing these sugars to them again.

The following crop report is from the 
Journal des Fabricants de Sucre, and 
shows how European growers are get­
ting along :

“The weather has been fine and dry in 
France, and the growers wish this to 
continue for the benefit of the Spring 
work, which is rather behind-hand. As 
légards beet roots, the growers know 
the favorable influence of a good prepar­
ation of the soil and of early sowings 
and weedings, so that they are hasten­
ing to benefit by the fine weather in pre­
paring the land for the seed. A reduc­
tion of 10 to 15 per cent, on the area 
sown last year is generally expected. 
Abroad, the growers, for want of fine 
weather, have not been able to do much; 
the contracts for new beet are still go­
ing on, but the result is still very un­
certain. Mr. O. Licht provisionally ex­
pects from the whole of Europe a dim­
inution of 125,000 to 135,000 hectares,

or 8 per cent. on the average superficie 
of last year, which was 1,747,814 hec­
tares against 1,766,578 hectares in 
1902, 1,962,685 hectares in 1901, and 
1,843,142 hectares in 1900.”

THE CREAM OF TARTAR ALARM.

("> ROCKRS are somewhat alarmed 
J over the report from London to 

the effect that some arsenic had 
been found in some cream of tartar. 
Action was taken at once hv the Lon­
don grocers to discover the cause and 
it was suspected that the manufacturers 
of it had used a poor quality of sul­
phuric- acid and the impurity of that 
would necessitate the presence of arsen­
ic. - Retailers would do well to he sure 
to enquire of their wholesaler as to the 
quality of his cream of tartar. Cream 
of tartar is used so much in the manu­
facture of baking powder that such dis­
covery in London, for instance, is very 
important, even though so far away. 
Bellhouse. Dillon & Co., who are agents 
for the American Cream of Tartar Co., 
New York, stated that they made a point 
of absolute purity in their refining pro­
cess and no such thing as arsenic in the 
stock could happen. At least it would 
never reach the trade. Their system 
was practically impregnable. At any 
rate they had not been informed of the 
London episode nor did they anticipate 
any trouble from it.

Apple Trade With France.

A REPORT of considerable interest 
L lo Canadians was brought up re­

cently at a meeting of the Cham­
bre tie Commerce in Montreal. It was 
incidental to a Freiieh-Canadian di­
rect steamship line and covered a sug­
gestion regarding I lie shipment of Can­
adian apples to France. The points 
discussed involved the fact that many 
Canadian apples found their way to 
France by a very circuitous route and 
one that was of no advantage to the pro­
ducer of these fine fruits which made 
such an impression on the F.uropean at 
tiie recent Paris Expositions. Large 
quantities of apples were being ship­
ped in bond to Europe via New York 
and they had been as a rule bought in 
Canada by agents for American ship­
pers. A special committee was ap­
pointed to investigate this subject and 
will report to this body at its next 
meeting.

Easter Beurre for Export.

IN his bulletin on the “Export Pear 
'rade.” W. A. MacKinnon, chief of 

the fruit division. Ottawa, the 
Easter Beurre lias been recommended as 
one of tlie pears most in demand in 
Great Britain at the-present time. Mar­
ket reports just received from London 
show that California Easters have been 
selling remarkably well recently and 
it seems as if Canadian growers might 
with advantage undertake to raise this 
variety extensively and place it upon the 
British market during the Winter 
months. While the Easter Beurre is 
not at present largely grown in Canada, 
its value for export should induce grow­
ers to give it a fair Nest in order to 
ascertain if it is suitable for general 
culture.

This is the rarest fruit 
known.

Canadian Apples in Great Britain.

Â REPORT of P. B. Ball, Birming­
ham, to the Canadian Minister 
of Trade and Commerce contains 

some concrete information concerning 
tlie apple market which it would be well 
for Canadian exporters to remember for 
their benefit another year. Referring 
to the shape of the barrels in which 
apples have been shipped, a matter which 
this year has shown more variation than 
usual owing to scarcity, lie says, that the 
fruit seems to arrive in perceptibly bet­
ter condition when barrels with large 
bilges are used. The fruit seems to pack- 
better, and to withstand bruising bet­
ter than in those of flatter shape. Nu­
merous boxes have made their apearance 
hut. adds Mr. Ball, lie lias not seen the 
proper box. Many of them were of 
I-4-ineh material, with the corners 
glued and tightly packed, hut they are 
not sufficiently durable to stand trans­
portation . A box containing 50 pounds 
of apples, and made rallier larger and 
wider than deep, so there would he a 
good surface for exposure, would be, lie 
considers, a good design. Only the very- 
highest grades should lie sent in boxes. 
Another thing Mr. Ball animadverts 
upon is the tendency of Canadians to 
ship large quantities of apples just be­
fore Christmas. When they judiciously 
arrange with customers in various sec­
tions of Great Britain, and make regu­
lar shipments to them of, say, 500 bar­
rels weekly, they can realize far more 
than by sending in congested lots. At 
the end of February it is almost impos-
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; .tile to purchase Canadian apples in 
ihe markets.

Mr. Hall has no doubt that 10,000

i.. impress upon shippers the fact that 

fruit is too good for such a market.

Hybrid Fruits Produced.
QOITHERN CALIFORNIA growers 
v » have successfully crossed the rasp­

berry and the blackberry and pro­
duced the luscious Logan berry, which 
fus I lie size and shape of the hlaek- 
I rry with the raspberry Havor. The 
< .nit a loupe has been crossed with the 
watermelon and an excellent new melon 
i- ilie result. They have recently pro­
duced a thin skin, seedless orange that 
is becoming justly famous. Hereto­
fore. the California orange has been 
somewhat unfavorably regarded, be­
cause of its extremely thick skin, al­
though the original production of a 
seedless orange must he credited to Cali- 
foinia. Now we have the thin-skinned 
seedless product.

ijuite as recently the growers have 
achieved a great victory in the dë- 
v eloping of an absolutely stoneless 
plum, after many years of experiment 
in California and elsewhere. All of 
these new and most desirable fruit and 
melon varieties are now being grown in 
huge i|iiantities, and will soon have pre-

New Apple for Manitoba and Northwest.
The director of experimental farms at 

t tttawa announces that an apple tree 
has been found which will withstand the 
rigors of the Manitoba and Northwest 
Winters. It is brought about by cross­
ing the Duchess or Wealthy varieties 
with a crab apple, and although the fruit 
will not he large it will nevertheless he 
admirably adapted for domestic use. 
In the course of a couple of years it is 
hoped sufficient quantities will he pro­
duced to place in the hands of nursery­
men for distribution to Manitoba farm­
ers.
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“BLUE NOSE.’’

PROF. G. W. MURRAY, Oxon., writ­
ing in Montreal Star of Saturday, 
April 2nd, regarding the origin of 

the expression “Blue-Nose’ as applied 
to the people of the Maritime Provinces, 
makes the following remarks :

Blue-Nose is undoubtedly a nick-name 
popularly given to an inhabitant- of 
Nova Scotia or New Brunswick. There 
ate several explanations of the origin ot 
the term. One says that the name was 
applied from the effect upon the more 
prominent parts of the face of the raw 
easterly winds, and long-continued fogs, 
which prevail in these provinces. Others 
assert that its use is accounted for by 
the custom among certain tribes ol 
painting the nose blue as a punishment 
for a crime against chastity. This ac­
count, which is mentioned by Mr. VV. A. 
Wheeler, M. A., in his book on “Noted 
Names,’’ we at once dismiss, from re­
spect to the inhabitants of the Domini­
on’s lower provinces. We prefer to ac­
cept the explanation offered by “Sam 
Slick.” (the pseudonym of Judge Ilali- 
burton), who writes as follows: “Pray, 
sir. said one of my fellow passengers, 
can you tell me why the Nova Scotians 

are called Blue-Noses ?’
" It is the name of a potato,’ said 1, 

•which they produce in great perfection, 
and boast to be the best in the world. 
The Americans have, in consequence, 
given them the nick-name (if Blue- 
Noses.’ ”

Again, from the same author : “Do 
you know the reason monkeys are no 
good Because they chatter all day 
long—so do the niggers—and so do the 
Blue-Noses, of Nova Scotia.”

In Sir George Simpson’s “Overland 
.Journey.” vol. 1, page 19, we read : 
“After a run of fourteen days we enter­
ed the harbour of Halifax, amid the 
hearty cheers of a large number of Blue- 
Noses.”

Readers of The Grocer will no doubt 
find this explanation interesting, par­
ticularly the large number of subscribers 
in the provinces “down by the sea." 
Possibly some of them may have other 
explanations of the name to offer. If so 
the editor of The Grocer will be glad to 
receive them.

STICKERS ON BREAD.

SGML iii-tii n is likely to he taken ii 
Montreal regarding the use ot 
stickers on bread. Every grncei 

will he interested in the action because 
it is a step towards having more rigic 
inspection of the sanitary method of 
pasting stickers which quote weight am 
quality on bread. Only one inspectai 
is employed and when two bakers wen

recently sentenced for omitting these 
stickers the judge presiding made some 
strong remarks. He wanted to know 
what method was employed by the bak­
ers to fasten the stickers on the crust of 
the bread. How was it done? Was 
the same method used as for postage 
stamps? Were there any precautions 
as to antiseptic treatment of the stick­
ers or the gum that might be on them ? 
All these questions seemed to dumb­
found the inspector, although he ex­
plained that the heat of fresh loaves 
softened the gum.

The judge advised that the inspector 
should get a horse and cover the city 
much more thoroughly than he had been 
doing by the street cars, mentioning that 
the city was in great peril of having 
tubercular diseases spread by this very 
simple method. He added that too much 
precaution could not be taken by the 
bakers.

COLOMBO AS A TEA BLENDING 
MART.

SPANISH WINE VS. PORTO RICO 
COFFEES.

The United States Government is n 
ported to he negotiating with Spain fm 
a reduction in the duties on imports m 
Porto Rico coffees, in exchange for a tv 
duction in the duty on Spanish wines.

COLOMBO does not, want to become 
the world’s tea-blending mart for 
the reason that it may imperil 

the tea industry of Ceylon, of which it 
is the metropolis. A duty of 25 cents, 
Ceylon money, is now put on all teas 
entering Ceylon excepting India tea, 
which is admitted on the same terms 
that Ceylon is in India. It appears that 
blenders would have all teas admitted 
free, especially Cliina^ and .Java, and the 
fear is that with the duty removed there 
would be no “real safe-guards against 
common, rubbishy tea from other coun­
tries, which has been refused by the au­
thorities in the United States, being 
trans-shipped to be blended, say in the 
proportion of fi to 1, and sent away to 
different parts of the world, packed 
either in chests or lead packets, with 
labels affixed calculating to lead the 
public to believe that the contents are 
all, or largely, composed of, Ceylon 
tea.”

The Ceylon Times says : “We do not 
question the increase of Colombo busi­
ness which would result from merchants 
doing the world’s blending here; but we 
remain convinced that it is not in the 
interests of the planting community to 
allow China the smallest facility that 
can be witheld. We have waived our 
objection to letting in India tea at the 
same ad valorem rate as Ceylon tea 
enters India, solely on the condition 
that we can retain the 25 cent duty 
against China. If this cannot be done 
there must be no concession to our In­
dian neighbors. Their interests are not 
always the same as ours, and their keen­ Qrlp Limited, Toronto.

to various large ventres re­
garding Hour for export, and 

wtiivli appeared in last week s issue of 
I'he drover It emanated from Man­
chester, Kng., and went on to say that 
if Canadian millers wished to help the 
Hour supply they could easily do so. The 
lirst thing necessary , however, was that 
the grades should be separated and 
shipped so as to meet similar grades in 
the Old Country, where they were ac­
customed to a sharp and considerable 
difference between "patents” used for 
the best bread and bakers or XX for the 
ordinary seconds quality High colored 
Hours were desirable. The percentage 
with which they should be mixed was as 
tollows : 3U per cent., lirst patents; 15 
per cent., second patents; 4(1 per cent., 
bakers or XX; 15 per cent., common or 
X. The word "patent” would not be 
used there for any grade much below 3(J 
per cent. The relative charge for 
on Hour, as against wheat should he 
carefully looked to, so that the wheat 
exported should not be favored at the 
expense of the miller.

These statements were shown to a 
couple of the leading millers in Montreal. 
"It’s, practically nonsense,” said one of 
thelp. "Englishmen buy from samples 
and know the Canadian standard well. 
If a Hour is a ‘patent’ it must come up 
to a certain standard to merit that 
name. Old Country millers are the kings 
of blenders and of course it would be 
easier for them to blend Hour if the 
grading were done here.” He explained, 
however, that it was a common thing 
for steamships to prefer wheat as cargo 
to Hour since any manufactured article 
came in for a different freight. Wheat 
for instance could be taken by a steamer 
in ballast anti thus was often taken as a 
cargo when flour was lying on the wharf. 
Everyone in the milling business knew 
that for certain brans and residue the 
British miller had an advantage by hav­
ing good demand at his mill doors. It 
was further stated that no Canadian 
miller was likely to give for publication 
the percentages of blends as that was 
the secret of the milling business.

Grand Trunk Pacific and Carriage of 
Wheat.

C' ONCKKMNU the transportation of 
/ grain from the Canadian West, to 

the Atlantic seaboard, the Winni­
peg Free Press says that with three 
railways hauling wheat to the lakes dur­
ing the busy Fall season the amount of 
wheat going out by the lake-and-rail 
route will greatly increase in volume, 
though owing to the growth in Western 
acreage we question whether the per­
centage of the whole season’s crop 
handled in this manner will ever, be 
higher than it is now. The freezing up 
of the lakes will always find a very con­
siderable proportion of the crop still in 
the interior; and it is this wheat that 
the Grand Trunk Pacific, with its low 
grades and thorough equipment, will 
carry forward through the winter 
months to the seaboard on terms that 
will be profitable to the railway com­
pany and advantageous to the Western 
grower of wheat. Between the lake- 
and-rail shipments over the Grand Trunk 
Pacific and Grand Trunk systems in the 
Fall and the all-rail shipments during 
the Winter season the new road will 
handle an enormous quantity of wheat. 
iVith the Grand Trunk added to the ( 
N. K. and the C. P. K. we shall have in 
the West a railway service that will 
actually meet the necessities of the pub­
lic.

Government to Grade the Seeds.

IT is reported that the Minister of 
Agriculture will secure Ibis session 
the adoption of legislation by the 

Dominion Government to place com­
merce in agricultural seeds on a better 
and more legitimate basis.

There is abundant information to 
show that the seed trade has been an 
exceedingly fruitful medium for the 
spread of noxious weeds throughout 
Canada. An endeavor is being made 
to suppress this evil as far as prac­
ticable. The seeds of many species of 
noxious weeds are very small and 
difficult to detect among grass, clover, 
and other small agricultural seed and 
it has been considered wise to make 
provision in the bill for uniform grad­
ing of the principal grass and clover
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seed sold in Canada, so that lie
which are represented to be of hi i 
quality will not contain seed of i. 
several species of noxious weeds tl, ,i 
are named in this bill. Seed im r
chants, as a rule, are unable to id, .. 
t if y the noxious impurities in ihe 
seed they sell, and in consequence 
many of the existing evils of the tra.lv 
are brought about unwittingly ,u 
their part. In order to assist tin m, 
the Minister lias distributed to si nl 
dealers samples of noxious and use­
ful seeds, so that they may be aide 
to detect any species of weed scat 
that are present as impurities.

Northwest Wheat Crop.
The Department of Agriculture has 

issued its final bulletin uu the crop of 
1903 for the Northwest Territories. The 
total yield of wheat was 16,111,fitly 
bushels, or only 600,000 less than was 
estimated in the last bulletin issued on 
September 1, 1903, notwithstanding the 
unfavorable weather conditions which 
afterwards prevailed. On the other 
hand oats went better than estimated by 
Soil,000 bushels, and barley by 600.0OO 
bushels. Of the great wheat growing 
district, the Regina Mouse jaw district, 
lias the highest average for the past six 
years, the average yield having been 
”2.10 bushels to tile acre. The esii- 
mated crop area for 1904 is placed 
roughly at 1,706,100 acres, as against 
1,383,434 last year, an increase of. over 
300,000 acres.

Japanese Tobacco Monopoly.

TDK proposition of the Japanese 
Government to take over the to­
bacco business in Japan and op­

erate the same as a Government mon­
opoly, is of some general interest to the 
tobacco trade. Japan is straining every 
nerve to raise money to carry on the 
war with Russia anil turns to a tobacco 
monopoly as an easy method of increas­
ing its revenue. It is proposed that- the 
Government monopoly shall become op­
erative on July 1. 1901, and that the 
manufacture and sale of Japanese cut 
tobacco will be allowed to continue un­
til April 19th. All the stock, machinery 
and plant of the private manufacturers 
and dealers are to be appraised on June 
30th, and in addition to paying for the 
stock and plant the Government pro­
poses to pay the manufacturers and 
dealers, as compensation for their 
“good will,” a sum equal to three years 
average annual income as shown by their 
books. To take over this business at 
the present time and pay for it in cash 
would require an outlay too large to ad­
mit of realizing sullicient profit from the 
project during the continuance of the 
war to justify the undertaking. But the 
Government proposes to make the pay­
ment largely in bonds secured by the to­
bacco monopoly, and it is understood 
that the present manufacturers and deal­
ers object to being paid in bonds, but 
would prefer the ready cash. They also 
represent that the three years’ annual 
profit as show n by I heir books is not a 
fair way of arriving at the value of 
their good will, as large sums of money 
were expended in building up the busi­
ness, so lbat their profits until very re­
cently have been little or nothing.

Missionary Cannot Trade in Tobacco.
X interesting point of law has just 

been decided by the United 
.States Inland Revenue Depart­

ment. A collector recently advised the 
V. S. commissioner that certain mis­
sionaries in Alaska were using large 
quantities of leaf tobacco as currency in 
dealing with the natives, and desired to 
know whether such missionaries should 
be allowed to purchase leaf tobacco, and 
whether they should be required to reg­
ister as leaf dealers.

The decision of the commissioner was 
that there was no way by which mis­
sionaries, who were not granted any 
special privileges under the law, could 
purchase and use leaf tobacco in the 
manner suggested without qualifying as 
manufacturers of tobacco and conform­
ing in all respects to the laws and regu­
lations governing such business. The 
commissioner also held that even if 
qualified as dealers in leaf tobacco, the 
missionaries would be limited in their 
sales to three classes of persons, name­
ly, to other registered dealers in leaf 
tobacco, to qualified manufacturers of 
tobacco, snuff or cigars, or to persons 
known to be purchasers of leaf tobacco 
for export, and all leaf tobacco so sold 
by them as registered dealers in leaf 
tobacco to be in quantities less than a 
hogshead, case or bale At the same 
time it would be lawful for any licensed 
manufacturer of cigars to purchase to­
bacco of any licensed dealer, or other li­
censed manufacturer of tobacco or cigars 
in quantities less than the original pack­
age for use in his own manufactory ex­
clusively. It would be thus seen that as 
registered dealers in leaf, missionaries 
are precluded from retailing tobacco or 
using it as a medium of currency in bar­

tering or trading with the natives. As 
qualified manufacturers of tobacco, how 
ever, they arc permitted to purchase leal 
tobacco of dealers in leaf, or from tin 
farmers or growers, but are required to 

put it up in statutory packages and tax- 
pav it. in conformity with the laws amt 
regulations. They can transfer it to 
themselves as dealers in tobacco, on sep 
aratc premises, and sell or otherwis. 
dispose of it, having in view the restrii 
lions imposed by the law and régula 
lions.

Tobacco in Packages.

THE Inland Revenue regulation pro­
hibiting the breaking of packages 
of tobacco for sale by tobacconists 

which has been on the statute books for 
many years but has never been enforced, 
will hereafter be strictly insisted upon 
by the authorities. The carrying out 
,d‘ this regulation will undoubtedly tend 
lo throw more tobacco business into the 
hands of grocers and general merchants 
running a tobacco department.

It is customary for almost every to­
bacconist to sell certain blends or mix- 
hues of smoking tobaccos to his cns- 
Iomers by the ounce or pouchful. The 
new arrangement means that these spe­
cial blends will have to be put up by 
ilie tobacco manufacturers and sold to 
merchants and tobacco dealers in pack­
ages or tins and this will place the gro­
cer in a position to supply these special 
blends to this customers as easilv as 
the regular tobacconists. Grocers who 
are handling tobacco now and who are 
paying attention to this department 
will find it profitable to interest them­
selves in these special blends.

Tobacco Industry in the Philippines.

IN view of the recent petition of the 
Philipinos for the free entry into 
the United States of Philippine to­

bacco, the following facts concerning 
the present state of the tobacco industry 
there aie interesting.

The maximum amount of manufac­
tured tobacco which can be exported 
i n m the factories of Manilla is estimat­
ed at 150.000,000 cigars annually. The 
means of cultivation and production are 
primitive, and the methods of manufac­
ture have reached but a small degree of 
perfection. During the last fiscal year 
the value of exports of manufactured 
tobacco diminished 50 per cent., equiva­
lent to about 2.000,000 Mexican pesos, 
which signifies the shutting down of 
many factories and the throwing out of 
employment of approximately 2,000 
workers. Hence the overtures of the 
Philipinos to their promissory protec­
tors.

Tobacco Monopoly in Japan.
A legislative scandal is threatened 

in connection with the proposal of the 
Japanese Government to create a to­
bacco monopoly. It is alleged that cer­
tain members of the Diet agreed to sup­
port the movement to increase the com­
pensation paid to manufacturers for a 
share of the increase secured. It was

originally proposed to pay the manufac­
turers a sum equal to three years’ in­
come, and it is said that the illicit pro­
ject was to secure four years’ income. 
The police are investigating the matter 
and possibly it will be ventilated on the 
floor of the House :

New Tobacco Industry in Korea.

THE Chemulpo Cigarette and To­
bacco Company is the name of 
a new British concern which has 

just been established in Korea. The 
plant at present installed consists of 
six machines—two cigarette-making, one 
cutting, one pressing, one grinding, and 
one engine. It is estimated that the 
daily output of cigarettes will be 500,- 
000. The main object of the company 
is to enter into competition in Korea 
itself with importations of cigarettes 
from Japan and elsewhere. It is not 
proposed to undersell imported cigar­
ettes, but it is hoped to encourage sales 
by bestowing larger discounts upon deal­
ers, and allowing greater latitude as 
regards time of payment than the agents 
of Japanese cigarettes enjoy. The in­
tention is also to extend the trade to 
China and India in the near future, or­
ders having already been received from 
these countries.

Sir Walter Raleigh’s Pine

CA NOVELTY which is attracting no 
T little curiosity on the part of 

tourists to London, Eng., is Sir 
Walter Raleigh’s pipe, the first pipe ever 
smoked in Great Britain, now on exhi­
bition at Whitechapel. There is little 
doubt that this is the pipe Sir Walter 
used when he demonstrated to Queen 
Elizabeth the weight of a given amount 
of smoke by weighing some tobacco, 
smoking it. and weighing the ashes. It 
was also his constant companion when 
he paced the battlements outside the 
prison of the Tower of London, while 
composing his History of the World. 
To this day the window in the White 
Tower’is pointed out where Sir Walter 
smoked his pipe as he watched his rival, 
the Earl of Essex, walk to the scaffold 
erected just below, and it is not unlikely 
that the knight carried the identical 
pipe with him to the block when it came 
his turn to take his own “sharp medi­
cine. ”

For many years it formed part of the 
Duke of Cambridge’s famous collection. 
While the present Prince of Wales was 
an active naval officer the Duke gave 
him Raleigh’s pipe, and his Royal High-

Tobacco in Sumatra.

TOBACCO growing on the Island of

At 
that time it was not suspected that the 
industry of growing tobacco in Sumatra 
would assume such large proportions, 
nor that the tobacco would become such 
a necessary adjunct to modern cigar 
making. The original corporation was 
capitalized at oidv $120.000. After 25 
years of ImriTTVss the capital had in­
creased to $1,000,000. on which the 
average yearly dividend was 02 per cent. 
Canadian mannfactin.vrs import from 
Sumatra the bulk of the tobacco used 
for cigar wnqqiers, its line, silky leaves 
answering the particular purpose of the 
Canadian cigar trade better than any 
other growth.

Tobacco Notes.
The annual convention of the National 

Leaf Tobacco Board of Trade, which was 
hilled for St. Louis this year, has had 
to skip that city because of the ex­
orbitant rates, from ten to fifteen dol­
lars a day, for hotel accommodation. 
The alternative suggested is Atlantic 
City.
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FINANCE AND INSURANCE

A
 SOMKWilAT new departure i.s to he taken in 

the Vnited States in regard to the subject of 
life insurance, it being proposed to deliver 
lectures before various universities in Ohio, 
Illinois. Minnesota, Jowa, and Colorado on the 

subject of life insurance. The course of lectures are to 
he delivered by a well-known authority on insurance, anil 
although the lecturer is travelling under the auspices of 
one of the leading insurance companies of the Vnited 
States it is saiil that no attention will lie drawn to this 
particular company. Of course, the company expects to 
gel its compensation, not only from the general and in­
creased interest which it is expected the lectures will 
excite, but it will naturally leak out in some way that 
this particular company is footing the bill. This an­
nouncement will, of course, be somewhat of an advertise­
ment .

Why should not one or more of the companies In Can­
ada inaugurate a similar campaign 1 Old as is the sub­
ject of life insurance there are still a great many people 
In gross ignorance id the subject and who reiptire a great 
deal of educating in regard to its advantages. Rather 
than that one company should lake it tip it would be. 
perhaps, better that a number should combine for the 
purpose of paying the expenses entailed in such a cam­
paign. And if the.life insurance companies why not the 
lire insurance companies as well !

REPRESENTATIVE MURRELL, of Pennsylvania, 
who introduced a bill in the House of Representa­
tives. Washington, to regiilate child insurance and 

regulate the transmission of matter relating to insurance 
through the mails, has introduced a revised bill, in which 
he omits everything relating to the mails. His present 
hill proposes to create' a bureau of life insurance in the 
Census Office and to reiptire all persons, firms, or cor­
porations transacting the business of life insurance with­
in any state, district, territory, or insular possessions of 
the Vnited States to file certificates from the proper 
officer or department of tiovernment of such state, district, 
territory or insular possession, or of some foreign Bov- 
ernment showing that he has lawful authority to engage 
in such business. The bill also proposes to reiptire the 
refunding of part of the amount that has been paiil in 
premiums on policies that are allowed to lapse in cases 
where the premiums are collectable in weekly or monthly 
installments.

A|A11E Russian tiovernment has elaborated statutes on 
1 on general life insurance by the stale. The busi­

ness is to he intrusted to the governmental savings 
banks. All kinds of policies will be issued and the in­
sured will participate in the profits of the business. The 
insurance of the employes on all the tiovernment rail­
roads is in working order since July LI, 1899. Vp to 
July 14, 1909, the number of policies issued was 0,770, to 
the amount of $3,220,1118, and 7,336 newly presented

petitions to join the association were in the hands of the 
authorities. The tiovernment proposes, after a lapse of 
a certain number of years, to make the railroad em­
ployes’ insurance obligatory. The premiums are to be 
paid monthly by deduction from the salaries of the in­
sured .

IT is said that a very small part of the $20,000,000 Her­
man loan that was negotiated in New York five years 
ago now remains there, and that the conversion 

scheme proposed by the Imperial tiovernment will have 
little application outside of Berlin. The conversion 
changed the 4 per cent. Treasury notes to a 3 1-2 per cent, 
basis, although it is understood on London advices that 
an arrangement was been made whereby holders may de­
cline to make the change. The first instalment of the loan 
falls due this month and the second instalment in June.

rr>HE strenuous Winter has been the cause of very 
1 heavy loss to the railways of Canada. Their lines, 

however, are now practically clear, and, although 
the earnings of the Brand Trunk for the third week in 
March still show a decrease of $92,000, this compares 
very favorably with the previous week’s decrease of 
$137,000. The (MLR. has not at. any time suffered as 
severely as the Brand Trunk, but even the most sanguine 
will be surprised to find that for the third week of March 
their gross earnings were $849,000. or an increase over the 
same week in 1903 of $9,000. Already Bermany, accord­
ing to Aemilius Jarvis & Co., of Toronto, has been pur­
chasing in our market and in New York on the strength 
of this increase, and. barring any news of a snecial 
character, we should think that this stock would improve.

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WHEAT GROWING IN WESTERN CANADA.
J ESTERN Canada wheat has an 

enviable reputation in foreign 
countries, says G. II. Clark, 

chief of the seed division, Ottawa. It 
is in demand for American milling cen­
tres, as well as for those of England 
and Scotland, because it is rich in glu­
ten of exceedingly good quality. The 
crop of Western Canada ten years hence 
will reach, it is estimated, 500 million 
bushels. In view of the rapidly in­
creasing production it is important that 
its present good reputation be maintain­
ed or improved in order that it may con­
tinue to grow in favor in foreign coun­
tries. where it must find a market.

Unfortunately this high standard of 
excellence ha* been appreciably lowered 
through the introduction of inferior 
milling quality. Owing to carelessness 
these mixtures have been allowed to in­
crease yearly in some districts, while in 
others inferior varieties have been 
grown, which depreciate the value of the 
total crop.

The advantage of growing only unmix­
ed wheat may be judged from the 
difference in price between “No. 1 
hard” and the next two grades, most 
commonly due to the prevalence of soft, 
starchy grains in the lower grades. 
“No. 1 hard” invariably has a high pel - 
cent age of translucent grains indicating 
a high percentage of gluten of good 
quality, and it is the quality quite as 
much as the quantity of the gluten that 
lends value to the superior wheat.

Red Fife is the standard variety and 
the hardiest wheat grown in Western 
Canada. it will survive late Spiing 
frosts severe enough to kill out most 
other varieties. In milling qualities, 
moreover, it is unexcelled. I’reston 
wheat is a bearded variety which has 
grown in favor among farmers in dis­
tricts where Red Fife has frequently 
been injured by early frosts. It is from 
two to live days earlier than the Red 
Fife. If the weather be unfavorable at 
the time when ripening ordinarily takes 
place it may ripen even ten days earlier 
than the latter variety. Some Canadian 
millers claim to have made careful mill­
ing tests of Preston wheat and openly 
condemn it as much inferior to the Red 
Fife. Results of tests, however, carried 
on under the direction of Dr. Saunders, 
who originated the variety, indicate 
that it is only slightly inferior to the 
Red Fife.

The comparative productiveness of 
varieties differs with localities and con­
ditions of soil and climate. Again there 
may be quite as much difference between 
two strains of seed of the same variety 
as between two distinct sorts, so far as

their capacity to give a large yield of 
grain is concerned. Whatever varieties 
are selected they should be grown sep­
arately and each kept reasonably pure. 
On account of careless practices, in the 
matter of seed selection, mixtures of un­
desirable sorts have increased in the 
standard wheat of the West. These im­
purities consist chiefly of earlier matur­
ing varieties that shell more readily 
than the Red Fife, which means there is 
a larger proportion of seed to come from 
them as “volunteer wheat” in the next 
succeeding crop.

It is of much importance to the coun­
try, as well as to individual wheat 
growers, that these conditions be over­
come. As a matter of fact even farmers 
who are careless about keeping their 
seed pure are willing lo pay fancy prices 
for ten, twenty or fifty bushel lots of 
good, pure seed of wheat, oats and bar­
ley. The supply of high class seed is 
limited. Although the demand for it is 
great, but little effort has been made by 
farmers to meet it. Appeals have been 
made to the Dominion Department of 
Agriculture to establish farms at vali­
ons points for the purpose of growing 
pure seed of wheat, and other cereals, 
for distribution to farmers at the cost 
of production. This w411 Id entail large 
expense and would involve the undertak­
ing of work that farmers are quite able 
to do themselves. The Department of 
Agriculture is willing to grant such as­
sistance as may he necessary to encour­
age private enterprise in an endeavor to 
cope with the situation. In matters of 
this sort, however, it is well to keep in 
mind that the best results are always 
obtained from organized effort.

Seed Growers’ Association.
With a view to encourage further the 

production and more general use of seed 
of the best quality, an announcement 
was made in the Spring of 1903, inviting 
farmers who had been giving some speci­
al attention to the growing of seed 
grain to unite and form an association 
of seed growers. Rules governing the 
association and standards of perfection 
for pedigreed seed will be controlled by 
an advisory board composed of rep re 
sentative men from the various branch 
associations. There are now thirty-five 
seed growers who are members of the 
Western Canada Association. Their 
work is supervised and inspected by a 
superintendent. Records are kept of the 
amount and pedigree of seed produced by 
them. According to the rules of the as­
sociation, each member is required to 
give a definite guarantee as to the puri­
ty, vitality and freedom from noxious 
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weeds, with respect to all lots of seed 
sold by him. The association certificate 
shows the pedigree of the seed—the num­
ber of consecutive years during which 
hand selection has been followed.

Farmers of Western Canada, who have 
farms that are free from noxious weeds 
and otherwise suited to growing good 
seed of wheat, oats, rye, barley and 
other grain, are invited to become mem­
bers of the association and make seed 
growing a special industry in their farm 
operations. They may commence by 
sowing a plot in the coming Spring-with 
the best obtainable seed. There will be 
a ready market for all the seed that can 
be produced by members, at prices which 
will pay handsomely for the extra trou­
ble in producing it. At present there is 
an annual demand for 75,00(1 bushels of 
seed wheat alone.

TOO MUCH SUGAR IN FRANCE.

N view of the firmness of: the sugar 
market all over Canada at present 
and the general anticipation of a 

heavy advance in beet sugar during the 
coming Summer the following report 
from France is interesting. As a re­
sult of the ruling price of sugar there 
being below the cost of cultivation of 
beet root, the situation is gradually 
growing worse as far as France is con­
cerned. The report that Germany and 
Austria have not diminished the acre­
age planted in beet root seriously affects 
the market. Cultivators are offered tin 
ridiculous price of $3.28 and $3.47 a 
ton for beet root —less even than that 
for potatoes. The high price of alcohol 
also has its effect. Many French journ 
a Is assert that the only course to save 
the situation is for France, Austria and 
Germany to reduce the production oil 
per cent. It seems the opposite course, 
however, which the two latter countries 
are pursuing. New uses for sugar are 
also being sought for, such as its cm 
ployment for brewing, feed for animals 
etc. In France the acreage for the com 
jug harvest will be greatly reduced 
Many factories—as many as 30, it i 
said —will be closed next harvest.
