Of the Province of Nova-Scotia, 1ft June, 1803.

A MESSAGE from his Excellency, the Lieutenant-Governor, by Mr, Secretary
Wentworth., ‘
My, Speaker, ‘
Bis Excellency commands this Houle to attend His Excellency, immediately, in
the Council Chamber.
Accordingly, Mr. Speaker, with the Houfe went vp to attend His Excellency :

fures that may be proper to coatinue thoft bieflings. .

Qur devout thaokfulnels ought to be moft fericufly devoted to.the Supreme Being,
as the true fource of every good, through whatever means derived to vs ; and here-
in we fhould, on this occafion, in an efpecial manner, ecaroneltly adore the Divine
Mercy in prote®ing the facred, precious, life of our Moft Gracious Sovereign from
the wnprovoked machinations of foul confpirators, who have beea confounded in
their dark mifchiefs, and have perithed under the juft, though awful vengeance of .

A Petition of Thomas Williams and others, the Magiftrites and lahabitants of
the County of Annapolis,was prefented by Mr.Millidge, and read, fetting forch : Thace
the Bridge over Allan’s river, in the townfhip of Annapolis on the Poft-Road from .
Halifax o Digby, is in fo ruinous a ftate as td endanger the lives of per(ons paffing
over, and requires for the prefervation of the communication by, land; to be replaced
with a new one ; the expenfe of which by computation will coft about o0, and ex+
ceéds the ability of the County to provide for upwards of 5401, and praying 21 ade-
quate aid from the Houfe to carry the building of the propofed Bridge into efféct,

. A petition of William Sabatier, chairman, and the other Commiflioners of the
Poor, for the town and peninfula Halifax, was prefented by Mr. Pyke; and read, fec-
ting forth : That the petitioners find the increafing burthen of the poor who apply to'
them for the public fupport within this town and peninfula fogreat and difpioportion-
ed, as to induce the Petitioners to fubmic their cafe to chis honourable Houfe,
That the pecitioners beg leave to ftate that the numbers who have received fupport
from them, not belonging ro the towalhip; fince the laft méeting of the Aflembly,
have been one huadred and four, and the coft of their fupport; five hundred and fi'ty
eight pounds; feventeen fhillings and fixpence;independént of tlie repairs of buildings,
&c. That the petitioners are of opinion that this excefs is dccafioned by thie follow-
ing caufes: Firft, By the want of a Bridewell, where Iiborious employment,
punifhment, and courfe dier may be furnifhed, which would rend to make the p.ofli-
gate and idle turn their minds to honeft exertion; and thereby avoid tie confequess
ees of debauchery and intemperance, Second, The habit which fome of the other
townthips are in, by fending paupers to Halifax, in order {o relieve themfelves from
their fupport. Third, The prattice of mafters of veflels briaging perfons s failors
or paflengers to this town, who were, when fhipped, evidently poor, infirm or difeafed,
Fourth, The inability of the commiffioners to refufe admitcance to applicants, or to
claim from thofe, who have fome property, a return of theit expenfes. F iﬁh}i, The
yearlydeficiency of the poor rates occafioned by theinability inthe Seffions o allot, asis
the cale in the countyrates; a fair preportion to thofe diftricts which are notwichin the
Town and Peninfula, whereby the latter have the whole rate to fupport, as the aanual
deficiency isadded to the enfuingrate. That the petitioners receivéd with thankfulnéfs
from this honorable Houfe, in their latt Seffions, their voteof five hundred pounds, to«
wards eretingan hofpital, buton procuring cftimates forfuch a building aswould anfiwer
the purpofe; the peritioners found it totally infufficient and the amount of the expences
for the maintendnce of firangers were fo great; that the community of Halifax could noc
fupport any addition, That thepetitionérs fubmit to this honorable Aflembly that if
they were reliéved from the bartlién of thofe who do not belong to them; they woold
thaintain their owh poor, without the néceflity of layirig their annual complaints be-
fore the Legiflature, which they proteft to be aniongft che ot irkfotre dutied dtcathed
to their office, and praying that relief from the Houfe which the petitioners are cons
vinced their wifdom and juftice will afford them. '

On the fecond head of the petition, that of other Townthips fending their poor to
Halifax, to relieve themfelves from the burthenof their fupport; the Committee
obferve, thatvthe -Law, as ititands, affords a remedy -for this evil, asfuch poer might
be returned, with heavy cofts, to the Townfhip in which they were legally fertled ;
but as the removal of the-pauper would-always-be troublefome to the Townthip in
which he claims relief, and in many cafes impraicable, the Committee recommend
an amenament to the Settlement Law, by which a pauper fhall be maintained 1nthe
Towafhip in which he may require relief, at the ekpence- of the Townthip in which he
may have gained a legal Settlement, vatil fuch latter Fownfhip upon notice-of the cir-
cumftances thall remove fuch pauper,

It being notorious that m:ay poar are brought ‘into the Country -by Sea, who
when taken on board the ‘Veficls which convey them, are incapabie of getting their
Jivehihood, the Committee, (though fully fenfible, that any reitraints on the introduca
tion‘of Settlers into a-Country wanting Inhabitanrs, fo much as this' Province, thould
be adopted with great caution) are refpeétfolly of opinion, that all mafters of vef-
“fels might be compelled by Law, under a penalty to- lodge with the Naval -Offcer of
the port, where they €ater, lifts of their crew and:paflengers, for the infpeétionof the
-Commiffioners of -theoverfeers of the poor,-andin - cafe it {hould appear that fuch
‘perfons on €xaminatton-before Jultices of the Peace, were either- paupers or likelv
to become fuch ac cthe time of their embarkation on board {uch veffel, the matter to
be compelled to give fecurity either to take fuch perfon out of the province again, or
that he fhall not become chargeable to any Townthip therein. '

On the fourth. ground - fer forth by the petitioners, viz, the inability of the Com-
mifiioners . to refufe admittance to applicants, or to claim from thofe who have fome
property a return of thefe expences, the Committee are of opinion, that the mea-
fures fuggetted ia the fecond arricle of chis report, afford a remedy for che firlt parc
of the evil comvliined of, and that to provide for the fecond, "it is only neceflary to
make by a claule in the Law, the Overfeers or Commiffioners of the poor, creditors
to the pauper, and as fuch encitled to fue for any property, real or perfonal, which
mav be difcovered to beloag to fuch pauper.

‘Fhe petitioners ia the fifth place, fzt forth, a yearly deficiency in the poor rates,
occafioned by the inab:lity in the Seffions, to aliot as is the cate in the County rates
a fair proportion to thefe dillricts, which are not within the Townthip or Peainfula,
whereby the latter have the whale rate to fupport, as the anntaldeficiency “is added
to the enfuing rate. The difficuliy on this head, ariles in the opinion of the Com-
.mittee, fromn three cavfes : 1it, a mifconltrultion of the Law, and confequent irregu-
Jar practice of affeffiag as a part of the Townfhip of Halifax, the Townfh:p of
Dartmouth and Prefton, which as a feperate Townfhip thouid have their own affefl-
‘ments.and fupport their own poor : Secondly,the want of divition of Townthips of

many
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many Settlements, within this Country, and without the bouadsof its prefent Town.
fhips—eand Thirdly, the too great extenc of the Townfhip of Halifax, which ren-
ders it difficult to colleét the affefflments which are made. '

The remedy for the firlt inconvenience lies with the petitioners themfelves, and 3
proper applicaiion to the Governor and Council, would doubtlefs produce relief in
the other two inttances.

On the tuojedt of the vote of 500 granted in the laft Seffion, ro affift in the
ereftion of an Hofpital, on a particular plan, the Commirttee find that this fum was
not laid out on account of faid plaa being found far to exceed the meaas for its exe-
cution, the Comm:ttee recommend that the faid fum of £500. be granted without
any ocher coadiuton than that the Town of Halifax raife £1000. to be applied to the
fame effeét.

Lafily, :he Committee with great deference recommend the placirg of the poor
who have not legal places of Settlement within the Province, under the diretticn of
Provincial Commiflioners, who fhall have the general diretion and fuperintecdancy
of all fuch paupers, as are ufually called Tranfient Poor, with power to place them in
the Poor Houfe of Halitax, or inany Townfhip in the Proviace, where they,can be
maintained with greateft advantage to the public.

On motion refslved, that the faid report be now committed to a Commictee of
the whole Houfe,

In confequence of this event His Majelty has been pleafed to order that L.etters of
Marque, or Commiffions of Privateers fhould be iffued with all difpatch in the

I am now to fignify ta you the King’s Commands that you do immediately caufe the
above intelligence to be made as public as poflible in all places withinyourGovernment,
in order that His Majefty’s fubjefts may both be enabled, by this early notice to
prevent any injury which they “might otherwife reccive from the French, and that
they may likewife be prepared to do their utmoft withia their feveral ftations to
diftrefs and annoy them, by makiag Captures of their Ships and deftroying their
Commerce ; in the mean time you may give affurances to the owners of all armed
fhips and veflels that His Majefty will confider them as having a juft claim to the
King’s fhare of all French fhips and property which they may make prize of.

Under thefe circumftances it will be advifeable that homeward merchant fhips
fhould wait uatil fuch time as they may have an opportunity of being convoyed
home.
