VELVET IS A MINE

1t Has Close to 200 Tons of Good
Shipping Ore on the Dump.

HAS MARKETED 350 TONS

A Great Deal Has Been Accomplished,
But More Could Be if There Was a
Wagon Road Running to the Prop-
erty—Mr. Mackintosh’s Mission.

Although rawhiding from the Velvet
has been stopped by the warm weather,
which has played havoc with the trail,
yet ore, and of good quality, too, is be-
ing steadily raised from thegreat Sophie
mountain property, and there, is now,
perhaps, 200 tons of ' magnificent high®
grade smelting ore sorted out ready for
shipment, all removed merely in the-de-
velopment of the mine, for stoping hasi

not yet been commenced. Some 350
tons besides has been sent tothe smelter.
Aside from the smelting ore, there is a
huge pile of concentrating ore on the
dump, which is being saved for concen-
tration previous to being smelted. In
fact, practically the whole of the rock
being raised from the shaft contains ore
in sufficient quantities t¢ make concea-
tration exceedingly profitable. :

The shaft is down 165 feet and a winze
from one of the drifts has reached the
175-foot level, but this is the maximum
depth thus far attained, for the surface
water has been seriously incommoding
work lately, and sinking has been sus-
pended for the present.

The property
is about two and one-half miles west of the city of Rossland and close to the main wagon road and Red
Mountain Railroad, both leading from the city of Rossland to Northport in the State of Washington.

Coast Towns Seem Determined That
It Shall Be Built.

THEY WANT THE TRADE

They Are Resolved That the Rest of
the Province Shall Be Taxed in
Order That They May Reap the
Profit—Other Notes of Interest.

Vicroria, B. C., April 21.—The neces-
gity for some immediate action te secure
an all Oanadian line of railway to the
Yukon was the subject of discussion in
4he legislature nearly all this afternoon.
Mr. Semlin, leader of the opposition,
who brought it up on a motion to ad-
journ, held that the British Columbia
government should strongly press this
matter upon the Dominion government.
That the Ottawa government he said
had not succeeded in one attempt, was
no good reason why they should . not

make another, by taking the question up
in some other form. They were receiv-
ing large revenues from the country, in
fact, nearly all the benefit and should
not shirk the expenditure imperatively
called for.

Premier Turner in reply stated that it
was the urgent desire of the government
that the construction of a road from
Glenora to Teslin be commenced immed-
iately. It was one of the most urgent
ma ters that came up since he had been
in the house. Thegovernment was fully
alive to the situation. It had en-
deavored to impress the Dominion gov-
ernment with the necessity of the work
and its® duty in the matter, but had
met with indifferent success. 1t had
now come ta this point, the Dominion
government was not prepared to_go on
with the work this year, and the British
Columbia government was compelled to
take it up to save the life of the province.
Later in the debate the provincial secre-
tary, Colonel Baker, announced that a
bili embodying the provincial-govern-
ment’s plans in this matter would soon
be brought down.

THE ROAD TO BOUNDARY.

Corbin Says It Will Be Built Notwith-
standing the Opposition.

SpoxANE, Wash., April 21.—In an in-
terview D.C.Corbin stated that whether
he obtained a charter from the Dominion
government or not he would build
into the Boundary country. The failure
to obtain the charter may change the

route over which he intended to build.
He declares that he is determined to get
into that country no matter what the
opposition is. The route which he favors
now_{is the building of a branch from
somé point on the Spokane Falls &
Northern railway, south of Marcus.
Then he will proceed westward, following
the banks of one of the streams that
rise in-the vicinity of Republic, tapping
that camp. Then it will run north on
the west side of Curlew lake and up
Curlew river to Kettle river. Then
it will be constructed up _the
Kettle river to Midway and perhaps
down that river to Carson. In case a
Dominion charter is granted it will be
an easy matter to build across the line
into British Columbia. Mr. Corbin says
it is not his intention to build atonce
into Republic,as he wishes to see a little
more development of mining properties
on the Colville Indian reservation before
this is done.

IRON MASK’S GOOD ORE

The Recent Strike Gives $30 Gold
and 11 Per Cent Copper.

However, even more important than
this, it was argued, was the advantage
that would accrue to the ‘miners in case
the smelting and manufacturer of lead
be secured to Canada.

At the prevailing prices for reducing
the Slocan ores in the United States
smelters, the lead contents are a dead
loss, and it is only the richess of their
gilver values that enables the Slocan
mines to operate. With adequate pro-
tection, the smelting industry would
goon grow to a point whereby the cost
of treatment would be reduced to-a point
where scores of lead properties, now
perforce idle, could be started, thereby
giving employment to hundreds of men.

The opposition to a duty was based
chiefly on the ground that such action
would be opposed to the broad princi-
ples of liberalism, and could not, there-
fore, be approved by such an orghniza-
tion as the Liberal club, as the Liberals
favor free trade. A number of figures
were introduced showing, so it was
argued, that under the present condi-
tions the lead manufacturing industry
could be conducted at a liberal profit
under existing conditions, and it was
only the lack of enterprise on the part of
Canadian cap'tg.lists that prevented the
successful installation of lead works.
English experts, it was announced, who
had carefu ly looked over the province
with a view to securing openings for in-
vestment, had settled upon lead smelt-
ers as presenfing the most lucrative
opening discoverable, and proposals
were now being very seriously consid-
ered in London for the erection of a lead
smelter at Nakusp and another one at
Kaslo,

1t was soggested that in place of put-
ting a protective tariff on lead a bonus
be paid on the product of Dominion
manufacturers, as was the case in the
Nova Scotia iron works.

THE STIEKEEN SUBSIDY SCHEME.

The Vancouver World is unable to
understand why THE MINER is opposed
to the proposed Provincial subsidy for
the construction of the Stickeen-Teslin
railway. It says it has failed to observe
that we have heretofore opposed in any
way the granting of a subsidy by the
Provincial government to any railway
enterprise in Southern British Columbia,
and that we are, therefore, singularly
inconsistent in opposing a similar policy
in the northwest section of the Province.
The World hints that Tue MINER possi-
bly is not aware of the immense advan-
tages which are likely to be derived to
the coast cities and to the Province as a
whole, from the construction of this line
of railway. Then it makes the remark-
able assertion that Northwestern British
Columbia is known to be equally as rich
in its mineral depositsas is the southern
section, and that it is claimed by many
well-known mining experts to be even
more s0. It speaks of ‘“‘mineral deposits
of incalculable value’” in Cassiar. In
conclusion the World advises THE MINER
to rise above localism and sectionalism,
and hints that this paper is not familiar
with the details of the scheme.

The old adage, ‘“None are 80 blind as
those who will not see,” is very applica-
ble to the World in this instance. As
before stated in these columns, THE
MI~ER is opposed to the granting of a
Provincial subgsidy of either money or
land to the builders of the proposed rail-
way for the reason that neither the ex-
tent and values of the natural resources
nor the present population of that por-
tion of the Province through which the
road would rur justify it. The World’s
assertion that Northwestern British Co-
lumbia is known to be equally as rich in
its mineral resources as is this district
is nothing short of preposterous, and
the reference to the claimsof well-known
experts is not worth serious considera-
tion. We challenge the Vancouver
paper to name the location, character
and extent of the mineral deposits it
speaks of and to publish a list of its “‘ex-
perts’’ and authorities. If the World
has failed to observe that THE MINER
has opposed inany way the granting
of a subsidy by the Provincial govern-
ment to any railroad enterprise in this
section it is because its editor has not
read what was printed in these columns
concerning the B.C. Southern grab, and
still more recently of the Vancouver,
Victoria & Eastern charter mongers and
gubsidy hunters. The World is a fit
subject for ridicnle when it charges this
journal with localism and sectionalism.
Tee Miner has discussed the Yukon
railway scheme strictly from a Provincial
standpoint, and with the balance of the
up-country press is opposed to it because
even its most enthusiastic supporters
cannot show why the Province as’ a
whole will benefit to an extent commen-
surate with the proposed outlay. The
strongest point that can be made in
favor of the scheme is that the cities of
Vancouver and Victoria will profit from
the sale of supplies to the builders of
the road during the period of con-
struction.

The World like its fellow-conspirator,
the Colonist, carefully avoids any state-
ment concerning the profits that the
railway company is liable to make. We
think we can divine the reason for this.
If they say the road will be a paying
venture, they will be called upon to ex-
plain what excuse there is for subsidiz-
ing it. If, on the other hand, they as-
gert that the line will always be operated
at a financial loss to its owners, their
contentions about the benefits of the
Yukon trade and the richness of the
natural resources of Cassiar are at once
knocked on the head.

If the World and the Colonist succeed
in persuading the government to take up
this subsidy scheme it is safe to say
that the Turner administration will be
lured to certain political ruin, for the
up-country districts will not tolerate
such a palpable scheme to raid the pub-
lic treasury.

THE U. S. AND SPANISH FLEETS.

It is evident from the preparations
that are being made on both sides that
hostilities between the United States
and Spain would be confined almost en-
tirely to naval warfare. There has been
no really first-class tests of the merits of
the modern, up-to-date man-of-war ex-
cept that which was afforded by the
recent war between Japan and China
and the petty fights between the South
American republics. These have not
been satisfactory, but it looks as though
a war between Spain and the United
States will be a severe test of the effi-
ciency of the warship of the period. It
is obvious that the respective rival
navies are very near equal in a great
many respects. Where one is weak
in places the other is  strong
and vice versa. According to
the data compiled in the New York
World Almanac for 1898 Spain has
one first-class battleship and the United
States nine. Spain and the United
States have each two second and third-
class battleships. Of seagoing coast
defense vessels the United States
has two and Spain none. Of non-
seagoing coast -defense vessels the
United States has fourteen and Spain two.
These will not play a very prominent
part except for harbor defense. . Of
armored cruisers Spain has eight and
the United States two. Of protected
and partially protected cruisers Spain
has twelve, and the United States six-

States has five and Spain four. Of gun-
boats of the first class the United States
has eighteen and Spain eleven. Of gun-
boats of the second and third class
Spain has thirteen and the United
States none. Of torpedo boat destroyers
Spain has seventeen and the United
States three. Of torpedo boats of the
first clase Spain has eleven and the
United States eighteen. Of torpedo
beats of the second class Spain has
twenty-eight and the United States one.
Of torpedo boats of the third class Spain
has nine and the United States two.
Then in addition to this both countries
have a lot of nondescript and obsolete
vessels which are merely auxilliary, or
of the tender sort,and will not be of
much use in fighting.

Since there has been talk of war both
countries have purchased war vessels

States has had the best of it as she is
better supplied with money than Spain.
From the foregoing it will be seen that
the navies are about equal in fighting
strength. This being the case the out-
come will rest with the fighting and strat-
egic ability of the men who are in the ves-
gsels and to a certain extent to chance.
There is one factor, too, that has not
been given a great deal of consideration
and which to us seems to be most im-
portant. This is the Holland submarine
boat. ‘This is said to be the only suc-
cessful submarine craft that has yet
been made. It is claimed by the in-
ventor that with this vessel he could de-
stroy the entire Spanish fleet in a few
hours if he could have it assemble 1n
one place. This vessel disappeared a
few days ago from the harbor of New

York and is supposed to be with the
U. S. flying squadron. This submarine

vyessel is to be feared as it
attacks war vessels at the most
vulnerable point, the bottom. It is
thought that this vessel will make a
record for itself and revolutionize naval
warfare, just as the Monitor did during
the war of the rebellion in the United
States. 1f this submarine craft can be
operated successfully it will render every
iron warship in the world ineffective as
a fighting machine, because there can be
no possible line of defense against its
attacks.

There is another factor that is unfav-
orable to the Spanish, and that is their
war vessels will of necessity be compelled
to operate at points remote from bases of
supply, and this will be favorable to the
United States.

Looking over the situation it would
seem thatthe chances for the defeat of
the Spanish on the sea are very great,
particularly if they will battle ship for
ship and man for man against the
Americaps.

OBJECT LESSON FOR MURDERERS.

- At Nelson Friday murderer Davis, |
who on the 13th of February, without/
just cause or provocation, shot and killed
Dennis Connors at Kuskonook, paid the
penalty for the crime of depriving a
fellow creature of his life. In. this case
there were no unseeming delays or
trifling with the iron hand of justice, for
in two months and nine days from the
time that Davis crimsoned his hands
with the blood of a fellow-man he was a
limp corpse swinging on the grim gal-
lows. The law says an eye for an eye, a
tooth for a tooth and a life for a life, and
the full penalty in this case has been
paid. This isasit should be, and it is
the strict and rigid enforcement of the
law gs it is administered in this province
that often stays the hand of the would-
be murderer.

An incident occurred in Vancouver.a
year or 80 since which aptly illustrates
this point. The police in one of the
American cities on Puget sound drove
the toughs and plug-uglies out because
of a series of outrages that had been
committed. Some of these outlaws
sought refuge in Vancouver. Two of
these expatriated ones became involved
in a deadly row ina saloon. Daring its
progress one drew a pistoland was ready
to kill the other. Just as he was about
to pull the trigger to deprive his antag-
onist of life, he suddenly said: *I for-
got that I was in British Columbia. If
I kill this fellow I am sure to be
hanged.”” Then he put his weapon in
his pocket and turned and fled from the
man he had been fighting with. This
incident reveals that it is a wise thing
to enforce. the law. In Genesis it says:
““Whoso Sheddeth man’s blood, by man
ghall his blood be shed,’”’ and this idea
has been carried out by men in all times
and ages. The sentiment that ~lies
under capital punishment for murder is
not one of revenge for the crime commit-
ted, but rather it is for the deterent
effect that executions have on those who
are inclined to kill.

The more rigid enforcement of the law
against murder in Canada as compared
to the laxness in this respect in the
United States, accounts for the few
crimes of this kind in the former
country as compared with the many in
the latter, in proportion to the number of
the population. The number of mur-
ders in the United States in the ten
years ending with 1895 was, accordingto
the record kept by the Chicago Tribune,
48,834. This includes manslaughter of
all kinds when perpetrated by an in-
dividual, whether by premeditation or
passion, or by insane persons, or in self-
defense, rioting, duels, and resisting
arrest by officers of the law. The num-
ber of legal executions in the same
period was 1,030, and of lynchings 1,655.
The percentage of lynchinge to Killings
was 2.20. The percentage of killings to

This is an
awful showing, but if the laws against
murder were administered as vigorously
in the TUnited States as they
are in Canada the United States
might have a record similarito that of
Canada, where crimes of this sort are
reduced to the minimum.

The officers of the law, who so well
executed their duty on the Davis case,
from the executioner to the judge, are
to be commended for a faithful per-
formance of what at the best was a most
disagreeable duty.

A NEW TRANS:CANADA SCHEME.

The London Times is the authority for
the statement that another trans-Can-
adian railway will be built in the near
future. The Canadian Pacific, it is
claimed, is too close to the American
boundary to be of service as a military
road. The Times writer assumes that
its exposure to attack from an enemy
across the line was one of the principal
motives in projecting the trans-Canadian
road, which is to have its Atlantic term-
inus at Quebec and its Pacific at Port
Simpson, on the Skeena river. The
Times states that the location as de-
termined will be as direct a line as pos-
gsible from Quebec to the north end of
Lake Winnipeg, thence bearing south-
erly to Prince Albert, and then onwarde
along the valleys of the Saskatchewan,
Peace and Skeena rivers to the Pacific.

1f this course be drawn upon the map

Fine and the line of the Canadian Pacific
will enclose across the main body of the
Dominion a long wedge-shaped strip of
territory of which the narrower end lies
on the 150 milesof the St. Lawrence that
flows towards the Atlantic between Mon-
treal and Quebec, and the wider end at-
tains to a breadth of about 500 miles on
the Pacific coast. The breadth of the
strip throughout its whole extent varies
from about 150 to 500 miles. The length
of the projected upper line from Quebec
to Fort Simpson will be 2,400 miles. The
length of the lower line from Montreal
to Vancouver is 2,521 miles. :
To Western Canadians,  especially
those who live near the American bor-
der, the chances of a war between Great
Britain and the United States is comsid-
ered so very remote that they are scarce-
ly worth reckoning as a factor. How-
ever, it is hoped that the predictions of
the Times may be quickly fulfilled, 8o
{hat the more northerly portions of the
dominion may be provided with trans-
portation facilities. The route that the
Times has outlined traverses & Tre-
gion of remarkable richness and
infinite possibilities in the Wway
of successful settlement. The agricul-
tural lands of the Saskatchewan valley,

produce the finest wheat grown, while
the country to the westward is exceed-
ingly rich in minerals and timber. The
construction of this railway would al-
most immediately be the means of dou-
bling the present population of Canada.
