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IN FARMERS
GRANERIES

Last Year’sfWheat Held in
Store Is Overesti-
mated.

Three and a Half Million
Bushels Remain to
Ship.

WINNIPEG, Man., May 13.—Advices
from outside points show that the
quantity of last year’s wheat held in
store by Manitoba farmers has been
greatly overestimated. The railways
have been moving the wheat to lake
ports rapidly during the past month,
and it is now estimated that over three
and a half million bushels remain in
the farmers’ graneries. This is greatiy
below the amount estimated before "“ie
spring movement began, when it was
placed at sixteen to seventeen millions.
Seeding operations are aow in full
swing throughout the province.

WAGE MINIMUM.

Agreement by Arbitration Between C.
P. R. and Its Employees.

MONTREAL, May 12.—A committee
representing the telegraphers on the
Canadian Pacific has been in Montreal
for the last two weeks and has had
a number of meetings with Mr. Tait
and Mr. Nicoll. The rules and rates
of ‘wages asked for by the men have
been thoroughly discussed and am un-
derstanding reached as to many of the
rules. The company and committee
have not, however, been able to agree
on the rate of wages, and the com-
pany has therefore offered to refer all
questions in dispute fo arbitration.

The telegraphers are asking mini-
mum wages to be increased from $40
to $53 per month.

Another concession asked is annual
vacationg be given with full pay. These
questions have presented most obsta-
cles in the way of settlement, which
did not seem imminent. until arbitras
tion was suggested as a solutiom.
While the members of the general
committee  have not yet declared
themselves, it is expected that they
will agree ta arbitration.

A SERIES OF EXPLOSIONS.

United States Consul and Family
Among the Victims That
Perished.

ST. THOMAS, D. W. 1, May 9.—The
British schooner Ocean Traveller of
St. John, N. B, arrived at the island
of Dominich, D. W. I, at 3 o’clock this
afternoon. She reports having been
obliged to flee from the island of St.
Vincent, B. W. L, May 7, owing to a
hecavy fall of sand from a volcano
which was in eruption there. She tried
%0 reach the island of St. Lucia, B. W.
I., but adverse currents prevented her
from so doing. The schooner arrived
opposite St. Pierre, Martinique, May 8.
While about a mile off shore, the vol-
cano -of Mount Pelee exploded and
fire from it swept the whole town of
St. Pierre out of existence, destroy-
ing the shipping there, including the
cable ship Grappler, which was en-
gaged in repairing the ‘cable near the
Guerin factory. The Ocean Traveller,
while on her way to Dominica encoun-
tered a quantity of wreckage.

FROM GOVERNOR OF WINDWARD.

LONDON, May 8.—The\«(Colonial of-
fice here has received a dispatch from
Sir Robert Llewellyn, governor of
Windward, dated Kingston, St.  Vin-
cent, in which the governor says that
the Souffrere volcano in the north-
western part of the Island of St. Vin-
cent comntinued in activity. Earth
shocks had occurred for a week past,

here he expressed the opinion that the
fact that the commander of the Suchet
is seeking provisions showed that a
number of inhabitants of St. Pierre,
foreseeing the disaster, had soughf
refuge at various points sheltered from
the volcanic stream, and there being
no vessels to transport the people the
Suchet was trying to procure food for
them.

ALL INHABITANTS BURNED.

LONDON, May 10.—A dispatch to the
Daily Mail from Pointe a Pitre, Island
of Guadaloupe, dated yesterday, says:

“The Mount Pelee crater ejected yes-
terday morning molten rocks and ashes
during three minutes, and completely
destroyed St. Pierre and the districts
within a four miles’ radius. All the in-
habitants were burned.

“About eight passengers from the
Roraraima, of the Quebes steamship
line, were saved by the French cruiser
Suchet. The inhabitants of the south-
ern districts of the island, who were
dependent on St. Pierre for provisions,
are menaced by famine.”

A dispatch to the Daily Mail from
Jamaica says: “The first intimation of
a disaster at Martinique was the break-
ing of the cables on Tuesday. The
French cable to Martinique from
Puerta Plata was broken Wednesday.
Cable communication with all the
northern islands is stopped.

THE RAMBLER-CARIBOO MINE.

The New Concentrator to be Started by
the 15th.

Steady progress is being made with
the development of the Rambler-Cari-
boo mine in McGuigan Basin. A station
has been completed at the No. 6 level,
where the main shaft attains a vertical
depth of 800 ,feet, and everything is
in readiness for the continuing of sink-
ing to the No. 8 level, where a total
depth of 1000 feet will be had.

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Production of Copper
In Boundary District
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‘While the general publi¢ receives the
impression of mining as an industry
from reports of rich strikes and phe-
nomenal yields, it is probably safe to
aseert that the industry itself depends
upon the low grade mimes. As a rule
the rich veins are narrow and uncer-
tain, and railroads looking to perma-
ment returns hesitate to build into a

region of “one man” fissures or rich
pocket deposits, but hesitate less to
invest large sums for construction in
districts where large ore bodies prom-
ise some degree of permanemce from

their size alone, even if low in assay.|

It may be stated in the outset that
80 fay as my observation goes the mines
of the Boundary Creek district belong
to the latter class. The ores are very
low grade, but the ore bodies large,
if irregular. Nature has compensated
to a great extent for the grade of the
<copper ore by making it self-fluxing,
80 that probably nowhere on this con-
tinent can smelting be carried on' more
<cheaply, given fair railroad rates and
fuel at a reasonable cost.

It is also mothing but simple justice
to say that the Boundary is today a
producing district because of the rail-
roads; that it is doubtful if there is
a mine within its borders that would
pay except . at very favorabie freight
rates and reasonable coke charges. It
«certainly required considerable courage
and faith to build the Columbia &
‘Western railroad, and no one making
the trip from the Columbia river to
Phoenix can fail to realize at what
expense such excellent railroad facili-
ties were supplied to the various camps.
But it is not enough for railroads to
build into districts like this; they; must

which forms a sort of wall, and for a
thousand feet or more to the east and

I was accorded eyery facllity in sev-
eral cases both for ascertaining the
lore in gight and the relative assays
of the product from different claims.
The Granby company, especially, has
kept complete records of shipments
from each, claim, not. only because this
wag a proper business policy, but be-
cause prior to the recent consolidation
of the various interests now included
in the Granby Company, the Knob
Hill,Ironsides, Victoria, and other
claimsg owned by separate corporations,
8o that it was, mnecessary to render
statements of the ore shipped from
each claim. It may, therefore, be taken
ag a safe estimate that the very large
amount of ore available in the Boun-
dary will vary from 26 to 35 pounds
of copper per ton of 2000 Ibs., with
from 25 cents to 40 cents of silver per
ton, and from $1.50 to $2.50 per ton in
gold. It may be stated that there are
some mines, like the “B. C.” near Eholt,

whose ores as shipped contain con-
siderably more copper than the above,
but the figures I have given are well
within the limits for the average.

Costs.—Next to the quantity and grade
of ore, the all important question is
how cheaply can the values from these
Boundary ores be extracted and mar-
keted.

I may say that one of the objects
of my last visit was to enable me to
assure prospective buyers of the pro-
duct of the smelters that they could
safely depend upon the tonnage con-
tracted for, and need not fear a sudden
stoppage from lack of ore. There had
been various rumorg prevalent in New
York, such as that only the surface
ores were being mined: that these
surface ores were richer than those
lower down: that when depth was at-
tained costs of mining would priohibit
shipments: that the costs of mining
were mecessarily excessive considering
the grade, because the ore was sorted
by hand: that only surface ores were
self-fluxing, etc., ete.

It is easy to disprove the statement
that only surface ores have been treat-
ed, because the records at the smelter

: show from what portion of the work-

ings, as well as from what particular
claims, shipments were made. For
instance, take the Knob Hill mine as
an example. During the year 1901
there were mined:

Taking the Ironsides and Knob Hill
together for the years 1900 and 1901,
the figures show that 74 per cent was
from below ground and 26 per cent
from the surface ore, varying with the
time of year. In the summer time a
great deal more ore was taken from
the surface workings than from be-
neath; in the winter time surface min-
ing was largely interrupted. The cost
of mining these large ore bodies in the
Boundary has varied from $1.66 per
ton to $2.10 per ton, the first mentioned
figure being the more recent. It is a
difficult problem, as I have already
hinted, and the one uncertain element
in the prosperity of this district, how
to handle the very large ore bodies
without the risk of caving and ruining
the mine, on the one hand, or the ne-
cessary employment of excessive am-
ounts of timbering, or leaving in the
mine large blocks of pay ore as a sup-
port. The management of the compan-
jes have been studying the problem
and the Granby Company have com-
menced ore handling with steam shov-
els, and propose to still further decrease
the cost of mining by stripping from
the surface dowm to the present leyel
of the railroad track, and by the in-
troduction of the caving system for
lower workings.

Smelting costs.—It has been seen that
cost of mining in the district, even
with high wages to miners, is very low,
the conditions being most favorable.
I come now to the all-imporitant state-
ment of these smelting costs. :

The Boundary ore being self-fluxing,
indeed rather basic in character, al-
lows the admixture of a certain quan-
tity of silicious ores from the Republic
Camp or other districts whose  ores
carry gold and silver, and the, sul-
phur being low permits of smelting

the advent of railroads from the south
the Boundary smelters can procure
more dry sflicious ores at profitable
rates. It may also be stated at this
point that the freedom of the .ores
from bismuth, arsenic and antimony ren-
ders it easy to obtain a ready market
for the copper product.

In considering the cost of smelting
it is also necessary to take into account
the losses in slag and otherwise, I
was allowed to sample the slag dumps
and to take portions of weekly ‘slag
samples which had been preserved in
the laboratory. Before the establish-
ment of bessemerizing the slag’loss
of the Boundary smelters averaged
copper 0.46 per cent, gold 12 cents:per
ton, and silver 3 cents per ton. With a
consumption of about 11 per cent of
coke, and with freight charges as they
exist today the cost of smelting at the
most favorable location in the Boun-
dary district, after charging agdinst
the smelter the costs of marketi ¥ 1the
product, must be considerably under
$2.00 per ton. Adding the present cost
of mining, the total outlay for mining
and smelting must be less than $3.66
pen ton. s

With the introduction of caving and
steam shovels at the mines, and of
bessemerizing at smelters; with fur-
ther reductions in cost of freight and
fuel, sure to come with or without the
advent of competing railways, I unhesi-
tatingly affirm that the copper ores of
Boundary should be mined, smelted
and their contents marketed with pro-
fit with copper at 12 cents in New
York, and as rallway extensions make
other ores available that can be pur-
chased cheaply, the profit should, in-
crease. But there must always be, as
elsewhere, many shipping mines too
gmall to justify their own iodividual
smelters, and mutual co-operation and
a broad business policy should allow
them all to prosper.—By Dr. Alberit
R, Ledoux, New York.

The other day Mr. Morley
asked if there was a single member
of the cabinet of 1899, who, if he could
have foreseen the results of the policy
on which they were then launching
the country, would not have checked |
the diplomacy leading to such deplora-
ble results. As a member of that cab-
inet, he, Lord Salisbury, wished to
meet this statement with the most |
indignant denial. The war had been
used by some politicians for the squalid
purpose of injuring their oppon-
ents. When a neighboring power
or tribe invaded his majesty’s do-
minions and made an attack, which
was a gross:and figrant outrage, it
could only be met by fighting in their
own country those who had despised
the rights and sovereignty of our sov-

THE SOUDANESE MUTINEERS.

Four Months’ Hard Fighting Termi-
nateg Successfully.

LONDON, May T7.—The operations
lasting six months and entailing four

in progress in the Upper Nile province
of the Uganda protectorate, have been
finally spccesstul.

It will be remembered that the mu-
tiny of the Soudanese garrisons in
Uganda was not a closed incident in
1899, when the ex-kings of the Uganda
and Unyoro and the principal muti-
neers were captured. About 170 of
the rebellious Soudanese troops, in-
cluding some of the leaders of the
movement, however, retired tol the lit-
tle-known Lango country, which lies
to the north} of the Victoria Nile. Here
they entered into alliance with the
Lango chiefs, commenced drilling and
organizing an army from among the
young men of the tribe, and started
on a large scale offensive and defen-

tial deputation from the Liverpool
chamber of commerce, the city council
and the Mersey Docks and Corn Trade
associations—in = fact, practically all
concerned in Liverpool shipping, beg-
ging that Liverpool be retained as a
British terminal port of any Canadian
fast mail service. The official informa-
tion was denied to the press, but it 18
understood that the deputation sub-
mitted in the strongest possible man-
ner Liverpool’s superior claims to
Southampton and Milford Haven.

The fact that somuch official secrecy
was demanded raises the expectations
tnat Lord Strathcona may hava toll
Sir Alfred Jones and other Liverpool
owners present that they had the mat-
ter practically in their own hands. If
they Qesired to secure Liverpool’s claim
they had better submit by mail their
proposals as inviolably British, under
the subsidy from the British and Can-
adian governments in competition with
the Morgan trust.
