Fossil Monster
Found in Colorada

Washington, Feb. 20.-~Between
7,000,000 and 10,000,000 yvears ago,

what is known as the Jurassic age,
there lived a group of giant reptiles
called dinosaurs, one family of which,
the stegosauridae, or plated lizards, is
perhaps the most fantastic and curi-
ous in all natural history. The most
perfect and complete fossilized skele-
ton of the genus stegosaurus, a small-
er branch of this remarkable family
group, is on exhibition in the new
building of the United States Natidnal
Museum at Washington, just as it
wag found and dug out of the sand-
gtone rock. Near at hand i{s a natural
size and very lifelike restoration in
papier-mache, so weird and monstr-
ous in appearance as to give one the
horrors.

Back in the very early days of the
world this armor-plated lizard-like
monster dwelt in the western part
O MRS Mo Bl lse 1n what 1 now
the eastern slope of the Rocky wmoaun-
tains, although at that time the moun-

taing did not exiat. He roamed about
in the marsh and swamp lands of that
ragion, feeding on the troplcal gras-
ses and plants, the fossily remains of
which are found buried with his skel-
eton. The specimen mentioned above

‘ferent bones and spite plates indicate
a gradual washing and tipping over,
rather than the crushing action of a
heavy force.
