New York, May 7.—The London 

correspondent of The New York Tri­
bune says:

“Those who hold the chief com­
mands in the British navy and army 
are vitally concerned in the achieve­
ment of a complete and absolute 
triumph over Germany this year.

“Such an event will mean a duke­
dom fc.r General French and a cash 
payment of £200,000. This was re­
cently decided by the cabinet and ap­
proved by the King.

“Wellington and Marlborough are 
the two ducal houses founded by Eng­
lish generals and the dukedoms con­
ferred on them constitute a natural 
and obvious precedent for raising 
General.French to the highest degree 
in the peerage.

“General French will be more than 
human if the thought of the great re­
ward that a complete triumph of the 
allied armies will bring to him does 
not some times occupy his mind, but 
between him and the highest dignity 
that his king can confer and a sub­
stantial fortune (and be it remember­
ed that the British commander-in- 
chief is not well-to-dc.) stands a foe 
that ten months of war leaves as 
strong and perhaps stronger than at 
the outbreak of hostilities.

“The next great reward of the war 
in the event of a complete triumph for 
the allies will, of course, fall to Ad­
miral Jellicoe. If the war ends with­
out a general naval engagement be­
tween the English and German fleets, 
Admiral Jellicoe will be created a vis­
count and receive a money payment

Should the conflict drag 
out two years and end in â draw, no 
titles would be granted and the money

These allowances would be merely 
sufficient to cover certain personal 
expenses that these officers have to 
meet when on active service.

“To several officers who are far from 
well-to-do a draw would mean finan­
cial ruin. There are several well 
known married officers who are main­
taining expensive establishments in 
London in expectation of the reward 
that the war will bring them.

y cancellations, for the ship sailed with a very full passenger list.
Charles P. Sumner, general agent of the Cunard Line, was at the pier and in a statement 

made then said that the voyage of the Lusitania would not be attended by any risk whatever, as 
the liner had a speed of twenty-five and a half knots and was provided with unusually water-tight 
bulkheads.

China, feeling thkt Japan had risked 
too much and that she was likely to 
lose the sympathy of the world, and 
therefore do. harm to vital permanent 
interests. They even raised the fea- 
sability of despatching a special 
plenipotentiary to President Yuan 
Shi-Kâi to arrange the controversy it 
is said. The minister of finance is 
also reported to have questioned 
whether the financial condition of the 
empire justified the radical step.

DIFFICULT ONE 
Peking, May 7.—Japan’s policy says 

the Peking Gazette, is to extort the 
entire body of her demands while 
avoiding tfie odium of Europe and 
America for exactions from China 
through an ultimatum.

TO AVOID RUPTURE. 
TOKIO, May 7.—A despatch to 

the Nichi Nichi from its Peking 
respondent says China last night in­
formed Japan minister, Hioki, that it 
desired tc arrange a settlement of the 
demands in such a way as to. avoid a 
rupture.

Tokio, May 6—Baron Kato, Japan’s 
foreign minister, is understood to 
have informed the ambassadors of 
other powers that the ultimatum to 
China, which expires at 6 p.m. Sun­
day, was acco npanied by additional 
modifications of Japan’s demands, 
notably the questions relating to mun­
itions and advisers which interested 
the United States.

It is the general opinion in diplo­
matic circles to-night that China will 
submit. Meanwhile Japan is making 
extensive preparavor.s for a possible 
rupture. Warships and transcris are 
held in readiness for instant action. 
Japanese who have large business in-' 
terests in China fearing a forced ex­
odus of Japanese employees are send­
ing foreigners to China to look after 
their affairs.

The impression prevails that the 
influence of the elder statesmen re­
sulted in further concessions being 
made to China in the belief that the 
lasting interests of the empire could 
best be served by convincing the pow­
ers that Japan is guided by a spirit of 
justice and a desire for the preser­
vation of peace in the Orient.

Tokio, May 6, 5.02 p.m.—The Jap­
anese foreign office has informed the 
Associated Press correspondent that 
Eki Hioki, minister to China, has 
been instructed by telegraph regarding 
the presentation, probably to-morrow 
(Friday), of Japan’s ultimatum to 
China, If demands of Japan are not 
acepted before the time limit expires, 
Minister Hioki will leave Peking. 
The Chinese Minister at Tokio has 
been informed of the action taken.- 

The foreign office said in issuing a 
long communication covering the 
tire negotiations with Japan, that no 
further statement would be given out 
either to-day or to-morrow, 
view of the negotiations explains why 
Japan feels justified in resorting to 
an ultimatum as the foreign office de- 
sires “the world to become cognizant 
of its reason for taking so important 
a step. The officials explain that the

Chinese salesmen declared unfound­
ed semi-official statements front To­
kio that China has demanded pledges 
for the return of Kiao-Chow and in­
demnities for Chinese losses, as well 
as undertaking that China be repre­
sented in the final peace negotiations.

All China demanded was that h;r 
views with respect to these mattters 
be recorded, in order that she might 
properly define her international po­
sition as a neutral state in whose 
territory warlike operations and an 
invasion occurred against her will.”

During the retreat to the Marne 

a sergeant priest and 
holding a trench on which a verit­
able hail of rifle and machine gun 
bullets were pouring. The sergeant 
ordered the two privates to quit the 
trench and join him in attacking the 
enemy with the bayonet. The men 
refused, saying that to do so would 
be suicide. Thereupon the priest 
jumped from the trench to give 
them a lead, and in a minute had been 
struck by bullets, one passing within 
an inch of the apex of the heart. He 
fell of course, but was dragged back 
into the trench. He and his compan­
ions were afterwards rescued, and the 
sergeant-priest is still alive.

“The psychological historian who 
will later analyze the deep causes 
of the unexpected resistance France 
offered to the invader in 1914 must 
note, among other new factors of 
first importance, a lively revival of 
religious sentiment,” says a journal­
ist. “And one of the elements of 
this reawakening is the presence, so 
numerous, and the bravery often so 
heroic, of priests with the 
This, of course, in addition to those 
priests who have been shot in the 
performance of their priestly duty 
and fell as martyrs in their blood­
stained robes."

Paris, May 7.—An official note is­
sued last night says:

“The German general staff persists 
in giving false details concerning th;i; 
offensive engagement. During the 
last fifteen days the enemy has suf­
fered complete checks and 
losses.

“The German attack on April 22 
by two army corps using asphyxiating 
gas bombs had as its object the pierc­
ing of the Ypres front. The greater 
portion of the prisoners captured 
from us were overcome by fumes. 
We suffered no check. The rapidity 
of our counter attacks prevented the 
enemy from attaining the left bank 
of the Yser Canal and from establish­
ing a strong position on the right 
bank.

“In these combats we inflicted 
heavy losses on the enemy. Our ac­
tual front was established only two 
kilometres (about a mile and a quar­
ter) behind the original front. Our 
men are now provided with means to 
protect them against similar attacks 
with asphyxiating bombs.

“Being unable to pierce our lines 
and compel us to give up possession 
of Ypres, the Germans used a marine 
gun, firing a distance of 38 kilometres 
(about 23!% miles) on Dunkirk.

played the principal part in the naval 
war, on the British side it has been 
the destroyer which has to maintain 
an incessant and unwearying activ­
ity, writes an expert in the London 
Daily Mail. The destroyer is a swift 
light draught vessel, with engines of 
tremendous power, built originally 
for the purpose of destroying torpedo 
boats, whence her name. She is by 
far the best vessel to hunt the sub­
marine because of her speed and hand­
iness of gun power, while the fact 
that she only draws eight or nine feet 
of water renders her most difficult to 
injure with a torpedo, which runs best 
at a depth of fifteen feet, andx needs 
special and awkward adjustments to 
get hits at shallower levels.

The modern British destroyer is a 
vessel of 700 to 1,200 tons, long, lean, 
and low in the water with a lofty 
bridge forward. She has usually two 
funnels, but some of the boats have 
four or even six, and where this is 
the case the forward one is com­
monly higher than the others, to 
keep the smoke clear of the bridge. 
The later boats are armed with three 
or four 4-in. guns, weapons of great 
power for such small craft, firing a 
31 lb. shell. In this respect they 
have an enormous superiority over 
the German destroyers, which most­
ly carry only two 24-pounders, and 
have proved themselves quite unable 
to stand up against the British craft.

Besides her guns, each of the new­
er British destroyers carries two
