-■ lWhat Manitoba Has Done For 

the Bed Cross Society.DURIHG THE ANYONE
CAMi) H iFrom a small nucleus of or­

ganisation which existed at-the 
beginning of the war, the peo­
ple of Manitoba have built up a 
Provincial Red Cross system 
which yields to none of the 

other Provinces in enthusiasm, 
efficiency and amount of work 
accomplished. In fact one might 
go so far as to say that Mani­
toba with characteristic West­
ern determination has become 
one of our model Red Cross 
Provinces.

Up to last summer its work 
had consisted of the collection 
of money for the Central Canad­
ian Society and the shipping 
through the St John Ambul­
ance Association. By last July, 
however, the Provincial branch 
had attained auSiF-proportions 
that Manitoba was given the 

. ^distinction of being the only 
' Province shipping its own sup­
plies in its own boxes, in car 
load lots straight to England.
In the Keewayden Bldg., Win­

nipeg, a great supply station 
has been established, which 
purchases supplies at wholesale 
rates and distributes them to 
the workers of the whole Prov­
ince to be made up into hos­
pital material. The various ar­
ticles required have been stan­
dardised and systematic in­
structions has been given to all 
the Branches, thus making 
Manitoba Red Cross material of 
uniform quality.

All this work has been done 
under the direct administra­
tion of the Women's Auxiliary, 
which has 2200 members. The 
Manitoba women are themselv­
es in control of the actual phy­
sical working of their provin­
cial branch. The abundance and 
excellence of volunteer labor 
has meant an immense saving 
of overhead expense, and the 
cost of Red Cross operation in 
Manitoba is 1 per cent.

There are in the Province 56 
organized branches with a total 
membership so far as returns 
have been made of 7619 consist­
ing of 396 life, 905 subscribing. 
2376 active and3842 associate 
members, ft is estimated that 
complete returns would show 
the actual Red Cross member­
ship of Manitoba to be over 10,- 
000.

KentvilteThe Province was asked for 
50 beds in Cliveden Hospital, 
and actually subscribed 118 at 
a eost of $6066. The total re­
ceipts of the Provincial Branch 
have been $120,116, of which 
$45,199 was contributed by Win­
nipeg. Over $8,000 was given 
by various Manitoba Municipal­
ities, and $60,559 was received 
from unorganized sources, rep­
resenting the spontaneous gen­
erosity of Manitoba citizens 
generally. In the two months 
following July the Supply De­
partment at Winnipeg shipped 
800 cases of Red Cross goods at 
a value of $20,000.

There is not the least doubt 
that Red Cross work has been 
particularly successful in Mani­
toba, at the same time the Prov­
ince is determined to make new 
records. To quote the words of 
Mr. C. B. Piper, Chairman of 
the Manitoba Executive. "The 
Province is one unit in this mat­
ter.”

We have a greater pro­
portion of permanently organ­
ized branches. We have a far 
greater number of unorganized 
sources of money and supplies 
than any other Province in 
Canada.

“Our artillery bombarded the 
enemy trenches near Marie- 
court, Ovillera and Ypres-Com- 
lnes canal. Hostile artillery 
shelled our positions northwest 
of Ypres; using many lachry- 
matous shells. Our trenches 
north of Ypres, between the 
Pflkelm road and th* Ypres 
canal, were also bombarded.

"One of our aeroplanes was 
hit by an anti-aircraft shell, 
practically severing the pilot’s 
leg. He managed, however, to 
land his machine safely in the 
aerodrome, without injury to 
his observer."
