Dairymen from Different Parts of
the Province—-Hints from Prof,
Dean, of Guelph Agri-
oultural College.

Dosnvines, Feb. 24.—The Dairymen's
Association of Western Ontario held their
first meeting of the series of lecal conven-
tions to be held in Western Ontario this
wiater, There was a large gathering of
representative farmers from the surround-
ing counties. Some of the most prominens
dairymen and others present were: A.
Pattullo, J. A. Ruddick, Woodetock: J. 8.
Pearce, Robertson, J. W. Wheaton,
London; E. Booth, Ingersoll; Prof. Dean,
Guelph; R Cleland, Listowel; A. G. Gil-
bert, Experimental Farm, Ottawa; N.
Shapley, Wellandport; J. N. Paget, Cars-
boro; H. Eagle, Attercliffe; A. W. -
wards, Caisterville; J. Senn, York.
Mr. A. Pattullo, president of the asso-
oiation, in opening the meetiug referred to
the good work being dune by the Western
Associstion through its loca{ conventions.
The first speaker was J. 8. Pearce, of
London, who touched on the winter dairy-
ing movement and showed the importanoe
of the farmer making a more special effort
in dairying and keeping only good cows—
cows that will pay .-.5 return the farmer
the most profit. He recommended that
farmers should not make dairying & side
issue, but one of the importaut branches
of his business.
Mr. L. A. Congden, deputy reeve of
Duunviile, extended a hearty welcome to
the dairymen on behalf of the citizens.
Mr. Pattallo accepted the thanks of the
citizens and introduced Mr. A. G. Gilbert,
manager of the poultry department, Ex-
perimental Farm, Ottawa. Mr. Gilbert
d by lasi Q! the im-

portance of the poultry depurtment of the
tarm. Every farmer should make one
dollar per hen per year. Every hen should
ay from 120 to 24V eggs a {an. Cut green
bones and cut red clover hay are the best
teed for producing eggs. Plymouth Rock
is the best fowl for the farmer.
Prof. Dean, Agrioultural College, Guelph,
then addressed the meeting on home dairy-
ing or butter making on the farm. )
ewphasized cleanliness as a necessary qual-
1ty of the successful butter maker. Begin
cleanliness at the stable, have only pure
air in the stable, put cows uuder such con-
dition that they will feel good, then
they will do good service. Milk
suould be straineu as soun as taken
trom the cow. Milk set in shallow:
paus. should be kept at an even
temperature; in the shot guns cream ehould/
Lo waken off at theend of 24 hours. Set
48 near the nutural temperature as possible
in water about 45. The best results are
from the separator. There will be six
times as much oream left in the milk by
using the creamer tuan by the separator
and twice us much by shallow pans as by
the oreamer. Keép cream sweet until
there is enongh for & churning. Twenty-
four hours before chuining warm oream
to about 60°. Have the creaw ripe before
beginuing to churn and warm it slowly,
and have it at a proper temperature when
churned. When fresh cream is added the
whole lot should be stirred. Use butter
color if tbe market wants it. Pat color
in cream before churning. The churn
should be as simple as possible, without
any dashes. ‘It should take about half-an-
hour tochurn. Stop when the butter is in
the granular form. Use & half to one and
a quarter ounces of salt per pound. Have
butter put up in attractive form—in pound
prints wrapped in parchment paper.
Mr. Cleland, of Listowel, gave instances
of how much some of the patrons of his
oheese factory had made last season. They
ranged from $300 to $650 from their cows
on 100 mscres of land, and from $700 to
$850 from cows on 150 acres of land.

MANITOBA SCHOOL CASE-

The Supreme Court Decides That the

Dominion Cannot Interfere.
Orrawa, Feb. 21 —In the Supreme
Court yesterday Chief Justice Strong de-
livered a long, elaborate and dearned judg
ment or rather decision in answer to vari-
ous questions submitted by the Dominion
Government to the Supreme Court in re-
gard to the Manitoba school case.

DEATH IN THE FLAMES.

A Family Escapes from a Burning House,
But Their Lodgeris Forgotten.

The Brandenburg was on her trial trip
when the explosion ocourred.

snakes, including the ‘‘rattlers,” bulge
just beyond the neck. Without excep-
tion they have fangs, either always erect
or raised and laid back at will. These
fangs are long, sharp-pointed teeth,
with a hollow groove running their en-
tire length, At the root of each fang
is a little bag of poison. When the
snake bites the motion presses the poison
sac, and its contents flow down through
the hollow in the tooth into the punc-
ture or wound. The harmless little
forked tongue is often spoken of by the
uninformed as the snake's ‘‘stinger.”
Now, there is no propriety in the name,
as the poisonous snakes do not sting,
but bite their victims. There is no
creature, even if brought from foreign
countries where “‘rattlers” do not exist,
but will halt and tremble at the first
warning sound of the rattle.

Dr. S. Weir Mitchell, with others, has
been making experiments with the
venom of different serpents. He has
found that, aside from its poisoning
qualities, it contains living zerms, which
have the power of increasing enormously
fast. So. you see, when an animal is
bitten these tiny bits of life enterig
with the poison cause harmful action
to begin almost at once. Dr. Mitchell
has found that the nervous centre con-
trolling the act of striking seems to be
in the spinal cord, for if he cut offa
enake's head and then pinched its tail,
the stump of its neck turned back and
would have struck his hand had he been
bold enough to hold it still. —St.

and the material fromm which baskets,
hats, mats and innumerable other
articles are made; the network of fibres
at their base is used for sieves and is
woven into cloth; from the young
flower stocks a palm wine, called toddy,
is obtained, from which arrak, a fiery
alcoholic drink, is distilled. The value
of the fruit is well known. From the
husk, which is called coir, commercially.
cordage, bedding. mats, brushes and
other articles are manufactured. Inthe
tropics, lamps, drinking vessels and
spoons are made from the hard shells.

he albumen of the seed contains large
quantities of oil, used in the east for
cooking and in illuminating; in Europe
and the United States it is often made
into soap and candles, yielding, after
the oil is extracted, a refuse valuable as
food for cattle, or as & fertilizer. In
some parts of the tropics the kernel of
the seed forms the chief food of the in-
havitants. The cool, milky fluid which
fills the cavity of the fruit when the nut
is young, affords an agreeable beverage,
and the albumen of the young nut,
which is soft and jelly-like, is nutritious
and of a delicate flavor.

As might be expected in the case of a
plant of such value, it is often carefully
and extensively cultivated in man;
countries, and numerous varieties, dif-
fering in the size, shape and quality of
the fruit, are now known. The cocoa-
nut is propagated by seeds; the nuts are
gown in nursery beds, and at the end of
six or eight months the seedlings
are large enough to plant. The plants
are usually set twenty-five feet
apart each way in carefully prepared
beds filled with rich surface soil. "Once
established, a plantation of cocoanuts
requires little care beyond watering,
which is necessary in its early years to
insure a rapid and vigorous growth. - In
good soil the trees usually begin to
flower at the end of five or six years, and
may be expected to be in full bearing
from eight to twelve years. Thirty nuts
from a tree is considered a fair average

yield, although individual trees have |
| been known to produce an average of

300 nuts during a period of 10 years.
An application of manure increases the
yield'of the trees, although probably the
value of the additional crop obtained in
this way is hardly large enough to jus-
tify such expenditure. [n recent years

PATRONS OF INDUSTRY MEETING.
A Discourse on the Principles of the
Order by s Practical Farmer.

The Patrons of Industry held their
first public meeting in Athens on
Friday evening last. A nuwber of
villagers and & very fair turn-out of
farmers aitended, all anxious to learn
more of the principles of an organiza
tion that has already made its io-
fluence strongly felt in the by-elections
that have taken place recently.

Mr. Fuller Stevens, of Elgin, was
called upon to take the chair, and after
a brief explanation of the ohject of the
weeting, he said that Mr. . W. . Beatty
was present and twenty minutes would
be allowad him to spesk for or against
the P. of 1. Mr. Beatty declined to
take advautage of the privilege, stating
that he, was present simply for the
purpose of gaining a better knowledge
of the organizatim. The speaker of
the evening, Mr. Wil-on, a pracrical
farmer of Glengarry Co., was then
introduced. Hix ad ress was listened
to with interest and unwearied at-
tention, and, perbaps, no political
s,eech ever delivered in Athens met
with more general approval from both
Reformers and ~ Conservatives Of
coutse, thare were wental reservations
on the part of members ol the old
parties, as his denunciations were
levell-d at both the Toronto and
Ottawa houses of parliament, but his
addiess, in chief, was a condemnation
of extravagance in sdministering the
affars of the country, and in this
resject his sentiments were generally
endorsed. He sqid that the primary
ubject of the Patrons wus to securo &
proper representation in parliament.
Notwithstanding that the farmers
represented reven-tenths of the popu-
ation, the country was ruled by law
ers, doctors aud merchauts, who did
not know the needs of agriculturists
aud could not, or would not, pass laws
in their interests. A good many
seemed to thivk that the chief object
of the Patrons was to obtain household
goods at a low price.  Tnis was a 8ec
mdary matter, and was not practiced
in his own county, but he held that it
was quite justifiavle. His asrguments
.long this line were aptly illusirated
vy the following story : A few years
ago, in Northumberland county, hay
was very scarce and sold for $18 per
ton. Down iv Quebec hay was selliog
it §11 per ton, and the merchants,
iivervmen, anil hotel-keepers ccmbiued
and brought in several car loads from
ot.at province.  The tarwers could not
and d.d not object, and now when the
<hoe pinches the otber foot merchants
should not feel badly over it.  The
Patrons did not wish to injure
‘he towns and villages; they -~ de-
dred to educate the farmers up to
paring spot cash for their purchases,
md when they did this, local mer-
chants could afford to sell at such a
profit as would render sending away
tor goods useless.

Returning to the subject of repre
entation, he said that neither in the
mtano legislsture nor the Dominion
parliament were farmers repress nted as
ey should be.  Many ruial, constitu-
ncies, when election time came, went
o the towns tor candidates. This
yught not to be.  Among the *‘sons of
ne soil” could be found men quite
Wble and willing to present and  defend
he intercsts of tarme s in the legisla-
uve halls of the country. These town
and city wen had framed and passed
aws in the interests of the urban
population, leaving the ‘*‘great seven-
ent 8" to bear the burdens unjustly
imposed. A lamentavle r sult ot this
was seen in the influx of country. boys
o the citirs that has taken place

within the past few years. The lot
of the tarmer had ben rendered so
nard that the boys saw no hope for the
future on the farm, so they had de-
serted the farm and cast in their lot
with the more favored venizens of the
owns.  Au instance ot these discrim-
nating laws was found' in the iniqui-
tous conl oil tax, by which dwellers in
ountry distris ts were fowced to pay a
wavy tribute to the oil concern at
Petrolea. while the gas and electric
| ghts used by residents of cities and
Lwns (-srul»e-l taxation. Another
nstance was found in the fact that the
vaw mate rials” of }\l\’rt:'s was heavily
taxed, while those of the” manutacturer

Loxpox, Feb, 26.—The Cabinet has pre-
pared the Queen’s speech ‘and has decided
on the order in which the government
measures will be introduced at/the next
session. This sequence of bills was de-
termined on: Registration reforfn, Irish
evicted tenants, Welsh disestablishment,
local option,

The retreat of the peers on Friday even-
ing will undoubtedly moderate the popular
movement to abolish them. Nevertheless
the whole Liberal party, while not sharing
the eagerness of the Radicals for im-
mediate action, have now determined that
the power of the peers to control parlia-
mentary legislation must cease.

Out of deference to Mr. (Gladstone the
Liberal party may continue to give Home
Rule the first place on its programme, but
the question of the peers will be regarded
;n the moat vital and urgent issue of the

our.

The Speaker has broached a plan which
was sugyested by seVeral cabinet ministers
and is approved by many Liberal Com-
moners. The plan is as follows: "~ The
power of the House of Lords to veto bills
passed by the House of Commons shall
cease.  The House of Lords may continue
ite revisory and suggestive functions, mav
even Initiate legislation, but when a bill
once amended shall be returned by them
to the Commons the decision of the Lower
House shall be final. In the event that the
peers absolutely reject a bill sent up by
the Commons the Lower House may re-
[ affirm the measnre by resolution and thus

over-ride the rejection of the Upper
House,

There are five peers in Mr. Gladstone's
cabinet and none of them would support a
measure to overthrow the Upper House.
Three of them, however, while prepared
to etand by their class, are known to be
willing to reform the peers. The ministers
in question are the Earl of Roseberry,
Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs;
Lord Herschell, Lord High Chancellor; and
the Earl of Kimberley, Secretary of State
for India.

The Chronjcle is anthority for the state-
ment that Lord Salisbury’s attitude in re-
gard to the employers liability and local
government bills has aroused a strong
feeling of opposition to his course on the
part of the Queen and the Prince of Wales.
The reigning family, the Chronicle adds,
has always taken a sense of its own interest
and more than once has exerted its in-
_ﬁuence to prevent the peers from engaging
in a conflict which might have its end in
totally readjusting the constitution.

DAMAGES IN A LIBEL SUIT.

But the Jury Finds the Report Complained
of True and Faithful.

MoNTREAL, Feb. 26.—The case of Pel-
!and v. the Star was settled on Friday, the
jury awarding $150 damages to Pelland.
The Star published a report of a speech by
Hon. Mr. Ouimet in which he (Ouimet) re-
ferred to Pelland in terms damaging to the
latter's character.

The finding of the jury was in effect as
follows:

That the report of the public meeting
complained of was a true and faithful re-
port.

That the report was published in good
faith, without malice and in the public in-
terest.

That the publication of this true report,
made in good faith without malice and in
the public interest, has damaged the plain-
tiff to the extent of $150.

The opinion of the learned judge who
tried the case may be gathered from his
statement to the jury: ‘* Election proceed-
ings have always been held to' be privi-
leges. This view ot the matter isin aec-
cord with common sense and in harmony
with recent Canadian legislation. The
new Dnluilnioll criminal code expressly re-
cogpizes the right of the press to publish a
fuir report of public meetings, a right long
recognized by British law. If the plaintiff
has been injured in the Star doing some-
thing which it was rizht for the Star to do
and in the public interest for the Star to
do 80 it entitles him to the same heartfelt
sympathy that he would get if he met with
any other misfortune, but it by no means
follows that he is entitled to get any money
from the Star as a balm for his wounded
sensibilities, In this particular case no
hardship is involved upon Mr. Pelland, be-
cause there was nothing to prevent him
suing Mr. Ouimet if that gentleman's re-
marks about him were untrue and in-
jurious.”

THE ONTARIO INSOLVENCY ACT.
The Privy Council Decides in Favor of

the Provincial Government.

Loxpox. Feb. 26.—The Judicial Com-
mittee of the Privy Council gave judg
ment on Saturday declaring the Ontario
act respeoting assignment and preferenced
by insolvent bankrupts to be valid.

Their lordships declared that said pro-
visions at issue—enactments relating to
assignments purely voluntary—do not in-
fringe on the exclusive legislative power of
the Dominion government.

The merits of the case were heard on
December 15, when Hon. Edward Blake
appeared for the” Province of Ontario and
Sir Richard Webster presented the argu-
ments on behalf of the Dominion, The
question was whether the jurisdiction of
the Dominion Parliament on the subject
of bankruptey and insolvency was so ex-
clusive that though not exercised the Pro-
vincial Legislatures were powerless to give
even partial relief, Canadian judges had
“differed on the subiect.
