Stephen Girard died in 1831, leaving
$9,000,000. Practically he put up the
money for the war of 1812. He lent
great sums of money to the govern-
ment. Private subscriptions failing,
he virtually subscribed the $5,000,000
loan of 1814. He was a plutocrat in a
poor country. To speak very moder-
ately, his $9,000,00 was more com-
parative than tweaty times that sum
would be to-day. /

‘We have not at hand the estimates
of the wealth of the United States in
1830. ‘The census reports and com-
nineteen years after Girard’s death.
In that year the estimated value of
that wealth was $7,135,180,000. The,
estimate for 1912 was $107,104,211,917.
The wealth of the country was be-,
tween fourteen and fifteen times as
much as it was in 1850, and we regret
not to kpow how many times more
than it was in 1830, the year before

The fortunc absolutely owned by the
late Colonel John Jacob Astor was
some $51,000,000. The net value was
about $85,000,000. The gross amount
is $87,216,691.06.

Judged by the growth of the wealth
of the United States since 1850 and
remembering that twenty years of
growth are here left out, a great pri-

ate fortune of to-day should have

ffi“compared wi’th that of the Bor-
deaux sea captain's son, at least $126,-
000,000. All things considered, the
rise in prices, standards of living, lux-
uries, refinements, arts, it is safe to
say that the $9,000,000 of 1821 would
not be made good by less than $180,-

by Weight.

Wood for fuel should be sold by
weight instead ‘of by cord measure, for
the heating value depends not upon
the bulk of the wood, but upon its
weight, say foresters of the United

of hard woods may have heating
values widely different. Where hard
woods and soft woods are mixed to-
gether without regard to the prcpor-
tion of each the values may be so dif-
ferent that one man may for the same
money buy twice as much heating
value as another.

‘The shape and size of the sticks may
also cause great variation in the ac-
tual amount of wood substances, and
therefore of fuel. If weight were the
measure, the species, shape and gize
of sticks would make little difference,
provided the wood were thoroughly
seasoned. It would be necessary, how
ever, to fix certain standards as to
time of seasoning of wood, the special-
ists say. .

The bulletin points out that there is
special opportunity for greater use of
wood for fuel in New England, New
York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Ohio,
Indiana, Illinois, Iowa, Missouri and
the lake states, where is a rural popu-
lation which is estimated to use an-
nually 18,000,000 tons of coal. A con-
siderable proportion of these fuel users
will find wood available close enough
to their own mneighborhood to make
long freight hauls unn sary. «By
turning to wood they 1 not only
conserve the fuel supply and relieve
transportation, but are likely to con-
tribute to the prosperity of their own
community. For one thing the oppor-
tunity to sell wood fuel tends to en-
courage the improvement of farm
woodlands by proper thinnings.

An increased market for wood fuel
should open up good opportunities for
operators of thrasher and silo cutting
outfits or others who have gasoline or
kerosene engines to do custom sawing
during the winter, according to the
bulletin.

CHEESEMAKING VERSUS
” BUTTERMAKING.

Milk from cows kept on poor lkand
is deficlent in fatty matter and fis,
therefore, better adapted for cheese-
making than for buttermaking. Again
the more exercise an animal takes
the greater will be the waste or
dbreaking up of the tissue of the body,
and as this is the source from which
the curd in milk ds derived, milk pro-
duced on land where herbage is scan-
ty will contain a larger proportion
of curd than milk produced on land
whose herbage is abundant. Thus
the milk of unduly exercised cows, in
whiatever manner the exercise is
brought about, whether in search of
food on poor land or in any other
way, will likewise have a large pro-
portion of casein in it and a small
one of butterfat. 1| '

In the heated summer term during
which cows are tormented by flies,
the evening’s milk ‘is always poorer
in butterfat than the morning’s milk,
and on the same principle the bulk
of cows fed in the barn is richer in
fats than that of cows which roam
at large in pastures. The composition
of the milk may change in the com-
position of the food of the animal
producing 'the milk. This 1s a prin-
ciple fully established by the results
of both experience and experiment.
Within certain limits the milk can
be made poor or rich by supplying
poor and watery or rich food. !

FOUNDATION MUST BE SOUND.

It is a very serious mistake to breed
mares that are unsound or have de-
formities. There should be straight
legs, well placed under the body, good

Breeding worn-out and broken-down
mares will produce inferior offspring,
and, besides, they are uncerzain as
breeders. A mare with foal is a heavy
eater. The colt must be kept growing
and her own body must be properly
sustained. The diet should be oats,
bran and shorts, clover, alfalfa and
timothy hay. Straw is too bulky, and
besides does not contain the right kind
of nutrients in prcsyr amounts to be
desirable, especially as a single food.
It is possible for the mare to go
through the winter on straw, but it
will be at the expense of the colt and
her own body. No wonder so many
colts are lost every spring.

Mares that are not working can be
kept in fine condition and produce
strong colts on a ration of two or
three quarts of oats, or equal parts of
bran and shorts, per aay, together with
12 or 15 pounds of alfalfa or clover and
timothy hay. Some straw may be fed
with such a mixture of grain and hay,
but if the grain 1s omitted only the
best hay should be given. Alfalfa or
clover should be mixed with the timo-
thy, and only half or two-thirds of the
amount they will consume should be
allowed. It is equally as bad to feed
too much hay as too little.
EXERCISE MUST BE PROVIDED.

It is Important that the mare have
plenty of exercise either by work or
in a pasture. If well fed and carefully
worked up to the time the colts are
born, mares will breed better and pro-
duce bettér colts. Severe pulling or
strains of any kind, however, must be

A Chateau of
Dark Memories

St. Germain-en-Laye, the scene of
the_peace negotiations with Austria,
is ge_%gl:ﬂpeq é}: a_gorrespondent in the

chestér Guardian. We read:”

“The decision of the French Gov-
erpment to house the Austrian dele-
Bates in the old Chateéair of St. Ger-
main-en-Laye pending the discussion
of the terms of peace with Austria-
Hungary shows discrimination as wel
as an element of poetic justice.

“Those who visited Paris in the
days before the war and made pil-
grimage to the ring of small towns
—Marly, Maisons, Lapete, St. Ger-
main and Versailles—hold memories
of umbrageous avenues, royal forests
and lordly chateaus. In this district
the splendor of the ancient regime
still exists. The pave dstreets of St.
Germain, the noble houses of stone,
Jeweled with equisite windows and
delicate balconies, curlous amps and
richly decorated interiors, speak elo-
quen:ly of the entertainment and de-
light of the eighteenth century aris-
tocrat. Richmond and Hampton
Court are the English equivalents of
this aristocratic quarter. St. Germain
stands high above the Seine,

“It is a rare jewel in a setting of
old chestnut trees. Below, the spa rk-
ling river describes an immense semi-
circle. Louveciennes, the former
home of Mme. de Pompadour, is near-
by, but the famous Pompe of Marly
that disturbed her rest with its clank-
ing chains has been replaced by a
modern contrivance. As one walked
through the streets making mental
notes of architectural features, the im-
portance of ood taste in building
matters made a forcible impression
on the mind.

{ LESS KNOWN.
COLONIES

‘The British Empire Is S0 vast in
area and includes so many different

territories that even the names of
some of these are unknown to the
average reader. These less known
possessions are described in consider-
able detail in an issue of the Finan-
cier of a recent date. Do you know
anything about Gambia? It is situ-
ated on. the west coast of Africa, and
has been held by Britain for a longer
time than she has held Canada. It js
3,000 square miles in area, supports a
population of 146,000, and exports
nuts, hides, and palm kernels to the
value of nearly five millions doYars.
Slerra Leone, also on the west coast
of the Dark Contlnent, has an area
of 34,000 square miles, and a popula-
tion of 1,400,000. The territory is.
well watered and fertile, and the ex-
ports amount to over six millions.
The Gold Coast was known to the
ancients, having been no doubt visited
by the Phoeniclans. The Portuguese
settled it in 1482, Then came the
English and other Europeans, but the
whole region fell to England in 1872.
The area is 82,000 square miles, the
Ppopulation 1,500,000, and one half the
world’s cocoa is produced by its peo-
ple. The trade of the colony is very
remarkable, amounting to over $5¢,-
000,000. A splendid system of publiiec
highways is being rapidly constructed.
The largest British territory on the
western coast of Africa is Nigeria. The
area is 350,000 square miles which

supports a population of ten millions;
&0 that this somewhat obscure sectien

$566,000,000, and the country has in-
finite agricultural possibilities, while
its coalfields are very extensive and
extremely valuable deposits of tin are
being worked. Gold and other min-
erals are found.

Rhodesia is a vast territory of 440,-
000 square miles, situated in Central-
Southern Africa, and was named after
Cecil Rhodes, the founder of the col-
ony. The southern half is well water-
ed and splendidly fertile, while the
northern half is more rugged but fit-
ted for ranching and containing im-
mense mineral -deposits. It is also
claimed that the land can grow to-
bacco equal or superior to the best
Manila or Virginian product. The
annual gold product is about fifteen
millions in value. Such are some
of the least known parts of the British
Empire, territories capable of almost
infinite development. One of the very
important problems confronting the
statesmen of the Empire in the future
is the effective development-of these
great and wonderful territories. There
is no plant in existence that does not
grow and thrive within the bounds of
this Empire of ours. There is no
mineral found in the earth which is
not found within its bounds. There
is no industry anywhere which cannot
be duplicated under the Union Jack.
What is needed is for the British in-
vestor to turn the golden tide of his
investment from foreign channels and
direct it towards the development of
the lands beneath the flag.

An Indian melody never serves
two sets of words. There !s no in-
stance, it appears, where the people
have followed our custom of singing
the different stanzas of a ballad to
the same air.

A large proportion of Indian songs
are entirely without words at all,
syllables being employed to carry the
tones. Perhaps the most striking
peculiarity of Indilan music is the
lack of definite pitch, for there is no
such thing as standard pitch among
the musicians of the red men.
