Upon the eonstraction and manage
ment of ‘the hovse mnek of the suecoss in
pouliry keeping depends, By this 1 do
not mean that the house must necossar.
ily be expensive,  On the contrary, one
cuntaining all the necessary and dedrable
qualition can Lo erected at very little
expense, In building a poultry house
the following requisites must be kept in
mind, namely © warmth, dryness, sun.
light, ventilation and convenienee,

Warmth is emsentinl to the prodnction
of eggn, By warmith of conrse 1 do not
mean  hot-house temperature, although
there would be uo objection to it if the
fowls were not subjected to any change
of temperaturs,  But it would be too ex.
pensive § & building tight honrded, with
shinglea laid on over tarred paper and
lined on the inside with the same, will
b free from draughts, a very fimportant
itemn, and will also be suclontly warm
to eusire the production of eggs through
the eoldest westher, 1 would not advise
the use of universal heat, though prac-
tised and upheld by rome,  Unlos groat
care in wxercinad the fowls are apt to sufs
for from too sudden changes of temper-
abiire ; besides the extia trouble and
expense are not nearly sompensated for
unless, perhaps, you are ralsing wintey
ohlokens for 40 pr 50 conts por pound,

board floor, "The ground floor 1s the
cheaper and  warmer, but unless the
ground floor Is removed occasionally,
say onee or twice a year, to the depth of
saveral fnches and replhoed by freeh
earth, it hecomea sour and unhealthy,
If ome s not willing to take this extes
trouble, a board floor le the better,
Whatever the floor it must' be perfeotly
dry.

sunshine, and doubly more so when we
remember that the more happy and
contented we make our fowls the greater
will be the profit, Have the house
facing the south if possible, and place a
good.-nized window in this side, thus giving
the fowls the benefit of the sun the
whole day. If you have more than one
room for your fowls, provide a window
for each division,

While all draughts must be guarded
against, provision must still be made for
emple ventilation, Fowls “ase up” air
very fast, so jgn order to keep them
healthy, and consequently lazing, pro-
vision must be made for ‘a constamt
change of sir. The way most large
houses are ventilated now is by having
large box pipes, about 20 feet aparts
running from the roof to within 2 feet of
the floor,

One of the largest items of expendi-
ture in keeping fowls in large quantities
is the time it requires to take care of
them, consequently the saving of labor
is constantly keptin mind in the erec-
tion of all buildings for this purpose.
While this cost is nct of much account
when only a few fowls are kept, it is
just as well to have things handy and
convenient as not. Always have a pass
age way in your house running along
he north side if possible, sny 8 or 4 foet
wide. In this is to be found barrels for
the different kinds of grain, bone, shells,
eto, Havethe nests ogainat the partition
und nccemible to from the pasage by
putting hinges on the boards at the back
of the nests, Directly underneath the
nests have the feed trough, open to bhoth
the fowls and the Jinssage, so that you
can fool them without having to go into
the room, Do not make it wide enough
for them %o go into and thus dirty the
food, For roomts, take 2x4 seantling,
round off the edges on the upper side and
nail on logs similarto a carpentor’s saw-
horse and abont the same height, Place
a bonard undér this wide enough to catch
the droppings ;. clean off daily, saving
the droppings in barrels in the passage,

Having our house constructed, next
comes the care of it, One of the most
important principlos to be always kopt
i wind in - the management of fowls is
clonnliness,  “Cleanliness is next to god
liness,” and s tha only rond to success
in |mu|(ry.h-r-,|in . The house and all
its contents should be frequently and
thoronghly whitewashed, Lime 1o cheap,
#o do not be afraid to “put it on” every
time, The floor should be thickly coat-
el with straw, chaff, loaves, or something
of that sort ; not only for cloanliness,
but also for exercike, as 1 shall mention
Inter on,  Ttiann excellont plan to cover
the floor several inchos w‘lh fine _diy
sanid (or bettor still good loam sofl, if
yot oan got it nice and dry, as this makes
bolter manure), beddes being an ox
cellent absorbent, and so keeping the
fluor dry and clean, It makos one contin.

not used on the floor a box of fine dry
earth or eifted conl-aehes must b s
pled.  Whateter is used as bedding, do
not auffor it to beeome filthy, bot renew
as often as needful.  Clean ont the nedts
oconsionally and seatter somo suphur i
the fresh nests s a preventitive of lod!
Remember in all your attentions upen
your “fenthered pots” to strve to keop
them elean, comfortalile, astive, son'ent
ed; and bappy ; and they will ropay you
by keeping you busy carrying in eggs,
