A very important if unheralded 
branch of work pertaining to our 
economic conditions is the labor 
of the entomologists of our pro­
vince.

lecturehi, teachers, and in hundreds of other branches of 
useful endeavor.

.The awful plight of blindness comes only through 
forced inactivity. >

The appeal on behalf of the Nova Scotia blind is not an 
appeal for charity, but an appeal for a practical expression 
of community interest.

We do not ask you to pity the blind, but to become in­
terested in them for the greater benefit» of the community.

There are approximately 600 blind men and women and 
children in Nova Scotia. Some of them were torn blind; 
some became blinded through illness or accident after reach­
ing adult years. Many were blinded by the Halifax Explosion; 
and'many because of injuries due to war service.

INSIDE THE CRATER OF MOUNT VESUVIUSfriends into gales of merriment. 
But one day he glanced around 
to see how the point of a story 
had been taken, and just then a 
telephone pole grew up in what 
he thought was the middle of 
the road. His spirit is now motor­
ing down the long, long trail.

A man who “takes chances" 
driving an auto has been likened 
to the other fool who ‘‘didn’t 
know the gun was loaded". An 
auto in unskilled hands is much 
like a catapult pulled at random.

HINTS ON AUTO CLEANING

“There is a proper time to wash 
an automobile and the work 
should be thoroughly done. If 
mud is allowed to dry on the car 
it is harder to get off and stains 
the varnish. Mud should never 
be permitted to remain on a car 
any longer than absolutely neces­
sary, by any means not oyer night. 
All mud contains alkali, and in 
some parts of the country is 
almost clear alkali. Alkali has 
the same relation to varnish as 
muriatic or nitric acid has to 
steel. The antidote is water; 
isn’t it simple, plain every day 
water right off the tap.

“If one expects to keep a fine 
car looking fine he must be will­
ing to flush off the mud at night 
no matter how late it is; the work 
need not take more than an hour 
and the work can be done thorough­
ly in the morning. '

“The chief faults to guard 
against are the excessive use of 
soap, using water with too much 
force, and washing the hood be­
fore it is cooled.

“In the old days no coachman 
would permit a fine carriage to 
go unwashed no matter how late 
he came in to the stable at night. 
You must treat an automobile 
the same way if you reach the 
same standard that the old-fash­
ioned coachman reached.

Soap Injures Varnish
“There are two things that 

should be remembered. First, 
that soap, gasoline, or anything 
like them intended to cut grease 
will attack varnish if allowed to 
stand on the car, because oil 
is an important part of varnish. 
Second, hot water takes the lustre 
from varnish.

“First of all a car should not 
be washed out in the sun, because 
the sun will dry off the water tpo 
quick, leaving water marks; 
choose a shady place with plenty 
of light.

“Dissolve a little good auto­
mobile soap in a pàil of water 
so as to make a soapy solution. 
Have a soft carriage sponge ready. 
Start with the right hand front 
wheel and the under side of the 
fender and that part of the chas­
sis nearby. Let the water flow 
from the hose in a gentle stream 
so that it will carry about six 
inches from the end of the hose.

INDICATIONS OF A GOOD 
DRIVER

The best test of a good driver 
18 not whether he is able to stop, 
Start and guide the car along the 
toad, but whether he is invar­
iably! considerate of the mechan­
ism of his own vehicle and of the 
feelings, eccentricities and safety 
Of all other users of the road. 
If a man drives well in every 
respect except that he expects 
all pedestrians to know how to 
■Walk, all equestrians to know 
how to ride, and all motorists 
to know how to run a car, he 
is still a menace of the high­
ways. . .

There are some bad dnvmg 
tricks which are encountered every 
time you go out—ignoring the 
right-of-way rule, cutting comers, 
swinging around a comer without 
first going close to the curb, 
Cutting in on the wrong side of 
a car, driving too close to the 
Car ahead, etc.

The careless, unmannerly driver 
is a poor driver, even though he 
Olay be expert in car control.

The simple mechanics of driv­
ing—the steering, the manipula­
tion of gear shift lever, pedals 
and so on—are easily mastered. 
But the record of crumpled fend­
ers, damaged lamps, and way- 
aide wrecks tell the story that 
a whole lot of motor car owners 
do not know how to drive.

Among the most common prac­
tices that result in needless ac­
cidents may be mentioned the 
following examples:

The first driver, Mr. A., was 
Very proud of his car’s acceleration 
equipment. After being held 
tip by congested traffic he always 
■Started in second and was going 
twenty miles an hour before 
Slower cars had got into motion.

One day he relaxed his custom­
ary .vigilance and piled ahead on 
into the rear of another car. First 
result: Two bent fenders and no 
headlights on his own car, plus 
two sheered spring clips on the 
car ahead, totaling a repair cost 
of $12.50. Second result, arising 
from stopping too quickly : Demol­
ished rear luggage carrier, and 
the total eclipse of the lights on 
the car which bumped him from 

Because he failed to 
put out bis hand on stopping, 
Mr. A. assumed responsibility 
for the damage to the overtaking 
car—and it cost him about a 
hundred silver dollars to learn 
how to drive.

Next in line comes Mr. B. He 
Was such a good driver that he 
«could afford to be careless, 
prided himself on knowing the 
bumps and other peculiarities 
«Of all roads in his neighborhood. 
But one night after a heavy rain 
he was loafing along at fifty miles 
an hour when his car bounced 
Sn and out of a hole which had 
been caused by undermining water 
and he indulged in two new springs 
and a rather expensive rear axle 
assembly. . He is now a better 
driver than he was.

Here we find Mr. D. E. Eff, 
to whom driving has become like 
■second nature. He could divide 
his brain into two parts, reserving 
the one for guiding the car around 
«corners, speeding it up and down 
hills, avoiding bad spots in the 
toad, and so on; and utilizing the 
other
friends. He could laugh and tell 
good jokes which provoked his

are out on a country road, as 
not to have one.

The spare tire should be se­
curely fastened to its holder. Often 
thé rubbing against metal bands 

have a tendency to dig into- 
the tire. The tire should be 
covered at all times to protect 
it from weather. Oftentimes much 
of the tire’s mileage is I let go to 
waste through deterioration from 
the sun and rain.

all taking up much valuable time.
The care of the spare tire is 

also essential. It must be re­
membered that air leaks out of 
the spare tire almost as fast as 
the air in the tires of the car. 
Free air can be had at almost 
any service station in town and 
then it is reday to slip on when 
it is needed. It is almost as ag­
gravating to find your spare tire 
in a squashy condition when you

after it is put on. In any case, 
don’t let the water stand more 
than five minutes on the hood 
because it has become heated by 
the engine and the lustre will 
be damaged.

SPARE TIRES A COMFORT

Unnecessary risk and inconven­
ience may be involved in the de- 
cisioa of a motorist to take a 
lengthy trip without, providing 
himself with one or more spare 
tires. Every experienced autoist 
knows how embarassing it is 
to be abput thirty miles from a 
service station and have one of 
his tires blow out, and not have 
a spare to slip on.

You may have your tube patches 
and equipment with you, but 
it seems as though there is al­
ways something missing—the 
pump is out of order, you forgot 
your wrench, or the rubber cement 
has hardened. Some motorists 
think it economical to carry but 
four tires with them while in 
fact they are really spoiling many 
enjoyable motor jaunts by having 
to “pile out” when half way to 
their destination and fix the tube,

may be road oil or machine oil. 
which requires soap. In that case 
put some of the soapy water 
on these parts, sopping it on 
freely. ,

"After that has been done 
start right in with a hose and 
sponge and wash off. Don’t let 
the soapy water stand more than 
five minutes on the varnish. Now 
wash off thoroughly with clean 
water because all of the mud and 
grease should have come off by 
this time. Leave it alone to dry. 
That completes the right-hand 
front part of the chassis, and the 
same work should be done on 
the three other wheels and ad­
jacent parts. That complies 
the work on the chassis.

Use, Hose and Sponge
“Take another clean sponge 

and with the water still flowing 
gently from the hose start at 
the left-hand front of the body 
and flow all the dust off. There 
will be no need for soap because 
machine oil or road oil is never 
spattered on the body. After 
flowing the water on, then go 
over the entire car and 'MM it. 
Go entirely around the ear, in­
cluding the top of the fender to 
the left side, but don’t wet the 
hood, it may be still warm.

‘Now all the dirt has been 
flowed off and the sponge should 
be squeezed as dry as possible 
and all the water remaining on 
mouldings or in crevises should be 
picked up. Wet the chamois 
thoroughly, and squeeze it as 
dry as possible. Then wipe off 
all the water on the Ixxiy. This 
will get perfectly dry.

“After all that is done, wash 
the hood and the top of the 
radiator. There may be some 
spatters of machine oil on the 
hood and if there are use a little 
soap locally, washing it off soon

Fruit custard is a 
most acceptable change. A gar­
nish of whipped cream is always 
a pleasing touch to any custard 
dish, also stiffly beaten egg white.
Sponge Cake Tranaformations 

Sponge-cake, fresh or stale, is 
always stock in trade to the house­
wife of resourceful mind. Served 
with a mask of custard, rich fruit 
sauce or whipped cream, it is 
transformed from an uninterest­
ing slice of cake into a culinery 
joy.

Another sponge-cake transfor­
mation, not so familiar but most 
certainly worthy of a more in­
timate acquaintance, is wrought 
as follows: Cut thin horizontal 
slices of the cake; then spread 
each slice with chopped and sweet­
ened fruit or with preserves.
Pile the slices one on top of the dispute there should be some disinterested 
other, layer cake fashion, and 
cover the whole with a kind of 
white icing which though it hard­
ens on the surface, is soft in 
consistency underneath. Cut into 
squares and eat with fork.

Almond Souffle 
Make a soft custard using the 

yolks of two eggs, 14 cups of milk,
2 tablespoons of sugar. Into this 
stir 4 cup chopped dates, and one 
tablespoon of finely cut almonds.
Drop a spoonful of this mixture 
in the bottom of buttered rame­
kins, heap them with stiffly beat­
en egg whites that have been 
sweetened and flavored with al­
mond extract, decorate with whole 
blanched almonds and candied 
violets. Place in moderate oven 
until nicely puffed and browned, 
serve immediately with whipped

Chocolate Timbales
In a double boiler cook together 

two cups of milk, three teaspoons 
of cornstarch, and sugar to taste.
When smooth and thick remove 
from the fire, add the stiffly whip­
ped whites of two eggs and one 
cup of grated cocoanut, pour into 
timbale molds. Garnish with 
bright dots of jelly and blanched 
almonds, and serve with either 
caramel or chocolate sauce. Serv­
ed in this way cocoanut is espec­
ially delicious.

r 1 In the town of Truro there is a dispute 
on over the matter of the weighing of 
coal. Certain individuals who are in 
the coal business Unsuccessfully sought 
to have their coal weighed by other 
dealers who own scales and have appoint­
ments under the Council as public weigh­
ers. These “public weighers” refuse to 
perform this service for their competitors 
and are supported by the Council which 
makes the rather remarkable ruling that 
while the coal dealers who have scales are 
public weighers yet there are no public 
scales and the public weighers cannot

BEE’S STING

A bee loses its sting and its 
life when it stings a person, be­
cause of the peculiar shape of 
the sting. It is usually a working 
bee that stings humans, for, 
although the queen has a sting, 
she generally uses it upon rivals 
only. The working bee’s sting 
is just a tube which carries the 
poison. The tube is fitted with 
two sharply-toothed minute saws, 
which are driven into the wound 
alternately. If the person who 
is being stupg remains perfectly 
still, the bee can withdraw its 
sting somewhat after the fashion 
of a corkscrew—that is, by mov­
ing round in a circular direction. 
In which case, of course, it lives 
to sting again. Usually, how­
ever, the outraged human re­
taliates on the bee, which, driven 
away, perforce leaves its sting, 
tearing away a portion of the 
stomach to which it is attached, 
and so killing itself.

HOT WEATHER RECIPES

Creamed Pineapple
For the dish to be at its best, 

the fresh fruit is essential. Peel 
and grate fine one medium-sized 
ripe pineapple; then to the pulp 
thus obtained add the juice of 
one lemon, which, by the way, 
is an essential addition to pine­
apple, no matter in what form 
it is served. It develops, latent 
flavors in the fruit in addition 
to imparting piquancy to it.

Have ready half a box, of gela­
tine dissolved in cold water. Strain 
into the fruit and sweeten to 
taste. Turn into a mold that 
has been, rinsed out with cold water 
and stand on ice to congeal 
partly. Meanwhile dry whip 
a pint of rich cream. When the 
fruit and gelatine mixture begins 
to thicken, fold in the cream and 
.return to the ice to become firm. 
Remold, and serve with tream 
and sugar.

A more simple but most tempt­
ing pineapple-cream dish is made 
by slicing pineapple very thin, 
■sweetening to taste and garnish­
ing with whipped cream heaped 
high in the centre like a mound. 
Decorate with rings made by I 
•cutting maraschino cherries round 
and round.
