But still Canynge’s Box was
prolific. Ever and annon. came

And the more he dived into the
old chest the richer the treasures
did he did bring forth. A constel-
lation of genius and art, of poets,
painters, sculptors, knights, squires,
hearalds, all in one array, of illus-
trious name and lineage were there.
Poets he brought forth by the
score and in the mouth of each he
put the richest and rarest verse.
And the wise ones of the world
with all their boasted knowledge
could be played upon by a boy !

His discoveries brought him to
the, notice of the great ones of the
day. Rowley was the favourite
bard : he was in everybodys mouth,
—such verse was - not thought to
exist in the language.

He draws forth from the Box,
Ellaan interlude tragedy. Let us
take a stanza for example :—

¢ Black his hair as winter's night,
White his neck as the summers SNoOw,
Red his face as the morning light,
Cold he lies in the grave below.”’

Sweet his tongue as the throstle’s note,
Quick i the dance as thought can
be.”

This is the work of a boy of
twelve, and palmed off on the
public as Rowley’s poems. ~‘Greatl
and immortal, should have been
the priest’s name had he written
them.

Listen to the force and maiesty
in his Goodwin chorus:—

‘“ Power, with his head aloft into the

skies,
His spear a sunbeam, aud his shield

a star,
Like two fierce flaming metecors rolled

his eyes,

Chafes with his iron feet and sounds

to war.”

Nothing can be more exquisite
than his poetry of nature, more true
and vigorous than his descrip-
tion of ancient ceremonies. Sorry
are we that space forbids more
than a torn line or two here and
there.

All these were palmed off upon
the publicas the works of poets
who never wrote them. They
were entirely this gifted boy’s.
After a time the hawk eyes of
Walpole and Johnson discovered
the imposition. Most glorious
fraud! brilliant forgery! The
little word “its” used in the Bible
but once, and in Shakespeare three
times, stamped his writings as a
“fraud.” It was at once known
the boy was the author. And
though genius shone through
every line, and though the

| cynical Johnson admitted it was

“ wonderful to think what the whelp
had written,” yet through his
poverty and obscurity, never was
the helping hand cffered, and not
till his noble heart had broken with
disappointment at the coldness of
the literai and aristocratic sneerers
was his genius admitted.

While he was yet a boy he wrote
to the polite diletbante Horace Wal-
pole, and the latter considered

himself honored; but when he
came to know that the dazzling
genius was but a poor lad of fifteen,
the chagrin of the noble knew no
bounds. He denied having receiv-
ed or written letters. Even Gold-
smith, Gray, Johnson and Burke,
too, sneered at him.

He left his native home and went
to London. He took his works to
the Dbooksellers, and they were
thrown into the waste basket—as
Mr. Elder did with one of Burns’
poems—saying it did not come up
to the standard ; and thig talented
boy was without bread.

Never was there a sadder sequel !
Of a dark night when the friendly
shelter was closed and none to take
him in or give him. bread,—those
who knew him sneering at him,—
this marvellous but ill-fated lad
sought rest beyond, alas, by his
own hand * * * =

The years rolled over, and the
flinty-hearted, thick-headed world
saw it had been guilty of the blood
of the youth. Then his works were
gathered from the waste basket
and sold to hungry printers; a

marble statue,—cold mockery,—
was raised to the injured youth!

Hateful world! His poor smoulder-
ing bones and cold ashes they
would protect and honor, the liv-
ing giant they despised !

It is impossible to pass his grave
and know his tragic {ate without
being moved to tears, to see the
monument enclosing the “ marvell-
ous boy that perished in his pride.”

HALLUCINATIONS.

(Fortnightly Review.]

One does not fail to notice, when
proper. attention is given to thc
subject, a fact which is full of
meaning, viz., that the apparitions
which have been seen at different
ages were in harmony with the
dominant ideas or Dbeliefs of the
age. It is not probable that any

by an ancient Greek or Roman.
The Satan of the middle ages who
gave Luther so much trouble had
not then been invented. Spirits.
ghosts, then, and all apparitions of
the same kind, I was prepared to
have pronounced unhesitatingly to
have been hallucinations, which
would be found on examination to
1eflect pretty fairly the ‘prevailing
ideas of the times concerning tle
supernatural; but it occurred to
me that it might be prudent, before
doing that, to consult the article on
apparitiens in the latest edition of
Encyclopedia Britannica, lest per-
chance I should be outrunning cur-
rent authority ; and I have there
discovered, to my no small sur-
prise, that it is still an open ques-
tions whether invisible inhabitants
of the unknown world did not take
human or other shapes and become
visible men.”

LE MANNEQUIN.

A QUEER LITTLE STATUTE AND THE
PRETTY LEGEND CONNECTED
WITH 1T.

Brusscls Letter to Baltimore American.

Among the fountains of Brussels
there is none that commands such
attention of the stranger as this
diminutive figure, and there
none that is held in such reverence
by the people of Brussels. Itis a
droll curiosity, while at the same
time it is a true picture of inno-
cence and nature. He stands on
his pedestal, showing by his coun-
tenance that he is oblivious of the
fact that he is surrounded by
spectators, and that some of them
glance at him from behind their
fans. Tt is the figure of a hearty
and robust little boy, about six
years of age, standing on a pedestal
over a half-circle basin, and as he

18

has been frequently stolen or de-

faced, an ornamental iron railing
incloses both the basin and”the
statute. But Le Manneéquin is an
historical character, and he has
stood for 400 years:in his presen;
position. The first statute was in’
stone, but 260 years ago it was re-
placed by the present bronze figure
by Duquesnow. There are various
legands in connection with it, the
best accepted of which is that the
son of a distingnished man had
been test for some time, having
strayed away. This part of Brus-
sels was then a thicket, and it was
on the spot on which the fountain
was subsequently erected by his
father that he was found, atter
diligent seach, just in the position
and in the act which the statue
represents. In gratitude for his
recovery the fountain was erected,
and has stood during all the vicissi-
tudes of war and changes of govern-
ment. It has been from time im-
memorial an object of popular affec-
tion. On grand holidays it has
always been the custom of Le
Mannequin to wear a costume, and
‘an officer is regularly appointed
and paid by the City Council of
Brussels, whose duty is to dress
him on these occasions, and to keep
him in repair and ronning order.
When Louis XV. captured Brussels
in 1247, he wore alarge white
cockade on his hat- In 1789 he
was dressed out in colors of the
Brabancen revolutionists, and the
empire girded him with the French
tri-color under Napoleon. The
Dutch Government imposed the
orange colors upon him. The days
of September beheld him -dressed
in a blouse, and under the present
reign, on grand occasions he proud
ly wears the tunic of the civic
guard. This inanimate figure has
been the.object of several banquets,
from which some idea of the senti:
ment of the people of Brussels in
relation to him may be judged.
The object of these bequests was to
furnish a fund, not only to furnish
him with dresses for fetes, butalso
to keep the fountain in good order,
and repair and renew it when
necessary. This is the fund which
the city administers and which
pays for his chamberlain.
