“ HUNTING IA COUPLES.”
It is announced in the Grit newspapers 

that Mr. Mackenzie and Mr. Mowat 
will be the chief orators at the “ Reform’’ 
demonstration to be held at "Kingston on 
the 27th instant. The announcement has 
inspired the Kingston Daily News to turn 
over the files of the leading Grit papers, 
from which it makes some extracts ex­
tremely apropos of this hunting in couples 
by the big and little Premiers. It will 
be remembered that when Sir John 
Macdonald was First Minister in the 
Dominion Goveminent and Mr. Sand- 
field Macdonald was at the head of the 
Local Government, the Opposition leaders 
of the day persistently denounced what 
they were pleased to term the alliance of 
the two Premiers, declaring it to be 
inimical to the best interests of the 
country in every respect. In this they 
were well sustained by their principal 
organ, if indeed it would not be more 
correct to say that it led and they fol­
lowed. So horrified was that journal at 
the idea of Sir John Macdonald and 
Mr. Sandfield Macdonald appearing on 
the same platform that it thus expressed 
itself :

“ We are now in a position to declare that 
the two Macdonalds have arrived at an un­
derstanding in reference to the coming 
election campaign. They are to hunt in 
couples, and mutually to seek each others 
well-being and success. ”

About the same time Mr. Mackenzie 
thus delivered himself :

“ They went to the elections together ; 
they spoke at London and other places in the 
West—Sir John first, and a tall, thin 

shadow behind him that everybody could re-

Though Mr. Mackenzie, like his 
organ, never indulges in personalities, 
we find this to be a veritable quotation, 
which will be recognized by many of our 
readers. The object was to create in the 
public mind contempt for the two leaders, 
who, each in his place, was labouring 
with such eminent success in the coun­
try’s interests. But Mr. Mackenzie was 
even more specific. Fighting the Oppo­
sition battle in the House of Commons

“ It has been frequently asserted that 
there is a close connection between this”
(Sir John’s) “ Government and the Govern- 
ment of the Local Legislatures. It is de­
sirable that there should be no connection 
whatever between the central and Local Gov­
ernments, and I feel it to be my duty to bring 
this principle before the Bouse.

So strongly did Mr. Mackenzie feel 
on this point that he not only considered 
it due to his position as leader of the 
Opposition to bring it before the House, 
but he dignified his contention by de­
claring that he looked upon it as a 
“ principle." It was with him a prin­
ciple” that for the leaders of the two 
Governments to be on termsof friendliness 
was a moral and constitutional wrong.
It was with him a “ principle” that for 
the two leaders to appear together on a 
public platform was an outrage to be 
punished by the withdrawal from them 
of public confidence.

Well a change of Government 
came in Ontario. When Mr. Blake, 
having overthrown the Sandfield 
Macdonald Ministry by offering 
bribes to half the constituencies of thè 
Province, and by stem denunciations of 
Rol, to whom he afterward* granted an 
amnesty, came in at the head of the Local the 
Government, he proclaimed that it would 
be the policy of his Administration andlof 
the Reform Party to avoid alhanoe. be-, 
tween the two Governments The re­
mark would have been snperluons and 
unmesning except as s oondemnstion - 
what had been done by his prederasa 
Mr. Mackenzie in a published address

BIOAUD SENATORSBIP AND 
MONTREAL CENTRE.

The Cornwall Freeholder, a Govern­
ment newspaper, strongly supports the 

ms of Mr. Devlin to the vacant Sen- 
atorship. Like Rev. Mr. Macdonnell, 
however, it has “ doubts, ” and “ diffi- 

culties” stare it in the face. Indeed 
they are the very doubts and difficul­

It is true the Gov­
ernment, having fuller and more reliable infor­
mation, may tiiink otherwise, and may place 
Mr. Devlin in the Senate with no more de­
lay than is n zeessary to the completion of 
unavoidable, arrangements. Should snob 
prove to b e the case, well »nd good bnt wt 
cannot retrain the suspicion that it will 
turn oo.6 that Mr. Devlin will have the beet 
of the bargain.”

This is rather an unpleasant way of 
tilling an unpleasant truth to the Admin­
istration. Yet it may as well be told. 
Whether it be fickleness or well-ground­
ed opinion, very few people entertain any 
doubt that Mr. Mackenzie cannot open 
any one of the three divisions of Mont­
real just now and not lose a supporter. 
We therefore hold to the opinion we have 
already expressed, that Mr. Devlin will 
not be placed in a position by this Gov­
ernment to put “Honourable” before

MR. ANGLIN AND THE POST- 
MASTER-GENERAL.

We had occasion lately to comment on 
a telegram from New Brunswick, which 
purported to be a report of a speech de­
livered in the County of Gloucester by 
Mr. Anglin. The speaker was reported 
as having said that the Post Office print­
ing was taken from him because in his 
newspaper, the St. John Freeman, he had 
criticised in an adverse spirit Mr. Hunt­
ington’s well-known speech in the Coun­
ty of Argenteuil during Dr. Christie’s 
canvass, and also that Mr. Bo well’s 
motion was traceable to the fact that the 
member for North Hastings is Grand 
Master of the Orange Body of British 
North America.

Our comments upon this telegram led 
the Hamilton Grit organ to take the ex­
treme step of declaring the despatch to 
be an unfair representation of Mr. 
Anglin’s speech. “ There is not," it 
said, “ a particle of truth in it." And 
again : “It would be most unwise 
[that is for Mr. Anglin to have said 
what the telegram reported he did say] ; 

so much so indeed that we have no 
hesitation in assertirig the charge is 
false for Mr. Anglin is too shrewd 
and able a rgs.n to resort to such an 
expedient." For such a line of de­

fence as this the Hamilton organ had not 
the first particle of fact to go 
upon at the time. It was a sup­
position-nothing more or less. The 
telegram did not, in the first place, 
appear in an unfriendly paper. We 
find that the agent of the Associated 
Press in St. John took it from the Tele­
graph of that city, which has been a 
steady supporter of the present Govern­
ment. The direct proof was strong that 
Mr Anglin had said what was attributed 

hfm. The incidental proof is well worth 
putting side by side with the direct proof. 
To the Halifax Herald we are indebted 
for the former. While sitting in his seat 
as Speaker, and while the discussion of 
his case was proceeding in Parliament 
and the Press, Mr. Anglin was thus ex­
pressing himself through the Freeman— 
see that paper of date April 12 :

The of the work to the Freeman
office wes stepped i« December, 1875, or 
January, 1876, bv the Postmaster-General, 
without a word of notice or warning, and it 
was at least a remarkable coincidence that 
this stoppage did occur just at that lime. 
Whatever prompted the action of the Gov­
ernment it certainly was not anything that 
was said or done by the Opposition m Par­
liament, in the press, or in any other way.”

These words might easily enough 
escape notice at the time. But with the 
li</ht thrown upon them by the re­
port of Mr. Anglin’s remarks m 
Gloucester they are not hard to 
be understood. The “ remarkable corn- 
“ cidence” was undoubtedly that more 
plainly expressed by Mr. Anglin in his 
county—his criticism of Mr. Hunting- 
ton’s speech. Whether Mr. Anglin is 
correct in this representation of matters 
to his constituents we need not stop to 
enquire ; but we think it is now well es­
tablished that the telegram so hastily 
condemned by the Hamilton Grit organ 
as false was not deserving that desig-

And we say this, although since we 
commenced writing on the subject, 
we have seen an article in the 
Freeman which attempts to throw 
some doubt upon the accuracy of 
the telegram. Through his paper Mr. 
Anglin denies that he denounced Mr.

fact. In this—and this is the snbstanoe of 
what he said—there certainly was no attack 
on Mr. Huntington.”

Mr. Anglin may take all the benefit of 
this explanation, which, appearing in hia 
paper, would be certain to place him in a 
better light with the Postmaster-General 
than Ms off-hand address to Ms constitu­
ents. There could be little doubt of the 
impression he left on the minds of Ms 
audience by Ms reference to Mr. Hunt­
ington ; and when we place beside the 
extract which we have just made the 
first extract we have quoted from the 
Freeman as to the “ remarkable coinci- 
“ dence ” created by the stoppage of the 
printing just at the time of his criticism 
of Mr. Huntington’s speech, it will not 
be difficult, we think, to get at what was 
really in Mr. Anglin’s mind, and what 
he would be likely to say in an out-of-the- 
way comer of his constituency where 
votes were to be made or conciliated by 
taking the particular line attributed to 
him. Mr. Anglin’s own admission, taken 
in connection with his previous utterances 
on the same subject, lead irresistibly to 
the conclusion that the correspondent of 
the St. John Telegraph did not do him 
much injustjm ; and we wre the more

ferred to Mr. Bowbll in the manner at­
tributed to him by the same correspond­
ent in the same despatch. If he 
desires now to make his peace with Mr. 
Huntington and the Government gener­
ally, that is his own business, and we do 
not propose to have anything to do with 
it.

HOW IS IT?
In his speech to the electors of South 

Bruce, on his election by acclamation, 
after taking office in November, 1873, 
Mr. Blake said :

There was a difference in regard to the 
labours of the different offices, and in his 
judgment there should be a corresponding 
difference in the salaries.

A FINANCIAL DILEMMA.
The irrepressible “ silver question ” is 

now turning up in a new and very practi­
cal form, which threatens to give serions 
trouble to American financiers. Some 
time ago Congress authorized the issue of 

per cent, bonds to the amount of 
$300,000,000, the proceeds to be applied 
to the redemption of six per cent, bonds, 
thus lightening by 1^ per cent, per an­
num the annual burden, to the extent 
that the conversion was effected. The 
new security was well received, and the 
authorized amount was in course of being 
rapidly taken up, when the Secretary oi 
the Treasury stopped short at $200,00Q,- 
000, believing that by-and-by he could 
do better still. And so his last move haa 
been to bring before capitalists a new 
issue of 4 per cent, bonds, which he ib 
authorized to issue to the extent of $800,- 
000,000, with a view to the substitution 
ultimately of these 4 per cent, securities 
for aU others bearing higher interest and 
now outstanding. Meantime the silver 
money men have been making themselves 
very active of late, and as they have great 
influence in the South and West, and in 
Congress, too, they do not propose to let 
themselves be shunted off the track 
without an effort. They wish to se« 
silver made legal tender, equally with 
gold, and they claim to find some forcq in 
the fact that it always was legal tender in 
the United States until four years ago. 
They say that the American policy in 
this res pec t wMch existed for nearly a 
hundred years should not be changed at 
the bidding of a few money-lenders, and 
that if such a change is permanently to 
be made they must know the reason 
why. That the gold-money party cap 
give a sound reason why, at once practi­
cal and philosophical, is by no means 
clear ; while we may say at once that 
for them to give any such reason to 
satisfy the popular demand would be 
simply impossible. And now for the 
dilemma. The silver-money men have been 
examining very closely the wording of the 
statute of the 14th January, 1870, en­
titled, “ An Act for the refunding of 
“ the National Debt,” and find that all 
bonds thereby authorized to be issued, in 
which the present 4£ and 4 per cent, 
bonds are included, are “ redeemable in 
“ coin of the present standard value, 
(1870) the interest also beiiag “ payable in 
“ such coin.” Now, at that time the 
silver dollar of 412^ gndns, 900 fine, 
was an unlimited tender for all debts, 

ublic and private, in the United States. 
Jhe next step in legislation regarding 
silver coin was taken almost exactly three 
years after the passage of the Act for re­
funding the national debt, and was the 
Coinage Law of Feb. L3th, 1873. By 
that Act the “ silver coin» of the United 
“ States” were limited to the trade dollar 
and to coins of the value of fifty cents or 
under ; these coins were made a legal 
tender for five dollars only in any one 
payment ; and it was provided that “
“ coins either of gold, silver, or minor 

coinage, shall hereafter be issued from 
the mints other than those of the de­
nominations, standards, and weights set 
forth in" the Act referred to.
The silver dollar of 1870, or the same 

in weight and fineness, is to-day worth 
exactly 90| cents in gold, actually less 
than the government paper dollar, which 
ia worth 95£ cents, s o that the loss to 
holders of bonds would be enormous, 
were they compelled to take it in pay­
ment. This has come about through the 
great depreciation in the value of silver 
these few years past, which has caused 
great loss to the Government of British 
India. There the silver rupee is the cur­
rency of the country, "but remittances to 
England must be madeiu gold or its equiva­
lent. . In former times, when the value of 
the silver rupee kept up to 2s sterling, 
the regular figure, all went well m the 
way of exchange, but of late the kw 
both to the Governmen t and to individuals 

money sent to England has been very 
at. It is reported

the price* previously paie, ne 
instance, show how absurd was the charge

The New York Herald pooh-poohs the 
difficulty, and says that people may safely

ment is not a fool,” to oiler financiers 

90 cents or thereabouts for their dollar of 
100 cents. The Times, on the other hand, 
views the matter seriously, thinks the 
language of the law by no means as clear 
as is desirable, and says that the Treasury 
Department cannot nuns the “silver 
“ illusion ” with one hand and press the 
new bonds with the other. The latter jour­
nal thus recapitulates the various phases 
of the question, as it has appeared to the 
public during the last ten or twelve days ; 
First, there was a claim on the part of the 
advocates of ‘silver legal tender that the 
bonds in question were payable, principal 
and interest, in stiver. Then a denial on 
the part of Mr. French, Assistant Secre­
tary, supposed to be speaking in behalf of 
the Treasury Department, that there was 
any ground for such claim. Next, a re­
port that Secretary Sherman wished it to 
be understood that Mr. French’s opinion 
was personal and not official, and that the 
department was not committed to it. 
Then a vigorous protest from the syndi­
cate, who have subscribed to fifty millions 
of tho two loans, to the effect that unless 
the department could give a complete and 
unqualified assurance that the bonds were 
payable in gold and in nothing else, the 
new loan might as well be withdrawn at 
once as not a dollar of it would be taken 
by investors generally. And finally a 
report that the Secretary of the Treasury, 
on reflection, was convinced that the loans 
were payable in gold and not in stiver 
To imperil the success of the important 
movement for substituting 4 per 
cent, bonds for bonds now 
ing 6 per cent, by uncertainty on the 
point in question would never do, and 
it may be expected that the Treasury 
Department will ere long elaborate a final 
settlement and conclusion of the matter.

The latest reported solution is mentioned 
in a “ Washington special,” which says 
President Hayes believes that, while all 
the bonds and greenbacks issued prior to 
silver demonetization in 1873 are payable 
in either gold or silver, those issued since 
are payable in gold only.

THE REPORTED MUTINY.
It is satisfactory to observe that in 

English papers received by the last mail 
the recent disturbance on board the flag­
ship Alexandra is referred to as an 

alleged mutiny," and that it was not so 
serious an affair as from the cable des­
patches might have been supposed. In 
the House of Commons on the 5th inst., 
Mr. Egerton made an official statement 
regarding it, in answer to a question. He 
said that insubordination had been mani­
fested by the throwing overboard of cer­
tain small articles, such as tangent-sights 
and pipe-whistles, by some person or per­

ils the police and petty officers 
could give no clue to the offenders, they 
had been warned that they would be dis-

iwed upon the imposition of some extra 
drill ordered in consequence of the negli­
gent performance of duty on the part of 
the watch and some of the petty officers. 
The other side of the story is given in a 
letter received at Cork from one of the 
crew of the Alexandra. The writer states 
that they left Port Said on the 19th of 
May, and reached the Piræirs on the 24th, 
and that the reputation which had pre­
ceded Admiral Hornby as a strict dis­
ciplinarian was fully maintained by their 
experience on the voyage, so much so 
that the writer expected mutiny would 
break out on the passage. One morning 
it was found that a number of the sights 
of the heavy guns had disappeared with 
other articles. Blue-jackets were put as 
sentries on ^11 the guns, and what with 
this duty, in addition to their watch 
below, they had very little rest. “In 
“ fact,” says the writer, “ there was drill 
“ night and day.” All the ship’s com­
pany were turned up, and a list of the 
articles missing was read by the Admiral 
Mmself, who said that if the mischief was 
not stopped at once he would disrate 
every petty officer in the ship. The dis­
cipline of the ship was very rigid, and the 
officers and men alike had to share the 
discomfort of the position.

Admiral Hornby, Commander-in-Chief 
of the Mediterranean fleet, is said to be 
an officer of the old school, and the most 
severe and rigid disciplinarian in the 
service. He instituted a series of petty 
but vexatious punishments, which irri­
tated the men into insubordination that 
came perilously near to being mutiny. 
The Times, which cannot be suspected of 
treason to the cause of law and order, in 
effect puts the blame upon the Admiral, 
implying that he committed a grave 
blunder in attempting to deal mth the 
British sailors of to-day as he would have 
dealt with those of a generation or two 
ago, without regard to the great changes 
which have taken place both in the men 
and in their circumstances. Says the 
leading journal : “In the old days muti- 
' nies were intelligible, and, if the term 

may ever be used of them, eve n ex­
cusable. A ship’s crew was a 1 sc ratch’ 

“ company of rough, half-disciplined men,
' ‘ many of whom had been forced ii ito the 

1 service against their will by a violent 
‘ outrage. They had been seized by the 
‘press-gang, dragged away from their 
‘ friends and their ordinary emplc .yment,
‘ and subjected to the severe st and 

“ rudest training. Even when on the re­
turn of peace this system ce ased its 
traditions survived, and men w« ire still 
enlisted at hap-hazard whenever a ship 
was commissioned. But for the last 
few years our method of mann ing the 

“ navy has been the subject of constant 
“ eulogy both from First Lords of the" 

Admiralty and from their critics. We 
enlist our future sailors when boys, and 
train them to service on sMpboard as 

“ to a profession. The discipline to which 
" they are subjected when tjiey join a 

commissioned ship should be nothing 
new to them, and there ought to be 
from the first a mutual understanding 
between them and their officers. There 
should be nothing in the discipline of a 
ship to provoke to mutiny men thus 
trained ; while they are under far 
stronger incentives than former sailors 
to the steady discharge of their duty. 
At the same time it is highly probable 
that men of this class resent any undue 
severity with additional keenness. Men 
who were, so to speak, caught in their 
native roughness could be roughly 
handled. Bug men who have been ac­
customed from youth to a regular and 
milder disciphne will be indisposed to 
submit to its gratuitous aggravation.” 

This is substantially a verdict of “ not 
“ guilty but don’t do it again ” upon the 
Admiral, who will have to understand 
that public opinion will not sustain him 
in playing pranks that endanger the 
efficiency of the British Navy.

ceremony could be easily settled. This 
is a detail Whether it should take the 
form of what our neighbours call an 
“ 0—ration,” or whether we should have 
a procession, or whether there ought to 
be a banquet, we are not prepared to say.

The instincts 
of Canada are loyal to the Em­
pire and to her own truest in­
terests, and what we want is
a memorial wMch shall be. at the same 
time truly national and truly loyal 
Where Is the cry of a fe-v years ago to­
day 1 It is hard to realize what it was. 
We endeavour almost in vain to recall it. 

Something like that voice, methinks, 1 
should have somewhere heard, but' 
floods of woe have hurried it far. off 
beyond my ken of soul.” We hear, 

however, the heart-beat of the country, 
and we know from that what should be 
the general chfiracteristics of the celebra­
tion we advocate. The maple leaf should 
;low near the rose, and bring out the 
ieeper lustre of the shamrock, and 

point the rich hue of the purple bosom of 
the thistle. We have men enough, 
young and eld, who will be 
ready to give their countenance and 
assistance. All that is needed is that wà 
should go into the matter unsel&khly, ant* 
forget our own personality in a nobler 
and wider existence. It may be too late 
in the opinion of some for this suggestion. 
But much can be done in ten days, and. 
one person occupying an appropriate 
position, and having what the Yankee.' 
call “ steam ” can set the ball rolling. 
There should be consultations with lead­
ing men as to the form, and after all the 
form is comparatively unimportant if, iti 
the celebration, there be the love of high» 
things and better days, and the unbound­
ed hope of a youthful nation turning to 
the future as the heliotrope turns its 
blossoms to the rising sun.

THE SUEZ CANAL.

DOMINION DAY.
Responsible Government gave Can­

ada liberty ; Confederation gave British 
North America unity, and that unity 
supplied the conditions necessary to make 
that liberty enduring. Ten years ago 
the Federation became an accomplished 
fact, and from that moment Canadians 
had a great country of which to be proud, 
a great idea to cherish and develop and 
enthrone, and, if need be, a great cause 
for which to fight. Before that event 
the scattered inhabitants of unconnected 
Provinces were mere colonists. On the 
day Confederation raised its head they 
became the citizens of a young nation of 
boundless possibilities, whose future may 
appeal as powerfully to the imagijiation 
as does the past of other coun­
tries. Mr. Freeman has shown that 
the Federal principle is the intro­
ductory stage to the complete fusion of 
power in one central authority. But it is 
a principle which has animated men to 
the greatest deeds. The Italian to-day, 
the citizen of a great kingdom, yet looks 
back with pride to a time of confedera­
tion, and' the Hollander recalls with 
tingling* veins how his forefathers, in 
obedience to the fedgral principle, broke 
the bulwarks against the sea and “over- 
“ whelmed the Spanish with the fate of 
“ the Egyptian oppressor.” There were 
some croakers, some Cassandras, in the 
near pre-Confederation times, just ai 
there were when Lord SyAenham was 
effecting the Union of the two Canadas. 
Where are their vaticinations to-day l 
Sir Alexander Galt, the Hon. George 
Brown, Sir John Macdonald, and 
others had all foreshadowed the advan­
tages of Confederation, and D’Arcy Mc­
Gee flung over tho patriotic propaganda 
the living splendour, the imperish­
able hues, of his unrivalled elo­
quence. Mr. Morris, in his “ Nova- 
“ Britannia’’ had already struck a note 
which found an approving vibration in the 
hearts of the people of the scattered 
Provinces who felt the natural drawing of 
kinship, the sweet compulsion of brother­
hood. To-day we are not without pro­
phets of evil and creatures of m sreenary 
aims. The one class would write 
“ Ichabod” on the rising temple of national 
pride, the other would sell all the prid| 
and hope not of a nationality but of hu­
manity itself for a consideration, whether it 
came in the form of hard cash or crumpled 
greenbacks. But such people do not 
count in the forces which determine the 
march of events. Indeed, that they do not 
is signally shown by the fact that we are 
writing this article to-day. Ten years have 
passed, and every year has rectified the 
great event and made broader and deeper 
the foundation on which to build a great 
national superstructure.

Men live in institutions. Nor are any 
institutions more useful or more fraught 
with cogent appeals alike to heart and 
head, to generous impulse and stimulat­
ing enthusiasm, than those of a com- 
memoratory character. It would have 
been in vain prior to Confederation to 
expect such institutions or to . seek to 
establish them. The political life then 
compared with the political life of to-day 
was only a pale and distorted reflection. 
To-day we have a great people which haa 
learned to look witMn itself for the 
centre of power. It would have been 
premature immediately after the event 
to have inaugurated a memorial institu­
tion. People do not celebrate the birth 
ot the baby while it is in the cradle. 
The time has now, however, come 
when we may appropriately say that 
something shall he done annually on the 
1st of July to honour Canada’s birthday. 
Of what form shall be the chalice, with 
the wine of what vintage filled, we are 
not prepared to say.

SENSIBLE V. SEN8A TIONAL ADVER­
TISING.

At the semi-annual meeting of the Ame.; 
can National Association of Stove Manu­
facturer*, held in Detroit last week, M \ 
Sherman 8. Jewett, the President, made 
some remarks that are of interest outside of 
his own line of business. His reference 
was directly to certain methods of adverti* 
ina adopted by some stove manufacturing 
firms, bat what he said applies to advertis­
ing in many other lines besides. He con­
demned the “ tawdry lithographs,” as * 
called them, with which some manofactu: 
placard walls and fences, and put them 
low comic valentines in order of merit Tfce 
absurd red and yellow lithograph at best 
announces bnt the thoughtlessness or want of 
diyiity of its author ; and the whole system 
of sensational “ fence advertising” he 
characterized as vile and objectionable. It 
may be excused to the showman, whose 
design is to attract a crowd, to prosecute, 
with gaping months and staring eyes, their 
studies of art in the shadows of the fences. 
Not that pictorial art, properly so called, is 
to be discarded, for there are competent 
designers and engravers who can illustrate, 
brilliantly as well as accurately,
such articles of manufacture as
admit of this treatment. That the 
showman may find hia profit In sensational 
fence advertising Mr. Jewett seems to ad­
mit, but for manufacturers and other busi­
nesses he considers the money spent in it as 
simply wasted. “ I know,” said he, “a

?;entleman who expends $150,000 annually 
or advertising, bnt you cannot find hie 
name on the fences ; he ia the best adver­
tiser in the country, bnt there is nothing 

comical or grotesque ahiout hia way of doing 
business.” Business men who patronize the 
fences, he continued, are overshadowed by 
the great showma^ and find themselves in 
company with email vendors of thin 
nostrums, the proprietors of some three- 
legged calf, the directors of a fat woman, 
the patentee of some villainous bitters, or 
the oompormder of pills that are warranted 
to cure all the ills that flesh is heir to. His 
concluding sentences on this subject we re- 
commend to the consideration of advertising 
men generally :—“ The flaring poster neither 
inspires oonfidences nor conveys the infor- 

istion the public desire ; and if we would 
make the best possible nae of oar money in 
giving publicity to oar claims as manufac­
turers, we should patronize sbly-condncted 
and responsible newspapers. The newspaper 
is iro.measursbly the beet medium open to 
oar trade ; the most liberal and expert ad­
vertisers testify to its value ; and in the em­
ployment of its columns we would find a 
means of escape from the wasteful, undigni­
fied *pd ineffective methods to which so 
msnv now resort in their eager desire to 
secure attention and patrons e. ”

At the annual general meeting of share­
holders of the Suez Canal Company, held at 
Paris on June 5th, M. de Lesaeps’ report 
stated that the net profit of last year had 
exceeded 2,000,000f., an amount which 
would enable the Company to pay a divi­
dend of 3t 554c. per share. The dividend 
paid last year had been only If. 88c. per 
share. 'Daring the first* five months of the 
current year the number of ships passed 
through the canal had increased nearly 9^ 
per cent on that of the similar period of 
1876. The largest ship whioh had hitherto 
passed through the canal was an English 
steamer of about 5,000 tons, while 
another English steamer passed easily from 
one ses to the other drawing 24£ ft (7 
metres 50) of water.

declaration to the Company, had added that 
her Majesty’s Government was glad to see 
that it agreed with the French Cabinet in all 
that concerned the canal. “ Henceforth,’’ 
the report concluded, “ the canal created by 
your capital and sustained by your union 
and perseverance will remain outside politi­
cal complications, because it has tow become 
indispensable to the relations of all nations. ” 
After having read the report, M. da 
Lesseps observed, amid general applause, 
that the attitude of the British Government 
and its categorical declaration were certainly 
preferable to the scheme of international 
guardianship he had himself proposed

HIGHWAYMEN ON BLACKHEATH.

Considerable excitement has been caused 
in Blackheath and the neighbourhood by 
another attempt at highway robbery on the 
heath. Mrs. Amelia Potter, of the Red­
lands, Shooters' Hill road, and Mrs. Poole, 
her daughter, were being driven home across 
Blackheath, from the house of a friend, 
when two masked men suddenly appeared 
in front of the carriage and called upon the 
driver.--to stop. At the same time they pre- 
Bented pistols at the heads of the coachman 
and the groom. The former, instead of 
■topping the horses, began to thrash with 
his whip the man who had hold of the reins 
The highwayman let go his hold of the 
horses, and without stopping to retaliate i 
any way decamped with his companioi 
The footpads are described as of short 
stature, well dressed, and having the appear­
ance of men belonging to a rather superior 
order of society. Their description cor­
responds with that of the men who exactly 
a week before stopped a carriage on Black­
heath and succeeded in obtaining a gentle­
man’s parse and money. Since then the 
police have made every effort to discover the 
perpetrators of the robbery, and a large 
force of constables has been stationed each 
night oil tho heath.

The de- 
0eased gentleman had suffered for years from 
renal disease, and the slight strain of horse 
exercise was quite sufficient to cause the 
rupture of a cerebral blood-vessel A post­
mortem examination has revealed that this 
actually occurred, and that extensive 
hæmorrhage took place into the substance of 
the brain.”

a MAIL train robbed.
A bold robbery was effected between two 

and three a m. on Saturday, from the train 
Conveying Friday night’s London mail for 
^aris and India. The train, timed to leave 
Calais at 1 50 a m. started thirty-five 
minutes later, arriving at Amiens at half- 
past four, when the van number 2,327 at the 
end of the train, loaded with registered 
luggage, and sealed by the douane, was 
noticed to have been forced. An examina­
tion showed that the padlocks affixed to the 
van by the Customs, as also *e leaden 
ticket bearing the official seal, had both been 
wrenched off. In addition to the luggage the 
van contained a hamper, used for carrying 
valuable parcels. This basket, which had 
been padlocked by the railway company and 
sealed by the douane, had been opened and 
was empty. Telegrams were at once despatch­
ed to the stations between Amions and Calais. 
The ticket collector at Boulogne received 
from a passenger who arrived by the mail 
from Calais a ticket from Calais to Paris, 
and remarked to the passenger that ho had 
not completed his journey ? but he made no 
reply, and walked out of the station.

A CANADIAN PROSECUTION.
At Marlborough street, Mr. Philip Cross, 

described as a commission agent, Hanover 
Club, was Charged with demanding £2,500 
from Mr. George Alexander Drummond, a 
Canadian merchant, without reasonable or 
probable cause. Mr. St John Wontner ap­
peared for the prosecution, and Mr. George 
Lewis appeared for the prisoner. Several 
letters were read, including the letter form­
ing the subject of the prosecution, in which 
the prisoner required the sum of £2,500 for 
alleged services rendered to the prosecutor 
as a member of the firm of Redpath & Co., 
sugar refiners, of Montreal, the alleged sei - 
vices being that he had been in the practice 
of paying leeseï duties that were claimable. 
Mr. Drummond stated that several of the 
letton pnt in were in the prisoner’s hand­
writing, some in the prosecutor’s, and some 
in Mr. Redpath’s. Chief Inspector Drusco- 
vich, Detective Department, Scotland-yard, 
stated that about midnight on the 30th alt 
he, with other offioers, apprehended the

Ser in Hanover square. The warrant 
read to him, he said/ “ Mr. Drum- 
will have to pay dearly for this. ” At 
the prisoner’s lodgings, 12 Princes street, 

Hanover square, he found five letters and a 
press copy of the letter forming the subject 
of the charge. Mr. Lewis said he had in­
formed the prisoner that whatever he might 
now say would be useless, bnt what he might 
have to say hereafter was another thing. 
The only matter that remained was as to the 
amount of bail, which had been fixed at two 
sureties in £500 each and himself in £1,000, 
but as the amount was so large, the prisoner 
had been unable to obtain ft and his appli­
cation now was to have it reduced.

PRISON PUNLSHMKNTS.

GROSS INJUSTICE AND OPPRES­
SION.

In July, 1876, a gentleman named 
Scofield, holding her Majesty’s commis­
sion as landing waiter and searcher, was 
sent to the port of Clifton to aid the Cus­
toms officers at that port. Mr. Scofield 
discharged his duties to the entire satis­
faction of his superior in charge of the 
Customs at Clifton, as was reported to the 
Department at Ottawa ; and he naturally 
anticipated that he would get promotion, 
or, at the least, that he would be allowed 
to enjoy his small stipend of two dollars 
a day for the support of his family as 
long as he continued faithfully to dis­
charge his duties. But, no ! without any 
complaint being alleged against him from 
any quarter, he a few weeks ago received 
a notice from the head of the Department 
at Ottawa informing him that his services 
would be dispensed with on the 1st of 
June ! On remonstrating against such 
treatment, he was transferred to the port 
of Fort Erie for one month only, and with a 
reduction of 50 cents a day from his small 
allowance of two dollars a day ! But why 
was he thus removed ? Were his services 
not required there 1 They were impera­
tively required, for when he was sent to 
Fort Erie the Custom House officer, we 
are credibly informed, wrote to the De­
partment at Ottawa, stating that the exi­
gencies of the service required that the 
place should be immediately filled up, as 
the other officers of the port could not, in 
addition to their own duties, discharge 
those of the vacant office. Let us 
look at the result. A raw inex­
perienced youth of 18 years of age 
was sent to fill the place and draw the 
pay, and he is a nephew of Mr. Wm. A. 
Thomson, M.P. ! It is a very disgraceful 
piece of business.

The reasons and causes are many, 
long lease of power enervates a party and

Beyond question their activity, 
but more especially their loud promises 
and professions, won them recruits ; for 
when an organisation, no matter what its 
ends, fills a country for years with 
praises of its high-strung morality, it is 
but natural that many should be attracted 
to it.

Now, however, all that is changed, 
The Reformers have been tried, and not 
only found wanting in all that they 
promised and professed, but found to be 
incomparably more corrupt and incapable 
than they ever painted their predecessors. 
The country has discovered that it has 
been the victim of hypocrisy and false 
pretences ; the heaven-bom statesmen, 
poor blunderers ; the superlatively honest 
politicians, jobbers on a large scale. It 
has seen the party boasting all the purity, 
stripped by the Election Courts 
and witnessed the complete smash 
all those beautiful moral show-cards 
which Reformers held up to public view 
when seeking office. No man is thus 
thoroughly humbugged and taken in with­
out yearning for the swift punishment of 
his betrayers, and what is true of the or­
dinary mortal is true also of mortals in 
the aggregate, i. e. the country.

A DIFFICULTY.
The Senate, though it has extended a

At first blush, 
to fill up vacancies of this character 
might not seem to be a matter of exceeding 
great difficulty.

No reasonable objection could 
have been made if both of these gentle-, 
men been elevated to the Senate.4! out tne countrYi 
But Mr. Mackenzie, inspired by 
the dread of losing two more seats, 
would not let them resign, and the 
public was treated to toe singular 
spectacle presented by Mr. Power nomi­
nating his own son, and Mr. Carmichael 
nominating a relative somewhat more 
distant of kin, but still a relative. It 
would not be easy to conceive of more 
extraordinary evidences of weakness on 
the part of a Government.

They would Seem to be now in a some­
what similar difficulty in the matter of 
the Rigaud Senatorship. Mr. Devlin is 
troublesome. He generally is trouble­
some. For some time past he he* 
been sittmg on the “ ragged edge,” 
threatening to go into Opposition.
Lately, the Montreal Witness definitely 
announced his intention to leave the 
Ministerial camp. Here arises a question 
which the Premier is required to solve.
Is it better to let Mr. Bernard Devlin 
follow the bent of his uncertain disposi­
tion, or quiet him by giving him the 
vacant Senatorship ?

THE OKA TROUBLES.
Some $50,000 worth of property belong­

ing to the Roman Catholic Church has been 
destroyed by fire at Oka, near Montreal, 
and great is the quantity of printer’s ink 
and paper which has been already con­
sumed over the event. I# is a fnoat re­
grettable circumstance for many reasons. 
Oka is a somewhat notorious Indian set­
tlement. Bitter have been the contro­
versies excited in Montreal over the hand­
ful of redmen who eke out a living there 
*nd their reported troubles. Some, if 
not all, the Indians, became Protestants 
some years ago ; and this was the start­
ing point of a religious enmity which 
has frequently been manifested in 
very angry and very serious way. 
Even the loss of life has been attributed 
to the hostile feeling existing between 
the Indians and the Catholics of the 
village. The recent binning will, 
doubt, be attributed to the same cause, 
and probably not without reason.

It is not easy to reach any just conclu­
sion at this distance from Oka. Were we 
to believe the Montreal Witness, the 
Cathdlic priests are responsible for all 
the trouble. Whether this be the fact 
or not, we have a strong conviction that 
an extreme Protestant coterie in Mont­
real has done much to keep alive the 
flame of discord in Oka. It has been 
grist to their mill, and they have 
never ceased to use it freely. 
Latteily some police were brought from 
Quebec and sent in to arrest the Indians. 
What for does not appear to be clearly 
set forth as yet, but the Witness alleges 
it is because the Indians continued to cut 
down timber for their use, as they have 
done from time immemorial. The Indian 
Chiefs themselves protest that they have 
been badly used by the priests, who per­
sist in denying them their rights. 
Hardly had the police been among them 
when tiie Catholic church is found to be in 
flames, and all attempts to save it from 
destruction were unavailing. Other ad­
joining buildings were also destroyed. 
It is not' unnatural that this crime should 
be charged to the Indians.

It is a shame that such a state of things 
should be allowed to exist in the Domin­
ion. «It is a matter with which the 
Ottawa Government has had to do ; and 
we feel compelled to say that they should 
strain whatever constitutional or legal 
rights they have to put on a basis which 
will ensure peace and quiet in the future 
the relations between the Indians at Oka 
and the Catholic Church. It is a danger­
ous question to be made the shuttle­
cock of fanaticism or even of religious 
zeal. We appeal to the Dominion Gov­
ernment to take the matter in hand, if 
it can possibly do so, and end the 
seemingly everlasting feuds which have 
made the name of Oka infamous through-

TOFROM FOUR AND A-HALF

WAR CONTINGENCIES. 
We hye before hazarded the

surmise that Russia’s policy would 
be to delay operations in Europe 
for fear of offending Germany end 
Austria, while pushing the war in Asia, 
where the interests of these near and 
powerful neighbours of hers are not 
touched.

Think of all the greatness of Dante 
wrapped up in a pocket handkerchief for 
which you only paid thirty cents ! Covet- 

a book is only a venial sin. Taking 
cooping a borrowed one is mortal, and 
It tost in all the hierarchy of litera­

ture there is no one who can absolve the 
culprit. How much, however, is implied 
in that half wicked desire for a little 
volume yffilow with time ? Who would 
give $60 or $100 or $600 for a tiny vol­
ume ? Lots of men, reader, and when 
the facts are dwelt on, you will not be 
astonished, and the time will come here 
too in Canada when acute Toronto mer­
chants will write their cheques for large 
sums in order to secure the work of men 
who died poor and never held stocks.

Should a great Russian army actually 
cross the Danube, we may conclude that 
the consent of Germany and Austria to 
the movement has been obtained. 
Whether this consent has or has not yet 
been given is a question of much present 
interest. We see vast and apparently 
very complete military preparations for 
the passage of the river, but are the in­
dispensable political arrangements yet 
perfected ? Perhaps they are ; but still 
there are rumours current that may well 
make us doubt the fact, and puti 
the look-out for other contingencies.

The remark is being m$de that Buch­
arest, the capital of Roumania, is just at 
iresent the diplomatic centre of Europe. 
Mnce Gortschakoff and Gen. IonA- 

tieff intend to reside some time there, 
so it *is stated in a despatch dated the 
14th inst. It is again rumoured that 
Safvbt Pasha has requested the Sultan 
to intrust him with a peace mission to 
Ploiesti : and the Pesther Lloyd, a Hu 
rian journal, says it has reason to 
Iieve that peace may be nearer than is 
generally supposed. If, again, tiie Berlin 
National Zeitung be correctly informed, 
the attempt to cross the Danube is 
fixed for Saturday next, the 
inst., in which case the diplomatists may 
take a summer vacation of several 
weeks. These two kinds of rumours, ap- 
>arently contradictory, really go to con- 

: irm each other. For nothing will so 
effectually hurry up the Porte to. the 
making of a last offer of concession, than 
the certainty that the hour for the cross­
ing of the Danube by the Russians, and 
the commencement of war and bloodshed 

gigantic scale, is about to strike. 
We may, therefore, expect to hear daring 
the next few days of strong pressure 
from influential quarters in favour of 
making peace ere yet what we may call 
the crossing of the Rubicon has actually 
taken place.

One London correspondent says that 
Lord Beacons field understands as well 
as if the proposal were before him in of­
ficial documents, that Bismarck wishes 
England to have Egypt, on condition 
that Armenia is ceded to Russia, and 
Germany left free to consolidate herself 
on the Danube. The Egyptians, it is 
affirmed, would welcome the English 
troops, and the Khedive would rather 
govern under the Queen of England than 
under the Sultan. Both Bismarck and 
Gortschakoff, says this correspondent, 
will take care that the extremity which 
would make England draw the sword 
shall not come. Our present conclusion 
m*y be that a final effort for peace will 
be made ere the great event of the cross­
ing of the Danube by the Russians has 
taken place ; but that, should this effort 
fail, the next appearance of the diplomat­
ists on the scene will not be until 
the Turks are almost ready to surrender 
at discretion. Which of these two con­
tingencies is to happen will probably ap­
pear ere the present month has run its

If you want to know a man’s character, 

you should enter his library. For all 
such proverbs as “ Birds of a feather,” 
“ noedtur a sociis,” and the like, a man is 
not absolute master j# the choice of his 
companions. Buthis books—he buys those 
he loves, and we must say, when we look 
over the fine collection of old books at 
present on view at the Institute, most of 
which are inscribed “exlibris H. Scad- 
“ ding, Torontonensis,” we form 
pleasant idea of that gentleman who has 
been amongst us a real cultivating force. 
Side by side with old Canadian news­
papers we have choice works from the 
dawn of printing ; and side by side with 
volumes from the presses of the Elzevirs 
and the Aldi, illustrations of the work 
done ere printing was, when men con­
sumed a fife time illuminating parchment 
editions of the Gospels, or tiie profane 
works of Greek or Roman poets. 
The noble life of William Caxton is 
familiar to every school boy : how he 
when English Consul at Bruges used to 
frequent the palace of Philip the Good, 
who took an interest in the printing art 
whereby Caxton, an observing, thought­
ful m*xi—look at his portrait with the 
large inquiring eyes—acquired a practi­
cal knowledge of printing ; how on his 
return to England he printed a treatise 
on the game of chess, that game so suit­
able for days when men took time 
to live and did not overtax their brains. 
Yet it is the publication of that very little 
volume “-emprinted by me William 

Caxton, at Westminster, in the year of 
“ our Lord 1477,” which was celebrated 
on Wednesday evening by our Canadian 
big wigs at the Institute. Of what 
was that little volume the forerunner Î 
Genus unde Latinum, Abanique patres, 
atque altce mania Roma—that is to say, 
thence have come all the books of Mur­
ray and Longman, all the Bibles of Bax 
ter, all the newspapers, Hebrew Bibles 
for thirty cents, editions of Homer for a 
dollar, books on political economy, on 
history, all the poets and romances, 
within everybody’s reach ; all the liter­
ature of the Hebrews, of the Greeks, of 
the Romans, of Germany, of France, of 
England, of Italy, being within the reach 
of a man of humble means for the price 
he pays in the course of half a doze: 
for his wine, or it may be his wh 
How much has been saved to the world 
by the art of printing! Dr. Wilson 
Mints out that a whole body of Scotch 
iterature was lost in consequence of the 
absence of that art, as was most of the 
literature of ancient Ireland, when the 
chants of * bards were interchanged across 
the stormy strip of sea which roars 
between Scotland and Ireland, between 
Scotia Minor and Scotia Major.

Nor probably have we yet reached the 
limit and sea mark of the utmost sail of de­
velopment Glitteriifg possibilities spread 
out beftye us. Fancy catches glimpse» of 
the tossing waves of undiscovere< 
Franklin made the lighting man’s ser­
vant But we have not discovered all 
the secrete of the Ariel of electrieity, and 
in the “ tempest” of our modem life, the 
storm of our eager progress, new capaci­

ty be revealed by that delicate 
spirit It has done us worthy service. 
But it is possible that in connection with 
the-art of printing it may be still further 
utilized so that presses will not have to 
groan long hours in order to turn out the' 
issue of a morning paper. Electricity 
may yet say to the “ printer and pub- 
“lisher,”“Whatwouldmy potentmaster?” 
And when the command is given—“ An 
44 edition of twenty thousand ” and the 
answer will come 44 before you can say 
44 4 come’and 4go’ and breathe twice 
44 and cry 4 so, so ’ each one, tripping on 
44 his toe, will be here.” Dr. Wilson, it

common a test of respectability ad the 
English one, according to Hood, of keep­
ing a dog cart. It is well to send the 
mind back and forward, into the past 
and the future, by such celebrations and 
essays as those of Wednesday evening. 
.There is a tendency in them to diffuse 
culture, to awaken a noble curiosity, to 
quality the tyranny of the lust for money, 
and to save men generally from the 
ludicrous lights that play round figures 
which are only half balanced, strong on the 
side of material good, weak on the 
other.

The 
collection is not a monster one, bttt it Is 
choice, and Canada still young, and, as 
the French say, à petit mercier petit panier 
—which may be freely translated, so 
young a country should be proud of even 
so many old books.

THE MACDONNBLL CASE. .
During the proceedings of the Presby­

terian General Assembly at Halifax a 
résolution of Dr. - Topp was adopted 
by a considerable majority. This 
resolution embodied the determina­
tion of the Assembly not to ac­
cept as satisfactory Mr. MACDOifaWftL’a 
statement that he holds no opinion at 
variance with the Westminster Confes­
sion of Faith, and requiring of him to 
give a categorical answer to questions re­
lating to the 44 eternity or endless duration 
44 of the future punishment of the wicked. ” 
Mr. Macdonnell refused to yield to the 
terms of th« resolution, and demai 
that he be libelled before the Presbytery 
of Toronto in due ecclesiastical fosm.

The whole question was so fully debat­
ed at the last meeting of the Assembly 
that the discussion at the present meet­
ing was, naturally, confined to a much 
shorter period of time. The debate was 
animated, however. Mr. Macdonnell’» 
speech at last year’s meeting—admirable 
both in word and spirit—must have 
been present to the minds of 
his brethren of the eAssembly even 
though twelve months had rolled away 
and it is a fact of great significance tha 
eighty-two members of the Assembl, 
voted that Dr. Topp’s motion should 
not be adopted. From the report of the 
speeches we learn that some of the 
most eminent as well as most venei 
members of the Assembly were found in 
the minority. We think it is exceedingly 
to be regretted that the minority did not 
constitute the majority. At a tide 
when the first men of the United Presby­
terian Church of Scotland are proclaiming 
from the house tops and the oorters of 
the streets that they cannot reconcile 
the teachings of the Confession with the 
teachings of Scripture, it would not have 
been a remarkable evidence of liberality 
had the General Assembly in Canada been 
prepared to take unreservedly to its 
bosom a worthy and able minister who. 
whatever doubts he may have expressed 
in a sermon preached two years ago— 
whatever doubts he may still entertain— 
declares that he is able to say he holds 
no opinion at variance with the teachings 
of the Church with which he is connected. 
To demand more smacks of perse­
cution. This is what eighty-two mem­
bers of the Assembly, and they 
not its least eminent members, have 
declared. It is a noble minority to stand 
by a man placed as Mr. Macdonnell is. 
So splendid a protest against ecclesiastical 
tyranny is not to be slightingly regarded. 
It is a glorious plea fer freedom of thought 
and freedom of utterance.

We do not pretend to say that a clergy­
man can contumelioualy reject the tenets 
of a Church, the lines of whose creed he 
has pledged himself to make the bounds 
of his teaching and still claim the right to 
remain in it as a minister. We would not 
go so far, even though remembering how 
unformed are the minds of the vast 
majority of young men who take upon 
them the livery of the various denomina­
tions. The eternity of future punish­
ment is a fundamental doctrin^of the 
Presbyterian Church. Did Mr. Mao 
donnbll reject this doctrine, clearly 
he could not be allowed to remain in the 
Church. But he assures his brethren 
he does not reject it. How could he re­
ject it and still say, 441 hold no opinion 
“ at variance with the teachings of the 
“ Church?” The thing is impossible. 
Those who are in the habit of 
listening to Mr. Macdonnell’» preaching 
in this city, whatever doubt he may have 
expressed two years ago in contemplating 
and dwelling upon the amazing goodness 
and tender-heartedness of the Deity, or 
may now entertain, could hardly suppose 
that to-day he would be in bonds for non- 
compliance with the teaching of the 
Church with respect to the eternity 
of future punishment. There could 
hardly be a stronger argument for the 
revision of the Confession of Faith. An 
old-time, man-made document respecting 
which at least half the members of the 
Presbyterian Church, lay and clerical, 
have more than strong doubts—which, in 
fact, they utterly reject—had better be 
brought under serions review àt the 
earliest moment. On this point some of the 
clerical members of the present Assembly 
have expressed opinions which, fifty years 
ago, would have been characterized as the 
rankest heresy. We live in a more toler­
ant age. But Synods and Asqgmbliee 
move slowly. There comes a time, how­
ever, when they can no longer block the 
way. This is a day of searching enqui 
in religious matters ; and one of its most 
remarkable features is that creeds are 
fast giving way before a closer study of 
the Scriptures.

Dr. Topp’s resolution being a practical 
declaration that Mr. Macdonnell is 
“ unsound” in his teaching, the pastor 
of New St. Andrew’s accepts the logical 
conclusion, and demanda that he «h*!! be 
put on his trial for BNL Is the As­
sembly prepared to take this step ? 
Having adopted Dr. Topp’s motion, 
they should be ready to push it to the 
bitter end. They can hardly recede 
now. We await the issue with no little 
curiosity.

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ENGLAND AND THE SUEZ CANAL.
The nature of England’s interest 

in the Suez Canal is a mat 
epecting which the public has only very 
indefinite ideas. The recent acquisition of 
shares to the value of about four millions 
sterling is generally considered to have 
been a clever stroke of policy on the part 
of the Government, but precisely what 
the rights are that go with the ownership 
of these shares ife by no means well under­
stood. It is known that England 
titled to ten votes at the meetings of 
proprietors, but ten votes leave her still 
far from having control We find the 
question taken up in the latest number to 
hand of the Broad Arrow, a London 
weekly, published in the interest of both 
the naval and military services. What 
our contemporary endeavours to do is to 
show where England’s positive rights end, 
and where the region of favours begins. 
In some respects her position has been 
altered by the purchase of the Khedive’s 
shares ; but in other respects it remains 
precisely wnat it was ; and to lay down 
the true position is of much interest 
the present time.

In purchasing the Khedive's shares, 
then, England did not buy what wai 
never for rale. She acquired certain com­
mercial rights, carrying with them a new 
p-wition and influence on the Board of 
Administration. Details connected with 
the management of the canal come under 
her control to a certain extent ; but the 
locus rei sita, as the lawyers call it, 
remains as before, and is not affected by 
the entry into the Suez Canal Company 
of a distant European Government. That 
is, all the previously existing local rights 
of jurisdiction remain, to be wielded over 
England, as a shareholding Government, 
just as much as over shareholders who are 
private individuals. She has gained no 
territorial rights by her purchase, but 
outside of and above the purchase such 
rights remain intact, as they were. But 
if her position is not altered with respect 
to sovereign rights, what really was that 
position before the purchase took place ? 
Going back to 1857, we find that then we 
had to ask the Saltan’s permission to send 
troops to India through Egypt. A decree 
was issued by the Khedive granting 
44 temporary permission ” for such passage 
on the ground that “owing to the 
“ bonds of alliance subsisting between 
“ the Imperial and British Govera- 
“ ments,” compliance with such a request 
“ became one of the duties of alliance and 
“sincerity.” The first British soldiers 
were “ ordered to conceal their uniforms 
“ for fear of ruffling foreign suscepti- 
44 bility,” as Lord Sandhurst subse­
quently explained. The only documen­
tary evidence of any arrangement with 
the Khedive under which England has 
the right to send troops through Egypt 
is comprised in a note from Nubar Pasha, 
the Minister of Public Works, to Mr. 
Colquhoun, the British Consul-General 
at Cairo ; but beyond settling merely 
rates of fares for officers and soldiers it 
does not go farther than making a com­
plimentary intimation that the Khedive 
wished to be agreeable to her Majesty's 
Government in everything. From 1867 
to 1871 troops were sent through Egypt 
by rail $ and in 1872 England intimated 
to the Khedive that for this purpose the 
canal would thenceforth be adopted per­
manently, instead of the railway. But 
no convention to this effect was signed, 
nor was it considered necessary to pass 
any more formal documents than those 
already in existence. 44 By favour of 
44 Sultan and Khedive,” says the Broad 

Arrow, “ we used the railway, and by 
“ their favour we use the Suez canal 
44 Legal, absolute rights we have none.”
It is declared that the canal shall be 
“ perpetually open to the merchant 
“ ships of all nations without 
“ any distinction whatever.” It 
therefore cannot be closed to the mer­
chantmen of any Power with which Tur­
key, as suzerain of Egypt, is at war. 
Russian merchantmen are as free to pass 
now, during the war, as they were be­
fore, during peace.

“ We will do it”) There was no oAer way 
of getting Reform. By supporting them Ae 
electors would be condoning their acts ; by 
sustaining Aem, Aey would be approving of 
three acts.

DOCTOR PAJOT.

The first time that I saw Dr. Pajot was at 
the oAer side of a dinner-table—though, A 
be accurate, I did not see him. There wae a 
mass of fruit and ferns in front of me, and on 
Ae other side a voice, a rolling, baas growl 
The dinner being long and tedious, Ae voice 
naturally attracted more attention th^n the 
visible man would have done. I ta occasional 
break into falsetto told me that the 
speaker was a Virginian ; Ae redondant r’s, 
that he came from Henrico County ; winle 
Ae leisurely, rotund roll oonld belong only 
to s man used to dogmatize in a small com­
munity, and one who was as yet only annoy­
ed by any friction wiA men who were intel­
lectually his equals.

He introduced Jefferson and Poe present­
ly—that as a matter of coarse ; but he was 
the only SonAemer I ever met who would 
not crook Ae knee in reverence to Ais last
Baal'

“Poe,” he asserted, “had Ae ability to 
be something better than a poet—a scholar. 
Poetry waa Ae mess of pottage for which he 
sold his birthright ”

A red-cheeked little woman near me 
listened to him wiA rapt attention, glancing 
keenly about to see Ae effect of every 
sentence. She was evidentally his wife, and 
aocnrtomed to receive devoutly his oracul* 
utterances wiAont understanding one word

Somebody, who had known Poe while he 
wre in Philadelphia, rem*ked that Ae 
character and habit of his intellect were 
Aoee of a New-Englander raAer than a 
Southerner. Dr. Pajot testily objected ; and 
hie wife anxiously whispered to her neigh-

44 Oh, it can’t be true ! Dr. Pajot never 
has taken that view, I am sure !”—a re- 
m*k which Ae repeated more than unce 
before we left Ae Able. She wae startled 
and alarmed at finding Aere were “ views” 
in the world contrary to Aose fulminated 
by her pope, and uneasy to know how much 
heresies would disturb him.

This old-fashioned little lady, wiA her 
changing colour and soft brown puffs of hair 
atop of head, looking like an antique picture, 
was so attractive that I forgot ae we rose 
from Ae Able, to look at her husband. I 
caught only a glimpse of a c'umeüy-boüt 
man in iU-cut and scuffed cloAes. I fancied 
Aat his gallant little wife challenged every 
woman’s eye which rested on that shabby 
coat She had never before been in a world 
where he had not been given Ae first place 
wiAont waiting to prove his right to do it 
It was to her the old story of A 
incognito among the herdsmen. Dr. Pajot 
meanwhile, was looking over some ran 
prints in aaoAer room, wiA an occasional 
granting ohnckle, which was his only ex. 
pression of delight quite ae indifferent to Ae 
opinions of his new friends as he was to h‘ 
old cost His wife was a mere mite of 
woman, standing very erect on high-heeled 
shoes, and endowed wiA much natural 
dignity. Bnt to-night she was eagi 
anxious, managed to let fall allusions to the 
old Huguenot Psjot as an offAoot from a 
royal house, and even stood carelessly under 
Ae gas to let Ae fannly diamonds be seen 
fl»shin$r_on her throat and wrists ; and then, 
no doubt was heartily ashamed of herself, 
growing red and nervous as Aongh re 
cry. D was Ae first time in her life tl 
had made social standing-ground of money 
and diamonds.

Dr. Pajot she told me presently, had been 
“ impoveriAed by the w*, like all Virgini­
ans, and had brought Ae remnant of hii 
fortune to Philadelphia in order to be ne* 
Ae great libraries. It is necessary in writ 
ing his book, yon know. ”

I did not dare to hunt that I had nevei 
heard of Ae book. She Aought the world 
held its breaA and waited for it as for Ae 
transit of Venus, or Ae new motor.

Afterward I heard from Ae doctor himself 
that his work was to be an exhaustive 
“ History of Civilization in all Agee,” to 
which Guizot’s volumes were but horn-books. 
It was to be a solid citadel of learning and 
thought

“The vice of Ae age,’’he said, “is Ae 
habit of popularizing research and science in 
flippant duodecimos and magazine articles— 
selling troA in broken bite to the vulgar 
as Aeaply as stale cakes in Ae market-place : 
a penny the mouthful !”

He had, too, a savage contempt for all 
magazine and newspaper writers. “ ‘ Dis­
jointed thinkers, ’ as yonr Dr. Rush called 
Aem. A wise man to forbid Aeir admission 
into his library !”

His wife used to read a poem of Lowell’s 
or fragments of HawAorne or Holmes, to 
him now and Aen, and Ae doctor listened 
wiA the relm indifference witi which 
Minerva’s owl might have looked down,

After a ye* or two Dr. Pajot announced 
his book as finished. Undoubtedly he had 
learning and accuracy, and Aat certain 
dramatic insight which ought to give life 
and colour to Ae dullest narrative. In 
talking, too, he had Ae power of fluent and 
brilliant expression. But Ae book passed 
from one publishing-house to another—from 
Boston to New \ ork and back to Philadel­
phia—bringing from all only polite notes of 
refusal Privately, the critics declared it to 
be diffuse, dull and weak. The idea which 
Dr. Pajot could have expressed verbally to 
Aem wiA epigrammatic terseness, invari­
ably oozed out under his pen into swamps of 
dreary platitudes.

• ‘ He’s not Ae first man of original force 
I’ve known paralyzed by a pen,” said Gwüt, 
Ae publisher. “Too bad ! An amazingly 
clever fellow, and he’s wasted years over 
Aat rubbish ! And do you know, I fancy

I’d try and Aove Aem into some of Ae
m jfr”Gwüt’s advice was the sharpest stab, 
probably, which Ae doctor had ever received. 
He never forgave Ae good-natured publisher, 
but treated him Aeraafter wiA icy civility. 
The history disappeared from human view ; 
nobody spoke of it to Ae Pajote any more 
Asa if it had be* a dead child. They de- 
dined all invitations from Ais time.

“ I cannot entertain my friends,” said Ae 
doctor, bluntly. “ As long as I oonld offer 
Aem a mutton-chop, a decent bottle of wine, 
and cheerfulness at my board, I was satisfied.

He (Sir John) heard Mr. Mac­
dougall say to-day that there was a gentle­
man in Peel who had a complete file of 
the Globe from the beginning. Well 
if he happened to be a rich man he would 
give almost the weight of that paper in gold 
to have it from beginning to end for the pur­
pose of showing now utterly unworthy of 
credence that newspaper was. The hon. 
gentleman (Dr. Tupper) had read a very 
complimentary passage from the Globe con­
cerning him (Sir John). He (Sir John) was 
sorry to say that until he had heard of it to­
day he did not know of the compliment, for 
he had not read the article in which it ap­
peared. It was very satisfactory to be flat­
tered, it was very flattering to him for the 
Globe to say that he was a better leader than 
Dr. Tapper or any one else would be ; but it 
sounded to him (Sir John) very much like a 
memento mori or a few words of compliment 
after he was dead. A person walking in a 
churchyard would see that everybody was 
described on their tombstones as being “ a 
kind father,” "a good husband,” “atender 
and affectionate mother,” “a patriot,”or “a 
liberal citizen.”

Well, the Globe had spoken 
in that complimentary manner of hum 
It was not the first time Mr. Brown had 
praised him. When he first came into pub­
lic life, thirty-three years ago, he was “ a 
promising young man,” according to the 
Globe. A little later on he was told that he 
was a “ servile Tory/’ After a little while, 
when he went into the Administration of 
1837, he was told he had broken down com­
pletely and was a wretched hack. When 
Mr. Brown tried to drive the great and good 
toatesman, Mr. Baldwin, out of public life, 
when he (Sir John) was fighting Mr. Bald- 
win in the fair and open field and Mr. 
Brown was stabbing him behind his back, 
he (Sir John) was surprised to find in the 
Globe that his leader, Sir Allan MacNabb, 
who was running for Hamilton, was a states­
man and he (Sir John),was a good 
young and his constituents were to 
elect him. Well, in 1S54 he was elected, 
but when a coalition was formed, in which 
Mr. Brown was not included, he (Mr. 
Brown) turned round and he (Sir John) 
was one of the greatest swindlers in the 
world, and Mr. Brown stuck to that till 
about 1864 -ten years. During that time 
his (Sir John’s) name was in nearly every 
issue of the paper. (Laughter.) On one oc­
casion he counted his name forty-three times 
in one issue. (Laughter. ) In 1864 a change 
came over the spirit of Mr. Brown’s dream, 
and he found that he had been running the 
risk of civil war in this country. He joined 
him (Sir John) that year, and remained with 
him for some time. During that time he 
(Sir John) was the white-haired boy. 
(Laughter.) Who was so much petted as he 
was by the Globe ? (Renew ed laughter. ) But 
then Mr. Brown went out of the Govern­
ment because he was not the biggest toad m 
the puddle—(laughter)—and immediately 
the reverse of the medal was shown in his 
paper. The medal, his hearers could see, 
went round. On one side he was a good- 
looking fellow, and an the other side—well, 
they had seen the picture often enough. He 
then pointed out that from the date of Con­
federation till the time the late Government 
resigned the country was prosperous. There 
was confidence in the country, and 
every branch of industry flourished. Why, 
he wished to know, had this changed ? 
The reason was because there was no confi­
dence in the sagacity and ability of the pre­
sent Government, and there was the un­
easy suspicion that the interests of the coun­
try were being sacrificed. He deed only re­
fer to the evidence given by Dr. Tapper that 
this Government had been carrying on the 
government with a disregard to the interests 
of the country, and with a regard only to 
the interests of their party. But they could 
inly last for a short time. The political 
lacks that had been hanging to Mr. Macken- 
ie’s skirts might be satisfied, but they were 
sacking the life-blood from him.

He (Sir John) then referred to the working 
of the Controverted Elections Act, the 
breaches of the Independence of Parliament 
Act, and lastly the whitewashing bill of last 
session. In connection with that measure 
he saw that the Montreal Herald, had stated 
that there was a private understanding be­
tween him and Mr. Mackenzie that the Op-

Before that bill was introduced, it was 
placed into his (Sir John’s) hands, and he 
was asked to second it, because some of the 
friends of the Opposition were said to have 
unwittingly come under the law.

DOCTOR PAJOT.

The first time that I saw Dr. Pajot was at 
the other side of a dinner-table—though, to 
be accurate, I did not see him.

For instance, there is an insect pedantical­
ly called the homo vagabundus, but known to 
the laity ha the common tramp ; antennæ of 
a dull hue, shining neither with light nor 
colour, but supposed to be the organs of 
vision, although the fiery redness of the 
proboscis, immediately " beneath which are 
tee suckers, has misled some naturaliste to 
suppose that here is the true seat of sight ; 
head, thorax and abdomen generally of a 
dark brown tint, but sometimes variegated 
with black and Mae ; gregarious in its habite 
and frequently appearing in pairs throughout 
the United States of North America in 
summer and sometimes spending the winter 
dormant ; can spin its cocoon out of an ash- 
barrel and an old tomato-can ; gives much 
evidence of sagacity, and when it alights on 
a farm-house leaves traces which seem to 
serve as a guide to insects of the same order 
which come after it ; subsists upon all sorts 
of refuse, and is particularly fond of stale 
beer, which it obtains in a highly instruc­
tive way, which shows the reflecting mind 
bow carefully Nature provides for the humblest 
of her children. Its anterior extremities 
zre furnished with a prehensile apparatus in 
which it frequently bears a stick which it 
will most ingeniously insert through the 
bunghole of an exposed keg of beer from 
which other creatures have drawn most of 
the contents. So sensitive are these extremi­
ties, aided by the proboscis, that the feeling 
of fluid is transmitted through the stick to 
-he sensory ganglia, and the presence or 
absence of beer is at onoe detected. The 
keg is then ingeniously tipped over, and the 
fluid is emptied into an ingeniously-con­
structed tin can, whence it is easily absorbed 
into the system. We find no trace of a 
moral nature in the homo vagabundus upon 
ordinary occasions, but the presentation of 
shot-gun or horse-pistol within twenty rods 
of it is said by some investigators to cause it 
at once to use its posterior extremities in 
flight, when it exhibits wholly unexpected 
celerity of motion. It is a question with 
agriculturists whether the homo vagabundus 
or the doryhora decemlineata (the potato-bug 
of commerce) is the- greater nuisance. A 
method of catching these pests with reapgin- 
maohines and coal-tar and finally burning 
them in heaps, which was proposed by Pro­
cessor Smith, of Minnesota, two years ago, 
has proved to be utterly useless in practice, 
however excellent it may be in theory. They 
could be decimated by sprinkling arsenic in 
beer-kegs exposed in their habitats, bus un­
fortunately there is as unreasoning a pre­
judice against this method as there is at pre­
sent among the unthinking against vivisec­
tion. Large ash-barrels with spring-locks 
and trap-covers which would close When the 
barrels were full have also been proposed, but 
have resulted only in the important discovery 
that the sagacity of the tramp is not re­
mitted even in coma, for this interesting bug 
prefers to sleep head downward, with its 
Dosterior extremities hanging over the edge 
of the barrel, thus effectually preventing the 
closing of the trap.

It will be seen how valuable this method of 
studying men as if they were articulated 
animals would be if carried out judiciously 
and with unflinching purpose to discover the 
real sources of their actions and modes of 
living. The formation of a bureau under 
Government with this end in view, and the 
equipment of costly expeditions to the in­
terior of almost anywhere to study tee report 
upon varions classes of worthless or nouons 
human beings, would amply repay the cost 
thereof—as amply, at least, as the study of 
the summit of Mount Washington and the 
winds that blow about its ample brow is 
ever likely to do. The suggestion is thrown 
out humbly in the hope that some great

Condition of English Farming.
The foUowing extract from the London 

Field goes very clearly to show the peculiar 
the condition of agricultural industry in Eog- 
land, and is interesting as foreshadowing an 
:—ivitable future condition of this industry

re. That our farmers are their own land­
lords does not alter the fact that they must 
needs use more capital to make their labour 
profitable ; for, if they own their land, 
they naturally and properly look for fair in­
terest on their capital teas invested. If their 
land pays no rent or interest on its cost, it is 
intrinsically worth nothing, and is a very 
poor investment But « we have often 
shown, the richest land is actually non-pro­
ductive without the outlay of money as well 
as labour upon it ; and precisely how much 
of this working capital we need to make our 
farms yield the most we are now in process 
of learning. The following is veiy pertinent 
to Ltiig question :—

“Those who have wheat unsold will find 
it advisable to take advantage of the pre­
sent excitement The advanced prices will 
be certain to stimulate importation. No one, 
however, can foresee the duration of the 
war ; and we should not be surprised to see 
white wheats reach eighty shillings a quarter, 
which was about the figure reached during 
the Crimean War. Unfortunately for the 
farmers, and especially those who have 
suffered almost severely from the late un­
favourable seasons, all their corn has long 
since been sold ; very few have straw to pro­
perly bed their cattle ; and so great is the 
scarcity of this latter that it is aotuaUyJmak- 
ing more money than hay. The time has 
come when farmers must look this difficulty 
in, the face, and landlords, if they hope to 
maintain their rente on strong lands, must 
help. Now, what is to be done? Provide 
covered yards for the stock, which will 
economize bedding at least one-half, and 
allow farmers to sell aU the hav and straw 
they can spare. We are satisfied from practi­
cal experience that seven per cent can well 
be paid for the outlay \a Dutch barns and 
covered yards ; and farmers may yet live on 
strong land, aye, and make money. Of 
course, there must be no narrow rules as to 
cropping. As long as land is clean and big 
crops can be grown, the more the better ; 
four quarters of wheat and thirty hundred­
weight of straw, all marketable, make a fair 
return. There are other points of vantage 
connected with covered yards that must not 
be lost sight of. The comfort and conse­
quent thriving of the animals when they are 
dry and protected, as against their miserable 
condition when constantly standing in water, 
will make a material difference in the results 
of feeding, and there must be a decided 
saving of food. The manure protected from 
the washing out of the soluble portions will 
be of greatly increased value. We have 
harped on this string before, because we 
know it to be a subject of grave importance 
at the present time, when farmers are suf­
fering. We are satisfied that the only why 
in which English farming can be made pro­
fitable, and English farmers can compete 
with toe foreigner, is by the judicious appli­
cation of n greatly increased capital It is 
quite possible that in this way a fair return 
may be obtained.”

In selecting com for seed, it is often the 
practice to merely choose large ears from the 
general crop. It is suggested that this is not 
tee best method, for, while the plant may be 
strong and vigorous and bear large ears, the 
corn may have been fertilized by pollen from 
feeble or stunted plants near it, and the seed 
may retain and repeat these adverse quali­
ties in spite of the vigour of the plant on 
which it grew. It is said that a better plan 
would be to plant some of the seed in a small 
plot by itself, at a distance from the main 
crop and to give this patch plenty of room 
and high culture. When the tassels appear 
in this seed-bed every plant should be ex- 
•mined, and all feeble stalks should be palled 
out or cut off below the tassel before it has 
an opportunity to bloom. By this arrange­
ment Both the plant on which the ears grow, 
and the pollen scattered from its own neigh­
bouring tassels, will be alike strong and 
vigorous, and the seed will partake of the 
strength of both its parents. —Scribner's
