ROMANTIC OLD EWPIRE

AUSTRIA BROKEN ASUNUER 8Y
PEACE PACT.

History of the Coantry Was That of
the Hapsburg Dynasty and Aus-
trin Was Never a Nation In the
Modern Sende of That Word—
The Rise and ¥all of the Holy
Roman Empive. .

HE handing over of the peace
treaty to the Austrian del>-
gates at St. Germain-en-
vave marked the end of

what was perhaps the proudest and
most romantic of modern empires.
Unlike modern Germany, the loyalty
with which Austria inspired its sub-
jects and partisans did not lean on
a superior material grandeur auvd
! technical organization but on a sen-
timental background of historical
memories and associations. Austria
was the successor of the Holy Roman
Empire—that is, the successor of 2
fiction, the supreme political ana-
chronism in the twentieth century.

Austria has never been a nation.
It begins in the ninth century as a
military frontier of the Frankish Em-
pire; it bacame later the family
estate, fi of the Babenbergs, then
of the Hapsburgs. In the first half
of the seventeenth century it was
the armed c¢amp of counter re-
formation of militant Catholicism;
in the second half the standard
ltearer of Christian Europe against
the Turk; in the first hgif of the
nineteenth century, the spirit be-
.hind the Holy Alliance; ip the last
iﬂny years the outpost of German
militarism on its road to Constanti-
nople. But it has never been a na-
tion; rather, its existence was a ne-
gation of the national idea, aunc it
was the victory of the principle of
! nationality, also called the self-de-
| termination of peoples, which sealed
! its fate.

The history of Austria is the his-
! tory of the Hapsburgs. The Baben-
| bergs, who in the tenth century
; received the “Ostmark,” or Eastern
margravate, of Bavaria as a flef from
Emperor Otto the Great, built up, ‘n
the struggles of three centuries, the
nucleus of the Austrian state merely
to prepare the way for the advent of
the Hapsburgs. Austrian history be-
gins in 1282 when Rudolf, the first
Hapsburg emperor, installed his sons
Rudolf and Albert as dukes of
Austria and Styria.

From that time Ausc‘ria was, In
times of good fortune, the main
base of Hapsburg campaigns for con-
tinental supremacy, in periods of ad-
versity their last refuge and strong-
hold. With the Emperor Frederic't
II1, in the middle of the tfteenth
century, Austrian ascendency in Eu-
rope begins. Characteristically, this
ruler, who was. beaten In all his
wars, laid the cornerstone of the
glory that was to come. His son,
Maximilian, one of the most bril-
Jiant rulers in Eurcpean history,
while making the prestige and mach-
inery of the Hely ltoman Empire an
appendage of Austrian grandeur,
also founded Hapsburg world power
in the treaties which insured his
house the succession to the domnains
of Burgundy, Spain, Hunsary anl
Bohemia. His grandson, Charles V,
Gerr}lan King, Roman Empzror, was
also’ the ruler of Spain, the Nether-
lands, the larger part of [taly and
the Americas. But the consolidation
of the future Hapsburg realm was
accomplished by Charles’ brother,
Ferdinand, King of Hungary and
Bohemia and Archduke of ‘the
Austrias.

The century preceding the Treaty
of Westphalia in 1648 received its
stamp from two great historic cu.-
rents, one, the Reformation, the
other the aspiration of the House ct
Austria for continental supremacy.
In the first decade of the Thirty
Years’ War, from 1€20 to 1€30, this
aspiration was realized in full. Bo-
hemia was crushed by the imperial
armies, Denmark and the North
German princes were humiliated,
and for a brief time even the Baltic
became an Austrian lake. The cause
of Roman Catholicism was saved
on the verge of catastrophe by the
triumph of Austria.

The alliance of Roman Catholic
France and Lutheran Sweden, while
ending the religious character of the
struggle, wrested most of the fruits
of this victory from Austria in tbe
peace of Westphalia, which also scal-
ed the disintegration of the Holy
Roman FEnipire. This event alsc
marked the beginning of a more
clearly Austrian, as distinguished
from eGrman, orientation of the
Hapsburgs. Between the years 1663,
the battle of St. Gotthard, and 1499,
the Peace of Karlovitz, falls what is
perhaps the most glorious period of
Austrian history, that of the wars of
liberation which ended in breaking
forever Turkish hegemony in Kuropé.

With the attack of Frederick the
Great un Maria Theresa, in the mid-
dle of the eighteenth century, began
the swuruggle for the leadership of
Germany between the Houses of
Hohenzollern and Hapsburg, which
ended in 1866 in the full victory of
the former.

The victories of Napoleon crushed
the last vestiges of life from the
snae:nic, body of the Holy Roman
Empire and prompted Francis 1. to
abandon the older title avr. consol2
himself with that of Emperor of
Austria,

The Proposal To
Close The Straits
Of Belle Isle

« ) Charlottetown,
P. B. I, has written the local press as
follows: I am satisfied that no sane
man having a personal knowledge of
the conditions exiz.ing in the Guif of
St. Lawrence and Straits of Belle
Isle would for one moment give favor
able support to tho proposal to close
the Straits of Bello Isle, and thereby
to cause a great change in climatic
conditions in the Maritime Provinces.
Some years ago, 'when I was an as-
sistant in the hydragraphic survey of
the Gulf of St. Lawrence and New-
foundland, working under the British
Hydrographic Department, I spent
two summers in the Straits of Belle
Isle surveying those straits and the
adjacant coasts of Labrador and New
foundland. During those two seasons
recording the. currents of the straits
our particular attention was given to
and the action of this Arctic current
We found that the flow of water
from the River St. Lawrence, the Mir
amichi, and other rivers emptying in-
to the gulf saused a continuous flow
of the Straits of Bellg Isle to be out
to the Atlantic, and there was no

current coming in. The o« q e
was what there was no flow of f{ce
from the Arctic currents inwards
through ‘the stiaits, and in those two
summers we only saw two rmall ice-
bergs enter the stratis, and they were
driven by a hedvy easterly gale which
lasted thrceg or four days. The fact
is that the Arctic currext which
comes down along the Labrador
coast and east coast of Newfoundland
is so wide, deep, and swift that it
pays no a'tention to the Straits of
Belle Isle; berides the constant out-
flow of water from the gulf to the At
lantic prevents it having any effect.

To close the nStraits of Belle Isle,
would, in my opinion, have a disastr-
ous effect upon the climate and in-
habitants of the gulf coasts and Prin-
ce Edward Island. The ice of the
northern part of the gulf is now car-
ried out with the outgoing current of
the straits, which, if closed, would
remain in th: gulf until late in the
summer, and have an exeeedingly bad
influence upon the farming portions
of tthose coasts. The Gulf stream
which pesses eastbound some 120
miles south of Nova Scotia and New-
foundland would not be affected in
the slightest degree by the closing
of the Straits of Belle Isle.

I sincerely trust that before the
Canadian Gcvernment take any steps
such as have been recommended, it
will consult the British Hydrographic
Office in Londor, where I am satisfied
my contentions will be fully upheld.

A Fresh-water Seal,

The seal is a typical marine ani-
mal, and hence the occurrence of a
species of phoca in Lake Baikal,

‘which is of fresh water and has no

connection with the sea, is of special
interest. Dr. Charles Hose has ob-
tained skins and skulls of two speci-
mens of the Bajkal seal, which have
been offered to the Museum of Nat-
ural History, where the species have
not hitherto been represented. It is
the only seal which habitually lives
in fresh water, though the common
seal will often resort to estuaries,
and even ascend rivers, as one did
some time ago in the Trent, as far
up as Hazleford, where it was shot.
The Vikare seal, again common in
the Arctic regions, and also found
in the north of the Baltic, occurs in
Lakes Ladoga and Onega. It .is able,
nowever, to reach these from the Bal-
tic by means of the Rivers Neva and
Svir. The Baikal seals, on the other
hand, have no communication with
the ecean. Their occurrences in Lake
Baikal, along with abundant salmon,
point to a change in the physical geo~
graphy of the district. They suggest
that in former times an arm of the
sea stretched from the Arctic Ocean
