OUR ISLAND’S CLAIMS.

On the 17th, inst., A. A. Me-
Lean, member of Queen’s, advo-
cated the Island’s claims in the
matter of winter communication
in an excellent speech. * The fol-
lowing extracts from this speech
are taken from Hansard :

I know that the people of
Prince Edward Island are not
going to come here many more
years to ask to have these griev-
ances remedied. Here is a griev-
ance that could have been
remedied by the payment out of
the public treasury of a few dol-
lars of public money. The gov-
ernment could have got ten, fifteen
or twenty boats to carry the mails
over, but they were so near and
parsimonious that they refused to
employ any boat except the four,
five or six boats which they own
themselves. It is all very well
for the to laugh. I
have heard of ministers laughing
over this situation before, but it
is a serious matter for the people
of Prince Edward Island, and I
wish to impress upon the Cov-
ernment that this should not
occur again, and if it does occur,
they will hear more strongly from
the people - of Prince Hdward
Island than I am speaking to the
House to-day.

ministers

Then he referred to the repre-
sentative meeting held in Char-
lottetown, and quoted the resolu-
tion passed thereat. Proceeding
he said :

“1 understand that between
Toronto and Pictou there are over
350 cars of* goods to be taken to
Prince Edward Island. As this
letter to me states,:during last
session there was a shortage of
hay in the province, and that hay
which is necessary for the main-
tenance of the animals on that
island is at Pictou and cannot be
taken over, Why ? Because the
government have not provided a
steamer of sufficient power to
break through the ice. I will be
told probably to-night that the
steamers which are there are
powerful enough and as large as
is necessary in order to properly
do the work. But what do we
find when we go to the Mackinaw
straits, where the ice is just as
thick and the conditions as bad as
between Pictou and Prince Ed-
ward Island? We find there car
ferry steamers 400 feet long, the
* St. Ignace’ and the ¢ Ste Marie.’
These are boats of the same style
as the ‘Ermack * in Russia and go
through ice four, five and six feet
thick without any trouble, and
they never make a miss. If we
had boats of similar construction,
boats of similar power, probably
this situation as it exists to-day,
would not have occurred. I would
ask the Minister of Marine and
Fisheries (Mr. Prefontaine) to
take this matter into his serious
consideration. When this matter
has been brought up year after
year in this House it has been
passed upon very lightly. I may
teil the Minister that we in Prince
Edward Island pay ' one-fiftieth
part of the revenues which are
collected; from the population of

“Canada, which is something like
£70,000,000, so that we pay into
the public treasury about $1.500,
000. What do we get in return?
Not half of that amount, includ-
ing the construction of the little
bit of railway which they gave
us a few years ago; and still, if
we come here and ask for ‘justice,
ask for the filfillment of the terms
of the solemn contract made be-
tween the Dominion and the
island when we entered confedera-
tion we are told: We will con-
sider the matter. In 1903 we
were told that it would be a mat-
ter of consideration whether a
third winter boat would be built
or not. I suppose that matter is
still under consideration. This
matter has been brought to the
attention of the minister by my
colleagues from the Island and
by myself, and I think that Fhe
government are now in possession
of all the facts of the case. The
serious conditions “which exist
there are spparent to them and
o every man in ghis House and
8o every mar in Capada This

does not aftect the business
interest of the people of Prince
Edward Island only, it affects the
business interests in Toronto,
Hamilton, Montreal and all the
manufacturing centres in Ontario
and Quebec. But still this matter
is left with the members of Prince
Edward Island. I would ask to-
night the uassistance of these
gentlemen whose interests are the
same as mine, and as to the inter-
ests of th€ business men ang
farmers of the province of Prince
Edward Island, I would ask them
to come to the rescue of that pro-
vince and to endeavor to obtain
for that province justice from the
government of Canada. It is no
small a matter for the people of
Prince Edward Island to be shut
up there for two months, as they
have been this present sesson,
without any communication. This
matter as I said before, is treated
lightly. It has been treated too
lightly, and I want to impress up-
on the Minister of Marine (Mr.
Prefontaine) that it is his duty to
lose not one moment in making a
contract for the construction of a
third winter boat. What will be
the situation next year if the con-
tract is not let at once ? . I under-
stand that before the model of the
present boat was made no effort
‘'was made to discover what
would be the proper model of a
boat for that servicee. I would
direct the attention of the minis-
ter to the construction of the
boats at Mackinaw, and I think
that if none of his officers have
seen these boats and their oper-
ations—and 1 understand tnat
none of them have—it would be
his duty to send & man up to ths
Mackinaw straits, and if he can-
not get the information there, he
might be sent to the places in
Russia, where these powerful
boats are in use, boats which
break through ice fourteen and
fifteen feet thick, and keep up
constant communication with the
outside worl@ from such ice bound
ports a8 Cronstadt and other ports
in Russia.

Now, Mr. Chairman, before this
item is carried I would like to
direct the attention of the minis
ter to the fact that the boats
which are used at the Capes in
the service to-day are only some
thing like 1,000 pounds each in
weight. There are three on each
side to row and pull, six men to
each boat, and these boats can
only carry “350 pounds of mail.
On nearly every occasion in which
the mails come down there are
only four boats at Cape Tormen-
tine, and they can only take half
the mail which reaches that cen-
tre. -That is not as it should be.
There shounld be a sufficient number
of boats to take every pound of mail
that comes to Cape Tormentine, snd
the same condition should apply to
Jape Traversse. The service has not
been properly kept up this season. It
was not equipped in time, and by
reason of the neglect of the government,
the people of Prince Edward Island
bave suffered a serieus wrong and
injary, particularly the farmers and
business men. Let me give the
minister one instance. During the
months of Dacember and. January,
when these steamers were runuing,
something like 16,600 dead hogs came
over on these boatsi But when the
noats stopped running what was the
sitnation? The farmers had to stop
killing their hogs and go on feeding
them. You can uanderstand what s
great amount of money was sxpended
oy the people of Prince Edward Island
in feeding these animals which, if the
hoats had been running properly, they
would bave taken to market. Contracts
were made by the dealers in fish and
in meats and other commodities with
the merchants of the provinces of
Quebec, of Manitobs, and all these
contracts had to be cancelled. Take
the fresh fish industry alone, from the
steamer ‘' Stanley,” ‘at the wharf in
Georgetown, I am told something like
10 tons of fresh fish was thrown
overboard, and the fish industry by
reason of the fact that there were no
steamers there to carry this fish to
markét, was very serionsly injured and
all the fish which was canght was
thrown into cattle pens as manure.
Why, Sir, I could stand here talking
for hours on the injury that anr people
sre suffering. The Minister of Marine
and Fisheries knows the conditions
just as well as I do, and” it is not
neceassry that I should detail them any
farther. What we want him to do at
the present time is to give a contract as
soon a8 possible for the constructivn
of a third winter steamer, one with
twice the power possessed by either of
the steamers now on the route. Then
let us have what the people asked for
the other day let us have a tunnel. In
my opinion that is the only proper
solution of the difficnlty, and itisa
solution that the people of Canads owe
to the people of Prince Edward Island.
The agreement is made. The people
of Canada must folfil this contract.
They must fulfil it to the letter. When
a bridge was being constructed across
the Hillsborough river two or three
yeoars 8go, the government of Canada
said, yes we will build & bridge if the
people of Prince Ddward Island will
contribute one-half the cost, and we did
it. “We knew that we were entitled to
that bridge withont any payment from
our province. Butin order to get the
bridge we agreed to contribute one half
of the estimated cost and we are now
contributing over $9000 a year for all
time to come for the construction and
maintenance of that bridge. Now I
suppose if the people made an offer to
the minister to pay one-half the cost of
another steamer he would give out the
contract to-morrow. Bat I want to

tell bim tbat the peopie of Prince
Edward Island are not going te make

such sn offer as that. It is our due
to have that sieamer at once; and I
would ask the Minister of Marine and
Fisberies, I'would also ask the Minister
of Finance who lives in the maritime
provinces, a gentleman who I know
bas the interests of the maritime
provinces at heart—I would ask him
also. to take this matter up and falfill
speedily, the terms on which Prince
Edward Island entered the codfed-
eration.
THE AUTONOMY BILL.

On the 22nd, the debate’on the
second reading of the antonomy bill
was commanced. What purports to be
acompromise on the educationa!
claases of the bill had been submitted
to the house a day or two previously,
Che amendments are as follows :

“‘Bection 93 of the British North
America Act, 1867, shall apply to the
8aid provinces with the substitution for
sub-section 1 of said section 98 of the
following subatitution :

““l. Nothing in any such law shall
prejadicislly affect any right or privi-
lege with respect to separate schools
which any class of persons have at the
date of the passing of this act nader
the terms of chapters 29 and 30 of the
ordinances of the Northweat territories
oassed in the year 1901.

*“2 In theappropriation by the legis-
latare or distribution by the govern-
ment of the provinces of any money for
the support of schools organized and
carried on in accordance with said
chapter 29 of the act passed in amend-
went thereof, or in substance, thers-
for there shall be no discriminsation
‘gainst Bchools of any class described
in the said chapter 29.

‘3. Where the expression ‘by law’
is employed in sub-section 3 of the said
section 93, 1t shall be held to mean the
law a8 set out in the said chapters 29
snd 30, and where the expression at
the union is employed in said sub-
eoction 8 it shall be beld to mean the
date st which this act cownes into
force.

In making his motion for the second
reading Sir Wilfrid expressed pleasure
at the good feeling with which both
sidea of the house had so far treated the
question. When the bill was first
introduced Borden was calm and tact-
fal, but the press at his back had spared
no effort to inflame public mind on thia
old time inflammable qnestion. Laurier
referred to the New Brunswick schoo
dispate of years ago and to the Jesuits’
estates act, claiming that he bad then
acted on behalf of the provincial rights
and in the interests of the mwinorities,
whether Pratestant or Catholic. Ha
stood to-day on the rock he had always
stood on, namely, that the parliament
of Canada should give fall protection to
the minority in any province and
particularly in the new provinces.
Posing as a protector of provincial
rights and of religionz school fresdom
allover Canada Laurier quoted Hansard
in support of his attitude, whick was
to-day the same as it was twelvs years
ago. He regarded Hanltain’s lattsr as
the best possible argument in favor of
his present position. It was noticeable
at this no Northwest member ralsed his
hand in applaose,
and others sat gilent. All the applause
came from Quebec and Nova Scotia.
Laurier went on to argue that the
present legisiation regarding the new
provinces was in line with the course
that had been pursned before and since
confederation in dealing with this
question, so a8 to do jastice to all, and
make Canada a united and happy
country.

Borden, who followed Laurier at
4.40, discassed the school phase of the
autonomy bill with vigor, and while
admitting that all members on both
sides of the house had fall right to con-
sider the question of religions education
a8 a purely persons! matter took solid
ground in defence of provincial rights
against federal incursions.

NO RACE CRY.

Borden said he did not desire to make
this any race or religion question, and re-
minded the first minister that the house
would deal with the main issue much bet-
ter in the committee of the whole house
than at the present stuge of the bill. The
opposition leader adhered to his expression
that the control of lands should be left to
the new provinces, not only for local con-
siderations but in the interest of immigra-
tion. Why not, he asked, treat the North-
west as Ontario and Quebec were treated,
where hundreds of millions of acros were
awaitiog settlement and the receipt of im-
migration? Passing on Borden neatly ex-
posed Laurier’s checkered career in dealing
with education, and charged him with the
full responsibility of precipitating on the
country the Manijtoba school question in a
manner calculated to arouse passion and
prejudice. When the Conservatives tried
to effeot conciliation they were accused by
Laurier of weakness and cowardice. When
they proposed the remedial order he dee
clared it was ineffective and insufficient.
When they sought to enforce it by act of
parliament he declared it was too irritating
and drastic in its terms. He denounced
in violent terms Dalton MoCarthy in 1890
a8 an enery of race and creed, but withio
three years he was conseut to acocept his
sid, Baut trouble aud difficuity have come
to Laurier, and to use the lsngusge oft
heard in Britigh parliament, *“ He sita there
to-day doing penance for the disingenu-

Gresnway, Siftor

The prime mioister declared this ques-
tion did not concern separate schools but
constitutional right and obligation.

Arthor Downes, an English gentle-
man who has spent sixteen profitable
years in the sheep farming business in
New Zealand, is in8t. John. Speaking
to the S8an, Mr. Downs said the govern-
ment was becoming too socialistic so
snit him. Neither the employer or the
employed were in a satisfactory position,
although of course, the laws are being
made ostensibly in the interests of the
latter. * Under the stringent laws now

in force,” said Mr. Downes, “ employ-
ment is restricted. An arbitration
board, which is & branch of the supreme
court, fixes the rate of wages that must

be paid for each class of work, and also

regulates the mumber of hours to be

worked, and decides whether payment

by the piece or a flat rate shall prevail.”

Mr. Downes said the climate of New

Zealand was all that could be desired,

and the country is in a generally pros-

perous condition at the present time,

Government ownership of railways Le
thought was partly satisfactory, al-
though graft was rampant. The public
works of the country, such as railroads,
are constructed by what is known as the
co-operative labor system. Forinstance,
if arailroad is to be built, instead of}
awarding the contract to one individual
or company, the work is given out in
listle parcels to six or a dozen men.

These men are supplied with tools by

the government, and by this method

the cost to the country iz much greater

than by the ordinary contract method.

Travelling by railway can be done very

cheaply in New Zealand. As an in-

stance of this Mr. Downes said that an

expenditure of $40 would permit one to

ride over all the government railways

of the country for six months.

William P. Andrews in the Chris-
tiesn Register of March 9 replies
effoctively to a recent writer in that
paper who hiad charged the Italian
people with disbonesty in tb‘?ir treat
ment of tcurists, and hsd eslled
attention (o the greal nnmber of
beggare and of idlers in Ifalian cities,
As to the first charge, Mr, Aondrews
asserts that Itslian eabmen sre far
less likely to be extortinnate thsn a
similar olass in this country; snd be
saye a8 to the Italian beggars:

“We-disclaim against the boggars
and declare that the Itslians spend
all their charity on the churches, the
fact being that Italian ocharities,
apart from the' Churob, are far larger
than our own in proportion to our
means, and that the Church itself is
the greatest giver of all.”

He deolares that the obarity and
oharitable institutions of Italy are
beynd belief until we know them.
At Naples the poorhouse is larger
than the royal palace; and the giest
oharitable batbs as Ischia, where 360
of the poorest bave better treatment
thao the rich, and have itina better
establishment, has no vounterpart in
the world.  To see these poorest of
the poor arrive, bent and worn with
disease and suffering, and to see
them depart, after a fortnight in a
palace, well and bappy, is a lesson
to the world in obarity, And with
each departure comes, all through
the bathing season, another deputa-
tion. This has gone on for four hun-
dred years, before * country week”
was dreamed of in America.

This, continnes Mr, Andrews, is

Italy, for every little town has a list
of obariteble institutions which it is
hard to duplicate in the civilized
world.”

The Simplon Tunnel

To pierce the Simplon Mountain for
the Jura—8Bmmplon Railway was, for »
long period, regarded as an impossi-
ble task. Its completion is regarded
as one of the  greatest engineering
achievements of the age. The length
of the Tunnel from Brigue, in Switz—
erland, to Iselle, on the Italian side
of the mountain, is about twelve miles
Its completion will make possible
direct railroad communication be-
tween Paris and Milan without the
steep grade of the St. Gothard Tunnel.
A very hard formation of rock was
encountered at the ousset of the work
on the Ise'le side, which rendered
necessary the construction of special
machinery for the tunnel work, After
the boring bad been pushed abou
two miles, powerful cold springs wer:
met from-which poured more than five
bundred gallons of water a minute
and for a time caused a suspension of
all work on the Italian side. Hardly
had this difficulty been overcome
when, about two hundred feet further
on, a stratum of shifting material was
encountered, and the further tunnel-
ling of about 150 feet required six
months time and an expenditure .of
over $100,000.

As the work proceeded it was found
that the brickwork arch erected for
the support of the finished por-
lioos of the tunoel was threatened
with ruin because of 2 slippery sub-
stance contained in the mountain’s
formation, and most of the work on
the archway had to be dome over
again.

But the greatest difficulty encoun=
tered was last September, when bot
water began to pour into the tunnel
and caused a further. suspension of
work for several months.

On the Swiss or northern side there
exists an accumulation of water which
had been expected to be precipitated
to the Italian side as soon as the two
squads of workmen met under the
mountain, and great precautions were
taken to prevent a catastrophe,

The construction colmpany has con-
tracted to bave the tunnel ready for
teaffic oo May 15, under a heavy
penalty, but owing to the unexpected
difficulties encountered it is not likely
should the contract be broken, that
the pepalty be enforced by the Swiss
and Italian governments.

As soon as the boring is thoroughly
completed and the track laid, a
smaller tunnel is to be constructed,
parallel with the large one, which will
be increased in size so as to permit of
traffic both ways at the same time,
In the meanwhile a switching station
is to be constructed about halfway in=
side the large tunoel soas to allow
for the passing of trains.

The work was begun in 1898 and
the cost has been about 814,000,000,
af which the railroad company pays
