A mild and inoffensive pa-
ragraph in a letter sent out
by the London Committee in
charge of the Chamberlain
Birthday Fund has roused the

Lioos have always played ao impor-
tant part in poblic exbibitions, but
tbough thoussuvds were eacrificed in
the Roman amphisthester, and six
bundred were provided by Pompey
for a single festival, no wild animals
were ever trained by the ancients.

It wag in 1805 that the first ‘ travel
ing show’' was established in Enga

arena

laud, and three years later
the first wild animal show, When it
is considered how many traivers
there now are, with how maoy
animals they perform and the difficul-
ties they face asnd conquer, it oan
readily be unoderstood how far the
soience of wild animal training has
progressed .

HBlepbants, lions tigers,
panthers, jagnars, and bears are the
animals whose training calls for the
most work aod carefulness. Ele-
pﬁants are generally captured intheir
native haunts in nuoses or by being
driven into a keddab. In the latter
case & namber of men eurround
the elephant and form & cirole of
fire, which they gradually make
smaller and smeller,until the keddab
seems the only refuge. After he bas
quited down, a tame elephsant leads
the newly caaght avimul around une
til be becomes tractable. When tnese
elephants are put on the
they are supposed to be ‘brokea,’

Industrisl conditions were seri.
ously disturbed by Labor Disputes
during July, the number in existence
in that month being oconsiderably
greater then the number in existing
during June, The rumber actually
commencing, however, during July
compares favorably with that of the
previous month. In all forty-six
disputes were reported to the Da-
partment,” an inorease of nine as
compared with Jane and an increase
of twenty-sight as compared with
July, 1911, About 17,000 employees
were affected by these disputes as
compared with 15,000 during June
and 19,000 during July, 1911. A
termination of the Garment Works
strike in Montreal ocoured during
July, which caused a resumption of
operations by more then foar thou-
sand employees after nearly two
months of idleness.
