Sayaas, acting under similar religious 
frenzy, attacked a small garrison of the 
town, burned the public archives and 
pillaged the houses of the authoritte.

We are glad therefore to learn that At­
torney General Mowat has taken prompt 
action A^Mnand the law in this respect. 
He has a*fcl before the house respect­
ing voters Bts, the principal provisions 
of whiclUleexpUined as follows, when 
the measure came up for its second read 
ing,-

He laid the object of the Bill was 
necessary in order that the names of per­
sons entitled by law to vote should be 
on the vote»’ lists, and that no other 
names sheuld be upon tbs list The ob­
ject was of equal importance to both 
sides of the House, which should be 
equally desirous of attaining that object. 
The lew aa it stood afforded facilities for 
the creation of false yotee, end facilities 
for preventing persons who should have 
their names on the Hate from being put 
on. It was impossible to prevent these 
evils from time to time, it was their duty 
te remedy them as far as possible, end 
he thought the provisions contained in 
the Bill would go a greet way to reduce 
the existing evils. Une objection was 
that the revision at present had too much 
of a political character, and the state, of 
voters’ lists was not known by the people 
until the election strived. It was fre­
quently found that people who thought 
they hsd votes did not posse» them,and 
others who had no right to them were 
pat upon the voters' lists. Under the 
English system they had a revising bar­
rister a ho determined matters in respect 
to these lists. He proposed, however.in- 
etead of the revising barrister, that they 
should make use of the County Judge. 
A reyieing barrister appointed by the 
Government would never have public 
confidence, and it wm necessary that 
justice should be as free as possible from 
suspicion. He proposed that an alpha­
betical list should be prepared by the 
clerk, of the persons who appeared on 
the asiaumant rolls to be entitled to 
vote, and that this list should be sub­
ject to revision by the County Judge. 
He had also provided that the list should 
be printed, and that copies should be 
posted in some conspicuous place in his 
own office, and that two copies should 
be transmitted to the following persons: 
Every member of the municipal council 
of the municipality except the reeve; 
every teacher of a Public School in the 
wiunicipality; every postmaster in the 
municipality; the treasurer thereof; the 
sheriff of the oeunty; the county judge, 
or each of the county judges in case 
there shall be more than on* county 
judge in the electoral division; the clerk 
of tne peace; the member of the House 
of Commons, and the member of the 
legislative Assembly for the Electoral 
Division, respectively, in which the 
municipality liw;the insuccessful candi­
date, or each of the candidat» for whom 
vîtes were given at the then lut election 
ef a member for tbs Hou» of Commons, 
and for the Législatifs Assembly, re­
spectively. Objection to the list would 
have to be made within thirty days, and 
if no objsctien were made within that 
time, the lise Would be confirmed. He 
had in the Bill afforded facilities for 
witness» being prochsced, because be thought it right, ffSs objection wm 
made to the vote of any person, that it 
should be his duty to attend, and he 
proposed, if such voter refused to at 
tend, that his name should be struck off 
the lista The cost occuioned 1>y errors 
of the Assessor or the Clerk might be 
ordered to be paid by the guilty parties. 
For every name erroneously inserted or 
omniitted, the penalty wm $10. This 
provision wm f oat he purpose of prevent­
ing misiakes which ought not to occur, 
with the use of fair and ordinary dili­
gence by the officers concerned in this 
matter. If the Assessor wilfully inserts 
or omita s fine not exceeeding $200 
might he imposed, and imprisonment 
until the fine be paid, or imprisenment 
ip ths common gaol of the county or city 
for a period not exceeding six months, 
or both such fine or imprisonment, in 
the discretion of the Court. Then, in 
order m prevent bogus lessee and other 
transactions of a similar character, he 
hsd made them pShal offences. He was 
sure hon. gentlemen would see that 
there wm no desire on his pert to favour 
either, and thought it should meet 
with general approbation by ths Hou».

Ths Government Railway Policy.

their unprincipled sophistries and 
audacious misstatements. Nor have the 
sympathizers with the charter-stllers on 
this side of the continent been any more 
successful in deluding the people' by 
their sttempt to manufacture and retail 
falsehoods touching the same subject 
True, When statements were first set 
afloat and industriously circulate 1 to 
the effect that Mr. Mackenzie had entered 

•intoso agreement with the'Govemmenl 
of this Province, by, which he was to ad­
vance a certain sum of money to be spent

Any person who is sick, and any person 
who is abesnt from the electoral divi­
sion in which he resides at the time of 
the election, on business of a pressing 
nature, shall be excused from voting.

Attorney General 
Mowat h» a bill before the hon» 
authorising an inerwse in their number, 
and introducing some other chances in 
the working of the Courte. He pro- 
poses to procure the appointment of 
three additional judges and «-constitute 
the Court of Appeal, by making it con­
sist of the Chief Justi» and the three 
judgw proposed to' be appointed under 
ths act As tbs basins» of ths Court 
of Appeal would not, however, be suf­
ficient to occupy their whole time, it 
proposed to utiltoe the additional jodgw 
by requiring them to aid in the eirepit 
work of ttirvarioua courts. It is also 
proposed by the bill to abolish stamps 
in Divisien and County Courts, whieh 
will be a great relief te poor people who 
hare litigation in tho» courts. Though 
the measure to one the necessity fur 
whieh to oniterwlty acknowledged, 
Cameron, Boultbee, Lauder, Rykert, 
Merrick and other opposition members

Hon. Mr. McKellar’e bill giving votes 
to those who pay taxes on an income of 
$400 and upward hu passed the Hou» 
of Aswmbly.

Ue wm 
entirely opposed to universal suffrage, 
and considered in so far as carpentert 
and tcotfmen had very few of them lass 
than $400 per annum, this wm approach- 
ing too near it, and he thought $600 
should be the sum.’" Mr. Boultbee 
objected to the bill “because it would 
give railway laborers, or men receiving 
$1.60 per day, a vote. This would be 
going too far in the direction of nniver- 

suffrage. to which he entirely ob­
jected.”

Improvid Wheels.—We learn that 
the Grand Trunk Railway Company are 
replacing the wheels at present in use 
on their passenger cars, by putting on 
wrought iron wheels, with steel tires. 
The new wheel is a great improvement 
on those formerly in use, and accidents 
through the breaking of wheels will be 
of rare occurrence. The new wheels so 
far » they have been tested give great 
satisfaction.

A Gsand Juror.—One of the grand 
jurors subpoenoed for the late auizes 
who wm a little late in arriving and had 
to be sworn in aloi.e, was anxious to 
know if he would have to do the whole 
of the work himself, promising to do the 
best he could though he was rather hard 
of hearing. The Clerk after some diffi­
culty made him understand his duty,bat 
on account of his physical defect tho 
Judge exempted him from serving.

Daily Graphic.—We received a few 
days age a copy of tho New York Daily 
Graphic, the only daily illustrated news­
paper in the world, It was a bold 
venture to establish such a paper, and it 
speaks well for Canadian enterprise, see 
ing it was Montrealers who originated 
and carried out the project. From com­
paratively small beginnings it has now 
grown to be a large and respectable 
sheet, and we understand has a large 
and growing circulation.

Tax River Open.—The Maitland 
river and the harbour, with the excep­
tion of a strip along the docks, is quite 
cirer of ire. The winter hu been so 
mild and the ire in the lake so thin that 
when the pressure came from above it 
gave way, and the river has now a clear 
outlet beyond the piers. It is well that 
this is the caw, for had there been a 
above such as there generally is, incal­
culable damage would have been done.

The Huron and Queho: Railway.
We take from the Expositor the fol­

lowing report of the meeting recently 
held in Seaforth in furtherance of the 
scheme for building the Huronod Que­
bec Railway:—

A meeting of the ratepayers of Sea 
forth was held inthe Commercial Hotel 
Hall, on the ereuing of Thursday of last 
week, for the purpose of considering 
matters connected with the construction 
of an extension of the Ontario anl Que­
bec Railway from Port Perry to God­
erich, with a branch fro u Brussels to 
Saruii, via .‘-eaforth. Tin meeting was 
called by Mr. John Fouler, the pro 
jector of the scheme. The at tendance, 
oving to tho short notice given of the 
meeting, was not very large. The 
Chair was taken by Mr. Henson, Reeve, 
who introduced Mr. Fowler to the meet­
ing. Mr. Fowler expU ned that he 
was now having a bill pMied through 
Parliament, incorporating the scheme 
ho adyocatad. The scheme was to con 
struct a railway, to be called tho Huron 
and Quebec Railway, from Go lerich to 
Port Perry, there to connect with the 
proposed Ontario an 1 Quebec Railway, 
with a branch from Brussels to Sarnia, 
via Seaforth,and to connect with Amen 
can lines of Railway at Sarnia. Tim 
would be a through competing line wirh 
the Grand Trunk. By this route the 
distance from Seaforth to Montreal 
would be some 30 miloi shorter than by 
the Grand Trunk. It would tie a much 
easier road to construct than tho Grand 
Trunk was, owing to its pissing through 
a more loyel country, aud could be con­
structed for about on-i third less than it 
cost to build that road. Alter showing 
tho benefits which his scheme would 
confer upon the country m tho way of 
competition, Ac., he referred to the 
amounts which Would bo required 
Irom the municipalities. The Company 
would require in bonuses from this 
County $5,000 per iniie. lie said that 
$1,000 per mile hid been granted in 
bonuses to the London, Huron and 
Bruce Railway, and contended that this 
road would be of very much greater 
advantage to the people than that. Be 
sides the $5,009 per mile from the 
County, lie would rc piirj a bonus of 
$100,000 from Goderich, -and $20,000 
from Seaforth. Bat he would only ask 
those bonuses on condition that the mu­
nicipalities which had already granted 
bonuses to the London, Huron and 
Bru», would be relieved from their ob­
ligations to that Company. He believ 
ed he could make arrangements with 
that Company by which this could be 
accomplished. The road which ho pro 
posed would be of ten times more ad­
vantage to London .than the road they 
proposed to build themselves, as rup- 
ning powers would be given to the Lon­
don Company over this road. The bo­
nus lie Mked, ho said would only 
am ount to about 4 mills on the dollar of 
Mscssment, or $5 on each 100 acres of 
land, and he felt satisfied that there was 
not one owner of a hundred acre farm in 
the County who would nutwiflingly give 
more than $5 a year fur the benefit 
which such a road would confer on him. 
Ho concluded by stating that so soon as 
the charter of the road was sanctioned 
by the Lieutenant Governor, he wonld 
call another meeting when he would 
moro fully discuss the project, and lay 
his plans before them. The total a- 
mount of bonus required by Mr. Fow­
ler from this County, at the rate of 
$5,600 per mile, would be $400,000, be­
sides the additional bonuses from Sea- 
fort h and Goderich.

Dr. Gouinlock, Messrs. D. D. Wilson 
Wm. M. Gray, and others spoke strong 
Iv in favour of the schema and gave Mr. 
Fowler every encoiir»gcme_iit to perse­
vere in his work. The following resolu­
tion was passed unanimously: Moved 
by Wm. M Gray, seemded by D. D.
Vi ilson, “That this meeti ng approves of 
the scheme as laid down by Mr. Fowler; 
tint they consider it feasible, and that, 
if carried out, it would be of great bene­
fit to this village andssetion of country."
A vote of thanks was tendered to Mr. 
Fowler, when tho meeting came to a 
close.

'.e»neM »r criminality, but is not 
the argument that decides a jury very 
frequently something like this, “Oh it 
will keep the poor fellow and they won't 
mi» it !”

The trained Judge who by a severe 
education has learned to concentrate his 
whole attention on and to grasp, a pro­
tracted and intricate subject, who in his 
long practice at the Bar has acquired a 
facility and power of sifting and analy­
zing evidence which a Juror, if a layman 
as lie generally is, no matter what his 
natural abilities may be, cannot with hia 
limited practical knowledge possibly 
posse». The unusual work confuMs 
and unfits him for the duty, as is very 
evident from the stolidly stupid appear­
ance mostly presented by a sleepy, gap­
ing, open-mouthed Jurymen. The 
Judge sew this and when pouible virtu­
ally ignorea their presence. As an ex­
ample, the Judge in Goderich this week 
mmmel upin this way : — “Gentlemen,the 
plaintiff claims —dollars, the evidence 
is quite sufficient that the defendant 
owed him that sum ; there is no neces­
sity for calling the other witnesses; you 
will give your verdict for the Plaintiff" 
and the Clerk says. “Gentlemen, you
find for the Plaintiff----- dollars” ! A
Juryman ducks bis Msent, another and 
another duck, the remaining nine not 
knowing apparently what it all meant, 
and so the noble Palladii left their seats, 
the more intelligent looking among them 
seeming a little ashamed of their super­
numerary part.

The attempts made by advocates to 
intimidate or flatter Jurors, and their 
appeals to their sympathies, passions 
and prejudices—not seldom successful— 
no Counsellor dare offer to a Judge. It 
would be a gro» insult to attempt to 
influence bis judgement b/flattery or 
rhetoric instead of reason.

It is said a Judge would not bo obliged 
to “sum up” if there were no Jury, and 
would therefore not give the same al­
ien I ion to the case, but the yery reverse 
of this would most certainly in all im­
portant cases be trua, and is in practice 
the rule, for no class of meii are more 
jeslons of their judicial reputations, 
more anxious that their decisions shonld 
stand the severest criticism,knowing that 
their ruling, with their arguments in 
support are generally handed down and 
quoted M precedents, while the Juryman 
is little noticed,he is merely an integrant 
drop in a collective ma», and no one 
rakes the trouble to know his name. 
The system of trial by jury is oh^qlete. 
already the wedge is entered, the sooner 
it is driven home the better, for it does 
not merit the panegyrics commonly be­
stowed on it. It is time that the public 
mind should see its^eficiences and the 
greater claimi on its confidence of a 
trained, experience^-, and impartial 
Judge.

Mr. livkert moved a resolution in 
favour of allowing the ratepayers to 
determine for themselves in what way 
the monev allotted to municipalities 
iimler the Municipal Lean fund Act of 
J8715 should he appropriated He held 
that the ratepayers were tile best judges 
,.f the modem which the money should 
be spent, anilthat they might be very 
properly left to use their own judgment 
iii the matter. .

The Attorney-General thought it 
would lie inexpedient to rempen the 111 li­
ter. rlie measure of 1 ist year had been 
surrounded with very great dihicutries, 
and he was disinclined to disturb its 
ariangemmits. The policy of the Act 
was that the money should be invested 
m a way to show practical results. If 
there was to he any change ill the exist­
ing arrangements the time had certainly 
not yet arrived for disturbing them. He 
recapitulated the modes in which the 
money might be apidltd, and showed 
they covered a very large number of the 
nfost useful permanent public objects.

After considéra'!» discussion tlij 
Attonn y Genera! said he had b 
onslv pressed to made two amcnJmekts 
in ihc modes of allowing the motley t 
distributed. The one was for the crea­
tion of School Funds, the other for the 
purpose named by 7,Ir. llodgins, the 
reduction of the township shares in the 
county debt. Less than a year, how­
ever, had passed since too Act became 
law, and it was most inexpedient hastily 
jo intvrfvio wi ll its pr trismus until they 
saw how it worked. In the next or 
some future session they might deal with 
the matter if experience showed it to be 
necessary,

Mr. Sexton moved an .intendment to 
the effect that it was not expedient at 
this stage of the present session to take 
anv action in regard to the provisions of 
the Municipal Loan bund Act.

Mr- Lauder moved an amendment to 
the amendment, declaring that the 
wishes of the ratepayers should be con­
sulted as to the application of the 
money, and that those who desire to ap­
ply it"m aid of Schools should have the 
power to do so.

Mr. McKellar had little 1» add to his 
evidence before the Committee. That 
eyiderfee did not sustain the charge for­
mulated in the amendment. There had 
been no interference, coercion, or pres­
sure of any kind on his part or by his 
authority. The simple question was, 
whether it was proper to give the men a 
half holiday. He had himself been a 
working-man, and (sympathized with 
that class of the people, and, with per­
haps too little reflection, had granted 
the hands at tho Central Prison what lie 
had believed to bo a customary indul­
gence. He denied most emphatically 
having had any improper motive in 
granting the holiday, and had believed 
he was only dping what was right. In 
this belief he was not without precedent. 
He cited the similar action of the 
Canada Car Company and Great West­
ern Railway Company, ani read from 
an English newspaper a paragraph 
showing that the employees in the Brit­
ish dockyards and other establishments 
had been allowed a half holiday Ho vole 
at the late «lection, no one regarding it 
as other than a proper and natural pro­
ceeding. ' He alio read a cable message 
and reply thereto, which showed that 
the men had received their full wages 
when thus released from work. Mr Me- 
Kellar then, amid loud cheers from his 
friends, retired from the House.

A somewhat lengthy discussion 
sued which continued till the house 
rose.

Hon. Mr. McKellar moved the second 
reading of the Income Franchise Bill, 
and in doing so remarked how desirable 
it was that the large class of intelligent 
citizens whom the Bill affected should 
be enfranchised. T6e qualification for 
voting, he explained, although left blank 
in the Bill, wôuld be $400.

Mr. Rykert and Mr. Bonltbee, while 
agreeing with the principle of the Bill, 
thought the qualification too low, and 
approaching too nearly to universal suf­
frage. They pointed out that mechanics 
and laboring uicii might, according to 
their understanding of the measure, be 
entitled to vote, and they were strongly 
opposed to any such proposition.

The discussion wxà continued till the 
Ho’ise adjourned.

The Attorney General moved a reso­
lution intended to further the progress 
of private Bills. Mr Rykert opposed it, 
holding that the proposal would prevent 
the discussion of his resolution relating 
to the appropriation of the Municipal 
Loan Fund money, which had stood 
over by adjournment, Mr. ltykert’s 
remarks partaking of a personally offen- 
sivecharacter towards both Mr. Meredith 
and the Government, the Attorney Gen­
eral declined to reply to his arguments. 
Messrs. Boulthee ami Merrick both sup­
ported Mr. Ilikcrt’s position. Mr. 
Bonltbee mo red an amendment declar­
ing that the order relating to the Muni­
cipal Loan Fund money should be dis­
posed of. On a division the amendment 
was lost by" y cas, 11: nu vs, 40. The 
original motion was carried.)

The Attorney General moved to go 
into Committee mi the Administration 
of Justice Bill. Mr. Bonltbee protested 
against dealing with s » important a 
measure at so late a period of the ses­
sion. Mr. Prince supported, and Mr. 
Rykert opposed the motion. Tho At­
torney General defen led himself from 
the charge of having delayed the Bill 
longer than could lu avoided, and ex­
pressed his bel if that the Hens» might 
very fairly and properly take it into 
consideration, llisdiry to the country- 
required that he should urge its adop­
tion. The House went iiit » Committee,
Dr. Baxter in the chair. In the course 
of the discussion the Attorney General 
introduced two amendments into the 
Bill, one* fixing the number of new 
judges as three absolutely, tlm other j 
removing any doubts as to the constitu­
tionality of the Ei-ction Court estab­
lished for the trial of Dominion election 
petition'.

At the evening siting tho House 
again went into Committee » if t ho Whole,
Mr. McLeod in the chair, and proceeded 
with the consideration of the clauses of 
the Administration of .Justice Bill. The 
various clauses were passed and the hill 
reported.

Some unimportant badness was dis­
posed of ami the h’-mso adjourned.
