From Benares we direct our wander­
ing steps to the famous Mahommedan 
city of Allahabad—the Citv of God— 
with a population of 150,000, the seat 
of government of the Northwest Provin­
ces, and one of the hottest places in 
India. After a sleepless night in the 
stifling hot compartment of a railway 
train, Sunday found us in this partly 
attractive, torrid, well-laid out, rapidly 
growing, but withal dirty and overcrowd­
ed city. It is only in spots beautiful. 
The parts built upon and renewed since 
the memorable and disastrous '57, give 
some tone of comfort and superiority to 
it in comparison to moat other Indian 
cities. The handsome bungalows and 
pretty villas of the European residents 
outside the fort, the tine avenues of dark 
foliaged shade trees, and the solid 
romantic grandeur of the great fort 
itself, make you feel like pitching your 
tent once more witty u “coocy" of the 
haunts of civilization.

A room engage 1 wi avail ourselv eaof the 
comforts of a cooling bath. The water, 
its strongest claim to the name is that 
it is wet, is brought us by acooley,whose 
sole business is to cany to "he guests a 
donkey skin full of this blessed fluid so 
essential to a languid existence here. 
We envied him his cool eccupation as 
he dripped in and out of the bath room 
burdened with the leaky, dirty donkey 
skin. Our sleeping rooms are large, 
high, airy and comfortable, considering 
they are in India. Attached to every 
bedroom is a bathroom and a dressing 
room all fairly well furnished, and 
opening out on a wide verandah run­
ning round the four sides of the house. 
The cuisine here, like at most Ind'au 
hotels is good, but displaying a great 
variety of curries and hot pungent spicey 
dishes strongly in keeping with the 
prickly atmosphere. Ice is used in 
abundance, punkahs are kept continual­
ly going, natives stand at yeur chair 
hack fanning you, and to further lower 
the blood-heat temperature woven grass 
“tatties’ are placed against the open 
windows, and buckets of water dashed 
against these, which if kept up regularly 
certainly lowers the temperature, but 
proves a useful contrivance to ktill the 
coffers of the resident physician. We 
observed a peculiar looking notice stuck 
up in the reading room here, and on 
closer inspection tind it to be a novel 
style of insuring payment for board and 
lodging bills. A long list of delinquents 
is given who found it necessary to leave 
between two days and tint convenient t<. 
pay thtir little balance due. It ran 
somewhat a follows :—Major Smith, 
board and lodging 500 rupees, Colonel 
Scott ditto, ditto 3,000 rupees, Capt. 
Carlow, board, lodging and washing 050 
rupees, Viscount Valentine, accommo­
dation 900 rupees, amouutilfg to over 
$3,000. We were informed that many

Wending our way along a 
narrow, sloping, serpentine military 
road, walled on either aide by heavy 
stonework defences, and guarded by a 
score of frowning black cannons ready 
to sweep out of existence all unfortu­
nate intruders, we come to the ditch aud 
draw-bridge which is of little practical 
use new in warfare ; this crossed, the 
gates are reached. A number of red­
coats are pacing up and down in front, 
but a military salute is sufficient in these 
quiet days, and we pass in, no questions 
asked.

darkness is creeping about us, but we 
are glad to izet away from the stuffy 
streets and the ghostly attendants who 
are always shadowing our movements at 
Ltwrie’s Hotel ; and here we ait and 
think and listen to the distant melodies, 
and wonder why it is that this wonderful 
people, the British, with a paltry 140,- 
000 residents can keep in subjection this 
vast nation with its 250 millions. Hum 
ayoor, Akbar, Shan Jehan, Aurungzebe 
and all the illustrious and powerful 
princes of the past only helped, through 
varying fortune, to increase and consoli­
date this magnificent but dissolute land 
into one great empire that it might in 
due time come under the sway of the 
all-powerful British nation,

Our thoughts again wander, and we 
are picturing to ourselves a human sacri 
tice which was a few centuries ago alarm­
ingly prevalent among the aboriginal 
tribes of India. They may have occurr­
ed near where we are now sitting on the 
banks of the Jumma, a sacred river

Prof. Alonzo Clark, M. !>., of the 
New York College of Physicians and 
Surgeons, says ; “All our curative 
agents are poisonous, and, as a conse­
quence, every dose diminishes the vi­
tality of the .patient. ”

Prof. Joseph Smith, of the same 
school, says : “All medicines that enter 
the circulation, poison the blood in the 
same manner as do the poisons that pro­
duce diseases.’’

Dr Evans, Fellow of the Royal 
College, London, said ; “The medical 
practise of our day is, at the best, a 
most uncertain and unsatisfactory 
system. It has neither science nor 
common sense to commend it to confi­
dence. ”

Prof. Gregory, of Edinburgh, Scot­
land, to a medical class Slid : “Gentle­
men, ninety-nine out of every hundred 
medical facts are medical lies ; and 
medical doctrines are, for the most part, 
stark, staring nonsense. ”

Dr J. Mason Good, author of the 
Book of Nature, says : “The science of 
medicine is a barbarous jargon, and the 
eflects of enr medicines on tha human 
system is in the highest degree uncertain 
except indeed that they have destroyed 
more lives than war, pestilence and 
famine combined.”

Many more could be quoted bu^ 
perhaps this will suffice for the present. 
In times past doctors killed people with 
the lancet and calomel ; and chemical 
laboratories have succeeded in com­
pounding poisons no less fatal in their 
effects, but with names which the 
ordinary individual may not compre­
hend.

Ou a cold 
morning (for, after all, there are ten 
winter catarrhs to one in summer) a 
woodshed matinee seems to reach the 
seat of the disease by an air line. As 
tie cheat begins to heave under the 
stimulus of the exercise, perspira­
tion becomes free as it becomes 
deeper and fuller, expectoration 
ceases to be painful, and the mucus is a 
last discharged en masse, as if the system 
had only waited for that amount of eu- 
coragement to rid itself of the incubus. 
A catarrh can thus be broken up in a 
single day. For the next half week the 
diet should be frugal and cooling. Fruit, 
light bread, and a little cold sweet milk 
is the beat catarrh diet. A fast day, 
though, is still better. Fasting effects 
in a safe way what the old-school prac­
titioners tried to accomplish by bleeding; 
it reduces the semi-febrial 'condition 
which accompanies every severe cold. 
There is no doubt that by exercise alone 
a catarrh can be gradually “worked off." 
But indoors it is apt to be steep, up hill 
work, while cold air, even before the 
season of actual frosts, acts upon pul­
monary disorders as it does on malarial’ 
fevers—it reduces them to a less malig­
nant type. A combination of three 
specifics- -exercise, abstinence, and fresh 
air—will cure the most obstinate cold.

John M. L.flin, the “model man” of 
the Vienna exposition, is an accomplish­
ed athlete and a champion in aereral 
lines.

In response to the interviewer’s request 
for a tallt on the subject of exercising 
for health rather than fut special de­
velopment, Mr Laflin said :

“One need not train like an athlete, 
and a mail does not reqaire a physique 
like mine to ibe perfectly healthy, but if 
men and women could be kept healthy 
for a few generations physical develop­
ment like mine would be the rule, not 
the exception. Niue tenths of the dis­
eases that now keep the doctors busy 
would be absolutely unknown. No 
healthy man ever got pneumonia, no 
matter what the exposure. There is no 
case on reord of a sailor having pneu­
monia. This is because a sail­
or’s lungs are kept in good order 
by pure air; and he gets plenty of 
exercise. The amount of exercise 
necessary to keep the body in good con­
dition is less than you might suppose. 
Fifteen minutes a day rightly employed 
will do wonders. A person ought to ex­
ercise a few minutes in the morning, and 
then take a sponge bath in salted water, 
followed by vigorous rubbing with hair 
gloves or a coarse towel. The move­
ments of the muscles start the impuri­
ties to the surface and the bath cleans 
the pores. The exercise ought te be 
light.

Diamond* Hint Dance.

Many people have been puzzled to un­
derstand why the diamonds worn in ear­
rings by ladies nowadays maintain such 
a ceaseless quivering motion. It makes 
no difference that the head of the wear* 
er is in perfect repose, and that she is 
oven speechless, end, therefore, exerting 
no muscle of face oi gem. The secret is 
in the setting of the diamond, and the 
method is a patent device. The paten­
tee is reaping a royalty of $50 apiece 
from every manufacturing jeweller to 
whom he sella the privilege of using it. 
The stone is set in the usual manner, 
except that the band, like the handle of 
a diminutive basket, is attached to the 
framework. On the under side of this 
band is a cup like cavity. On‘the lower 
part of the hoop is a projecting pin 
pointed with rhodium, a metal which 
never wears out—somewhat like the iri­
dium with which golden pens are tipped. 
Now, whan the diamonds are put in 
position on the hoop, the rhodium point 
projects into the cup. The result is 
what scientists would call a condition of 
unstable equilibrium. Like the pea 
blown with a pipe by a schoolboy, the 
diamond is given no rest, with the differ­
ence that no effort is required to keep it 
dancing. The metal point never wears 
out.—Pittsburg Dispatch.

Hav­
ing found an animal suitable for your 
purpose, breed from it. Ours is a dairy 
cow, mid these are the essentials :
|gFirst. —Plenty of brain room.

Second.—Large bright eyes, promin­
ent and mild.

Third.—Broad muzzle, with large, 
dilating nostrils, showing her to be a 
good feeder and large ecusuiner of oxy­
gen.

Fourth.—Long, lean face, sàme as a 
race horse. Deep, broad through the 
body, behind the shoulders. Sound, 
broad and full brisket, showing large 
size of. lung and comfort while lying 
down.

Broad of hips and straight back, 
giving a characteristic wedge shape to 
the body, and strong digestive qualities.

Flat hind legs with insloping hams in 
hollowing, giving plenty ct room for 
large udder attachment, with long line 
of absorption, carried well forward, giv­
ing plenty of storage room. Then elas­
tic skin, and a mild temperament. Neck 
tapering, tine ar.d not deshy, strong 
jointure of spine to head. Plenty of 
nervous activity, and you have the com­
bined characteristics that are essential to 
a dairy cow.

The Circumstances Attending 
His Trip to America.

A last (Tuesday,) night’s New York de- 
epatch says : The steamer John E. 
Moore took the O’Brien Reception Com­
mittee down to the steamship Umbria, 
which was at anchor outside Sandy 
Hook., last evening, end they took off 
Mr O'Brien and escorted him to the 
Hoffman House, in this city. The night 
was very foggy, and the Moore was com­
pelled to move slowly. It was 1 o’clock 
this morning when the party got back as 
far as Quarantine.

A remarkable scene was offered when 
the Moore ran up alongside the Umbria. 
For several minutes after the object of 
the committee had been made known, 
no person in authority could be discov­
ered to attend to the New Yorkers’ 
wants. The cheers that the committee­
men and their friends sent up for Mr 
O’Brien were answered, by portions of 
the psssengera and crew, with groans 
and connter-cheers for Lord Salisbury, 
Mr Balfour and other Ministerialists. 
These were in turn responded to by the 
400 Irish immigrants on the Umbria with 
uprorioua cheers for Mr O'Brien, Mr 
Parnell and Mr Gladstone, besides more 
for Bishop Ireland, of Minnesota, who 
was also on the steamer. Then the loy­
al people on the Umbria started up 
“God Save the Queen,” and when they 
had reached the middle of the verse a 
loud Aid clear Irish voice was heard 
above the anthem to cry in earnest ac­
cent, “God Save.Ireland.” This caused 
• general laugh, and put an end to the 

’singing. Captain Patterson,of the Meore, 
had much difficulty in finding any one 
on the steamship to take a line from his 
boat.

His request for the presence of Cap­
tain McMickan was greeted with the 
information that the captain was at din­
ner, at which there were more jeers. 
After about ten minutes, however, the 
captain came to the rail and asked, 
“What do you want ?"

“We have a permit to take some pas­
sengers off,” replied General O’Beirue, 
of the committee.

The captain's response to this came ra­
ther gruffly : “I’ll allow no person to 
leave the ship until the doctor has made 
his examination. ”

“Oh, we’ve got the doctor and the 
custom house inspector, too,” chimed 
the chorus from the Moore, and there 
was another laugh.
“Take him,” said another voice, re­

ferring to Mr O'Brien, “We’ll have 
clear weather now that Jonah is going.”

Jnst then Mr O'Brien eppeared at 
Captain McMickan’s side and, address­
ing the people on the Moore, enquired, 
“Are there any of my friends who want 
me to go to New York* tonight ?”

“We all do,” came the shouted reply.
“Then, I will go," said Mr O’Brien, 

determinedly, adding, after a pause, “if 
only out of compliment to tiiu coward

Montreal, May 11.—Tins morning

• enthusiastic Irish people, but not as 
L-umeroua as expected, and uu landing 
Vas presented l y Mr C!oran, President

Mr O'Brien replied at some length, 
saying in the couiae of liis remarks :— 
“Iain at a loss to find words to express 
my gratitude fur the warmth with which 
my fellow countrymen rally around me 
and my friend, Mr Kilbride, in our 
struggle on behalf of the poor and op­
pressed against their poweiful oppressor.
T never believed that the Canadian peo­
ple, whose Parliament has again and 
again testified its sympathies for Home 
Rule in Ireland, and fi r our suffering 
people, would refuse me common fair 
play. I never believed and never will 
believe it, and the result will be the dis 
crediting of the false prophecies of those 
who said the contrary. We come not to 
otter offence, not to meddle in Canadian 
affairs, not to deal with the career of 
Lord Lansdowne as Governor-General, 
but as the exterminator of 500 human 
beings. We cannot expect everybody to. 
agree with us, but have such a strength 
of justice on our side that when they 
hear what we have to say they will agree 
with us. I have the most unbounded 
confidence that when we have shown the j 
people of Canada the conduct of Lord 
Lmsdowne ns a landloid lo the unfortun­
ate tenants they will stretch out their 
hands and save these poor people’s lises 
and properties, fur both are at this mo­
ment at your mercy.”

Secretary Lamar did not attend the 
State dinner given in honor of the 
Queen of the Sandwich Islands at the 
White House on Friday evening, and 
the gossips were ready with an explana­
tion. They said it waa oil account of 
the complexion of the dusky sovereign^ 
This accusation made it necessary, of 
course, for the Secretary to come for­
ward with his own explanation. He 
said the true instigation for his non-sp- 
pearsnee was neuralgia, from which he 
has suffered ever since the delivery of 
that memorable oration at the unveiling 
of the Calhoun s‘atue in Charleston. 
He further vouchsafed the information 
that he very much regretted hia inability 
to sit at dinner with Hawaii's Queen, 
which he felt would have been a high 
honor.

Kapiolani could not but be pleased 
with her reception at the United States 
Capital, if distinguished attentions were 
what she most desired. Victoria could 
scarcely have had more honors done her 
in the same length ef time than did the 
Queen of the little kingdom in the Paoi 
tic. The President’s wife returned her 
call at the White House in leas than two 
hours—the limit allowed by the royal 
etiquette in returning visits.

The ladies of the Cabinet and the 
members of the members of the Cabinet 
called on the Queen at her hotel. An 
entertainment was given in her honor at 
the Hawaiian Legation as well as at the 
White House. A review of troops was 
made for her benefit. She was taken 
to Mount Vernon on the United States 
steamer Despatch, und she was the reci­
pient of various other attentions from 
private organizations and distinguished 
individuals. ââXSk ----

The royal visitor attended two Ameri­
can amusements while here—the races 
and the circus. At the latter place there 
was nothing to distinguish her majesty's 
seat from those around her, not even a 
cushion. She had to ait on the hard 
board bunch just like her common 
neighbors- There was nothing official 
connected with her visit there, which 
was made at her own suggestion, and of 
course she took her lot with the com­
mon herd. It was not even known that 
royalty was present, and she was per­
mitted to walk through the three iucli.es- 
deep-dust in passing in and out i f the 
grounds as entirely free from any pres­
sure of public attention as if she had 
been nobody in particular.

The Queen scarcely spoke to her com- 
paiii*.ns during the performance, and 
the noisy racket of the cltwns seemed 
to have no satisfaction for her. But 
when the elephant tossed the clown 
about the ring it made her laugh, and 
when the clown's turn came to batter 
the gigantic beast out of breath and 
finally lay him prostrate in the arena, 
(the elephant having been trained to lie 
down) her majesty guffawed outright.

FURTHER EXPLANATION.

Being interviewed by a reporter, he
