He Suggests a
Holiday.

I see we're going to have an Indus-
trial Exhibition on the last of Octo-
ber, said Mrs. Tucker, as she laid
down the Telegram, and also an .Ag-.
ricultural Show. We must be on
hand, Tim, and take these in.

“Do you know,” says she, I was
thinking what a strange people we
are. We find it no trouble to close for
a sham battle, but we’re too busy to
shut up shop to see these Exhibitions.
They tell me all the factory hands are
going to get a half holiday, and they
tell me, mind you, they are going to
be paid for it.”

“That’s wonderful,” said
as he gave one of his haw-haws.
“They’'re breaking their hearts,
enough, and the worgmen out to put
a ‘notch in the beam’ for ’'tis the only
holiday ever they got paid for in their
lives.”

“Don’t be ‘cross-acling,’” said Mrs.
Tucker. “Take all the good things
that are coming your way and don't
be throwing obstacles in the road.
We should have a close up day all
round for this Exhibition, and the
clerks and the lady assistants should
get a chance to see the show. What
humour is a man in to go to an ex-
hibition after warking till half-past
nine? Why 1 was over to Harbor
Grace this summer when their Exhi-
bition was on, and every shop in the
town was closed up black. Harbor
Gracians are a long way ahead of us
in this respect. They can close up
over there at a moment's notice, and
the people of that town are no small
potatoes im the way of business, and
don’t you forget it.

The Regulus

is Swept on the

Rocks at Shoal Bay, Near
Petty Harbor, and Her

Crew of

19 Lost.

At 2 p.m. yesterday, while ~A. [
Harvey, Esq., was at luncheon at his
! residence, King’s Bridge Road. he re-
celved through the Anglo-American
Telegraph Office, whose officials for
the sake of expedition 'phoned it, the
following telegram from Capt. J. D.
Taylor of the s.8. Regulus:—

“We are lying off Bay Bulls with
tail  shaft broken. Send. assistance.
Ship 3% miles N.W. by W. of Bay
Bulls  North-Head.”

On getting the wire \lr Harvey was,
surprised that such an accident should
have occurred to the ship, as while
at New York she was tho faly sur-
veyed by Lloyd’s and was given a new
tafl -ghaft and stern bush. How -the
shaft. could have broken mystified the
owner, and thie only theory that éould
hold .with him was that there must
have been some flaw in the forging
which was undiscovered -and gave out
in the heavy sea which ran vesterday
“as a result of the 8.

LETTER FROM EXPERT TO THE PREMIER

The following letter from Dr. An-
drew MacPhail to Sir Edward Mor
ris will be read with general inter
est, whilst the directions appended
cannot fafl to prove of lasting bene-
fit to farmers and fishermen-farmers
right through the Island:—:i
DR. McPHAIL TO PREMIER'MORRIS
Dear Sir Edward Morris:

ing the impression’ which was made
upon my mind during my recent visit
to Newfoundland, by the conditions
which exist there for the successful
growing of notatoes.

In 4 word I should say that, in my
opinion, the conditions are not e<sent:
fally dissimilar form -those in Prince
Edward Island, except that the area
available in Newfoundland is propor-
tionately smaller.

. In many respects Newfoundland nas
superior advantages. The pest of po-
tato bug is unknown. There is a re-
markable absence of early and late
blight. There is such an abundance
of fertilizer ready at hand as I have
never seen in any country. Potatoes
bare really a product of the garden,
rather than of the farm. All gardens
must be prepared by labour, whilst
farms may be used in their more naj
tural conditions.

To grow potatoes, a garden must be
prepared, and it ‘may be used year
after year for that purpose. The es-
sential for a garden is fertilizer anad
humus, and Newfoundland possesses
that in abundance. There is fish
refuse and rea grass; and peat bog
for composting them together. I ven-
ture to offer the-opinion that if these
three elements were brought into ser
vice diligently and intelligently for
five-years, Newfotmndland would be ex-
porting potatoes &nd other vegetables
instead of importing them.

I send with this, two detailed ctate-
ments of a method for growing pota-
toes. The first is marked No. 1, and
is intended for growers on a small
scale. The second, No. II, i more ®l-
aborate, and may be followed by per-
son whose buslness is farming rather
than fishing. Bulletin_No. 49, of the
Central Experimental Farm, ~Ottawa.
will be found most useful to both
clagses. This method will, I think
suit the local conditions, and if fol-
lowed for a few years will, I believe,
enable your fellow countrymen to
supply at least all the potatoes requir-
ed. for home_consumption:

In farming, more than in. any,/other
occupation, experien_ce_l“s necessary. 1
would ‘suggest that yor send a young
man to my: place-.at, Orwell next sum-
mer, where we will offer him every
facility for watching a careful and ex:
tensive experiment. He should re
main from . May-.24th to September
10th. He could obtain board in the
community for-#ive dollars a week
and there would 'he no other expense.
In one season ‘he could learn-all that
is to be known, if he were really in-
terested. Upon his return he might
vicit every section of Newfoundland,
and set out illustraton patches with
the assistance of local residents. I
know of no way in which a man could
serve his country better.
