No doubt we shall not
be forgotten next Fall when ballot
boxes are being delivered around; but
if we are as backward then as they
are now they will likely share the
same fate as we are sharing now
with our mails and freight.

IT IS SAID THAT THE GOVERN-
MENT’S NEW PENSION SCHEME
FOR TEACHERS HAS BEEN
DROPPED, AND THAT THE PRO-
POSED LEGISLATION WILL NOT
BE INTRODUCED.

It may be remembered that about |
Christmas Eve last, the Tory news-
papers announced with a great flour-
ish that the Government had deter-
mined to provide pensions for aged
and incapacitated teachers on a most
liberal scale, and tp deal with
them as if they were the most
favoured of Civil servants. The
broad outlines of the scheme
were published, and the announce-
ment was made that the pensions
were to be paid out of the revenue,
the fund already accumulated being
taken over by the Government. Legis-
lation was to be introduced this ses-
sion and indeed the Teachers’ Pen-
sion Bill was to be the chief measure
of the forthcoming session. The an-
nouncement did not meet with the re-
ception among the public which was
anticipated. Indeed, the Government
members from the North, we are told,
have given it as their opinion that it
was not only received with ne en-

This led, we are
informed, a number of members of
the Government to change their at-
titude to the scheme, and to treat it
with hostility, so much so that the
Executive, it is reported, were seri-
ously divided on the question, wheth-
er it was politic to proceed with the
new scheme. It is also reportcd that
the party schism could only be heal-
ed by dropping the measure, and that
the proposed bill will not be intro-
duced into the Legislature this se€s-
sion.

The short outline of the scheme,
given in the Daily News of Dec. 23rd,

{ 1911, was as follows:—

“1. That teachers may retire on a
pension after 30 years of service, pro-
vided that they have reached the age
o? 55.

2. That the rate of pensions be two-
thirds of average salary during last
ten years of service.

3. (a) That teachers becoming dis-
abled or incapacitated after fifteen
years of service be allowed a pension
of one-half of the pension which they
would receive after 30 years of ser-
vice.

(b) That the allowance for teach-
ers who have been disabled or inca-
pacitated after fifteen years of ser-
vice be arranged on a sliding scale
in proportion to the number of years
of service; e.g.

During 15th year of service,
15-30ths of full pension. During 16th
yvear of service, 16-30ths of full pen-
sion. During 17th year of service,
17-30ths of full pension, and so on.

(¢) That when a teacher has
reached the age of 60, he shall, if he
wishes to be considered, for purposes
of pension, incapacitated, and shall
receive pension pro rata.

4. That the pensions be ‘paid out of
the Revenue of the Colony.

(a) That the present Teachers’ Pen-
sion Scheme be discontinued, and that
the accumulated funds, amounting to
nearly $60,000, be handed over to the
Government as a nucleus from which
to pay the proposed new pensions;
and (b) that teachers continue to pay
the same premiums as under the pre-
sent scheme, and. (¢) that the condi-
tions of withdrawal and forfeiture re-
main s under the present scheme.”

Wednesday, the 14th, is St. Valen-

self of the Money Order system to
mail urgent remittances, because
there are no M. O. forms in the office.”

As this complaint. would, if unan-
swered, reflect very seriously on the
operation of the Money Order branch,
I hasten to make a reply which will
show that there is absolutely no cause
for complaint against said branch.

On January 25th a requisition was
received from Postmaster at Grand
Falls for Money Order Forms. On
January 27 we mailed said forms,
which were sent by express of follow-
ing evening, Sunday, the 28th. Under
ordinary -circumstances those forms
would have reached Grand Falls on
the 29th, but because of the snow con-
ditions the express could not get be-
yond Holyrood, and was ordered back
to St. John’s. The next express was
despatched on Thursday, Feb. 1st,
and reached Grand Falls ct 6 p.m. on
the. 2nd. The forms were sent by this
express and received by the Postmas-
ter.

The forms did not give out till 7
p.m. Feb. 1st, and between then and
the 6 p.m. the following day the of-
fice was without forms.

From the foregoing it must be ap-
parent that ;the forms were ordered
and despatched sufficiently far in ad-
vance, and would have reached Grand
Falls several days before they were
needed but for the snow conditions
which prevented the express from:
getting through. Further, Mr. Dover
was informed by the Postmaster of
the cause of delay, and in view of
such explanation his complaint is ac-
tuated by animus which is incompre-
hensible.

The charge that on a previous oc-
casion he was unable to' obtain a
Money Order is so vague as not to
need a reply.

I might remark that no complaint
has reached me from Mr. Dover re-
jative to Money Order matters, nor
has any been received by the Post-
master General.

The other matters referred to in his
‘etter do not come within the scope
of my authority.

Much' of
his time there was spent investigat-
ing the manufacture of “lumber”

“A superior quality of artificial
lumber ¢an be manufactured cheap-
er than natural lumber can be
grown,” he said. “Taking 57 per
cent, waste paper, 22 ‘per cent. straw,
5 per eent. jute, and 16 per cent. wood
fibre, a ton of fibre board, one-fourth
of an inch thick, or 1,100 feet of inch
lumber can be produced. :

Health Rules for
the Barber
Shop.

The Board of Health regulations
regarding barber shops have gone into
effect, having been gazetted, and the
inspectors are supplying the shops
with cards of the regulations, to be
posted up in the shops as required
by the by-law,’ which are as follows:

1. Customers, where possible,
should have their own razors, soap
and brushes.

2. Razors and scissors in general
use shall be sterilized by immersion
in a solution of carbolic acid or lysol
befor® and after using. Clippers must
be sterilized in alcohol at least once
a day.

3. Hair brushes in general use
shall, at least once a day, be immer-
gsed in a fresh solution of corrosive
sublimate contained in an earthen-
ware jardiniere or enamelled dish,
and afterwards rinsed in clean water
and dried with a towel or heat.

4. Shaving brushes in common use
shall be subjected to the same treat-
ment of immersion 2¢nd ofterwards
vrinsed in very hot water.

6. Shaving soap, applied from a
cup in general use, shall be thorough-
?ly cleansed with boiling water, or an
;antiseptic soap powder must be used
] to produce lather.

i 6. Powder shall only be applied by
i a blower, absorbent cotton or towel.

7. Combs in use shall be frequent-
ly immersed in boiling water and
thoroughly cleaned.

8. The barber or hair-dresser shall
wash the hands frequently, using
soap, preferably carbolic, and a nail
brush.

9. The use of the alum stick, fre-
* quently used to stop the flow of blood,
| shall be discontinued, and replaced
by calcined alum, a powder which can
be applied on cotton wool, which shail
be thrown away immediately after-
wards.

10. Vaseline shall not be applied
from a pot, but only from a squeeze
tube. -

11. Sponges shall not be used.

12. Razor strops shall only be
used for razors which have been pre-
viously disinfected.

13. Theé hair-cutting wrapper shall
be placed around the shoulders of
customers and fastened with a safety
pin or other device at the back.—Hali-
fax Chronicle, Jan. 25.
