The War Office, just before noon 
yesterday, issued the following ad­
vices from the front and declares 
that a big battle is now progressing 
favorably to the allies.

The Safety of the State 
the Supreme Law.

The war situation seems more sat­
isfactory than it did two days ago. 
The Germans appear not to have 
burst' through the cordon of defence 
on the French-frontier, and the Brit­
ish, comparatively small in numbers, 
are reported as holding their own. 
The most important news is that the 
Russians are invading the Province 
of Posen, which was a part of the old 
Poland, annexed by Prussia, and arel 
marching on the fortress of Posen, 
where the early Polish monarchs 
used to reside. This fortress is the 
most important of German fortresses 

• near the, Eastern boundaries. The 
Russian invasion comes from Rus­
sian Poland. The Russians are ap­
parently advancing in three great 
armies, with other armies behind 
them. The southern army is advanc­
ing in Gallicim a ^province of Austria 

> to the east of the] Carpathian mount- 
. ains, and the effect is seen in the 
weakening of the Austrian forces in 
Servia. where the weakerfed forces 
are falling before the Servians. The 
northern Russian army is advancing
in north east Germany, in the district
of East Prussia, and the middle army
from Russian Poland is advancing
towards Posen, some 150 miles from 
Berlin. The effect of these movements 
if they are in great force, should be 
to prevent Germany from strengthen­
ing her striking force in the French 
frontier of Belgium. In aiy case, 
largely through the splendid fighting 
prowess of the Belgians, the descend­
ants of the Bclgae, whom Caesar 
called the bravest of the Gauls, the 
German time table has been dislocat­
ed. It is 26 days since war was was 
begun against Russia and France, 
and the Germans Were to march on 
Paris within a fortnight, cripple and 
crumble the French army, by a con­
centration . of their millions of fight­
ing men, and then turn b^ck and be 
ready to smash the Russian armies 
by the time they were brought to bear 
on the Russian frontier. The war will 
not finish as quickly ai Germany ex­
pected. Great Britain ‘and France are 
preparing for a prolonged campaign.

Kitchener is preparing to have a million 
trained fighting men ready at home 
within the next few months. Every 
care is being taken to lessen the dis­
tress of a long war. The Government 
has obtained from Parliament power 
to seize food, where there is any over­
charging. The main clause of the Act 
just passed is as follows :—

“If the Board of Trade are of opin­
ion that any foodstuff is being un­
reasonably withheld from the market, 
they may, if so authorised by His 
Majesty’s proclamation . . . take
possession of any supplies to which 
the proclamation relates and pay to 
the owner such prices as may, in de­
fault of agreement, be decided to be 
reasonable, having regard to all the 
circumstances, by a judge of the High 
Court selected by the Lord Chief Just­
ice of England.”

Next week, our j own, legislature 
meets, and we présume legislation 
will be provided of a character simi­
lar to that enacted at home. There 
may be no need to use these powers, 
but the Government should be armed 
with them, should the need arise. The 
safety of the State is the supreme law 
is the maxim to guide us in provid­
ing such legislation.

The Struggle
at Charleroi

Forbodes a Long and Costly War—- 
England Must Have More Than a 
Million Men in Full Military Train­
ing Within the Next Few Months.
Special to Evening Telegram.

LONDON, To-day:
In a signed editorial, J. L. Garvin, 

Editor of the Pail Mall Gazette, says 
their decisive (?) result in Charleroi 
after a two /lays’ battle with1 unpre­
cedented forces, means that we have 
to lay ourselves out for a long war 
in the certain knowledge that half 
efforts mean only a more frightful 
loss of life and treasure. This is the 
biggest fight in all our centuries. Do 
we fully realize the meaning of Kitch­
ener’s momentous words in the House 
of Lords? He is one of the few men 
in the world who knows just where 
we are gojng. His statement meant 
neither more nor less than this—we 
must have more than one million men 
in full military training in the next 
few months. If more are required to

win, we must have still more. As for 
the present situation on the Franco 
Belgian frontier, the withdrawal of 
troops from Alsace Lorraine shows 
the intention to fight it out on the 
Northern frontier. General Joffre 
thought the best campaign could be 
made cn the French border. That is 
now to be fought. The position of 
the allies insure that the losses of 
the invaders will be thrice these of 
defenders. Germany, which has al­
ready called out her last man and is 
beginning even with her last boy, 
must break through that line some­
where. Meantime the Russians are 
marching with much greater celerity 
than was expected, straight through 
Russian Poland towards Posen in 
Prussian Poland, a hundred and fifty 
miles from Berlin.

FRENCH FORM A 
NATIONAL MINISTRY 

Of Best Men in Country.
Special to Evening Telegram.

PARIS, To-day.
The French Ministers, headed by 

Viviani, have resigned and another 
Cabinet has been immediately formed. 
Viviani visited Elysee Palace at 
10.15 last evening and notified Presi­
dent Poincare that the members of 
the Cabinet had decided to resign col­
lectively. He said that he and his 
colleagues had come to the conclu­
sion that in the circumstances 
through which the country was pass­
ing. the Ministry should have a wider 
scope and comprise all the best men 
in all the republican groups. The 
President charged Viviani with the 
task of organizing a new cabinet 
which the Premier accepted. He re­
turned to the Elysee an hour later

and made known to the President the 
composition of the new ministry 
which is as follows : President of 
Council without portfolio, Rene Vivi­
ani; Foreign Affairs, Théophile Del- 
casse; War, Alexander Millorand; 
Justice, Aristide Briand ; Interior, 
Louis J. Malvey ; Marine, Victor 
Augagneur; Finance, Alexander Rib- 
ot; Public Instruction, Albert Bar­
rant; Commerce, Gaston Doumergue; 
Agriculture, Fernand David ; Labor, 
Bienvenn Martin; Minister without 
portfolio, Jules Guesde. Among the 
members of the new Cabinet are sev­
eral Premiers and many members of 
former cabinets. Sembat is a United 
Socialist, Deputy Delcasse was for­
merly Ambassador to Russia, Miller- 
and is a former Minister of War.

PROPHESIED WAR THIS TEAR.
Germany’s making ready has not 

been accomplished in the dark. The 
rest of Europe has kept itself fully 
informed of what has been going on.

In this connection it is interesting 
to note an assertion and a prophecy 
attributed to Commander Carly on 
Bellairs, one-time member of Parlia­
ment, retired officer of the British 
Navy, author of an article on navies, 
in the ‘Encyclopaedia Éritannica,’ and 
who is known ias a critic on naval 
subjects.

Commander Bellairs was in Mon­
treal in September, 1912. As related 
by a correspondent writing to the 
Boston Transcript, Commander Bel­
lairs told Montreal friends that he 
felt no fear of a “German outbreak" 
at that time, since, so far as he could 
see, the German programme of army 
and navy expansion would not be 
complete until 1914. But he expres­
sed the expectation that “about mid­
summer, 1914, the Germans would 
seize upon any pretext to precipitate 
a European conflict,” and added that 
the probable excuse’ would be some 
fairly trivial incident, “likely some 
outbreak in the Balkans.”

Of course, this is not the German 
view of what happened, but it is very 
likely to be for all time' the British 
view, and even in his own country 
Commander -Bellairs will be honored 
as a prophet.

Policy of Servta.

(By Hi» Excellency Nicholas Paeb- 
. itch, Ptirae Minister of Servis.)

At thl* time, when there seems so 
much misconception concerning the 
alms and policy of Servis, 1 think 
that It la very necessary that the 
people of England should know ex­
actly how things really are and thus 
he able to avoid being deceived by 
the i(torts of Ill-Informed or un­
friendly fierions, tiorvla desires es- 

, peelally that England shall .know the 
true situation, since that country not 
only helped Hervla to obtain her Inde­
pendence, but has always been the 
model upon which the liberal and de­
mocratic Institutions of Servla have 
been created and developed. 1 feel 
certain, therefore, that England bet- 
tre than any other notion will be able, 
to appreciate Servian policy and Ser­
vian national necessities. -

While we are anxious to preserve 
the most friendly relations with all 
other nations, near or far. we cannot 
depart from the principle that nation­
al needs must always dominate the ; sprv*a should possess about 50 kilo- 
policy of a Liberal nation anxions to ! raetres from Alessio to Durazzo. This

desires are based upon no exaggera­
ted ideas at possible aggrandisement 
nor can they In any sense be regard­
ed simply as a basis for compromise. 
Servian arms have conquered far 
move territory than Servia Intends to 
ratlin, but Servian policy has estab­
lished a minimum of territorial ex- 
pemlon which does no . more than 
cover her eo-nntloiiali and her na­
tional neeeselilea, For thl» minimum 
Servie I» prepared to make every 
sacrifiée, since not to do so would be 
to be false to, her national duty. No 
Servian statesman or Government 
ilare betray the future welfare of the 
country by. considering for a moment 
even the abandonment of this mini­
mum. Servla's minimum requisite 
to her national development is econ­
omic Independence, sine, possibly, In 
so far ns regards a Customs union 
with her allies and a free and ade­
quate passage to the Adriatic Sen. on 
the Adriatic coast. It Is essential that

develop ormally. International con­
cessions. and even friendships, must 
never be allowed 'to destroy the possi­
bility of accomplishing the national 
destiny. The past has shown us that 

.independence of trade and economic 
liberty are necessary for Servia’s de­
velopment. and even for her exist­
ence, Since toe moment, some years 
ago, that our economic independence 
was partially secured, the progress 
of the country has been so marked 
as to leave no doubt possible in our 
minds that Servia must have com­
plete economic independence and an 
outlet -to the sea which shall be under 
no Control save her o\yn, after the 
sacrifices which she has made and 
which she may still be called upon to 
make.

It is the obvious truth that Servia’s

coastline would be joined to what was 
formerly Old Servia approximately | 
by the territory between a line from 
Durazzo to Ochrida Lake in the south 
and one from Alessio to Djakova in 
the north.

History might be cited to show that 
Servia’s clairhs extend much further 
southwards. Indeed, Albania belong­
ed to Servia formerly until conquer­
ed by the Turks. The anarchy pre­
vailing in Albania would seem to in­
dicate that the whole ebuntry would 
be better off under the libéral regime 
of an established Government; but 
wé do not ask for anything more than 
our national necessities demand. The 
ture of Albania south of the Durazzo- 
Ochrida Lake line can well be left to 
the Powers to decide its destiny, al­
though we feel strongly that it will

be in the interests neither of the Al­
banians nor of Europe if autonomy 
be insisted on. The reports of Aus­
trian and Italian Consuls and of,trav­
ellers such as Hahn, Steimetz, Baid- 
acci, and Barbarich, whose testimony 
cannot be suspected of Servian lean­
ings, show a deplorable state of af­
fairs existing in Albania. The per­
centage of deaths by violence in Al­
bania ranges from 20 to 75 of the 
total death-rate. Europe may con 
demn the Albanians to continue in 
this state, but Servia has a very 
manifest duty to safeguard Servian 
from a continuance of such condi 
tiems. In the territories between 
Dja.kova, Alessio, Durazzo, and Och 
rida Lake about 10 per cent, of the 
150,000 inhabitants are Servian 
More than half of the Albanian, inhab­
itants are Christians, including tor 
Mird|tes. Austrian and Italian ob­
servers such as Habn and Baldacci 
admit that the Albanians in tjtis dis­
trict are of ancient Servian origin 
and to-day they 'possess many purely 
Servian customs such as the Slava 
and blood brotherhood. Under Ser 
vian rule they will enjoy the fullest 
liberty, schools in thqtair own lan­
guage, religious freedom, and secur­

ity have never yet known
The communal laws of Servia, 

which will come into force In the new 
regions acquired and apply to Albani­
ans and Servians alike, form the most 
democratic system of local govern­
ment known in Europe. Not only 
are minorities adequately represent- 
ed\ In commune and council, but the 
communal authority le the Judicial 
Court for the majority of minor of­
fence». In respect of rellgtoîu liber­
ty In Servian territory to-day the 
Mahomedan priest» are better treated 
than! are the Orthodox, since the for­
mer receive from the State a fixed

varies considerably. It is probable 
that, so far from the Albanians in 
Servian territory being forced to emi­
grate, numbers will come in from' 
Southern Albania. To-day in Servia 
Mahomedans and" Albanians live 
peaceably and happily, and in the 
newly acquired territories, although 
these are fresh from the passage of 
the victorious Servian armies, all ra­
ces and religions are settling down 
peaceably and contentedly under the 
new administration. The reforms set 
forth and promised In the Berlin 
Treaty, which were a dead letter un­
til the present war, are now more 
than accomplished in the new Servian 
territories in a few weeks, There 
need, 'therefore, he "no anxiety as to 
the future welfare of the Albanians, 
who will become Servian subjeeta In 
the accomplishment of Servla's na­
tional. necessity of an outlet to the 
Adriatic Sea.

Not only will the Adriatic outlet pli­
able Servia to have freedom of ex­
port and Import, it will give her new 
neighbours, since every maritime na­
tion will then be Servla's neighbour 
as much as Austria is to-day. This Is 
especially true of England,' and Ser­
vit) rejoices that the period of lack of 
direct contact with England and ftng- 
ltsh Institutions will now como to an 
end. From Servia’s new and growing 
ports steamers will go to the estab­
lished ports of England, weaving 
closer every day the web of friend­
ship and mutual advantage between 
the two peoples. This point of con­
tact with England, secured by Eng­
land’s command of the seas, realises 
for Servia one of her deepest and 
most lasting desires, which will en-' 
able her to develop freely and liberal­
ly. encouraged and stimulated by the 
freedom and justice of England. It 
is this desire for future and increas­
ing relations with the nations of the 
West, and especially England, which 
makes it impossible for Servia to con­
sider even for a moment the giving 
of any special economic advantages 
to any specific nation. To do So 
would not only prejudice her econo­
mic future, but would force Servia to 
Place England and other nations at a 
disadvantage. This Servia will not 
consent to. any more than she will 
abandon her just outlet to the Adria­
tic. Servia cannot, conceive that her 
settled determination on these points, 
which she is prepared to defend by 
all means in her power, can be con­
sidered by àny foreign Government 
as other than necessary for the well 
being of Servta and dictated by a very 
real desire for permanent European 
peace and equal.opportunities for all 
nations desiring to enter into econo­
mic‘relations with her.

Fishery Reports.
Aug. 22. From B. Perry (Catalina 

South Head to North Head.)—The 
total catch is 4,200 qtls. All the 
traps have been taken in but QO dor­
ies and skiffs are still fishing. No 
bankers or schooners from the 
grounds have arrived. Prospects are
not very good and the weather is un­
settled, ' hindering operations. No 
bait obtainable.

Aug. 22. From S. E. Chafe (South 
Head of Brigus to Bay Roberts Pt.)— 
Two punts, 50 boats and 7 skiffs are 
fishing but all the traps have been 
taken in. The total catch is 620 qtls. 
with 20 for last week. Prospects are 
indifferent and there is no bait to be 
had. The trapping voyage is over and 
the average catch is poor. There is 
little or nothing doing with hook 
and line.

Aug. 22. From R. Brown (Upper 
Amherst Cove to Cape L’Argent.)—r 
Prospects are very bad and no bait 
is to be obtained. There was only 
a sign of squid about three days ago. 
The men report cod wonderfully 
scarce on the offer grounds but 
there was a little sign along the 
shore, the first part of the week. Some 
of the traps got as high as 9 qtls. on 
Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday. The 
total catch is about 5.000 qtls., and 
for last week 500. Six large boats 
carrying six men each. 25 traps and 
380 dories and skiffs are fishing.

Aug. 22. From" J. Gosse (Span­
iard’s Bay to Upper Island Cove.) — 
!No traps but 40 dories and skiffs are 
fishing. The catch to date is 350 
qtls., and for last week 200. The 
fishermen say they have not seen 
more cod in this harbor (Spaniard's 
Bay) the .past year than now, and it 
is of very large size. Herring is be­
ing used for bait and if a good supply 
could be obtained the men would do 
well. Prospects are looking brighter 
the past week.

6. —He can help by keeping, in ev­
ery sense, as calm as possible, by re­
fraining from hysterical and frothy 
demonstrations.4by being neither too 
much cast down at small reverses— 
which must come—nor wildly exult­
ant at small successes.

7. —He can help qur soldiers to make 
the war an honorable and chivalrous 
combat by declining, as they do, to 
believe lightly in Imputations of inhu­
manity and dishonor against our en­
emies in the field. In every war such 
imputations are current on both sides. 
Nine-tenths of them are untrue. Their 
circulation may terribly intensify the 
distress of our soldiers’ families at 
home. •

8. —He can keep himself sober and 
in good health, remembering that un­
til the war is actually over we cannot 
know how many who are non-combat­
ants now may become combatants, and 
would be more useful to their coun­
try if fit and well.

9. —He can help by remembering 
that we are all comrades in a tight 
place, and that it is neither manly nor 
safe to try to secure one’s self or one's 
property by means that will make the 
way out harder for other people. If 
we all act like good comrades we all 
shall be safe and we shall have earned 
our safety.

GENT’S HALF HOSE,APRONS. The British expeditionary force 
under command of Field Marshal Sir 
John French is composed of three 
army corps, each comprising two di­
visions, and thetfe is an extra cavalry- 
division under the command of Major 
General Edmund Allenby—a total of 
about 165,000.

Each army «corps is formed of 
twenty-four infantry battalions of 
about one thousand men each on a 
war footing, six cavalry regiments, 
eight batteries of horse artillery of 
six guns each, eighteen batteries of 
field^artilleyy, two howitzer batteries 
atfu troops of engineers, signal corps, 

""army service corps and other details. 
The British field force, therefore, 
should contain seventy-two infantry- 
battalions, eighteen cavalry regi­
ments, twenty-four batteries of horse 
artillery with 144 guns, fifty-four 
batteries of field artillery with 324 
guns, six howitzer batteries and the 
usual details, according to the latest 
British Army list, issued at the end 
of July.

The First Army Corps is command­
ed by Lieutenant-General Sir Douglas 
Haig, the Third by Major-General 
W. P. Pulteney, and the Second, 
which was led by Lieutenant-General 
Sir James Grierson, who died sud­
denly to-day, is led by General Sir 
Horace Smith-Dofrlen.

General French's chief of staff is 
Majdr-Gèneral Sir Arvhibald Murray, 
K.O.È., C.V.O., D.S.O.

Each pair of the divisions will con­
stitute a corps. The first Corps, un­
der General Haig, consists of the/First 
and Second Divisions. The second 
corps, under General Smith-Dorrien. 
is composed of the' Third and Fourth 
Divisions.
