ONLY EFFECTIVE

COURSE.
PARIS, Dec. 7.

The Athens correspondent of the
Matin, in-a despatch relative to the
attitude of Greece towards the En-
tente Powers, says that the Govern-
ment is simply playing for time,
hoping that the Entente Allies will be
forced to the sea by the Austro-Ger-
mans and Bulgarians. It will be
found in a week or so that an agree-
ment between the Greek and Allied
staffs cannot be reached, and that the
Government will declare that, not-
withstanding Greece's traditional
good-will -towards the Entente Pow-
ers, it cannot accede to their de-
mands. The correspondent affirms
that the only effective course is to
apply a blockade to Greece, and adds
that it will prove all the more fruit-
ful in results, since popular discon-
tent with the royal policy is growing
perceptibly. If elections had been
held three weeks ago, the Venizelos
party would have been beaten, but
now, notwithstanding the extraordin-
ary conditions under which this will
be held, he is likely to get a major-
ity. A blockade not only would starve
the population, but would ruin the
mercantile marine, Greece’s sole
source of wealth, consequently the
general public is deeply agitated and
business circles are anxious.

Sir Edward Grey, Secretary for
Foreign Affairs, intimated in the Com-
mons to-day that the British Govern-
ment was earnestly considering the
blocking of German intrigue in China
generally and in British - Colonies in
the Far East and in foreign conces-
sions in China.

President Wilson in his annual ad-
dress to Congress to-day,\ dealing
mainly with national defence, pro-
claimed that advanced Americanism
was growing from the guardianship
of the Monroe Doctrine to “Full and
honourable Association” of all the
Americas. Although in the longest
address he has yet delivered to Con-
gress, the President touched upon a
variety of subjects, the predominating
note was the necessity of the policy
of military preparedness to meet the
readjustments of the next generation
as they will affect the American con-
tinent. He emphasized his point by
saying; “Unless you take it within
your view and permit full significance
of it to command your thought, I can-
not find the right light, in which: to
set forth the particular matter that
lies at the very front of my whole
thoughts as I address you to-day.
I mean national defence.” The point
was not overshadowed when the Pre-
sident in the most unmeasured terms
he ever has employed before Congress
denounced naturalized Americans,
who by their sympathies for Euro-
pean belligerents have endangered
American neutrality. While Con-
gress cheered him loudly he referred
to them as having “poured poison of
disloyalty into the very arteries o'flour

Your Boys and Girls.

In the winter, when the weather is
unfit for outdoor play, clay modelling
is.a very good way to interest and
instruct children.

Regimental Supplies
for Gallipoli Troops

A reference to the report

of Parliamentary pro-

ceedings on Nov. 4th,

which appeared in the
London Times of the next day, makes
it clear that the complaint of the non-
arrival of supplies at Gallipoli is well
grounded. It would appear from this
report that it is by no means confined
to the case of the Newfoundland Regi-
ment. We extract the paragraphs
which bear on this matter. They are
as follows:—

“Mr. Tennant, replying to Sir Geo.
Younger, said that Expeditionary
Force institutes had been established
at Mudros, also at Kephalos, and at
all the beaches on the peninsula
which were held by British forces.
As to the volume of the work done
by these institutes, he stated that
stores to the value of nearly £100,000
had already been sent out, and that
further consignments were being sent
at regular intervals.

“Sir H. Craik (Glasgow and Aber-
deen Universities, U.).—Is the right
hon. gentleman aware that the troops
at Mudros are complaining that it is
quite impossible to get any supplies
whatever? Mr. Tennant.—It is hoped
that when the full effect of these in-
stitutes is felt those complaints will
cease, Sir G. Younger.—Will the right
hon. gentleman have the goodness to
inquire, as the Admiralty transport
regulations are disgusting and stores
are never delivered? (Hear, hear.»
Mr. Tennmant.—I will inquire about
that. Sir G. Younger.—It is a grow-
ing secandal. (Hear hear.)

It is not at all unlikely that many
transports had to be diverted to rush
troops and supplies to Salonika, and
that as a result the transporta-
tion systém between Alexandria and
Mudros was much hampered and as 2
consequence, supplies which would
but for this cause have been sent
promptly to Mudros and the Gallipoli
Peninsula have been delayed consid-
erably. The transportation of a hun-
dred thousand men, munitions and
supplies for a campaign is a very
big undertaking, and to do this in a
rush must necessarily hamper other
gservices depending on transports.
The need of a very large number of
men in the Vardar, and the urgency
of supplying them with munitions,
food and clothing are ma’tters which

are growing clearer day by day, -as
the Huns and Bulgars approach the
Entente lines, and the veiled efforts
of King Constantine to hamper them
becomes more and more apparent.
The Salonika problem must -neces-
sarily have drained the transport sys-
tem severely, and it is clear enough
that the Gallipoli system has had to
take part of the strainp. Hence the
complaint of shortage of . supplies
there, which has been voiced in the
House of Commons, as well as in let-
ters from members of the Newfound-
land Regiment.

We hear that the Prime Minister
yesterday directed Capt. Timewell to
purchase a suit of underclothing ansd
two pairs socks for each member of
the Regiment and despatch them at
once to Gallipoli.

The Finance Committee of the Pa-
triotic Association met last night and
appointed a deputation, consisting of
the. Hon. M. P.-Cashin, Hon. Py~ T.
McGrath, Mr. Jas. M. Kent and Mr.
J. S. Munn to wait on His Excellency
the Governor. At the conference’this
morning it was decided to ascertain
the facts as to the present needs of
our boys. Capt. Timewell is also to
be asked to report as to when, how
and what he has sent forward from
the stores he has been in charge of
since the summer, and to arrange 19
keep the Regiment well supplied out
of the stock of goods, sent by the
Newfoundland W.P.A.

WANT RESTITUTION OF GOLD.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

A request for the restitution of $1,-
000,000 in gold, shipped from New
Vork on the Duteh liner Noordam, to
the Netherlands Overseas Trust, seiz-
e¢d_ by a British cruiser in the North
Sea, was made at the British Embassy
to-day by representatives of Goldman
Sachs Co., of New York.

It was also a misappre-
Liension to say this was a rash mili-
tary adventure, continued Crewe, as it
was clear to everybody the early cap-
ture of Bagdad if it could be effected
would have great results on the war
and not only military results.

knecht is leader. The Social Demo-
crats seek by means of the interpella-
tion to prevent this minority from
voicing a claim that it is inducing the
Government to express itself publicly
on the question of peace.

The situation for the

Allies is complicated by the attitude of

the Greek Government. Negotiations

at Athens have not yet reached a sat-

isfactory conelusion, although the

Greek King has re-affirmed’ his neu-

trality and repeated the assurances

that Greek troops will never attack

the Allies.

Tipping is very seldom a sign
hoggishness now—it is a sign. of tim-
We tip waiters, porters, bell-
boys and bootblacks to purchase their
good opinion. Men who don’t care a
hang what their friends or their
country think of them would walk
home ten miles rather than endure
the frown of an untipped waiter. Th‘ey
would refuse joyously to contribute a
dollar to a church fair, but in the
presence of a check boy at a hotel
they are humble and anxious. -If they
do not tip the check boy as much as
the last fellow did, he will think them
stingy, and what is life without the
good opinion of a check boy?

In America the tip is a hold-up, but
in Europe it is an institution, like ar-
istocracy and the tourist. It is possi-
ble to go through Europe without tip-
ping, just as it is possible to wade
thirough twenty miles of blackberry
bushes, but neither feat is worth the
effort. If one must refrain from tip-
ping in Europe, a good plan is to hire
a stout young man and then pose as
his valet. While he is refusing to tip
and is taking the consequences, you
can pick up your baggage and saunter
carelessly to the train unscathed.

In America, if you are a bold man
and do not care to tip, put on your hat
and walk dway rapidly, so that you
will ‘leave that particular atmosphere
behind as quickly as possible.

The House
of Hope.

How Britain’s Blinded Fighters Are
Being Taught to Work and Play.

The House of Hope stands in the
midst of splendid grounds, with spaei-
ous lawns, beautiful flower gardens,
near a great lake, a branch of which,
spanned by a rustic bridge, runs into
them, but its inmates, heroes all, live
in darkness. -
They are the soldiers and sailors
who have been blinded in the war, who
are doomed for the rest of their lives
to walk in a world without light.
Here, at St. Dunstan’s, a mansion in
Regent’s Park, London, kindly lent by
the generosity of Mr. Otto Kahn, the
American financier, they are given
new freedom, they are taught to build
up another world for themselves on
new foundations, in place of the world
of light they have left. They ' are
taught:to live in it, and to have new
hopes, new ambitions, fresh ideals.

Being Taught to be Blind.

These sightless heroes of the war
may seem tragic, saddenjng, hopeless
figures—but they themselves are no
longer sad, for they have found new
comfort and happiness in the House of
Hope. Soon after the war broke out,
the Blinded Soldiers’ and Sailors’
Hostel, where thesé brave men could
be received, cared for, and trained to
their new condition of life, was estab-
lished: In the House of Hope our
sightless soldiers are being taught to
be blind. By al:rangement with the
War Office all blinded soldiers, upon
their discharge from the military hos-
pitals, are invited to enter St. Dun-
stan’s,

Here everything that ingenious
minds can devise for their comfort
and training is done, and the blinded
men lead very active lives. Braille
reading and writing are taught them
by a large staff of voluntary helpers,
whose kindly aid cannot be too highly
praised. Typewriting is_also taught
by skilled instructors who are them-
selves blind.

Then, such occupations as car-
pentry, boot repairing, mat and, basket
making, massage, telephony, poultry
farming, and market gardening are
taught, also by blind teachers.

Each man in the House of Hope
spends two and a half hours a day at
Braille reading and writing, and an-
other two and a half hours in learn-
ing all occupation that will enable him
later to earn comfortable wages, and
so add to his pension. The duration
of the training depends on the quick-
ness of those learning to be blind, and
the nature of their work, but it is at
least six months.

Row on Regent’s Lake.

When ready the men are given a
good start in life, and arrangements
are being made which will insure that
they will be properly looked after.

Sports and entertainments form a
good part of the daily routine at the
House of Hope. There is a rowing
club, and on fine evenings the blinded
warriors go for a pull on the Regent’s
Park lake. Recently, a crew of blind
soldier oarsmen rowed on the Thames
against crews of blind civilians, and
they won two out of three races, and
on a later date they beat a strong crew
of sighted oarsmen.

There is an annex at St. Dunstan’s
for the accommodation of relatives of
men, who are welcome to go there and
spend a few days near their husbands,
sons, or brothers free of cost.
Another annex is to be found at
Brighton, the comfortable and spaci-
ous home belonging jto the National
Institute for the /Blind having been
placed at the disposal of the inmates
of St. Dunstan’s. Hére they go when
they leave hospital, or are in need of
change or rest.

At Torquay is another annex, sup-
ported by the generosity of residents
of that charming neighbourhood, to
which men in need of a prolonged
period of ‘convalescence are sent.
Officers are housed at 21 Portland
Place, a large and beautifully ap-
pointed residence which has been
most kindly placed at their disposal
by Sir John and Lady Stirling-Max-
well.

Speeches
Before Batiles.

“To-Day They Shall Have a Bath,”
Said Hindenburg.

One of the most stirring appeals
ever addressed to any troops on any
battlefield was that spoken by the
aged King Peter of Serbia the other
day, when it seemed that his little
army must be utterly destroyed:

“I, your chosen King,” he said,
“have no longer strength to lead my
Army to death or victory. I am but
a frail, grey-headed man, who can
only ask God to bless our arms. ' But
I swear, should defeat and disgrace
be our lot, that I shall not survive
the fall of our dear land.”

It was King Peter who made an
equally stirring speech on December

|3rd, 1914, what time his little army

found itself face to face with the nu-

merically vastly superior Austrian
L ]

forces between Valjevo and Mladen~
ovatz, ;

“Soldiers,” he said, “you have taken
two oaths—one to me, your King, and
the other to yous country. I am an
old, broken man, on the edge of the
grave, and I release you from your
oath to men. From your other oath
no one can release you. If you feel
you cannot go on, go to your homes,
and I pledge my word that after the
war, if we come out of it, nothing shall
happen to you. But I and my founs
stay here.”

“Let All Advance Who Can.”

It is doubtful if King Peter reads
Shakespeare, but it is curious that the
above stirring and exquisitely beauti-
ful little homily is almost identical
as to its wording, and absolutely
identical as regards its sentiment, to
that uttered (according to Shakes-
peare) by our King Harry before
Agincourt. And the result was the
same. Not a man left the ranks. And
the Austrians were hopelessly defeat-
ed and driven in disorder across thé
Save, with a loss of 80,000 in Kkilled,
wounded, missing and prisoners.

Very much more brief, but equally
splendid as regards their result, were
the werds spoken by General Joffre on
Sept. 6th, 1914, a month after the de-
claration of war.

“Now,” said he, “now is the time
and the opportunity to save France:
let all advance who can, let all die
where they stand who cannot ad-
vance.”

Worn and weary by the most ter-
rible retreat in history, half dazed
from lack of food and sleep, the sol-
diers of France heard—and obeyed.
Fiercely they turned at bay, rolling
the German legions back from almost
within sight of the walls of Paris.
Many did indeed die where they stood,
but all the same France:swas saved.

Yon Hindenburg’s Horrible Humour.

“God and.our Fleet!” remarked Ad-
miral Fisher on hearing that war was
declared. “These are our safeguards.
Neither will fail us.” As most people
are aware, “Jacky” Fisher is an in-
tensely religious man. This was why
he placed God first.

Of battlefield speeches made by the
German War Lords, perhaps the two
best remembered are the Kaiser’s ex-
hortation to von Kluck’s soldiers, or-
dering them to “Walk over French'’s
contemptible little army”; and Prince
Rupprecht’s boastful utterance, “I
should like my Bavarians to meet the
English—just once.” In the light of
what happened afterwards these gems
of oratory make rather pleasant read-
ing—for us.

Pregnant with a horrible, grim hu-
mour was von Hindenburg’s “To-day
they shall have a bath,” uttered on
that fateful August morn when he had
finally succeeded in entangling the
Russians under Samsonov amid the
bogs and quagmires of the Masurian
Lakes. Certainly he kept his word.
By nightfall whole regiments had been
driven into the lakes and drowned, or
suffocated in the bog-holes; and Gen-
eral Samsonov lay dead, slain, some
say, by his own hand in a fit of raging
madness and despair.
