Sea Power.,

The suggestion that the German bat-
tle fleet may venture out soon and in-
vite a test of strength by attempting
to break up the transportation of men
and supplies across the Channel has
led the reviewers to consider the num-
ber and power of the fighting ships at
the disposal of the Allies and of Ger-
many respectively. Only another na<
val battle will reveal what improve-
ments have been made in ships and
guns since the battle of Jutland, but
certainly since that time Britain, the
United States and Germany have all
been adding to their fighting strength
aﬂoat: Before the battle of Jutland
the British had sixty-three battleships
of which ten were pre-Dreadnoughts,
built between 1905 and 1910. Thirty
of the sixty-three ships, comprising
much more than one-half of the total
tonnage, were super-Dreadnoughts.
The Germans had at that time twenty
pre-Dreadnoughts, eight Dreadnoughts
and twelve super-Dreadnoughts, or
ofrty ships in all. The British losses
in the battle consisted mainly of bat-

tacks Against Hamel Repulsed. Teutonic
Intrigue in South Africa.

WAR REVIEW.

The British front east of Amiens on
each side of the Avre and along the
Somme River seems to be the storm
centre of the battle front in France.
Here the Australians, assisted by Am-
erican detachments surged forward
on July 4th and drove the enemy out
of the village of Hamel and the Vaire
and Hamel Woods to the south at the
same time launching a secondary at-
tack on the German positions north
of the Sompgme. Since that time the
lines before Amiens have been very
active. The Germans have been re-
pulsed - trying to take the village of

Hamel and the wooded positions of |

the Australians further south. The
British official report says that the
enemy was stopped easily,
Germans claim to have checked the
British forces east of Hamel and to
have thrown them back to their orig-
inal lines at  Villers-Brettonneux.
With the exception of aerial combats
the American front has been calm.
The German official report tells of
British attacks in the Ypres region
adding that these assaults were re-
pulsed. Heavy artillery fire in this
neighborhood is reported from Lon-
don. In the meantime the French
have been content to hold and con-
solidate their new positions near
Moulin-Sous-Touvent and Autreches
northwest of’ Soissons where in two
recent French attacks the Germans
suffered severely and lost many pris-
oners. The French war office says
that during the past day there has
been heavy artillery fring in the
neighborhood of Cutry and Mont Go-
bert which is on the front southwesf
of Soissons where the French won
ground by a dashing attack last week.
Italian forces operating near the
mouth of the Piave have continued
to make progress in recent fighting,
and have taken more than 400 prison-
ers, as well as a bettery of cannon
and many machine guns. In the
wountain region the Italians have ex-
tended their lines northeast of Monte
Grappa, and have repulsed desperate
counter attacks by the Austrians
against positions taken from the ene-
my in the Italian drive a week ago.

PRISONERS TAPTURED BY BRIT-
ISH.

LONDON, July 5. (Official.)

The total number of prisoners tak-
en by us in yesterday’s successful
operations on the Sontme exceeds 1,-
300. A German field gun in addition

“PEACE OFFENSIVE” COMING.

AMSTERDAM, July 5.

In a leading article the Socialist
newspaper, Vorwaerts, of Berlin, de-
clares that the desire of the German
people for a speedy peace with honor
is so strong that a sensible accommo-
dation from the other side would be
bound to lead to its realization. “Our
anemies to-day,” continues the news-
paper, “have the opportunity of ob-
taining a peace not prescribed by the
war map, but based on the equipoise
of the military and economic. forces
on both sides. The policy of truth,
demanded by Philip Scheidmann, So-
cialist leader, requires an admission
that the economic forces of the Ger-
man people are not inexhaustible, and
the fact that we are cut off from over-
seas raw material is being increas-
ingly felt. The conclusion of a peace
with honor thus corresponds to the in-
terests of our adversary in the same
degree as our own.

UNREST IN AFRICA.

PRETORIA, S.A, July 6.

Premier Botha, of the Union of
South Africa, has issued a statement
showing that serious unrest exists in
South Africa. Strong police and mili-
tary measures are being taken to cope
with the situation. Premier Botha
said that had not prompt and effect-
ive military measures been taken, the
situation would have culminated in a
grave disturbance and probably serl-
Lous loss of life. The Boer leader ad-
ded that the Government had infor-
mation pointing to the existence of a
movement having for its object the
submersion of the constitution by
violent methods. Continuing, Pre-
mier Botha in 'his statement says,
“There is good reason for suspecting
that enmemy agencies are at work in
this country and that they are in-

triguing to stir up strife, not enly

natives, and no means or matters are
deemed too dispicable to obtain their
object.”

London, July 5.—South African
troubles have been the subject of ru-
mors in London for some days. It has
been known that a series of strikes
have been in progress in the Trans-
vaal mines, and it is reported these
had an anti-Government purpose and
had been stirred up by German agents
or irreconcilable Boers. A message
from Johannesburg yesterday to Reu-
ters, Ltd., said that all the natives
who had refused to work on Wednes-
day, later. had resumed’their duties.
A correspondent of the Times, tele-
graphing from Cape Town on Mon-
day, said the movement was origina-
ted by international socialists work-
ing on educated natives and helped by
the effect of the increased cost of liv-
ing.

GERMAN SUBS. DESTROYED.

AN ATLANTIC PORT, July 5.

The destruction in European wa-
ters of five German submarines by
British transports and by American
and British destroyers convoying
them, was described by “‘passengers
! who arrived here yesterday on a Brit-
ish liner. The transports, one of
which was carrying American sol-
diers to a European port, accounted
for three of the U-boats, and the de-
stroyers sank the other two, accord-
ing to the passengers. Officers of the
Liner confirmed their stories.

CARDINAL DEAD.

ROME, July 5.

Cardinal Sebastian Martinetti, Pre-
‘fect of the Sacred Congregation of
Rites, and former Papal Delegate in
the United States, is dead. Cardinal
Martinetti was the second Apostolic
Delegate to the United States, serving
t from 1898 o 1902, when he returned
to Rome. He was born in August,
1848. He was created and proclaim-
ed Cardinal on April 15th, 1901.

Two enemy
machines were shot down by our
aerial defence.

TRANSPORT TORPEDOED.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

The American army transport Cov-
ington, homeward bound after landing
many thousand soldiers in France,
was torpedoed and sunk in the war
zone on Monday night. Six of the
crew are missing but all the other

captured

personnel or passengers were aboard.
The Covington formerly was the
Hamburg-American Liner Cincinnatti,
which was laid up at Boston and tak-
en over -when the United States en-
tered the war. She was 608 feet long
of 16,339 gross tons and had a speed
of 15% knots an hour. The Covington
was struek at 9.17 p.m. Monday, while
proceeding with a fleet of other
 transports, convoyed by destroyers.
The submarine was not seen. The
transport remained afloat until Tues-
day, when efforts were made by an-
other ship and two tugs to tow her to
port, but she was too badly damaged
to keeép afloat.

The
Board supplies wholly 345 foreign and
1,216 native workers in these foreign
fields out of the more than two mil-
lion dollars given annually by Ameri-
can .Church people.
